1. Information for the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of International
Economic Relations and Business (IER and Business), Faculty of International Economics
and Politics at UNWE, according to the Decision, protocol 399 from 13.09.2002 of the IER
and Business Department and Decision of the Faculty Council Protocol Ne 1/ 21.09.2022.
The participation in the composition of the scientific jury of the competition is according to
Order Ne 2394/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Cooperation of
UNWE.

2. Short information for the candidate in the competition

One candidate applied for the competition — Chief Assistant Monika Emilova
Moraliyska - Ivanova. The candidate successively develops its academic experience in the
Department of "International Economic Relations and Business™ at the UNWE, first passing
through the bachelor's and master's degrees and then becoming a PhD in the same department
with a specialisation in "European Economic Integration”.

The candidate has been teaching as a Chief assistant in "International Economic
Relations and Business" at UNSS since 2012. She teaches in the following disciplines:
"European Economy”, "EU Institutions”, "International Trade", "International Economic
Relations", "Global Strategic Management” and “International Marketing”.

In addition, a part of Monika Moraliyska's CV includes activities as an assessor of
project proposals under Erasmus+ and European Solidarity Corps programs; economic
advisor in the Ministry of Economy; expert in the Department of "Research and Analysis of
the Electronic Communications Market™ in the Commission for Communications Regulation
and others.

The candidate shows a logical sequence in her academic development and in the
choice of topics for her specialisation.



3. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. The candidate Monika Emilova Moraliyska - Ivanova, fulfils the quantitative
requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor” at UNWE. In
addition to the dissertation work, which was subsequently issued, the candidate published a
habilitation work and also a number of monographs. The candidate has also published a
number of articles and papers, including in refereed in Web of Science journals.

The candidate has sufficient and very high level additional publications. The quantity and
quality of citations is also at a very high level and corresponds to her desire to hold the
position of "associate professor".

The various textbooks and teaching materials that have been published by the candidate
in her scientific fields are also an indisputable contribution.

Participation in scientific research projects also contributes to the candidate's success in
the scientific and scientific-applied field.

3.2. The candidate Ch. Monika Emilova Moraliyska - lIvanova also fulfils the
gualitative requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor” at
UNWE. The candidate has reviewed a number of scientific articles. She also has a wide
range of activities in a number of organisations, being a member of the Union of Economists
in Bulgaria, a member of the Bulgarian Association for European Studies, as well as the
chairman of the Management Board of the non-profit association "Digital Hub Bulgaria™.

In addition, the candidate conducts lectures in foreign universities and is also a regular
member of the organising committee of the annual conference of the International Economic
Relations and Business Department.

The participation in a number of research projects, mainly in the country, also has its
qualitative contribution to the development of the candidate and her scientific and scientific-
applied abilities.

The candidate's participation in public life in the country, as well as the organisation of
visits for students and a number of other initiatives also help to fulfil the qualitative
characteristics, with which Monika Moraliyska meets the requirements for the position of
"associate professor".

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity for each candidate separately

The candidate has extensive teaching experience and is prepared to take the position of
"Associate Professor" in the Department of IER and Business at UNWE. As already
mentioned, she is responsible for preparing and conducting lectures and seminars in the
disciplines "European Economy", "EU Institutions”, "International Trade", "International
Economic Relations", "Global Strategic Management” and “International Marketing”. The
courses are well developed and lined with appropriate materials. Students are interested in
these courses. The disciplines themselves are important and take into account the substantial
developments in these areas in the country, the European Union and the world.



5. Brief description of the presented scientific papers / publications

The candidate has a rich scientific bibliography and publications, which are very well
focused in closely related scientific fields. On the other hand, the candidate is not limited to
the study of only one topic, but covers a diverse set of questions and research fields that have
a clear connection between them.

The author has several individual works as monographies. The most recent one is
entitled "European Union Trade Relations with Asia". It was published by the Publishing
Complex of the UNSS in Sofia.

Another monograph by the author that deserves special attention is the book on "The
European pillar of social rights as an instrument for social cohesion in the Union and
achieving of catch-up economic development of Bulgaria”.

At an earlier stage, the candidate also published another monograph, which is also
directly related to one of the disciplines she teaches (EU Institutions™) - "The European
Parliament in Development".

The candidate also participates in a number of scientific forums. She is a regular
participant, for example, in the international conferences of the European Studies Department
at the Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski", thus contributing to the good cooperation
between the two departments and universities.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions
of the candidates

The candidate has significant scientific and research contributions. This is determined
both by her in-depth research and by her participation in research projects.

A serious scientific and research contribution is the monograph “Trade relations of the
European Union with Asia". It initially presents the common trade policy of the EU. Then
regional economic integration in Asia and Asia's place in the world economy is presented.
The final chapter describes the EU's trade policy towards Asia.

The monograph on the European Pillar of Social Rights touches on another current topic
in the contemporary development of the EU and its policies. Namely, how this pillar
becomes an instrument for social cohesion in the EU. Special attention is also paid to the
development of the European Pillar of Social Rights in Bulgaria and how the country's
participation in this policy contributes to its socio-economic development.

The remaining publications of the candidate, including from scientific conferences, are
also related to scientific and scientific-applied contributions.

The candidate's participation in practice as an evaluator of European projects, as an
advisor and expert, also helps the candidate's contributions to have a strong scientific-applied
character.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate individually

| have no critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate. My only
recommendation to her is to continue to develop herself consistently in the scientific field, as



the country needs specialists in the field of international economic relations and European
economic integration.
