1. Information about the contest

The contest has been announced for the needs of the Department of International Economic
Relations and Business at UNSS according to Decision of the Decision of the Faculty council
of the Faculty of International Economy and Politics (Protocol No. 1/21.09.2022). |
participate in the composition of the scientific jury for the contest according to Order No. No.
2394/ 28.09.2022 of the Deputy Rector of UNSS.

2. Information about the candidates in the contest

The competition is for the needs of the department "MIO and Business", one candidate applied
-Ph.D Monika Emilova Moraliyska - Ivanova, assistant professor. She has been a long-time
lecturer in the department since 2012. Her professional development is as a lecturer and
researcher in the department. At the UNSS, she obtained a bachelor's and master's degree,
majoring in International Economic Relations and Business. She obtained doctor degree in the
same department specializing in "European Economic Integration” and defended her
dissertation on "Communication Strategy for Bulgaria's Accession to the EU" in 2011.

She has been lecturer on "International Economic Relations and Business™ at UNSS since 2012.
She has lectured on the following disciplines: "European Economy"”, "EU Institutions”,
"International Trade", "International Economic Relations”, European Integration, Global
Strategic Management” and “International Marketing”. She led the seminar classes in these
disciplines.

Monika Moralijska successfully combines her scientific and teaching interests with social
commitments outside the university. She was an Erasmus project evaluator, an economic
adviser to the Ministry of Economy (February - May 2017). She participated as an expert in
projects for Prime Consult, Utilis and Facilitis magazines. Actively participates in the activities
of the department, shows initiative and responsibility. She has developed individual projects
financed by the NID of the UNSS.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position of associate professor

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

From the attached documents / map for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements and the
opinion of the council on habilitation in the UNSS/ it is established that the candidate Monika
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Moraliyska meets the mandatory conditions under the ZRASRB (Article 24 et seq.), the
minimum national requirements; as well as the additional requirements for the UNSS according
to the ZRASRB and PPZRASRB. The candidate indicated 885 points, which exceed the
minimum number (400 points), for the academic position of "associate professor". She exceeds
3 times the minimum threshold (925 points) of the requirements for the UNSS.

The applicant's main and additional indicators significantly exceed the established requirements
for holding the academic position “associate professor".

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

From the attached documents / map for the implementation the quality criteria, her activity on
scientific projects stands out. She is a reviewer of publications in foreign journals. Participates
in the governing bodies of scientific and professional organizations - Bulgarian Association for
European Studies, Chairman of the Management Board of the non-profit association "Digital
Hub Bulgaria™.

From her activities in the department, it can be mentioned - member of the organizing
committee of the annual conference of the department "MIO and Business"; member of the jury
in the student essay competition, organized by the Student Council of the UNSS and the "MIO
and Business" department. The candidate has declared participation in national projects.

Monika Moralijska was a guest lecturer under the European Erasmus program at the following
universities: University of Leuven in Brussels and Leuven, Belgium, 2016; University of Life
Sciences in Warsaw, Poland, 2017. IBC-M University in Pristina, Kosovo, 2021.

4. Evaluation of teaching activity

The workload report certifies that Monika Moralijska has a rich and varied teaching experience.
She led seminars in the field of international economic relations, European economy, European
integration, European institutions, a total of 680 hours of lectures. The candidate teaches foreign
language study groups, lectures and courses in English at the bachelor's level, the total workload
is 140 hours of lectures and 205 hours of seminars. The total classroom occupancy is 2051
hours of exercises (1846 hours in Bulgarian and 205 hours in English).

Main disciplines in which the candidate leads lecture courses and seminars are related to the
researched scientific issues.

Project participation

The candidate participates in a project under the University support - "Development of online
university education - student, teaching and management perspectives".

According to the submitted reports, she participated in two national projects - "Improving
access to employment and the quality of jobs by limiting and preventing undeclared
employment”, implemented by the Association of Industrial Capital in Bulgaria together with
the National Bank of Bulgaria; and "Citizens' partnership with local, regional and national level
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institutions for the creation and implementation of sustainable policies in the field of
radioecology and radiation protection of the population's health™.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications

Monika Moraliyska participated in the competition with 3 monographs, one of which is the
main work, 2 articles published in indexed publications, 13 articles in publications indexed in
other international databases (CEEOL, ProQuest, RePec) and 7 publications in non-refereed
journals with scientific review.

The total cited in research and indexed in global databases are as follows: 11 cited in indexed
publications, 18 cited in monographs and peer-reviewed collective volumes, and non-refereed
peer-reviewed journals.

5.1. The main directions of scientific activity.
The candidate's creativity can be distinguished in the following directions:

1. Direction - European social policy, European social cohesion and social rights. In this
direction is the habilitation work "The European pillar of social rights as an instrument
for social cohesion in the Union and achieving catch-up economic development of
Bulgaria”. Most of the articles and analyzes are in this direction. It is also worth noting
the studies on "Income inequality in the European Union and its interrelationship with
economic growth and poverty." Scientific works of UNSS, 2021(3).

2. Direction - International economic and trade relations - the monograph "Bulgaria in the
regional economic cooperation in South-Eastern Europe” can be attributed to this
direction. This is a scientific study of economic cooperation in the region of South-
Eastern Europe, which includes both the various forms of international economic
relations between the countries of the Western Balkans, and also between these
countries and Bulgaria. The textbook named "Trade relations of the European Union
with Asia" examines in a scientific and practical aspect the economic and trade relations
of the EU with the countries of the Asian region.

Most of the publications are in the indicated scientific fields. Outside these directions are
the articles dedicated to the digitization of business and Industry 4.

The publications prove consistency and concentration on the researched topics, namely
European integration, economic and social cohesion, employment, incomes and the labor
market. In addition to the main monograph, publications in which the candidate researched
the topic of poverty, social exclusion and income inequality can be highlighted (studies
"Income inequality in the European Union and its interrelationship with economic growth
and poverty. Scientific works of the UNSS, 2021, studies "Income inequality as a major
Two articles are published in indexed editions. The article "The Region of Southeast
Europe: The Island of Missing Gas Connectivity and Its European Implications. Business
Challenges in the Changing Economic Landscape, 2016, explores the topic of energy
diversification, which is still relevant today.

The purpose of the article "The EU Cohesion Policy's Impact on Regional Economic
Development: The Case of Bulgaria", Journal of Economic and Social Studies™ is to draw
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objective conclusions about the impact of the EU cohesion policy on the Bulgarian economy
and how it has affected the level of economic and social cohesion between the regions of
the country and the advanced regions in the EU. These articles are characterized by
comparative and historical analysis.

Most publications and analyzes are on a similar topics of social cohesion, European social
model and its implementation in the country and other member states.

The main publications are about international economic and trade relations (monograph
"Bulgaria in the regional economic cooperation in South-Eastern Europe - before and after
the accession to the European Union™) and the study aid (Trade relations of the European
Union with Asia).

The monograph presents the possibilities for deepening the economic cooperation between
the countries in the region of South-Eastern Europe (SEE), the integration to the EU, the
benefits of the development of integration and cooperation are highlighted.

The textbook presents the regulations, an analysis of EU trade flows to Asia, the trade policy
of the Asian region. A characterization of economic development and industrial production
is made. The textbook has the characteristics of a textbook and a monographic study.

It is noteworthy that in the articles the author seeks answers to formulated problems, sets
goals and consistently argues them with a descriptive, comparative and empirical analysis
in the presentation of the articles.

5.2 Summary of the scientific and applied scientific results achieved

Monika Moralijska has achieved good results in her research activity. Citations in indexed
publications are proof of scientific results. The publications covered scientific work in the
last eight years, between 2014 and 2022.

Some of the results achieved can be defined as scientific, for example the study of social
cohesion in the context of income, employment and social rights. The candidate has
identified key factors (legislative, economic) to accelerate social cohesion as well as the
implementation of social rights.

The analysis of trade policy, of European regulations for trade with non-EU countries, the
comparison of the trade relations of the EU with countries from the Asian region can be
defined as scientific applied contributions. Systematization of trade relations and trade
policy of the EU with Asia has been done.

The specified scientific publications show the candidate's constant, deep and lasting
scientific and practical interest in the theoretical and practical orientation of the policy of
social cohesion to equalize income imbalances, economic growth between countries.

The scientific results in the publications submitted for the competition show a research
approach, the results achieved, which are due to the long-term interest in the researched
issues.

5.3 Evaluation of the monograph as an individual subject of review



The candidate presents for the competition mainly one monograph "The European pillar of
social rights as an instrument for social cohesion in the Union and achieving catch-up economic
development of Bulgaria". In addition to it, two other monographs are indicated, one based on
a dissertation work "Economic effects of the liberalization of the electronic communications
market in the European Union", and the other on "Bulgaria in the regional economic
cooperation in South-Eastern Europe - before and after the accession to the European union”.

The research in the main monograph is about a specific and current problem for the European
pillar of social rights. The author formulated the goal - analysis of the social pillar, its
dimensions, application, including Bulgarian case. Subject of the study - reflection of the new
pillar of social rights on social cohesion in the EU and on the social situation in Bulgaria.

The objectives and tasks of the research are correctly and accurately formulated and accordingly
appropriately supported with analyzes and conclusions drawn.

The analysis carried out is based on a specific methodology that meets the formulated goals and
sub-goals. The author uses descriptive, comparative analysis and regression analysis,
(regression analysis was performed with specialized statistical analysis software Gretl). The
empirical results of the regression model are presented clearly and comprehensibly.

The author has examined the evolution of the legislative framework of social policy. It is worth
noting the characterization made of different types of social models. The author demonstrates
a good knowledge of EU social policy legislation and the challenges of implementing the social
model.

The author compares the indicators characterizing the risk of poverty, employment and the
index of social justice of the EU countries.

She has examined the digital skills as a factor for business development and employment. The
conclusions drawn from the first chapter are about the changes in social policy, arising from
the unfavorable trends for population demography, for social security, for employment and
labor mobility.

In the second chapter, the indicators and trends for achieving social cohesion according to
specific economic indicators are presented and analyzed. Different definitions of social poverty
and corresponding indicators are presented. The author could enrich the definitions with own
based on the research done.

Based on statistical data, summaries, the dependence between economic growth, poverty and
inequality in the EU is deduced. The author's contribution can be considered an empirical study
of the relationship between economic growth, the risk of poverty and social exclusion, and
inequality in the EU, carried out through an econometric one-factor regression analysis for the
period 2010 - 2019.

The third chapter of the monograph is a kind of systematic and descriptive analysis of the
economic indicators of Bulgaria and the EU in the social field. An in-depth review of the
economic development of Bulgaria was made, as well as an assessment of the anti-poverty
policy. Essential conclusions from this chapter are: delayed social development of the country



and an unsatisfactory degree of convergence with the EU, the impact of taxes and benefits on
poverty reduction, on income inequality. Also conclusions regarding the expected effects of the
implementation of specific measures from the European Social Pillar in Bulgaria, which will
not lead to significant changes in national legislation, in the potential to improve the social
status of low-wage workers in Bulgaria.

The monograph analytically reveals the interaction between the parameters of the European
social model and politics and economic development. The conclusions and recommendations
made on the basis of the monographic research are a good basis for solving social problems,
for overcoming social inequalities in the EU and for improving social justice.

In conclusion, the monograph represents a serious scientific study in an area of extremely high
relevance both for the EU and for Bulgaria. The author demonstrates good knowledge of
European legislation on social cohesion and trade policy with non-EU countries.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific contributions

A list of contributions expressing the applicant's view of her own work is attached to the
documents submitted for review. Contributions refer to the main thesis as well as some of the
main publications.

Scientific contributions
Scientific contributions can be formulated as follows:

1. Enrichment of existing knowledge about the specifics of EU social policy (its essence,
development, components, achievements and challenges).

2. Justification of the understanding of the "European social model"” and the typology of social
models in the EU, supported by an analysis of the main social problems in the EU (poverty and
income inequality), the factors for their existence and the indicators, also.

3. The main factors for sustainable income inequality across the EU have been identified and
analyzed;

4. The degree of social cohesion of Bulgaria in the EU was analyzed according to basic social
indicators; basic guidelines and recommendations for catch-up development of Bulgaria have
been made;

5. Further development and expansion of the theoretical basis for the set goals, priorities of the
European Social Rights Pillar as an instrument for social cohesion in the EU at the national and
European level.

The scientific and applied contributions are:

- Systematization of the common trade policy of the EU with third countries (goals, approaches
and instruments), the analyzes based on statistical data on the bilateral trade of the EU with the
individual countries of the Asian region. In addition, practical tasks related to the common trade
policy of the EU are formulated.



- The indices of export specialization of the EU in general and in trade with Asia were
calculated. The main effects of the EU's trade agreements with countries in the Asian region
are presented.

| separate theoretical and methodological contributions - the empirical study based on a
regression model of the interrelationship of poverty - inequality - economic growth, as well as
the comparative analysis of the indicators of the member states (with an emphasis on Bulgaria)
in the social field and the state of social cohesion in the EU.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

In the conditions of crises faced by the European economy, it lead changes to the Cohesion ,
policy, the social model, these changes will be implemented in a dynamically changing
economic and global environment. Therefore, the candidate should continue to research the
short-term and especially the long-term social policy, as well as to what extent it is a condition
for achieving social cohesion in Bulgaria, and not continue to be in a position of catching up in
terms of economic growth and income. It is good to strengthen the interdisciplinary focus of
research and the development of joint publications, especially long-term economic policy,
which needs to guarantee a successful adoption of the national policy of Bulgaria to these
changes.

Conclusion

The submitted evaluations of the candidate's scientific, research and teaching activities prove
