2. BRIEF INFORMATION ABOUT THE CANDIDATES IN THE
COMPETITION

Associate Professor Dr. Kamen Dimitrov Petrov is part of the academic staff of
UNWE and a full-time lecturer in the "Regional Development" department at the
"Management and Administration” faculty. He completed his higher education at "Kliment
Ohridski" University of Applied Sciences, where he was enrolled as a doctoral student in the
Department of "Regional and Political Geography". In 2006, he acquired the educational and



scientific degree "doctor” at SU "Kliment Ohridski” in the scientific specialty 01.08.13
"Geography of Countries”. In 2007, he was elected as an assistant professor in the scientific
specialty "National Economy (05.02.03)" at UNWE, Department of "Public Administration
and Regional Development”. From 2013 to the present, he holds the academic position of
"associate professor” in the same department in the scientific specialty "National economy
(geo-economics and regional development), and since 2019 he is the deputy dean for
academic activities of the faculty of "Management and Administration”.

3. FULFILLMENT OF THE REQUIREMENTS FOR OCCUPYING THE
ACADEMIC POSITION

3.1.  Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate meets the national minimum and internal requirements for the UNSS
for each of the required scientometric indicators, and in groups of indicators, exceeds the
requirements, and the total sum of the amount from section I+l is 2347 points.

A significant part of them is published in scientific
publications, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases, or indexed in other
international databases with scientific information, which brings the department's report to
the Ministry of Education and Science for this year in a good position.

The systematization of deposited publications indicates their primary focus. It
overlaps with the candidate's scientific pursuits. These are studies and analyses related to
e geo-economic and regional demographic studies,
e derivation of a geo-economic model for development at the regional level,
e systematization of integrated regional policies in cross-border regions and urbanism.

The research focuses on the main current problems with a practical orientation and
recruitment of scientific and applied processes using traditional knowledge in regional
development as a potential and competitive advantage in developing strategic documents for
impact on territorial development.

The main scientific and applied results of the candidate are divided into three groups:
First: scientific-theoretical contributions contain views on the content and place of regional
science, the methodological foundations of regionalism, and regional development.

The second group of contributions highlights examples of successful local and regional
development and modernization of infrastructure.
The third set of contributions focuses on practical regional development training.

6. SYNTHESIZED EVALUATION OF THE MAIN SCIENTIFIC AND
SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE CANDIDATE



The synthesized assessment was prepared based on the carried out geo-economic
regional, demographic, and overview studies of the ongoing processes and the candidate’s
results, which were published in scientific articles and reports.
