1. Information about the competitive procedure

The competitive procedure has been announced for the needs of the
"Regional Development" Department, Faculty of "Management and
Administration” of the UNWE, according to Decision of the AC No.
5/01.06.2022. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury for the
competition according to Order No. 2395/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for
Research and International Cooperation in UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

One candidate participated in the competition for professorship -
Associate Professor Kamen Dimitrov Petrov, PhD.

* In 1998, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Kamen Petrov graduated from the University
of Sofia with a Master's degree in "Political Science™" with specialization in
"International Relations™ and "Public Administration" at Sofia University "St.
Kliment Ohridski". In 2000, he was enrolled as a doctoral student in the
"Regional and Political Geography" department of the SU. Since 2006, he has
been a doctor in the scientific specialty 01.08.13 "Geography of Countries",
based on a defended dissertation on the topic: "Political aspects of the regional
policy of Bulgaria in the context of changes in Europe (1991-2001)".



* From 2000 - 2003 he was elected as an assistant in "Political
Geography of Europe™ in the Department of "European Studies" of the SU, and
from 2007 he was an assistant in the scientific specialty 05.02.03. "National
Economy" at UNWE. Since 2008, he has been a chief assistant, and since 2013
he has held the academic position of associate professor at UNWE in the
scientific specialty "National economy (geoeconomics and regional
development)" in the professional direction "Administration and management".

» Since 2019, Associate Professor. Petrov is Vice-Dean of the Faculty of
"Management and Administration” in UNWE. He has an additional
qualification at the Academy "Bulgaria and the European Union", in 2000. He
gained practical experience in the socio-political sphere through his
participation as an international observer in two missions of the Organization
for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) and as a coordinator of 3
projects related to the study of political parties and elections. He has been a
member of USB since 2011.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic
position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate for the academic position of "professor” fully meets the
minimum national requirements under the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), Art. 2b, para.2 and Art.
1a, para. 1 of Regulations for the application of the Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria:

e at the time of preparing the review, I am not aware of any
established signals of violation of copyrights of other researchers by the



candidate for professorship.

This gives me reason to assume that Associate Professor Dr. Kamen
Dimitrov Petrov, PhD meets the mandatory conditions and additional
requirements for occupying the academic position of "professor".

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

In the Map for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for
occupying the academic position of “professor" at UNWE, Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Kamen Petrov presents the necessary evidence for the fulfillment of almost the
entire range of criteria, and the relationship between the main areas of these
criteria is clearly highlighted. He is the scientific supervisor of 4 successfully
defended doctoral students, has 32 participations in scientific juries, he is a
lecturer for 4 years at the Agricultural University, Plovdiv and 1 year at
Shumen University "Bishop Konstantin Preslavski”, etc. In the case of the
candidate for the academic position "professor”, there is compliance with the
fulfilled requirements, as well as an aspiration to achieve the high university
standards at UNWE.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activity

Associate Professor Dr. Kamen Petrov has 15 years of teaching
experience at UNWE, of which 9 years as an Associate Professor in the
"Regional Development" department. From 2014 to 2021, as a qualified
teacher, he led classes in the following disciplines: "Financing of regional
projects”, "Regional policy of the EU and Bulgaria®, "Geoeconomics and
regional development”, "Geodemography", "Management of European
Regions”, “Regional Economy”, “Developing Regions and Markets”,
“Management of European Regions”, “Regional Demography”, etc. study
disciplines in the "Bachelor's" and "Master's" Educational and qualification
degree - a total of 18 units. All taught disciplines thematically correspond to the
scientific specialty of the competition.

From the official note of the "Educational Activities" Directorate of
the UNWE, it is clear that as a qualified teacher, Assoc.Prof. Dr. Petrov has a
total academic load of 9 years - 1952 hours of lectures in the SQD" Bachelor's "
and 1064 hours of exercises, also 896 hours lectures in SQD " Master's . He
has taken 2396 hours of lectures for the Bachelor's and Master's degrees, as well
as 1064 hours of exercises, which equals 292 of the minimum 100 points
required. The candidate has developed 3 study programs for a bachelor's degree
and 1 for a master's degree. Prof. Petrov has published four textbooks, two of
which he co-authored. All study materials are thematically related to the
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scientific specialty of the competition.

These quantitative indicators give me reason to highly evaluate the
teaching experience and the degree of preparation of the candidate for the
academic position.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications

5.1.

The candidate has strong research interests in the field of regional
development and regional policy, focusing his research on the problems of the
regional economy; demographic processes in the regions; regional development
management; the problems related to management and administration from the
perspective of historical, social and cultural features in a spatial and territorial
aspect.

The main directions in the research activity of Associate Professor
Dr. Petrov fully correspond to the profile of the "Regional Development"
department and the profile of the announced competition for the academic
position of "professor”.

5.2.

The author participated in the competition with 65 publications: 3
monographs; 4 articles published in scientific publications, referenced and
indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information; 29 articles and
reports, and 2 studies published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
edited collective volumes; 2 publications in collective monographs; 4 university
textbooks; 12 articles and studies indexed in other international databases with
scientific information, published in scientific journals; 9 reports published in
proceedings of scientific conferences held in Bulgaria or abroad.

The publication activity of the author covers a wide range of
problems related to the socio-economic development of the regions in Bulgaria.
The thematic diversity covers all the main components of the regional system
such as territorial and production structure. Key aspects related to the territorial

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In this habilitation work, the author focused on a more general picture
of demographic processes and phenomena in regional and territorial terms, in
order to be able to cover more ongoing processes and phenomena in the
geography of the population and settlements. Territorial demographic
imbalances in Bulgaria are a serious demographic problem today, and for this |
accept the author's idea that the description of demographic processes is of
fundamental importance for the socio-economic and spatial development of the
modern nation-state, for the implementation of targeted policies for regional
development. The monographic edition explores the problems of population
and settlements in the conditions of increasing urban lifestyle; takes into
account the features and specific needs characteristic of the three main phases
of the human life cycle and its regional characteristics. Regularities related to
regional development and the peculiarities of the business environment in local
and regional terms are deduced. The relevance of the work is reinforced by the
study of migration flows and the regional movement of the population, as well
as the study of the influence of urbanization processes on the demographic
development of individual regions. An attempt has been made to assess the
main challenges facing the regional demographic policy.

Among
the contributions of an applied nature, the complex analysis and assessment of
the development of regional demographic problems can be indicated as a factor
for the regional development of Bulgaria, in view of the possibilities for
adaptation to demographic dynamics, economic and social crises. The third
group of contributions is related to effective training in regional development,
as a result of the thematic interests and the place of the candidate in the
competition in the scientific community.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

In his scientific works, Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov demonstrates rich
erudition and in-depth knowledge of the researched problems - on a theoretical
and empirical level. He has considerable teaching experience and applied-
practical activity in the socio-political sphere. | have no critical notes.
