2.Information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Kamen Dimitrov Petrov from the Department of Regional
Development, Faculty of Management and Administration of the UNWE - participated in the
announced competition for professor in the scientific specialty "Administration and
Management (Geo-economics and Regional Demography)" at the UNWE. The candidate was
born in 1973 in Asenovgrad, graduated from the Technical School of Mechanical
Engineering in Plovdiv. In 1999 he obtained a Master's degree in Political Science at the
Sofia University "St. Klement Ohridski ". He graduated from Sofia University with a degree
in Political Science and obtained a professional qualification "Political Scientist, Specialist in
Bulgarian Politics and Governance". The educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in N.S.
01.08.13 "Geography of Countries" was obtained in 2005 on the basis of a dissertation
entitled "Political Science Aspects of Bulgaria's Regional Policy in the Context of Changes in
Europe (1991-2001)". Kamen Petrov gained practical experience in the acquired professional
competence as a senior expert at the Ministry of Finance (2000-2008); international observer
of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (2000, 2001); project coordinator
of the National Student Association of Political Science and the Bulgarian Association of
Political Marketing and Communications (1997-2000).

- Habilitation thesis - monograph - yes, the topic of the habilitation thesis is "Regional
Demography", Publishing complex at UNWE, 2020.

- Published monograph, which is not presented as the main habilitation thesis - yes, "Geo-
urban Studies and Urban Governance”, ed. FAST PRINT BOOKS, 2018.

- Articles and papers published in scientific journals, refereed and indexed in world-known
databases of scientific information - yes, the candidate presents two scientific papers.

- Articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in edited
collective volumes - yes, 28 individual publications.

- Studies published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective
volumes - yes, 2 publications.

- Published chapter of a collective monograph - yes, the candidate has contributed to two
collective monographs.

- Citations - yes, Prof. Kamen Petrov's publications have been cited in 28 papers by other
researchers, eight of them in peer-reviewed monographs and collective volumes.

- Supervision of a successfully defended PhD student - yes, Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov has 2
successfully defended PhD students.

- Participation in scientific and educational projects - yes, the candidate has participated in
two national projects funded by the Human Resources Development OP.

- Participation in an international scientific or educational project - yes, the candidate has
participated in one project.

- Published university textbook or textbook used in school network - the applicant has
submitted 2 textbooks.

The total number of points (1095pts) of the candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Kamen Petrov
exceeds twice the minimum national requirements (550pts) according to the Law on
Education and Science (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 1).
The candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Kamen Petrov exceeds quantitatively and additional
requirements of the UNWE for occupation of the academic position of "Professor"”, according
to the Law on Professorship (Article 2b, paragraph 5) and the Regulations for its application
(Article 1a, paragraphs 2-3). He scored 1252pts with a required minimum of 520 points.

- Supervision of a successfully defended PhD student - two of the candidate's successfully
defended PhD students were trained in PhD programmes at the UNWE.

- Monograph - Assoc. Kamen Puetrov presents an independent scientific research on "The

- Auditorium occupation - in the period 2014-2021 the lectures (2396) and exercises (1064)
conducted by the candidate in the Bachelor and Master degree programmes significantly
exceed the minimum auditorium occupation on the basis of lectures: 1000 hours.

- Developed lecture courses (compiled curricula) - Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov has developed
curricula for four courses in Bachelor and Master programmes at the UNWE.

- Membership in a scientific or professional national or international organization at the time
of application - at the present time Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov is a member of the Regional
Studies Association- International Organization for Regional Studies and Publishing of
Scientific Literature; the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria, Economics Section and the
Bulgarian Geopolitical Society.

In conclusion, it should be noted that the total number of points (2347pts.) exceeds twice the
minimum national and additional quantitative requirements (1070pts.) for holding the
academic position "Professor" at the UNWE.

3.2. Meeting the quality requirements

The information provided in the Qualitative Requirements Fulfillment Card confirms the full
compliance of the application with the specified requirements for the position of Professor at
UNWE.

The candidate, Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov, Ph.D., is an authority in his scientific field and
the results of his scientific and teaching activities meet the highest university standards. His
active participation, and in some cases, leadership of university and business projects,
preparation of analyses and opinions in their implementation, as well as his numerous
publications in reputable Bulgarian and foreign publications show that the candidate is an
established researcher with contributions to national and international knowledge
development. His contribution to the development of various structural units at the
University - the Department of Regional Development and the Faculty of Management and
Administration - should be acknowledged. His work as a lecturer in and outside the UNWE,
his participation as a lecturer at various forums, not a few researches and publications on the
problems of regional development, geopolitics, demography and geopolitics, as well as the
curricula developed by him in various academic disciplines and his authored textbooks and
teaching aids give me reason to appreciate Assoc. Kamen Petrov as an established lecturer
with a significant contribution to teaching and teaching development. The candidate's
professional achievements have also received public recognition in practice. This is
evidenced by his position as an occasional contributor to the Committee on Local Self-
Government, Regional Development and Public Works at the 43rd National Assembly, his
active work in the Bulgarian Geopolitical Society and the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria.

On these grounds, | fully support the opinion of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE that
the candidature of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Kamen Petrov corresponds to the quantitative and
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qualitative requirements adopted by the AC for the academic position "Professor” at the
UNWE (Protocol Ne 4/ 15.05.2022).

4.Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov is a regular lecturer at the Department of Regional
Development at the Faculty of Management and Administration. He has 15 and a half years
of teaching experience, of which 9 years as Associate Professor. His lecture time as a
habilitated person at UNWE significantly exceeds the required minimum lecture time - 1000
hours. In the period 2014-2021 Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov has held 2396 lectures and 1064
exercises at UNWE. He was a lecturer at Shumen University "Ep. Konstantin Preslavski™ and
at the Agricultural University - Plovdiv.

The lecture courses taught by Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov are in the field of the announced
competition Administration and Management (Geo-economics and Regional Demography).

Prof. Kamen Petrov is an author or co-author in the development of curricula for
the specialty "Regional Development” at the UNWE, as well as for the specialty
"Management of Regional Development" at the Agrarian University - Plovdiv. He is the
author of courses on "Regional Economy" of the EU and Bulgaria™ and "Urban Studies and
Urban Development” in the Bachelor's degree programme "Regional Development” at the
UNWE, he has also developed curricula on "Management of European Regions" in the
Master's degree programme of the specialisation "Regional Development™ at the UNWE. "He
has also completed a Master's degree in Regional Business and Management. He is the
author of the curriculum in "Regional Economics" for the specialty "Regional Development
Management" at the Agrarian University - Plovdiv.

As a habilitated lecturer Assoc. Prof. Dr. Kamen Petrov in the period 2014-2022 has
carried out scientific supervision of more than 20 graduates at the UNWE and more than 10
graduates at the Agrarian University - Plovdiv, has been selected as a scientific supervisor of
four PhD students from the Department of Regional Development at the Faculty of
Management and Administration of the UNWE.

Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov with his expertise in the field of regional development and
geo-economics has been repeatedly invited as a lecturer in forums and events of the National
Association of Municipalities in the Republic of Bulgaria. He has been a guest speaker at
numerous forums and events organized by the Bulgarian Association of Municipalities, the
Institute for Postgraduate Studies, the Bulgarian Geographical Society and other university
and scientific organizations.

All this gives me a reason to summarize that the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Kamen Petrov is definitely related to the subject of the competition, and the accumulated
teaching experience is fully satisfactory for holding the academic position of "Professor" in
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the scientific specialty "Administration and Management (Geo-economics and Regional
Demography)" at the UNWE.

5.General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers/publications

For participation in the competition Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov has submitted a
variety of scientific papers, including. : Monographs - 3 (one of which is not submitted as a
major habilitation work); Articles and reports published in scientific journals, refereed and
indexed in world-known databases of scientific information - 4 (three of which are
independent); articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
published in edited collective volumes - 29; studies published in non-refereed peer-reviewed
journals or published in edited collective volumes - 2; a published chapter of a collective
monograph - 2; a published university textbook or a textbook used in the school or university
network - 4 (two of them independent); articles and studies indexed in other international
databases of scientific information, published in scientific journals - 12; papers published in
the proceedings of scientific conferences held abroad or in Bulgaria, organized by
international scientific or professional organizations - 8. Many of these publications have
been cited in the work of other researchers, which is a testimonial to the positive perception
of the theses and results of her research.

The publications of Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov are in several interrelated scientific
fields corresponding to the issues of the announced competition (Administration and
Management (Geo-economics and Regional Demography)). Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov
demonstrates good knowledge and skills in interpretation of theoretical formulations in the
field of regional development and regional policy. Associate Professor Kamen Petrov's
scientific research is supported wherever possible by practical research and analysis.

Of particular interest is the author's monographic study "Regional Demography". The
emphasis of the monographic work is placed on the problems of population and settlements
in the modern conditions of increasing urban lifestyle. The subject of the research are
demographic processes and phenomena in regional and territorial plan. The author's aim is to
meet the need of creating lasting knowledge in future specialists of administration and
management on the problems of demographic development and population and settlements in
mega-, as well as in macro and micro scales through his monographic research. To this end,
the monographic study consistently:

- reveals the place and role of regional demography, geodemography and population
development theories in terms of their spatial and territorial location;

- outlines the main trends in population research and regional demographic development in
the contemporary world; and emphasizes the importance of targeted regional demographic
regulation in solving population problems, and primarily in the part of its natural
significance;

- clarifies the framework of the ongoing demographic transition and demographic cycles,
which largely indicate the pace of development and modelling of the geo-economic structure
of population and settlements;

- analyses the processes involved in the creation of races in the modern world and the origin
of man, as well as trends in the formation of regional demographic communities;

- presents methods for characterizing population demographic change; models for estimating
and analyzing the number and dynamics of world population growth and its regionalization;
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- presents an assessment of the regional demographic situation in Bulgaria, focusing on the
impact of migration and urbanisation processes.

- It examines spatial measures for the implementation of regional demographic policy in the
European continent, as well as regional demographic structuring of settlement development.
An attempt is also made to present the specific regional demographic, ethnic and religious
specificities in the Bulgarian state.

- It examines the relationship between demographic processes and human resource
development and outlines the problems experienced by the population in the labour market
and the consequences of this.

The monographic work is useful for students, researchers, managers, consultants and
a wide range of readers who are interested in the problems in demographic processes and the
possibilities of their solution in order to improve the economic, social, environmental and
cultural development of the country.

Another monographic study is also presented, which is dedicated to the Regional
Policy of Bulgaria and the European Union. The topics in the monographic study are
separated in the field of regional development and show the diversity of the problems in
regional science. The specific aim of the author is to illustrate the processes that provide a
reliable regional picture, geographically and temporally relevant information on the territory
of the country, as well as an assessment of cities and their functional urban areas by
indicators of their demographic, socio-economic and environmental status. The monographic
study contributes to overcoming the theoretical deficits in regional science, as well as to the
development of specific guidelines for sustainable urban development at the regional level.
The candidate in the competition for “professor” also contributed with another monograph,
which was not submitted as a habilitation thesis "Geo-urban Studies and Urban Governance".
In this study, Associate Professor Kamen Petrov focuses on the regional development of
settlements (towns) with a high degree of urbanization (cities). The results of his study allow
him to defend his thesis that in modern society regional development has a higher intensity of
development in cities and their adjacent spaces, which in turn necessitates the search for
opportunities for better and more effective urban management. The monographic study can
be evaluated as a successful attempt for a more in-depth description of the processes and
phenomena that take place in the urban environment, which can support the search for
solutions to pressing issues with urban governance.

The analysis of the publications of Asociate Professor Kamen Petrov, PhD, presented
in the competition gives me the reason to highlight the following scientific and applied
results of his research activity:

- Developed new methods and approaches for comparative geo-economic and regional
analysis and their approbation in different social, economic and ethnic communities.

- Conducted geo-economic and regional demographic surveys and field studies of ongoing
regional development processes.

- Scientific description of modified models of using regional development to solve significant
socio-economic problems at local, regional and national levels.

- The levels of transfer of traditional knowledge for regional development management are
identified, using an interdisciplinary approach combining traditional and new methods, as
well as the integration of related scientific areas for the development of regional science.
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- A new methodological approach has been developed and applied to incorporate new
research methods and data for the development of scientific problems- general theoretical
issues and problems of a regional nature related to space and territory.
- Developed a new integrated approach to the study of regional development, combining the
application of management science methods and the use of earth science tools.
- A geo-economic model of development at the regional level is proposed with practical
solutions for sustainable and balanced development.
- Proposed practical solutions for sustainable and balanced development by proposing
integrated regional policies and approaches in cross-border regions.
- An attempt is made to recruit a model for regional development in the context of the Kovid
epidemic.

In conclusion, | can summarize, the review of the scientific works and publications of
Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov submitted to the competition allows to highly evaluate their
scientific content, their usefulness for practice in terms of the achieved research results and
their full compliance with the requirements for the academic position of "professor".

6.Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The main results of the scientific and applied research of Assoc. Prof. Kamen Petrov
can be accepted as contributions to the development of regional science and practice. The
contributions can be systematized in three groups:
- Scientific and theoretical contributions related to the original views of the candidate on the
content and place of regional science, methodological foundations of regionalism and
regional development.
- Contributions of an applied nature - systematized best practices for successful regional and
local (geo-urban) development and modernization of infrastructure; complex analysis and
assessment of the development of regional demographic problems as a factor for regional
development of Bulgaria, with a view to the possibilities of adaptation to demographic
dynamics, economic and social crises.
- Contributions of scientific and pedagogical nature - correct application of the results of the
candidate's research in the teaching aids and textbooks for acquiring knowledge about
regional development, regional demography and geo-economics.

In summary, | accept the candidate's claims of contributions, which are correctly and
synthesized and reflect the results and achievements of his scientific and applied research.

7.Critical remarks and recommendations

| have no comments on the scientific theses expressed and defended in the publications of
Assoc. Professor Kamen Petrov.

Regarding his future teaching work, it is appropriate to continue to develop and publish
independent teaching materials (handbooks and textbooks) on the disciplines he teaches. I
recommend him to find a balance between teaching, public and administrative activities in
order to have the opportunity to deepen his research activities in the field of geo-economics
and regional demography in the future.

8.Conclusion
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In summary of the presentation so far, evaluated in totality, it can be confidently stated that
the candidate satisfies the requirements for the academic position of Professor under the
UNWERA and its implementing regulations.
