1. Information about the contest

The contest has been announced for the needs of the Economics of Tourism Department
in the structure of the Economics of Infrastructure Faculty of UNWE on the basis of Decision
No. 5/01.06.2022 made by the Academic Council. | am a member of the contest academic
jury based on Order No. 2390/28.09. 2022 issued of the UNWE Vice-Rector for Research
and International Affairs.

2. Brief information about the contest candidates

In the announced competition, one candidate submitted documents — Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Elenita Kirilova Velikova from UNSS. The documentation submitted by the candidate
complies with the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (LDASRB), Regulations for its implementation (PP LDASRB) and the Internal
rules for the development of the academic staff of UNWE.

From the professional autobiography of Prof. Velikova, as well as from the information |
have as the head of the Department, | can note a number of her activities that allow for a
more detailed assessment of her expertise in the field of tourism business:



» She is an expert in assessment and accreditation procedures - the National Evaluation
and Accreditation Agency (since 2012);

« She is a member of the control board of the Bulgarian Chamber of Education, Science
and Culture and Director of the "Spa and Wellness Tourism™ Program at BCESC; In
the period 2006-2010, a member of the Board of Directors and from 2020 - until now,
a member of the "Knowledge Company" association.

» Since 2018, che is a member of the Commission for the acquisition of a national tour
guide certificate at the Ministry of Tourism.

Assoc. Prof. Velikova is a respected scientist and has been a reviewer of doctoral theses
of young researchers in the field of economics and tourism and in procedures for chief
assistant and associate professor. She has 21 participations in scientific juries at various
universities in the country.

She participated in Erasmus+ mobility at the University of Nicosia, Cyprus.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

According to the adopted Law and Regulations, candidates for the academic position
"Professor" are evaluated according to a set of criteria and indicators for scientific research
activity.

Among the publications presented for the competition, her monographs can be noted:
Connections and dependencies between events and tourism. (2020) - habilitation work;
Theoretical-methodological issues of wellness tourism (2011); Strategic Alliances in
Tourism (2012); Study of European practices in the aestheticization of tourist sites (2014) -
co-authored; International tourism - theory and practice (2016) - co-authored; Economic
effects of the use of mineral springs in spa tourism (2018) - co-authored; Overcoming
Seasonality in Tourism - Issues and Solutions (2019) and in 4 other monographs with
separate chapters.

It is also impressive that she provided the courses she led with various textbooks for the
Bachelor and Master Degree, such as "Basics of Tourism", "Aesthetization of the Tourist
Environment”, " Event Management in Tourism".

Assoc. Prof. Velikova has published two studies and two reports in Scopus, 21 articles in
primary and secondary scientific databases, as well as those with an editorial board and 30
reports, 5 of which were presented at international scientific forums. The results of its
scientific and research developments in the field of event management in tourism, spa and
wellness tourism, as well as on other current issues of tourism theory and practice, have been
published in scientific collections through participation in various academic and practical-
applied forums in Bulgaria and abroad.

Her activity in terms of her work in research projects, both as a leader and as a team
member, is also impressive. She has worked on a total of 9 projects, of which 6 university, 2
national and 1 international. She is the supervisor of a total of 9 doctoral students, 3 of whom
have already successfully defended their doctoral theses.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova meets the requirements for occupying the academic
position of "professor" according to the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 29): acquired "doctor" Degree; holding an academic
position of "associate professor" for no less than two years (since 2010, he has been an
associate professor); a published monographic work that does not repeat the submitted works
for obtaining the Doctorate and for holding the academic position of "associate professor";



available original scientific research works and publications that do not repeat the submitted
works for obtaining the "doctor” Degree and for holding the academic position "associate
professor".

Regarding the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2
and 3 of the LDASRB, the candidate has 2379 points, of which the required are 550. In the
fulfillment of the additional quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position of
"professor” at UNWE, according to the results indicated in the map, the candidate has 1763
points, of which 520 are required.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

According to Protocol No. 4 of 11.05.2022 of the UNWE Habilitation Council, the
opinion of the Council is positive, based on the positive opinion of the Commission on the
implementation of the indicators regarding the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. E. Velikova in
the competition, "which corresponds to the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted
by the AC". No actual failure to meet certain requirements is indicated.

Summarizing the fulfillment of the quality indicators by the candidate in the competition,
it can be said that the scientific publications of Assoc. Prof. Velikova are written in clear
scientific language, show professional competence and contain original authorial
achievements, which determine his appropriate place in scientific circles. Assoc. Prof.
Velikova is an established lecturer with university and national contributions, has developed
and implemented new lecture courses, methods, is a tourism teacher at several universities in
Bulgaria. She is also the head of 3 university projects, a member of a team of two national
projects, and participated in one international one. Actively participates as an expert in the
work of the Ministry of Tourism, NEAA, etc. organizations.

4. Evaluation of the tutoring activity

The review of the documents shows that during the last 12 academic years after her
habilitation as an associate professor, the candidate for the competition, Assoc. Prof.
Velikova, has a heavy academic load, both at the Bachelor's and Master's Colleges. Bearing
in mind that Assoc. Prof. Velikova has teaching experience in other universities and the
necessary qualifications, including expertise in the field of tourism, I believe that she fully
meets the requirements of the LDASRB and the UNWE for the academic position of
"professor”, for which one of the most the important requirements are experience in teaching
and learning activities.

Assoc.Prof. Velikova is also the author of the first textbook on the aestheticization of the
tourist environment in our country (Aestheticization of the tourist environment), which was
also published in English. There are also four published textbooks (two of which are
independent). She has developed numerous study courses for bachelor's and master's
specialties of the UNWE.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

5.1. Main directions in the research activity

Upon a more detailed acquaintance with the publication activity of the candidate for the
competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova, it is established that she has a sustained
research interest in the direction "Event Management in tourism", which is also included in
the competition procedure. In this thematic direction, she has 14 publications, the most
significant of which are two monographs, one textbook and several articles and reports.

The candidate's second thematic direction is "Spa and wellness tourism". In it, she has 24
publications, two of which are monographs. The third thematic direction is related to the



aestheticization of the tourist environment, in which 9 publications are registered, two of
which are monographs and one is a textbook. The fourth thematic direction is related to
current problems of the economic development of tourism. According to it, Assoc. Prof.
Velikova has 19 publications, 2 of which are monographs and 2 are textbooks. The last
direction concerns issues related to the sustainable development of tourism. 6 publications
are available in it, 3 of which are Scopus and one is a co-authored monograph.

5.2. Most important obtained scientific and/or scientific-applied results

Undoubtedly the most significant is the direction related to event management in tourism
and its application for the development of destinations from the point of view of their
marketing and increasing their attractiveness, as well as for overcoming seasonality.

An innovative approach was applied in the study of spa and wellness centers from the
point of view of offering services that would satisfy consumer requirements to the maximum
extent and with the aim of their more effective management and inclusion in the tourist
activity.

Strategic alliances are explored as a modern form of tourism alliances, offering a number
of advantages to their members and limiting the disadvantages of mergers, acquisitions and
chains that traditionally prevail in the tourism business.

A management model has been developed for the transformation of mountain resorts into
year-round destinations and solutions have been proposed to overcome the crisis phenomena
in tourism based on expert analysis of good practices and research on consumer preferences.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions

Regarding the scientific-applied contributions, | would like to emphasize that | accept the
directions brought out by the candidate, but | consider the first and second and more
precisely: "Event Management in tourism™ and "Spa and wellness tourism™ with the greatest
weight and importance .

1. The connections and dependencies between the events and their application in tourism
with the aim of attracting tourists, their potential for ensuring employment of the bed base
and generating work, as well as their projections for increasing the attractiveness of the
visited place in unattractive periods are explained in depth of the year
(publication/monograph 1 of appended List of publications).

2. The activity in the spa and wellness facilities was conceptualized and the technology in
their supply, organization and management, the specifics in their product offering, the service
to tourists, opportunities and trends in development were studied (publication/monograph 2.
from the attached List of publications).

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

I do not have any significant critical comments on the scientific works and academic
activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova, but I will allow myself the following
recommendations:

1. Developing in his scientific realization he can achieve even more compared to his
current positioning in the academic community, regardless of what has been achieved so far.
At the same time, | believe that it should focus in the next few years on promoting in English
its ideas and research results in the field of event management in tourism, so that it can be
recognized more in the international community as well. It would be good to prepare, based
on some of his monographs, an article for publication in journals in indexed databases and
with a relatively high impact factor.

2. The first recommendation is also important in terms of increasing the citability of



works in international publications, because a larger range of authors from the international
community will cite her scientific achievements. Since | admire the productivity of Assoc.
Prof. Dr. E. Velikova in terms of writing textbooks on the guided disciplines, it would be
good if she continues to develop teaching aids in other disciplines as well, where she reflects
her scientific research in the field of spa and wellness tourism.

8. Conclusion

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Kirilova Velikova - a candidate for the academic position of
"professor” at UNWE meets the accepted scientific and scientometric formal requirements of
LDASRB (art. 26) and the Additional requirements for UNWE according to LDASRB (art.
2b, paragraph 5). The scientific production of the candidate contains scientific contributions
to the theory of tourism, but also research methodology, results and conclusions of own
research, representing scientific and applied contributions that enrich her teaching activity.
Taking into account everything stated above, | believe that Associate Professor Dr. Elenita
Velikova fully meets the professional and scientific standards for holding the academic
position of "professor” and | will vote positively for this.
