1. Information about the contest
The contest has been announced for the needs of the department "Economics of
Tourism", faculty "Economics of Infrastructure™ at UNWE according to Decision of the AC
No. 5/01.06.2022. 1 am a part of the composition of the scientific jury for the contest
according to Order No. 2390/28.09.2022 of the Rector of UNWE.
2. Brief information regarding the candidates in the contest
The only candidate for this contest is assoc. prof. Elenita Kirilova Velikova, PhD.
She is a member of the AS of the Department "Economics of Tourism", faculty "Economics
of Infrastructure” at UNWE.
3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position “ professor”
3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The parameters of the quantitative requirements for occupying the AP "professor” in
the two main directions have been accurately filled in the card presented by the candidate.
According to direction I, related to the NMR according to the ZRASRB (Art. 26) and the
Regulations for its application (Art. 1, Para. 1), the applicant submits the following verified
information: by groups, respectively A-50; B-100; G-1332; D-610; E-296; in total 2379
items (550 required ).

According to direction I, related to the additional requirements for the UNWE
according to the ZRASRB (art. 26) and the Regulations for its application (art. 1, par. 2-3),
the data is as follows: by group J-120; Z-842; 1-801; a total of 1,763 with a minimum
requirement of 520. The total points for both areas reported by Associate Professor Velikova
are 4,142 with a required 1,070.

The presented scientific works are accepted for evaluation without exception, since
their content does not contain thematic duplication and connection with the publications on
the doctoral work and the candidate’s first habilitation.
The candidate participates in the contest with 72 publications, with a total volume of
2857 pages. In them, the various publications are as follows: monographs — 12 — 1687 pp.;
studies and reports in Scopus — 4 (44 pp.); studies, articles and reports published in secondary
databases of scientific information, in non-refereed journals with scientific review and
editorial board or published in edited collective volumes 52 (497 pp.); textbooks - 4 (629
pp.), 22 of which are in English. In terms of volume, the monographs and studies represent
more than 50% of the total publications. This is a proof for the serious and in-depth nature of




the candidate's scientific research.

From the cited scientific works, the candidate’s monographic habilitation thesis
"Relationships and dependencies between events and tourism™ deserves special attention and
high evaluation, because:

- was published in the established university publishing house Avangard Prima, was
reviewed by two qualified persons and in terms of content does not repeat publications
presented during the acquisition of academic title of associate professor”;

- the work represents an independent, in-depth, significant in volume (328 pages)
fundamental scientific research with a certain scientific contribution and without a
corresponding analogue in the national specialized literature. Various aspects of tourism
events and their impact on the host destination are analyzed, with emphasis on sustainability
and the impact on seasonality in tourism.
