STATEMENT OF OPINION

1. Information about the contest
The contest has been announced for the needs of the Economics of Tourism Department in the
structure of the Economics of Infrastructure Faculty of UNWE on the basis of Decision No. 5/01.06.2022
made by the Academic Council. | am a member of the contest academic jury based on Order No.
2390/28.09. 2022 issued of the UNWE Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs.

2. Brief information about the contest candidates
Associate Professor Elenita Kirilova Velikova is the only candidate in the contest. She was born
in 1978, successfully completing the "International Tourism" specialty in the "Bachelor" and "Master"
Degree at UNWE. In 2005, she started working at the "Economics of Tourism" Department of UNWE,
where she currently holds the academic position of "associate professor”. In 2006, she acquired the
scientific title "doctor” in the scientific specialty 05.02.18 "Economics and management by branches
(tourism)™. From 2021, she is also the General Secretary for Science of the UNSS.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

From the Map for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic
position "Professor" at UNWE, it is clear that the candidate exceeds almost four times the required number
of points of 1070, or Assoc. Elenita Velikova receives a total of 4142 points in fulfillment of the National
minimum requirements according to LDASRB (art. 2b) and the Regulations for its application (art. 1a,
para. 1) and Additional requirements for the UNBE. It can be summed up that almost by all criteria the
candidate repeatedly exceeds the requirements.

A total of 72 publications were submitted for participation in the competition, of which:
monographs — 12 pcs. (7 in co-authorship) — 1687 pages; studies and reports in Scopus - 4 pcs. — 44 pages;
studies, articles and reports published in secondary databases of scientific information, in non-refereed
journals with scientific review and editorial board or published in edited collective volumes 52 pcs. — 497
pages; textbooks - 4 pcs. — 629 pages, 22 of the publications are in English.

The scientific output of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova has 47 citations, 8 of which are in
indexed journals in the international database Scopus. The candidate has three defended PhD students and
management and participation in a number of university, national and one international project.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

The map for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for holding the academic positions of
"professor" and "associate professor” at UNWE shows that Associate Professor Velikova has made
significant contributions to the national and international development of knowledge, through her
participation in a number of national and international scientific forums, membership in non-governmental



organizations for the protection of the interests of scientists and researchers, actively cooperates with the
work of the "Economics of Tourism" Department and at the UNSS, participates in radio and television
programs and public discussions on topics relevant to theory and practice, etc.

Elenita Velikova has been an expert at the NEAA since 2010 and is a member of the Commission
for conducting an examination for the acquisition of legal capacity to exercise the profession of "Tour
Guide" at the Ministry of Tourism. At UNWE, she is a member of the Faculty Commission for evaluation
and improvement of study programs; member of the Attestation Commission at the "Economics of
Infrastructure™ Faculty for the period 2015-2019; Chairman of the Committee on Proposals of the Faculty
of "Infrastructure Economics"; Chairman of the Commission for the Promotion and Evaluation of SRA
in the UNWE from 2021; vice-chairman of the Program Council for SRA in UNWE from 2021; General
Secretary for Science of the UNSS. She is an established lecturer and respected colleague.

The Council for Habilitation of the University of National and World Economy gives a positive
opinion for the potential candidate in the competition for the academic position of “Professor” Assoc.
Prof. Elenita Velikova (Protocol No. 4/11.05.2022).

4. Evaluation of the tutoring activity

Regarding the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova, it can be noted that as a
teacher in the past 17 years in PF 3.8 Economics, Department of Economics of Tourism of UNWE, she
has an interdisciplinary teaching profile, which is positively reflected at her job. SHe currently teaches six
lecture courses in undergraduate and graduate programs. She also gave lectures in English on the
disciplines "Fundamentals of Tourism", "Event Management in Tourism", "Spa and Wellness Tourism",
"Territories and Tourism Organization”, etc.

The candidate has good organizational skills and competencies. She is the head of the "Student
Scientific Creativity" and "Career Development" sectors at the Economics of Tourism Department. Under
her leadership and editing, 4 student conferences were held and 7 registers of students' autobiographies
related to their career development were issued.

Associate Professor Dr. Elenita Velikova takes an active part in the development of curricula and
programs, making a significant contribution to the preparation of the curriculum and qualification
characteristics for the distance master's program in Tourism Management, being the initiator of its creation
and the coordinator of the training. The candidate also participates in the preparation of the documentation
for accreditation procedures at the UNWE.

Elenita Velikova improved her professional experience by taking part in a number of trainings,
international and national forums and memberships in national and international scientific organizations.
She is a member of editorial boards and a reviewer in foreign and Bulgarian scientific publications. She
was a reviewer and judge of a number of procedures for holding academic positions and acquiring
scientific degrees.

The candidate takes part in teaching mobility under the Erasmus+ program.

She is also the leader of 3 and participates in 1 international, 2 national and 3 intra-university
research projects.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications and a synthesized assessment

of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The overall research activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova is directed in five main topics,
in which the contributions of the candidate's scientific works are summarized, namely:

* Contributions in the field of tourist events and seasonality (Nos. 1; 7; 21; 24; 30; 49; 53; 55; 56;
58; 59; 60; 61);

* Contributions in the field of spa and wellness tourism (Nos. 2; 6; 11; 12; 14; 16; 17; 19; 20; 25;
32; 33; 35; 36; 37; 38; 43; 44; 46; 47; 52; 62; 65; 67);

* Contributions in the field of aestheticization of the tourist environment (Nos. 4; 8; 13; 15; 22;
34; 39; 41);

« Contributions in the field of economic development of tourism (Nos. 3; 5; 18; 23; 26; 27; 28; 29;
40; 42; 45; 48; 50; 51; 54; 64; 66);

* Contributions in the field of sustainable development of tourism (No. 9; 10; 31; 57; 63; 68).

| believe that the contributions made by the candidate, of a scientific and practical-applied nature,



are correctly and reasonably presented and I fully accept them.

The Habilitation thesis with which Associate Professor Elenita Velikova is applying is:
"Relationships and dependencies between events and tourism™. The research object in the scientific work
are the events in tourism, the key features of which are duration, purposefulness and uniqueness in their
organization and conduct. The research subject are the connections and dependencies between events and
tourism, expressed in their impact on the host destination, in particular - their impact on the local
population, as well as their economic, ecological and political impact on the host destination, including
the possibilities of the events to seasonality overcome. For this purpose, the theoretical achievements are
presented, with a rethinking of the conceptual statements linking events with tourism and their role in the
process of business adaptation to traditional challenges such as seasonality and new realities after the
Covid-19 pandemic. The most widely used event management strategies are presented, with an emphasis
on the toolkit of event tourism to overcome seasonality. The ability of the events to attract tourists, their
potential for ensuring employment of the bed base and generating employment in the field of tourism, as
well as their projections for increasing the attractiveness of the visited place in unattractive periods of the
year, were investigated.

The following can be mentioned as key contributions from the habilitation work: the theory has
been enriched by identifying the main characteristics, typology and trends in the development of event
tourism. It has been established that the realization of the events requires management decisions, and the
necessary conditions are the human, natural, material and financial resources. The event management
technology was developed, emphasizing that the success of the events is due to the planning and
implementation of a general tourism strategy for the development of the region. On this basis, the different
roles of event tourism for marketing the place, such as tourist attraction, image creator, catalyst of
economic development and entertainer, are defined. The impacts of the events were studied, and six
dimensions of their consequences were determined - economic, touristic (commercial), physical, socio-
cultural, psychological and political. Based on the research, the positive and negative consequences of the
events were identified and correct guidelines and solutions were proposed to overcome seasonality in the
receiving destinations.

After evaluating the remaining scientific publications submitted for review, it is evident that
Associate Professor Elenita Velikova thoroughly studies the theoretical-methodical and practical issues
of events and seasonality in tourism. The "Professor” candidate identifies problem areas and draws general
conclusions about the need to apply event strategies to overcome seasonality in tourist resorts. In this
regard, | must draw attention to the model developed by the author for the sustainable development of
mountain tourist areas in the post-crisis period.

Another important point is the applicant's interests in the field of spa and wellness tourism.
Argument and in concrete terms, key problems regarding the definition of the concepts in the Bulgarian
legal framework are presented and clarified in the context of the theory and methodology in their proposal.
The state and possibilities for the development of spa and wellness tourism have been diagnosed. The
strategic outline of wellness tourism in the development of the economy and the quality of life has been
developed. A model for economic evaluation of the use of mineral waters in tourism is proposed.

The publications related to the aestheticization of the environment are also of interest, which is a
natural continuation of the candidate's first habilitation. Good practices in the aestheticization of tourist
sites have been studied and the possibilities of applying European practices for the aestheticization of
tourist sites in Bulgaria have been explored.

Scientific production related to the economic development of tourism is also characterized by
considerable diversity. Current issues related to the impact of international tourism, territorial planning of
tourist destinations, outsourcing in the hospitality industry, strategic alliances, innovation and
digitalization in tourism, good practices in evening tourism have been developed.

Regarding the latter direction, Elenita Velikova conducts research, on which basis she identifies
the methodological guidelines for sustainable development of tourism, proposes a scenario for the
sustainable development of tourist destinations and develops an advanced approach for sustainable
planning of tourist destinations.

It can be concluded that the candidate's research is distinguished by a depth of the treated problems
and an interdisciplinary approach in the discussion of issues related to the management of tourism events,
spa and wellness tourism, the aestheticization of the environment, economic and sustainable development



of tourism.

6. Critical remarks and recommendations

Regarding the future research activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova, | would like to make
the following recommendations:

* Due to the lack of works by Bulgarian authors concerning the problems of wellness tourism, I
recommend that the candidate continue and deepen her research in this area;

* Publication of the results of the monographic work in English in foreign journals in order to
achieve greater dissemination and citation of the results.

* Increasing the number of independent publications in English in the world databases "SCOPUS"
and "Web of Science", since the candidate has sufficient theoretical and empirical material in her research
and scientific publications.

7. Conclusion
Based on the findings in this Statement, | would like to categorically state my high positive
assessment of the presented scientific production and candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova and
I recommend the respected Academic Jury to vote and propose that she receive the academic position
Professor in PF 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty Economics and management (event management in
tourism).
