“Economics”,
scientific specialty “Economics and Management (tourism event
management)” at UNWE.

1. Information regarding the competition

The competition has been announced in regards to the needs of Department
“Economics of Tourism”, Faculty “Economics of Infrastructure” at UNWE,
according to Decision of AC Ne 5/01.06.2022. It was published in the State Gazette
No. 60 from 29.07.2022. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury of
the competition, according to Order Ne 2390/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for
Research and International Affairs of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Kirilova Velikova is the sole candidate in the
competition. She graduated from UNWE, majoring in “International Tourism” and
obtained a “Master’s in Tourism” degree (1997 — 2003). She defended her
dissertation and acquired an ESD “doctor”.

After a successful competitive exam, Assoc. Prof. Velikova began her
scientific career at UNWE, in the Department “Tourism Economics”. She
successively held the academic positions of assistant — 2005 and chief assistant —
2007. From 2010 to the present, she is an associate professor in the scientific
specialty “Economics and management (aestheticization of the tourist
environment)” in the same department.

Assoc. prof. Velikova has also been a lecturer at other universities in the
country — PU “Paisiy Hilendarski”, branch “Lyuben Karavelov”, Kardzhali; New
Bulgarian University. She performs expert and consulting activities in public
institutions — National Agency for Assessment and Accreditation, Bulgarian
Chamber of Education, Science and Culture, Commission for Acquiring a National
Certificate for Tour Guide at the Ministry of Tourism. She speaks English, German
and Russian.



3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position

3. 1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova meets the
requirements for acquiring the academic position of “professor”, according to
DASRBA (Art. 29).

« She has acquired ESD “Doctor” in a scientific specialty 05.02.18.
“Economics and management by industry (tourism)”, (diploma No.
31379/10.05.2007, HAC at the CM of the RB).

« She has held the academic position of “associate professor” at the UNWE
for more than 12 years (Certificate for the scientific title “Associate Professor” No.
26517/16.08.2010, HAC at the CM of the RB; Certificate of experience from the
“Human Resources” Directorate of the UNWE).

« She presents a published monographic work that does not repeat the
publications for obtaining the ESD “doctor” and for occupying the academic
position “associate professor”.

* There are other original scientific research works and publications that do
not repeat those submitted for obtaining the title of “doctor” and for holding the
academic position of “associate professor”.

» She meets the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2 and
3, respectively, to the requirements under Art. 2b, paragraph 5.

Assoc. prof. Velikova exceeds the minimum national requirements,
according to the DASRBA (Article 2b) and the Regulation for its application
(Article 1a, Paragraph 1). She implements 2379 points from groups
A+B+V+G+D+E, out of the required 550. She also fulfills the additional
requirements for the UNWE, according to the DASRBA (art. 2b, para. 5) and the
Regulation for its application (art. 1a, paragraphs 2-3). She reports 1763 points
from groups ZH+Z+1, with a minimum threshold of 520 points.

» The analysis of the map for the fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements for occupying the academic position of “professor” at UNWE
shows that the candidate in the competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova,
achieved a total of 4142 points for both sections I + Il, with a minimum
threshold of 1070 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

Assoc. prof. Elenita Velikova is an established researcher with contributions
to the national and international development of knowledge (1.1. — 1.11.).
Evidence of this is the new direction she developed in tourism science,
participation in national and international business projects and scientific juries at
UNWE and other universities in the country.

The candidate in the competition is an established lecturer with a
contribution to teaching, learning and pedagogical development (2.1. — 2.7.). These



qualities are manifested in the conduct of classes at UNWE and other universities,
the development of new study courses and textbooks at a significant academic
level, participation as a lecturer in round tables and scientific-practical seminars.

The professional achievements of Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova receive
public recognition in practice (3.1. — 3.6.). Her participation as the director of “Spa
and Wellness Tourism” at the Bulgarian Chamber of Education, Science and
Culture and a member of committees at the NAAA for evaluation and
accreditation of universities and specialties are indicative.

The candidate in the competition contributes to the confirmation of the good
name of UNWE (4.1. — 4.3.), through her participation in national and
international scientific forums, broadcasts in electronic media, as Chief Secretary
for Science of UNWE, Chairman of the Commission for Promotion and Evaluation
of SRA at UNWE, Vice-Chairman of the PC for RSA of UNWE, member of the
Faculty Council and Chairman of the Committee on Proposals of the “Economics
of Infrastructure” Faculty.

» The analysis of the quality requirements fulfillment card shows that
the candidate in the competition corresponds to the quality requirements
accepted by the AC. The UNWE Habilitation Council gives a positive opinion on
the potential candidate in the competition for the academic position “professor”
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova (Protocol No. 4/11.05.2022).

4. Evaluation of the tutoring activity

The educational and teaching workload of Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova
exceeds the required minimum, according to the Regulations for the educational
activities of UNWE (Official note from the “Educational Documentation,
Accountability and Control” Department at UNWE). She gives lectures and
exercises for the students of the “Economics of Tourism” specialty at UNWE,
EQD “Bachelor” in the disciplines “Fundamentals of Tourism”, “Event
Management in Tourism”, “Aesthetization of the Tourist Environment”, “Spa and
Wellness Tourism” and “International Tourism”. She has lecture courses at EQD
“Master” in “Tourist Alliances”, “Organization of International Tourism”,
“QOutsourcing Management in Tourism”, “Sustainable Planning of Tourist
Destinations”, “Organizational Structures in Tourism” and “Planning and
Management of tourist destinations”.

She develops and implements study courses recognized at UNWE. There is
a serious contribution to the creation and updating of the educational
documentation of the specialty. She is the author of study programs at EQD
“Bachelor” for the specialty “Economics of Tourism” and at EQD “Master” for the
specialties “International Tourism” and “Tourism Management”. She is the
coordinator of a distance master’s degree. As the head of the “Student Scientific
Creativity” sector, she organized a student conference for the students of the
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“Economics of Tourism” specialty, and as the head of the “Career Development”
sector, she issues a register with their resumes.

In her tutoring activity, Assoc. Prof. Elenita VVelikova applies innovative and
interactive teaching methods. She regularly updates and enriches the learning
material. She actively works with students. She is the scientific supervisor of over
50 successfully defended diploma theses and a consultant to students in the
preparation of reports for departmental and faculty conferences. She receives high
marks in student surveys. She creates contacts between the tourism business and
the students of the specialty.

» Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova has extensive teaching experience. She
has a high degree of preparation for occupying the academic position of
“professor”. The candidate’s academic competence corresponds to the specifics
of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers

5.1. Main directions in the research activity

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elenita Velikova participates in the competition for
professor with 72 publications. The scientific production proposed for review
includes:
e 12 monographs — 5 independent and 7 co-authored,;
e 4 university textbooks — 2 independent and 2 co-authored;
e 3 studias — 2 co-authored and one independent, 2 in Scopus;
e 21 articles — 1 in Web of Science; 2 independent and 3 co-authored, referenced
and indexed in other international databases with scientific information; 15
independent, published in non-refereed journals with scientific review and editorial
board;
e 32 reports — 2 independent in Scopus, 4 in co-authorship and 1 independent
abroad; 20 independent and 5 in co-authorship in Bulgaria.
50 of the publications are in Bulgarian and 22 in English. The candidate impresses
with her publication activity and the high quality of her scientific works.

The research activity of Assoc. prof. Elenita Velikova is concentrated in 5
main thematic directions:

1. Events and seasonality (NeNe 1; 7; 21; 24; 30; 49; 53; 55; 56; 58; 59; 60;
61).

2. Spa and wellness tourism (NeNe 2; 6; 11; 12; 14; 16; 17; 19; 20; 25; 32;
33; 35; 36; 37; 38; 43; 44; 46; 47; 52 ; 62; 65; 67).

3. Aestheticization of the tourist environment (NeNe 4; 8; 13; 15; 22; 34; 39;
41).

4. Economic development of tourism (NeNe3; 5; 18; 23; 26; 27; 28; 29; 40;
42; 45; 48; 50; 51; 54; 64; 66).

5. Sustainable development of tourism (NeNe9; 10; 31; 57; 63; 68).
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The qualities of Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova as a research scientist are
confirmed by her work on scientific research projects. The candidate for the
academic position “professor” was the head of 3 university projects under the RSA
fund of the UNWE, financed with a subsidy from the state budget. She took part in
2 national and 1 international projects.

Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova was chosen as the scientific supervisor of 9
doctoral students. Three have successfully defended their dissertations and have
obtained ESD “Doctor” (Official Note No. N-D/12.10.2021).

She has provided evidence of citation. There are 8 citations established in
Scopus; 19 — in non-refereed journals with scientific review; 20 — in scientific
publications, referenced and indexed in other international databases with
scientific information.

5.2. Scientific and scientifically-applied results

The obtained scientific and scientifically-applied results can be summarized
as follows:

e The scientific knowledge of event tourism has been enriched, new
definitions have been introduced, its typology has been specified and guidelines
for its future development have been given. The connections and dependencies
between events and tourism have been investigated, the peculiarities of their
management are clarified and the benefits of event tourism are determined. In the
context of policy as a tool for managing events in tourism, strategies to limit
seasonality have been developed.

e The terminological apparatus in the field of spa and wellness tourism is
defined and the theoretical and methodological issues of wellness tourism are
clarified. The state and opportunities for the development of spa and wellness
tourism in the country have been diagnosed, based on the application of world best
practices.

e Good practices in the aestheticization of tourist sites have been studied
and the possibilities of applying European practices for the aestheticization of
tourist sites in Bulgaria have been explored.

e The theoretical and methodological issues of international tourism have
been developed and the global challenges facing tourism companies have been
identified. The key indicators for the economic development of tourism have been
determined.

e A model for the sustainable development of tourist destinations has been
proposed and the approach in their planning has been improved.

5.3. Evaluation of the monograph

A high praise deserves the monographic work Velikova, E. (2020)
Relationships and dependencies between events and tourism. Sofia: “Avangard
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Prima”. 328 pp. ISBN 978-619-239-404-2. It was discussed in the “Economics of
Tourism” department, with reviewers Prof. Dr. Manol Ribov and Prof. Sc. D.
Tanya Parusheva. The monograph solves an essential scientific and scientific-
applied problem. In the development, a complex analysis of the theory of events,
their relationship with tourism and their management was made. The impacts and
forms of manifestation of event tourism and the possibilities of overcoming
seasonality through its toolkit have been studied. The monographic work
complements the theoretical and practical-applied knowledge in the specialized
tourism literature. The development is also valuable for interested circles of the
tourism business.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientifically applied contributions

The following significant contributions are clearly highlighted in the
creative production of the candidate:

First, the dimensions of events and their application in tourism are
explored. The specifics and technology of their management, the stages of their
Impact on the receiving destinations and the consequences of their organization are
analyzed. The trends in the development of tourism, in particular event tourism,
are examined.

Second, key issues of the theory and practice of spa and wellness tourism
are defined. The technology, organization and management of tourist sites offering
spa and wellness services, the specifics of their product offering and the service of
tourists during their stay have been studied.

Third, the peculiarities of the aestheticization of the tourist environment are
defined. European good practices have been studied and specific guidelines have
been given for their integration into the Bulgarian tourism practice. The effect of
innovations in the field of aestheticization in tourist sites has been established.

Fourth, the economic development of tourism is analyzed. The trends in the
planning and construction of tourist destinations have been determined. Strategic
alliances in tourism are explored. The features of innovation and digitization in
tourism are presented.

Fifth, the methodological guidelines for sustainable development of tourism
are defined. A model for the sustainable development of mountain tourist
destinations in Bulgaria has been developed. The need to introduce ecological
practices in transport to achieve sustainability in tourism is substantiated.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

| have no notes on the tutoring and research activities of Assoc. Prof.
Elenita Velikova. | would recommend that in future research she focus on writing
a dissertation for the degree of “Doctor of Science”, in accordance with her
scientific interests.

I have known Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova since she was a student in the
“International Tourism” specialty and a lecturer in the “Economics of Tourism”
Department at UNWE. She is distinguished by ethics and tolerance, responsibility
for the assigned tasks and striving for continuous development and self-
improvement. She is well-deservedly respected by the academic community and
students.

9. Conclusion

The candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova for participation in a
competition for the academic position of “professor” complies with the regulatory
requirements according to DASRBA and the additional requirements of UNWE.
She has indisputable merits as a tutor and researcher, with proven contributions to
the scientific specialty of the competition.
