Legal basis: The competition has been announced for the needs of the "Economics of
Tourism™ Department in the structure of the "Economics of Infrastructure™ Faculty of UNWE,
according to Order No. 3268/18.11.2021 of the Rector of UNWE, decision of the AC (Protocol No.
5/ 01.06.2022), Decision of the Council Departmental of "Economics of Tourism™ (Protocol No.
115/19.09.2022) and decision of the FC of the Faculty of "Economics of Infrastructure” (Protocol
No. 28/20.09.2022 ) of UNWE.

The scientific review has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for
its implementation (PP LDASRB), the Internal rules for the development of the academic staff of
UNWE and the decision of the scientific jury of 10.10.2022.

1. Brief biographical data about the candidate
Associate Professor Dr. Elenita Kirilova Velikova is the only candidate in the competition for
professorship. No violations in the procedure have been found from the inspection of the submitted
materials for the competition. The requirements of Art. 29 (1), items 1-6, art. 29 b (1) and (3) of
LDASRB and Art. 60(1) and (3) of (PP LDASRB) are fulfielled.
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The participant in the competition was born in 1978. She received her secondary education in
91 NEG "Prof. Dr. Konstantin Galabov" in Sofia, and the university degree at UNWE with specialty
"International Tourism". After completing her higher education with a competitive examination, she
worked in the "International Tourism" department of UNWE. Here she successively held the position
of "assistant” (2005-2006) and "chief assistant” (2007-2010). In 2006, she acquired the scientific title
of "PhD" in the scientific specialty 05.02.18 "Economics and Management by Industries (Tourism)",
and in 2010 she became an "associate professor" in the same specialty.

Since 2010 she has been an expert at NEAA, and since 2009 - a member of the control board
of the Bulgarian Chamber of Education, Science and Culture (BCESC), director of the "Spa and
Wellness Tourism" program at BCESC and editor-in-chief of the Yearbook of Scientific Works of
the Bulgarian Chamber of Education, science and culture “Science and Society”. She is an expert
participant in the Commission for conducting an examination for acquiring the legal capacity to
exercise the profession of "Tour Guide™ at the Ministry of Tourism. She has been the head of the
"Student Scientific Creativity" sector (since 2014) and the "Career Development™ sector at the
"Economics of Tourism" department, which was created back in 2011. She is an initiator and
coordinator of the remote master's program "Management in Tourism™ at UNWE. Associate Professor
Dr. Elenita Velikova participates in scientific juries of UNWE, NBU, South-West University "Neofit
Rilski”, SU "Kliment Ohridski" and BA "D.A. Cenov". She teaches students from bachelor and
master courses at UNWE, Plovdiv University "Paisiy Hilendarski", affiliate "Lyuben Karavelov" in

Kardjali, NBU. She was a guest lecturer at the University of Nicosia, Cyprus.

2. Fulfilment by the candidate of the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic

To participate in the competition, Assoc. Prof. Velikova submitted a completed report for the
fulfilment of the minimum number of points required by groups of indicators for the professional
direction 3.8.

3. Quantitative characteristics of the scientific production
To participate in the competition, the candidate submitted 12 monographs, 2 studies and 2
reports in SCOPUS, 52 other publications (studies, articles and reports) and 4 textbooks or a total of

72 publications with a total volume of 2857 pages.

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From the analysis of the presented documents and the data in Table 2., and from the additional
inquiries made as well, we found the following:

1. The presented scientific works are accepted for evaluation without exception
since their content does not contain thematic duplication and connection with the publications on the
doctoral work and the candidate’s first habilitation.

2. The candidate participates in the competition with 72 publications, with a total
volume of 2857 pages. In them, the various publications are as follows: monographs — 12 pcs.—
1687 pages; studies and reports in Scopus - 4 pcs. — 44 pages; studies, articles and reports
published in secondary databases of scientific information, in non-refereed journals with scientific
review and editorial board or published in edited collective volumes 52 pcs. — 497 pages; textbooks
- 4 pcs. — 629 pages.

3. 22 of the total number of published works of the author are in English.

4. For most of the evaluated joint scientific works, the participation share of the authors
is noted in the publications themselves, and for those of them, for which this was not done, separation
protocols are presented.

5. From the citation reference made on the "Web of Knowledge" database (Scopus) it is
clear that the candidate has been cited 47 times by other authors. 43 of these citations are from
Bulgarian authors, and the remaining 4 citations are from foreign authors.

6. The reference for the impact factor (Journal Citation Reports) shows that Prof.
Velikova has 20 publications in printed editions with an impact factor, 4 of which are referenced in
WoS and SCOPUS.

4. Evaluation of the habilitation work

The monographic work "Relationships and Dependencies between Events and Tourism**
is an in-depth scientific study of the current tourism issues. And this is understandable considering
that events and their purposeful management play an increasingly essential role in the strategic plans
of the destinations. The author states that the events are "an important strategic tool that stimulates
the sustainable development of the destinations, leads to an extension of the tourist season and the
transformation of the areas into attractive places for both recreation and entertainment”. This
predetermines the actuality of the topic and its importance for the development of tourism, especially
in the modern conditions.

The peer-reviewed work is printed in a volume of 327 pages, of which the main text is 301
pages, and the remaining 26 pages are composed of an introduction - 8 pages, a conclusion - 3 pages,
a table of contents - 2 pages and a used literature reference - 9 pages.
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According to me, the volume of the monograph, total of 327 pages, is sufficient to present the
theoretical, methodological, and applied issues related to the clarification of the connections and
dependencies between events and tourism. The volume accepted by the candidate gave him the
opportunity to systematize and present his knowledge in this field and to build the content of the
monographic work, applying appropriate means of scientific knowledge.

In terms of structure, the monograph is composed of six chapters, in which the evolution of
the theoretical thought about events and event tourism, their management, the impacts and forms of
manifestation of event tourism, seasonality in the context of events and the possibilities for
overcoming it are successively presented. Built in this way, the structure of the monograph meets the
formal requirements for ensuring the organic unity of the constituent parts of the habilitation work in
their mutual connection, conditionality, purposefulness, and determination. It specifies the
connections and relationships of the concepts and judgments included in the work, used to derive one
or another regularity and justify one or another statement.

In terms of content, the monograph represents a conceptual framework to clarify the
relationship between events and tourism and the possibilities for their implementation in the profile
of the destination in order to achieve the goals of the definition. The events ability to attract tourists,
their potential for ensuring the employment of the bed base and increasing employment in the tourism
sector all in all, as well as their projections for increasing the attractiveness of the visited place in
unattractive periods of the year, were investigated.

Initially, the evolution in the theoretical thought about the events was examined, clarifying
the conceptual apparatus and the specificity in the context of their diversity. Apart from the supply
and demand based on the natural and anthropogenic factors in a given destination, events are
beginning to play an increasingly important role in determining its parameters and the forms of
tourism that can be carried out in it. The author concludes that the tourist potential of a given region
is determined by the possibilities for tourist use of the territory from the point of view of the
geographical location, the local infrastructure, and the prevailing climatic conditions. This is also the
basis for further analyses in the monograph exposition, which identify events as the main tool for
reducing seasonality.

Event tourism is a special case of a socio-economic activity, which is gaining wider popularity
with its peculiarities and regularities in its organization. However, the narrower range of events
included in it does not limit its diversity and forms of manifestation. The implementation of events
in this type of tourism requires above all management decisions, and necessary conditions are human

ones, natural, material, and financial resources.
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Particular attention is paid to the technology of event tourism and more specifically to event
management and its strategic development. Their success is attributed to the planning and
implementation of a general tourism strategy for the development of the region. On this basis, the
different roles of event tourism for the marketing of the place are defined, as a tourist attraction, an
image builder, a catalyst of economic development.

The impacts of the events were studied, and the dimensions of their consequences were
determined - economic, touristic (commercial), physical, socio-cultural, psychological, and political.
It has been established that their effects can be not only positive, but also negative. In this regard,
management skills and strategic planning capabilities are particularly important.

The event management tools can be applied to reduce the effects of seasonality in tourism, as
one of the limiting factors in its economic development. The integrated development of tourism and
events in the planning stage of the tourist potential of the destinations can become a fundamental
factor for their future development.

The monograph is distinguished by its significance. It deals with issues that will find an
increasingly serious place in the theory and practice of tourism. Their applicability will be sought as
they will be the subject of future scientific developments. The language and style show knowledge
of the specific terminology in the field of tourism, events, seasonality and practical issues in the
planning, organization, and implementation of event programs at tourist destinations.

The assessment of the content of the habilitation work shows that it is distinguished by its
conceptual connection, research focus and applied orientation. The information used is actual,
accurate and defensible. The author's ideas, concepts and perspectives are well presented. The
proportions in the ratio between the main, additional, and explanatory text have been respected. The
thematic selection provides a systematic and comprehensive view of the conducted scientific
research. The content stands out for its clear objectives, well-formed main ideas, accurate and
accessible new terms, concepts and, last but not least, presentation style.

Taking into account the importance of the author's contributions, as well as the fact that the
monograph contains new facts and data corresponding to achievements in the science and practice
field, I believe that it will be useful in terms of updating the scientific knowledge and its application

in business.

5. Evaluation of the publications not related to the habilitation work
Associate Professor Elenita Velikova participated in the competition with 72 publications
with a total volume of 2,857 pages, which do not repeat the works submitted for the acquisition of
the Scientific Degree "PhD" and holding the academic position of "Associate Professor”. These
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publications are divided as follows: 5 independent monographs with a volume of 1160 pages; 7 co-
authored monographs with a total volume of 527 pages; studies and reports in Scopus - 4 pcs. with a
volume of 44 pages; 52 other publications (studies, articles, and reports), 40 of which are independent.
with a volume of 434 pages and co-authored 12 items with a volume of 63 pages.

Thematically, the mentioned publications deal with different problems, but their
differentiation is within the limits of the necessary and sufficient diversity, so there is no conflict with
the announced competition. The analysis of the thematic orientation of these publications gives me
the reason to separate them into several groups, as the interaction of the topics indicated in them
varies from the simple exchange of ideas to the mutual integration of concepts, methods, procedures,
epistemologies, terminology, etc. More specifically, it concerns the following thematic areas:

1. Event management in tourism;

2. Spa and wellness tourism;

3. Aestheticization of the tourist environment;

4. Economic development of tourism;

5. Sustainable development of tourism.

The adopted grouping of publications illustrates the subject area of Tourism Event
Management. Its decomposition reveals different levels of knowledge depth about the different
fragments of event management and creates conditions for a meaningful analysis of the processes and
phenomena included in them.

The first of the considered areas (No. 1; 7; 21; 24; 30; 49; 53; 55; 56; 58; 59; 60; 61)
concerns issues related to the event management in tourism. In the candidate terms of view in this
specific direction the increase of the efficiency in the management is needed to overcome the
seasonality in the tourist destinations. The features, strategies, and benefits of focusing on the
management of this parameter are clarified and the destinations are stratified from the event tourism
point of view.

The other thematic direction (Nos. 2; 6; 11; 12; 14; 16; 17; 19; 20; 25; 32; 33; 35; 36; 37;
38; 43; 44; 46; 47; 52; 62; 65; 67) refers to spa and wellness tourism. The terminology used in these
activities is defined. The technology of supply, the organization and management of spa and wellness
facilities in tourism, the specificity of their product offering, the service of tourists, the possibilities,
and trends in the development of spa and wellness tourism have been studied.

In the third thematic direction (Nos. 4; 8; 13; 15; 22; 34; 39; 41) the issues related to the
application of aestheticization in the tourist environment are interpreted. The economic benefits
of it have been revealed and the European practices for the aestheticization of tourist sites have been
studied. The impact mechanism of aestheticization on tourists is defined.
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The fourth direction (Nos. 3; 5; 18; 23; 26; 27; 28; 29; 40; 42; 45; 48; 50; 51; 54; 64; 66)
refers to various aspects of the economic development of tourism. The key indicators for the
economic development of tourism have been determined. Trends in the planning and construction of
tourist destinations are analysed. The accent is focused on the possibilities of adapting strategic
alliances to tourism.

The fifth direction (No. 9; 10; 31; 57; 63; 68) analyses the problems of the sustainable
development in tourism. A model for the sustainable development of mountain tourist destinations
in Bulgaria has been created. The need to introduce ecological practices in several tourist and tourism-
related activities is substantiated.

Summarizing the scientific and applied contributions, we could present the following:

1. Generalizations that have been made have theoretical, methodological and applied
significance for the tourism event management and their interrelationship with overcoming
seasonality;

2. The operation of certain regularities, which are reflected in the current economic state of
the tourism industry, has been established;

3. Solutions of narrowly formulated tasks related to the aestheticization of the tourist
environment, spa and wellness tourism and the sustainable development of tourism are proposed;

4. Based on the synthesis of methods, means and techniques, which in the past were
autonomous units, a scientific approach has been developed for the management of tourist
destinations based on their event potential,

5. The conditions have been studied and the general features and regularities have been
determined in revealing the possibilities for effective management of events in tourism. With few
exceptions, the peer-reviewed scientific works are distinguished by clearly formulated goals, in-depth
studies and concrete results achieved with theoretical summaries, conclusions, and recommendations
useful for both science and practice. It can be seen from the publications that Elenita Velikova is very
well acquainted with the literature and the scientific achievements in the tourism event management
field. This has given her the opportunity to stand out some of the unsolved and partially solved

problems to examine them and to propose suitable solutions for them.
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6. Evaluation of the participation results of the candidate in scientific and applied

developments and projects

Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova participated as an expert and supervisor in the development of

1 international, 2 national and 6 university projects, presented in table 3.

2. The projects were developed from 2011 to 2022, with the most active periods of 2020-
2022.
3. In 3 of the mentioned projects, the candidate is the leader, and in the others, she performs

the functions of an expert.

7. Guidance of doctoral students and graduates

For the period 2010-2022, Associate Professor Velikova was the supervisor of 9 PhD
students, 3 of which successfully defended their dissertations.

The candidate conducts scientific supervision of students, as well as supports their preparation
for participation in their semester student sessions and other scientific forums. She has conducted
annual and practical training in the field of tourism in accordance with the specialization of the trained
students. The candidate manages the "Student Scientific Creativity" sector (since 2014) and the
"Career Development™ sector at the "Economics of Tourism™ department since its establishment in
2011. Under her leadership and editing, 4 student conferences were held and 7 reference editions with
students' autobiographies related to their career development were published. In this regard, several
meetings with employers and HR specialists were organized and held.

8. Evaluation of teaching and learning activity

Assoc. Prof. Elenita Velikova conducts lectures to students from professional field 3.8
Economics in Bachelor and Master Degrees in UNWE in the disciplines Tourism event management,
Spa and wellness tourism, Tourist alliances, Organization of international tourism, etc. From the study
workload report (No. 2103/02.09.2022), it can be seen that the candidate's study workload for the
period 2010/2011-2021/2021 is an average of 400 hours of lectures per year. Assoc. Prof. Velikova's
teaching activity is distinguished using interactive learning tools and, more specifically, by the
application of audio-video technologies, text and animations. In addition, some of the seminar classes

led by her are held in real conditions in four- and five-star hotels, spas, and wellness centers.
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CONCLUSION

From the inspection of the materials submitted for the competition, no violations in the
procedure were found. The requirements of the current legal and by-laws acts have been fulfilled.

Based on my familiarization with the candidate's documents for the competition and the
evaluation of the publications presented by her, the following conclusions can be drawn:

1. She is the only candidate in the competition.

2. Possesses the educational and scientific degree "*doctor™".

3. Holds the academic position of "*associate professor'* in the university that announced the
competition.

4. He is provided with the necessary classroom and out-of-classroom occupancy.

5. The candidate has published textbooks on the main subjects taught by him.

6. The candidate read profiling disciplines that are directly related to the competition.

7. A scientific guidance was provided to three PhD students who successfully defended their
dissertations.

8. The candidate conducts a scientific and practical guidance of students.

9. A scientific output of the sufficient volume, unrelated to the first habilitation, was
submitted and accepted for evaluation, including: 72 publications, including: 12 monographs, 2
studies and 2 reports in SCOPUS, 52 other publications (studies, articles and reports) and 4 the
textbook or a total of 72 publications with a total volume of 2857 pages.

10. 47 candidate citations by other authors are documented, 8 of which are in SCOPUS
databases.

11. In total, the results of the candidate's scientific activity contain significant applied
scientific results and theoretical summaries and solutions to problems in the field of tourism event
management, which correspond to the modern achievements and represent an original contribution
to science.

My overall assessment of the criteria and indicators for the educational and research activities
show that Associate Professor Dr. Elenita Kirilova Velikova meets all the requirements of the legal
and by-laws acts for occupying the academic position "Professor” in professional direction 3.8.
