1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the "Economics of
Tourism™ Department, "Economics of Infrastructure” Faculty of UNWE,
according to Decision of the Academic Council No. 5/01.06.2022. | am part of
the scientific jury for the competition according to Order No. 2390 / 28.09.2022
of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participates in the announced competition for a professor in
the scientific specialty "Economics and Management (Event Management in
Tourism)" at UNWE - associate professor dr. Elenita Kirilova Velikova from the
"Economics of Tourism" Department, "Economics of Infrastructure” Faculty of
UNWE. She was born in 1978 and has graduated the 91% German Language
School "Prof. Dr. K. Galabov", Sofia. She obtained a bachelor's degree in tourism
and a master's degree in international tourism at UNWE, and in 2007 a doctoral
degree in economics and management (tourism). Since the 2005/2006 academic
year, she has been an assistant, chief assistant, and since 2010, an associate
professor at the "Economics of Tourism™ Department at UNWE. Since 2021 she
has been holding the position of "General Secretary for Science of the UNWE".
From 2010 to 2020, she held the academic position of "associate professor" at
Plovdiv University "Paisiy Hilendarski", affiliate "Lyuben Karavelov", the city
of Kardjali and since 2006 she has been a part-time lecturer at the Department of
"Business Administration”, NBU, Sofia. She is a member of the Control Council
in the Bulgarian Chamber of Education, Science and Culture. Since 2010, she has
been working as an independent expert at the National Evaluation and
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Accreditation Agency and since 2016 as an expert at the Commission for
conducting an examination for acquiring the legal capacity to exercise the
profession of "Tour Guide" at the Ministry of Tourism. She speaks excellent
German and very good English and Russian.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

The candidate in the competition fulfils all the mandatory conditions for
occupying the academic position of "professor” - she has obtained a doctoral
degree (diploma Ne 31379/10.05.2007) with the topic of her dissertation "The
influence of restaurant product design on consumer choice"; she has held the
academic position of "associate professor" for more than two academic years and
has published a monographic work that is different from the one submitted for
the acquisition of the doctoral degree and for holding the academic position of
"associate professor”. The monograph is on "Relationships and dependencies
between events and tourism".

Assoc. prof. dr. Elenita Kirilova Velikova also satisfies all additional
guantitative requirements of UNWE. She exceeds the minimum threshold points
for most of the criteria. For the period from the 2010/2011 academic year to the
2021/2022 academic year, she has a total of 7142 hours of classroom teaching in
the bachelor's and master's degree. She has developed 18 lecture courses,
respectively 18 study programs, including 9 for the master's degree and 2 for the
doctoral degree. She has published a textbook "Fundamentals of Tourism" and
two co-authored textbooks. She has delivered 267 hours of lectures in English at
UNWE. She has managed 3 research projects and has participated in 6 projects,
including one international, and in 30 conferences in the country and abroad as
well. She is the sole author of 21 conference reports. In addition to the
independent monograph presented as the main habilitation work, assoc. prof. dr.
Velikova is the author of three more monographs and participates as a co-author
in three collective monographs. She has 2 articles in scientific publications,
referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases and 21 — in peer-reviewed
scientific journals. There are citations in 8 scientific publications referenced and
indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information, 39 citations in
peer-reviewed monographs and collective works, and 20 citations in non-
referenced peer-reviewed journals as well.

The above indicates that the applicant satisfies all national and university
regulatory requirements. She also meets the quality requirements for occupying
the academic position of "professor" at UNWE. She is an editor and member of
the editorial boards of national and international scientific editions, as well as in
the program committees of scientific conferences, a reviewer in 6 competitions
for occupying academic positions, numerous competitions for the acquisition of
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the doctoral degree, textbooks and monographs. Through her expert knowledge
and consulting activity, assoc. prof. dr. Velikova also contributes to the
development of other organizations in the field of education and tourism. She is
a member of a number of university committees, thereby contributing to the
improvement of the quality of the educational and research activities at the
university. A proof of her indisputable qualities as an established lecturer is the
regular formation of student groups in her elective courses. Assoc. prof. dr.
Velikova actively supports students studying at the “"Economics of Tourism"
department in their career development and scientific creativity. | highly
appreciate her diligent and purposeful work for the development of science and
education in the field of tourism in our country.

The potential candidate in the competition, assoc. prof. dr. Elenita Kirilova
Velikova, received a positive opinion of the UNWE Habilitation Council
regarding the fulfilment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for
occupying the academic position of “professor” at UNWE /Protocol No. 4 of
11.05.2022/.

4. Assessment of the educational and lecturing activities

The candidate has accumulated 17 years of educational experience. She
delivers lectures and exercises in the bachelor's degree in the courses "Event
Management in Tourism™, "Spa and Wellness Tourism", "Aesthetization of the
Tourist Environment” and "International Tourism”, as well as lectures in the
master's degree in the courses "Tourism Alliances”, "Organization of
International Tourism", *Management of Tourism Outsourcing" and "Sustainable
Planning of Tourism Destinations". The periodic questionnaire surveys of
students from the degree programmes led by the "Economics of Tourism"
department regarding the quality of education show that the students highly
appreciate not only the content of the special courses taught by assoc. prof. dr.
Velikova, but also her qualities as a lecturer - high awareness, clarity of teaching,
appropriately used examples. She also actively participates in supervising
graduates and doctoral students at the "Economics of Tourism" department.

The candidate's educational experience is significant and sufficient for
occupying the competition position, and the subject of the educational and
lecturing work fully corresponds to the scientific specialty of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications
5.1.Main directions in the research activity
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The research works submitted for review allow the identification of the
following main directions in the candidate's research activity:

- Events and seasonality;
Spa and wellness tourism;
Aesthetization of the tourist environment;
Economic development of tourism;
Sustainable development of tourism.

All works are based on the use of scientific and highly representative
literature - articles from prestigious journals and books by renowned authors in
the field of tourism.

5.2.Received scientific and/or scientific-applied results

The main scientific and scientific-applied results, which are revealed in the
candidate's publications, are summarized in the directions indicated above as
follows:

- The first direction - events and seasonality, is present in the habilitation
work of assoc. prof. dr. Elenita Velikova, as well as in one more of her
independent monographs, three articles, eight reports at conferences and one co-
authored textbook. The textbook offers systematized knowledge about events as
part of the tourism industry and the possibilities for their management aimed at
increasing the effectiveness of the tourism product. The articles clarify the events
in tourism from a theoretical and conceptual point of view and reveal the
possibilities of overcoming seasonality in Bulgarian tourism and extending the
active winter tourist season in the mountain resorts of Bulgaria. The reports
present the importance of the events for the tourism sector, for the development
of infrastructure, business and trade, the renewal of the urban environment, as
well as their role in overcoming seasonality in tourism in the Bulgarian tourist
resorts and for the even distribution of cash flows in the regions. Effective
mechanisms for overcoming seasonality have been proposed, based on the
preferences of tourists and the capabilities of tourism entrepreneurs.

- The second direction - spa and wellness tourism, is covered in four
monographs, including three collective ones, seven articles, eight reports and one
co-authored study. In these publications, the features, evolution, trends and
opportunities for the development of spa and wellness tourism have been
thoroughly studied and evaluated, considering the future prospects in the global
tourism space. Quality and outsourcing are assessed as strategic advantages in
wellness tourism. The role of innovations in wellness is examined as a
prerequisite for transformations in tourism supply. A model has been developed
to determine the value of mineral and thermal mineral waters in spa facilities with
a view to quantifying the potential benefits of their use in spa facilities.
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- The aestheticization of the tourist environment as a direction is included
in one collective monograph, two articles, three reports and one textbook, where
its role as an increasingly clear trend in tourism and its innovative potential are
revealed. Good practices in the application of aestheticization in tourism are
assessed and specific guidelines for improving the aesthetic environment of
tourist sites in our country are put forward in order to improve their
competitiveness.

- The economic development of tourism is researched in one independent
and one collective monograph, seven articles, six reports, one study, one
monograph chapter and two textbooks. The state and the main economic
indicators of tourism, its impact on the economy are thoroughly studied. The
trends in the planning and design of tourist destinations and the possible strategies
for the development of local economic links are identified. Solutions and
guidelines for the effective development of tourism in our country are proposed.
Tourism alliances are examined as a successful strategy for serving tourists in the
new global markets by sharing resources, costs and risks between participating
companies. The content of the investment process in tourism is revealed and the
trends in innovation and investment activity are clarified. The economic
efficiency of wellness tourism and the use of thermal springs in spa investments
are analysed. The role of outsourcing in medical tourism and hospitality is
recognized as a significant source of economic benefits in tourism.

- The sustainable development of tourism as a direction is researched in
three articles, two reports, one study and one monograph chapter. Based on an
analysis of Bulgarian tourist resorts, effective measures are proposed to increase
their sustainability by reducing the harmful impact of transport on the
environment. The progress in environmental planning for tourism is assessed
and a model is developed for achieving sustainable tourism development in the
mountain resorts in Bulgaria. VVarious options for building a sustainable wellness
center, as well as for reducing water and energy consumption by introducing
good practices, were considered.

5.3.Evaluation of monographs

The habilitation work of assoc. prof. dr. Elenita Velikova is dedicated to
the events in tourism, which are gaining more and more importance as a strategic
tool for attracting more and paying tourists and for overcoming seasonality in
tourism.

The work has a volume of 331 pages and is logically structured by an
introduction, 6 chapters, a conclusion and references. The purpose of the work
is correctly and clearly formulated, namely: to prove the relationships and
dependencies between events and tourism on the basis of a thorough theoretical-
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methodological analysis, supported by examples from practice.

In the first, second and third chapters, a wide range of questions related to
events and event tourism are researched. The types of events and the evolution
of event tourism are defined. An analysis is made of the factors for the increasing
Interest in events in tourist destinations. Event tourism and event management
are successfully distinguished from the point of view of potential users. The event
management technology is researched and the classification of event tourism has
been examined in detail. The characteristics of event tourism are clearly and
precisely defined and the stages of the planning and strategic development
process are indicated.

The fourth chapter systematically outlines the issues related to the
economic and political effects of the events on the host destination, and in
particular on the local population and environment. The author has properly paid
particular attention to the negative impacts and also to the motivation of different
social groups as a factor for organizing an event.

In the fifth and sixth chapters, the author's analysis is focused on
seasonality in tourism, the positive and negative effects of seasonality in various
directions and the potential of events to overcome it. The proposed strategies for
its limitation and measures to overcome it through the event tourism toolkit have
a strong practical implication.

The habilitation thesis was developed on the basis of an in-depth study of
specialized literature and examples from practice, and represents an original
scientific study of event tourism. Its great usefulness for higher education, for
representatives of the tourism business, and also for academics with an interest
In event management is indisputable.

Assoc. prof. dr. Velikova participates in the competition with three
additional monographs. The first explores the theoretical and methodological
issues of wellness tourism as a contemporary tourism trend with great potential
for further development. Additionally, the range of considered problems of the
wellness tourism development is expanded with the analysis of its
interrelationship with health and medical tourism, and on this basis the
characteristics of the wellness market are established and the main trends
concerning the wellness industry are outlined.

The second monograph explores strategic alliances in the tourism industry.
The author brings out logically and consistently the nature, the characteristic
features, the reasons for the significant increase in the number of alliances, as
well as the contemporary processes of mergers, takeovers and alliances in three
important tourism sectors: the airline industry, the distribution network and the
hotel industry. The influence of these processes on these sectors and on the users
of their services is also assessed. Based on the detailed analysis, the future trends
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for the development of mergers and alliances in tourism have been determined.

The third monograph is devoted to the significant problem of overcoming
seasonality in tourism with a view to increasing the efficiency of tourism activity
in the host destination. Based on the analyses, the justified conclusion was drawn
that the main prerequisite for the reduction of seasonality is the offer of
alternative types of tourism, additional attractions and events in the seasonal
tourist destinations.

In the presented three collective monographs, the candidate's participation
Is significant and contributes substantially to the achievement of the scientific
research goals of the collectives. In the monograph on the topic "Study of
European Practices in the Aestheticization of Tourist Sites", the participation of
assoc. prof. dr. Velikova is related to the study of the important role of
aestheticization in differentiating the tourist product and the good practices that
can serve as a basis for improving the tourist environment. In the monograph
"International Tourism - Theory and Practice", the candidate contributes with a
detailed clarification of the main theoretical and methodological aspects of
international tourism. The specific characteristics of the tourist product are
outlined, as well as issues related to travel, accommodation and meals as essential
components of tourism. The analysis of tourism as an industry from the point of
view of deriving the economic benefits of its development deserves a high praise.
The third collective monograph examines the economic effects of the use of
mineral springs in spa tourism, and the research of assoc. prof. dr. Velikova is
focused on clarifying spa tourism in the context of its dynamic development and
the mix of offered spa services, facilities and amenities. The peculiarities of the
spa tourist requirements, the changes in national regulations and the marketing
effects of the use of the term "spa" are explained in detail.

The review of the scientific and scientific-applied results of the publication
activity of assoc. prof. dr. Elenita Kirilova Velikova allows me to assess highly
their scientific level, significant usefulness for practice and their full compliance
with the requirements for occupying the academic position of “professor".

6. Assessment of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The following points of contribution stand out in the publications proposed
for review:

1. Knowledge about event tourism, spa and wellness tourism, international
tourism, the aestheticization of the tourist environment and the sustainable
development of tourism has been studied, evaluated and systematized. Their
features, scope, goals, the benefits of their application are brought out and their
role for the effective development of tourism is outlined. The specific
characteristics of outsourcing, innovation and digitalization in tourism are
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clarified and the need to implement ecological practices in transport to achieve
sustainable development in tourism is justified. Event tourism has been
typologized and the destinations have been stratified from the point of view of
event tourism.

2. The state and trends in the development of spa and wellness tourism,
event tourism, mobility in space, planning and construction of tourist destinations
and outsourcing in the hospitality industry have been researched and revealed.
The key indicators have been determined and a diagnosis of the economic
development of tourism has been carried out. An economic analysis of wellness
tourism has been carried out. The prerequisites for transformation in the tourism
supply through innovations in wellness and the strategic advantage of the quality
of wellness tourism have been highlighted and analyzed. Good practices in the
aestheticization of tourist sites and in evening tourism have been studied.

3. Models have been developed for overcoming seasonality in tourism and
for sustainable development of mountain tourist destinations in Bulgaria, as well
as methodological guidelines for sustainable development of tourism by reducing
the harmful impact of transport. The approach to tourist destination planning has
been improved and an algorithm has been created for the territorial planning of
destinations.

4. Important relationships and interdependencies between events and
tourism have been established and proven, and the impact of events and their
consequences on tourism has been quantified. The mechanism of the influence
of aestheticization on consumer choice is derived. The effect of innovations in
the field of aestheticization in wellness facilities, as well as the economic effect
of using thermal mineral springs in spa facilities, are established.

5. In the context of the policy as a tool for managing events in tourism,
strategies have been developed to limit seasonality in tourism and the
opportunitites for overcoming seasonality specifically for Bulgarian tourism have
been defined. Guidelines for the application of European practices for the
aestheticization of tourist sites in Bulgaria have been outlined. A program for
adapting strategic alliances in tourism has been formulated . A scenario for the
sustainable development of tourist destinations is proposed.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

| have no critical comments on the content, structure, style and achieved
scientific and scientific-applied results. | recommend to assoc. prof. dr. Elenita
Velikova in the future to continue her research in the field of the outlined five
directions of her research work, but also not to stop looking for and researching
new, contemporary and important problems in tourism as a result of the
continuous changes in our political, economic and socio-cultural environment, as
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well as to use her considerable experience in conducting scientific research for
the training of students and PhD students and developing their research skills.

8. Conclusion

The candidate in the announced competition fulfils the legal and internal
university requirements for occupying the academic position of "professor"”. Her
research works deal with relevant tourism issues and are developed at a high
scientific level. The received scientific and scientific-applied contributions, as
well as her educational and lecturing work, deserve a high positive evaluation.
The above allows me to recommend to the respected members of the scientific
jury to vote FOR the election of Elenita Kirilova Velikova for the academic
position of "professor™ in the scientific specialty "Economics and Management
