1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the PES Department, Business Faculty
of UNWE according to Decision of the AC No. 5/01.06.2022, published in SG no. 60 of
29.07.2022. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury for the competition
according to Order No. 2406/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research and Development
of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Only one candidate was admitted to participate in the announced competition - Assoc.
Dr. Spas Bogdanov Stavrev, UNWE, Faculty of Business, Department of Physical education
and sport (PES).

Spas Bogdanov Stavrev holds the academic position "Associate Professor” at the
UNWE and has got the educational and scientific degree "Doctor", received from the
National Sports Academy "Vasil Levski" with the topic of the dissertation work -
"Establishment and development of the reference psychophysical qualities arising from the
professional profile of economists” in a professional field 1.3. "Pedagogy of teaching in ...",
in 2014.

Spas Stavrev has been a basketball teacher at the PES department at UNWE from
1995 to the present; in the same period he coached the representative basketball team and
3x3 basketball - men of UNWE. In the period 1999-2005, Spas Stavrev was the head coach
and coordinator of the "Santarem basket" team, Portugal. Spas Stavrev received the title
"Master of Sports™ in 1988.

In the period 2009 - 2021, he held the position of Head of department - three full
terms. Assoc. professor Stavrev was a member of the AC of UNWE, a member of the FC at
the Faculty of Business, a member of the attestation commission at the Faculty of Business
and vice-chair of the General assembly at the Basketball Federation - this is a certificate of
his professional qualities and authority in the academic community.
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3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The analysis of the information presented in the checklist card for the fulfillment of
the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position "Professor" at UNWE, as
well as the opinion of the Habilitation Council (protocol No. 4/11.05.2022) gives me reason
to conclude that Spas Bogdanov Stavrev fully meets the minimum national and university
requirements for holding the academic position "Professor”. With a total number of points
required for the academic position "Professor” - 1070 points, Spas Stavrev provides evidence
for 1125 points. It is noteworthy that the candidate exceeds the minimum national
requirements in the provided card - indicators "A+B+C+D+D+E". For candidates in
competitions in the UNWE for occupying academic positions in professional fields other
than "3. Social, economic and legal sciences"”, the minimum national requirements for the
relevant scientific field, established by the Regulations for the Application of the LDASRB
(Appendix to Art. la, Para. 1), are applied, along with the requirements for the following
indicators - for the academic position of "Professor": indicator 33 from Group I, where Spas
Stavrev has provided a point sum equivalent of 182 points, which fulfills the additional
requirements of the UNWE.

Fulfillment of the quality requirements

Spas Bogdanov Stavrev has presented evidence for fulfillment of 23 out of a total of
33 quality requirements according to the indicators in the Checklist card of the fulfillment of
the quality requirements for occupying the academic positions "professor” and "associate
professor" at UNWE. A large part of the unfulfilled criteria concern the requirements for
occupying a management position outside the framework of the UN in items 3.1, 3.2, 3.4, 3.5
and 3.6.

| believe that the evidence presented regarding the fulfiliment of the quality
requirements fully meets the requirements and presents the candidate as an established
researcher with a significant contribution to the development of knowledge, as an established
teacher with a university, national and international contribution to pedagogical activities

The areas in which Spas Stavrev contributes significantly to the good name of UNWE
are: international recognition with his sports and scientific achievements - indicators (1.1),
(1.2), (1.3), (1.4); management experience and achievements (1.10); contribution to the
development of other organizations (1.5); participation as a guest researcher abroad, member
and chairman of scientific forums (1.7), (1.9); recognized excellence as a teacher and
professional in the field of sports (2.1), (2.2); innovativeness and creativity in preparing and
establishing an effective learning environment (2.5), (2.6); member and head of nationally



recognized and established non-governmental organizations (3.3); contribution to
strengthening the good name of UNWE, the faculty and the department (4.1.1), (4.1.2);
contribution to the confirmation and development of good management practices at the
university and the development of internal normative university documentation (4.2.1),
(4.2.2); active participation in academic life (4.3.1), observance of good manners and
academic tone in communication with students and colleagues (4.3.2), activities aimed at
student self-government and academic freedoms (4.3.3).

| would emphasize some of Spas Stavrev's achievements, which demonstrate his high
level of competence and prestigious role in UNWE and the development of university sports.
Spas Stavrev is a "Master of Sports™ with numerous awards from the Academic University
Club "Academic", founder and chief organizer of the National University Championship
Basketball 3x3, with a major role in launching national championships in this very attractive
sport, which is already part of the Summer Olympic program games. He is the initiator of the
first ever international online chess tournament in the European university network
"ENGAGE. EU CUP”. Head of the PES Department for three whole terms, member of the
AC and FC at UNWE. Head of university scientific projects, prepared reviews for the
scientific work of the UNWE, member of the University's Board of Directors, member of a
number of committees - on the preparation of the budget of the PES Department and the
budget of the Ministry of Education and Science, member of the committee for awarding
scholarships to students with significant achievements in research, sports and artistic and
creative activities at UNWE. Spas Stavrev is an extremely active person, an organizer and
participant in the sports events organized by the department - the traditional tennis and table
tennis tournaments, and the UNWE sports festivals.

Evaluation of the academic teaching activities of the candidate

Spas Stavrev has many years of teaching (27 years) and coaching experience.
Knowing the candidate's professional qualities perfectly, | believe that he has high academic
qualification, a desire for constant development and professional improvement which
establishes him as a respected and recognizable specialist in academic and sports circles, able
to motivate and share knowledge with his students. Spas Stavrev has a huge role in affirming
the good name of the Physical education and sport Department, as part of the structures of
the UNWE, as well as in the development and consolidation of student sports in Bulgaria.

Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

In the scientific works proposed for this review, the results of the candidate’s research
work are presented - independently and in co-authorship. The candidate's rich sports-
competitive, coaching and managerial experience in the field of basketball reflects on his
scientific output.



The main emphasis in it is the new type of basketball game - basketball 3x3. Spas
Stavrev's scientific research is aimed at improving and perfecting the training methods and
methodologies for the technical and tactical training of 3x3 basketball players, imposed by
the mass public interest in the game in recent years. The factors for successful performance
of teams at different levels and championships are analyzed.

The impact of various sports on the development and improvement of some
professionally significant qualities of the students for their successful realization in practicing
their future profession is established. An innovative statistical toolkit was used to establish
the level of development of these qualities. Personal and intellectual abilities of students from
regular study groups in basketball, table tennis and volleyball, as well as from the
representative teams in these sports, were studied. The factor structures of the indicators of
professionally significant qualities between students from different universities were
compared. Part of the scientific output is related to research and tracking the development of
physical education and sports at UNWE from the establishment of the university to the
present.

The candidate's scientific publications are classified according to the following
thematic areas:

1. Analysis and evaluation of the performance of the 3x3 basketball teams in the
National University Championships of the country and drawing the necessary
conclusions, as well as giving guidelines for the future work of the specialists.

2. Influence of the physical education and sports activities performed by the students
and student-athletes from the representative teams on the development and
improvement of professionally significant abilities (personal and intellectual),
important for their future professional realization.

3. Research and establishment of historical facts and events related to the origin,
organization and development of physical education and sports.

4. Methodological issues on preparation, organization and conduct of activities with the
students in the discipline "Physical Education” during the global pandemic of Covid-
19, systematic sequence, technical tools and software, as well as finalization of the
academic year with online tests and evaluation.

5. The attitudes and dual-career orientation of student athletes from UNWE were
Investigated.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions
of the candidate

The real scientific and applied contributions within the scientific works of Associate
Professor Spas Bogdanov Stavrev can be synthesized in the following directions:



v A series of studies were conducted, the results and indicators of the participating
men's and women's teams in the National Student Championships of Bulgaria were
analyzed. The participation of the men's and women's teams in the first 3x3
Olympic basketball tournament in Tokyo' 2020 was studied according to several
important indicators - shooting from different positions and percentage of success,
fighting in defense and in attack, number of assists on average per game per team,
etc. Based on these studies, coaches can adjust, change and supplement their
training methodology for 3x3 basketball teams;

v'An analysis was carried out and the scientific output of the teachers from the
Department of Physical Education and Sports at UNWE was systematized over a
long period of time, 27 years;

v For the first time in a non-sports university in the country, the orientation and
attitudes towards a dual career of the student-athletes were investigated. The
results of the study can serve as a basis for subsequent coordinated policies and
practical steps by the university to support the dual careers of student-athletes;

v' The similarities and differences in the degree of development of some
professionally significant cognitive and personal qualities of students practicing
sports in study groups and representative teams have been established. The level of
development of the same professionally-significant qualities of students from
different universities practicing sports in the "Physical Education™ discipline was
compared;

v" The most significant sports successes over the years of the teams and teachers-
coaches are systematized. The main guidelines, perspectives and recommendations
for the future development of sports at the university are presented,;

v Of great importance for sports science and especially for its practical side is the
preparation of a methodology for researching the degree of importance of motor
qualities, technical skills and tactical skills in the game of basketball 3x3. All this
is reflected in the publication of the first monographic work in Bulgaria on this
topic. The main differences between classic basketball and the new 3x3 variety are
compared, a place is also devoted to the specifics of the rules. The study
establishes the degree of importance of the motor abilities, technical skills and
tactical skills of the game and analyzes the game in both phases - defense and
attack. Scientific and methodological guidelines are recommended for the future
work of the 3x3 basketball coaching specialists, differentiated for men and women,
to improve and perfect the training sessions with the teams.

7. Main critical notes and recommendations to the candidate

My main recommendation to Assoc. Prof. Spas Stavrev is to summarize his
professional experience and competences in the game of basketball 3x3, directing them to
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creation of an educational and methodological guide to help the educational and training
process in the discipline of basketball 3x3, which will be useful for all specialists in
basketball and will provide an opportunity for better development of the game in our country.

8. Conclusion

The main topic of the publications is in full accordance with the topic of the
announced competition. The scientific and pedagogical activity of the candidate and the
presented scientometric data fully satisfy the requirements of the Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for the organization and
conduct of competitions for the acquisition of scientific degrees and for the occupation of
academic positions at UNWE.

No reports of plagiarism have been received and no plagiarism has been detected.

On the basis of the overall analysis of the scientific, teaching and coaching activities,
as well as on the basis of my personal impressions, | confidently propose to the members of
the scientific jury to award associate professor Dr. Spas Bogdanov Stavrev the academic title
"Professor”, in professional field 7.6 Sports scientific specialty "Sport" (basketball and
basketball 3x3) for the needs of the Department of "Physical Education and Sport", Business
Faculty at UNWE.
