Concerning: Competition for the academic position of Professor in the tertiary education
area of Social, Economic and Legal Studies, professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific
specialty of Finance, Money Circulation, Credit and Insurance (Public Finance), following a
call for the purpose of meeting the needs of the UNWE Department of Finance as published
in the State Gazette No. 60/29.07.2022, in implementing Academic Council Decision No.
05/01.06.2022.

Basis for producing the opinion: Order No. 2397/28.09.2022 of the Deputy Rector of the
UNWE, Decision of the Faculty of Finance and Accountancy and the Constituent Meeting of
the Scientific Jury, Protocol No. 53/03.10.2022.

1. Brief presentation of the candidate in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Presiana Nenkova is a lecturer at the Department of Finance at the
UNWE Faculty of Finance and Accounting. She was born on 14.11.1972. She is a graduate
of the UNWE, having majored in Finance and Credit (1994) and in Law (1997). She holds
PhD degree in Finance, Money Circulation, Credit and Insurance since 2002.

The candidate’s academic career is linked with her position of lecturer at the UNWE
from 1997 to the present, where she has successively served as an assistant, senior and chief
assistant lecturer, and then as an associate professor since 2006 (Certificate No 23534/
06.03.2006 issued by the Supreme Accreditation Commission) in professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty 05.02.05, at the Department of Finance.

In the course of her career, Assoc. Prof. Nenkova has successfully built her rich
academic and practical, applied-science profile by serving, for many years, as a member of
the Academic and Faculty Council, Science Secretary, Deputy Head and Head of the
Department of Finance since 2015, member of the Scientific Council of the Institute of
Economics and Politics, member of the Board of Directors of an insurance company,
Chairman of the Board of the Institute of Public Finance, member of the Economic Council
at the Sofia Municipality, lecturer at the NBU, member of scientific juries in a number of
universities, and also by academic specialisation courses in prestigious institutions abroad.



She has advanced computer skills in working with general-purpose software products,
organisational and communication skills, skills in English as a foreign language, and
extensive hands-on expertise in consulting, development and management of projects. She is
taking part in editorial boards and authoritative programme councils and maintains active
memberships in national and international organisations.

Her brief curriculum vitae presents the candidate as an academic with a proven track
record of a consistently developing and well-established career, with extensive
experience, clear scientific orientation and research competences in the professional
field of the announced competition procedure for the Professorship seat.

The scientific output listed in her submission and the accurately compiled package of
official competition documents are arranged in accordance with the formal requirements
enabling an evaluation and selection decision. | have found no formal faults or administrative
irregularities in the procedure announced.

2. Fulfilment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
Based on the detailed analytical information presented in the Compliance Report

Scorecards, it has been established that Assoc. Prof. Presiana Nenkova significantly exceeds,
in terms of the total number of points scored, the minimum national quantitative and
gualitative requirements for the acquisition of the academic position of Professor as set
out in Article 2b, paragraphs (2) and (3) of the Law on the Development of Academic
Faculty in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), as well as the additional requirements
of the UNWE under Article 2b, paragraph (5) of the ZRASRB. Compliance is
convincingly confirmed by the positive opinion about the potential candidate expressed in the
concluding decision of the UNWE Habilitation Council proposing that the Department of
Finance should initiate a call for a competition for the academic position of Professor at the
UNWE.

3. Evaluation of teaching and tuition activities

As an academic lecturer, Assoc. Prof. Nenkova reports a length of service of 25 years
and 6 months, of which 16 years of work experience as an Associate Professor at the UNWE
(against the required service of two academic years). She has a sufficient amount of
classroom and extracurricular teaching and pedagogical workload in full-time and distance
learning modes in both the Bachelor's and Master's degree level programmes that includes
the following range of academic courses: public finance, local finance, fiscal
decentralisation, taxation and tax policy, and in taxation techniques.

According to the submitted certificate, the candidate's total teaching workload in the
past twelve consecutive academic years (2010-2022) amounts to 2 436 lectures and 129
hours of class exercises delivered within the academic education activities of the UNWE. In
recent years, the scientific mentoring of four PhD students has been reported, three of whom
have successfully presented their dissertations and obtained PhD degrees.



The professorship candidate is the author of a peer-reviewed fundamental academic
textbook, Local Finance, UNWE Publishing Centre, Sofia, 2020, 262 pages, as well as of the
lecture courses and curricula in the topic area of the announced competition. Since February
2022, Assoc. Prof. Nenkova has been the contact person and coordinator for the participation
of the UNWE as an associate member of the OECD International Network on Financial
Education.

In summary, in my assessment, the proven professional competence, academic
experience and scientific expertise of the candidate, who is a modern university lecturer,
author of textbooks, lecture courses and curricula, are fully relevant in terms of the special
requirements, and are in full compliance with the regulatory requirements for the scientific
specialty which is the subject area of the competition for the professorship position in terms
of quantity, quality and structure.

4. Brief description of the presented scientific publications

The research production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nenkova submitted for evaluation under
the competitive procedure (following initial habilitation) comprises a total of 33 publications
(894 pages) in various scientific genres, meeting the current academic standards at the
university and in Bulgaria.

In terms of structure, her scientific output includes: monographs - one, 262 pages in
total, fully authored, having 3 reviewers, (3.0%); studies and articles in referenced and
indexed scientific journals in world-renowned databases - two, 21 pages, of which one
co-authored, (6.0%); studies published in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals or in
editor-compiled volumes - four, 88 pages in total, of which one co-authored (12.0%);
scientific articles and conference papers published in non-referenced peer-reviewed
journals or in editor-compiled volumes - 20, 172 pages in total, 11 of which co-authored
(60.4%); a published chapter of collaborative monograph - five, 73 pages in total, three of
which co-authored (15.6%); textbooks - one, 261 pages, fully authored, (3.0%).

| believe that the monograph Fiscal Decentralisation in Bulgaria: Vertical
Discrepancy and Horizontal Differences, Sofia, UNWE Publishing Centre, 2021, 279 pages,
as an in-depth study of a topical, scientifically significant and applied-science socio and
economic issue, in the context of the financial organisation issues of the vertical public
sector, and the mismatch in the distribution of expenditure responsibilities and financial
resources between the levels of government, as well as financial differences between
municipalities possesses all the requisites of a complete habilitation thesis. The specific
scientific, theoretical, methodological and practical generalisations, as well as the
methodological and practical solutions, based on a robust scientific research potential,
publication and practical expert activities of the candidate are all delivered with the necessary
level of competence, depth and empirical argumentation.

In terms of topics, the evaluated publications cover the classical theoretical and
applied-science aspects of the thematic area of public finance, within the scientific specialty



of the competition. They include, first of all, policies and practices in the field of
decentralisation of public finance and financial relations between central and local
authorities; the construction of an optimal vertical fiscal structure, justified determination of
state transfers to municipalities and the related unresolved issues in the financial setup of the
vertical public sector in Bulgaria. Secondly, there is a series of publications highlighting and
analysing municipal finance issues and, in particular, the key theoretical and practical issues
of the design and effective management of the revenue and expenditure system at the local
level, including measures for achieving financial soundness of local jurisdictions at risk and
in severe financial distress. Thirdly, there are publications presenting in-depth analyses of the
specific characteristics, the adequacy and effectiveness of fiscal policies, including those of
the Balkan countries in terms of similarities, differences and impacts on their social and
economic development in the period 2004-2018.

The majority of the scientific publications, i.e. 17 publications (52.0%), have been
independently authored, and 48% have been co-authored (which is commendable) by
research teams, for which the author submitted the respective separation protocols. About
46% of the publications are in English and 54% are in Bulgarian.

The monographs, studies and articles have been published by academic publishers and
specialist journals of repute, and the report papers have been published in thematic, peer-
reviewed scientific collections having editorial boards.

| find the submitted Statement of contributions to be a realistic, fair and objective
reflection of research results. It is my opinion that the presented analytical information on the
candidate’s research activity that includes a variety of scientific and applied-science works
bears evidence of an authoritative public communication, by the candidate, of her research
results in the specialty area of the competition to the domestic and international academic
community. In their entirety, they confirm that all of the requirements specified in the
Law on the Development of Academic Faculty in the Republic of Bulgaria and in its
Implementing Rules concerning eligibility for the academic position of Professor in the
field specified for the competition have been complied with.

5. Summary assessment of the main scientific and applied-science contributions

The concrete results that qualify as contributions of a scientific and applied-science
nature contained in the scientific publications submitted in the competition procedure can be
subsumed under several major thematic headings:

Firstly, the author's idea of extending the current construct of decentralisation of public
finances, both on the basis of concrete, comparative empirical analyses of international
practices, and on the basis of the complex study of the process of development of fiscal
decentralisation in Bulgaria.

Secondly, the systematic analysis of empirical data to define the specificities of the
local revenue and expenditure system and the requirements for its design/regulation; to
derive the prerequisites and conditions necessary for an effective fiscal management at the
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local level, integrating on the one hand the set of the budgetary techniques and decisions
applied, and, on the other hand, the way in which the financial relations between the levels of
government in the public sector are organised.

Thirdly, the proposed organisational and methodological solutions for narrowing the
vertical mismatch in the allocation of spending responsibilities and financial resources
between the central government and local governments; for unconditionally increasing the
financial capacity of municipalities and changing the way the total sum of general
equalisation grant is determined and allocated between municipalities.

Fourthly, an important strategic orientation can be seen in the reasoned necessity for
re-mapping the administrative and territorial structure of the country based on the following:
the results of the precise analysis of the technical efficiency of Bulgarian municipalities
which show that one of the reasons for the inefficient use of resources in the delivery of
public services at local level in Bulgaria is the size (in terms of population) of local territorial
units; the impact of demographic developments, i.e. depopulation and the alarming decrease
in the absolute population numbers in local-level territorial units.

Fifthly, the logical approach and toolbox applied in the study of the current status and
development of public sector finances in Balkan countries and the used model of fiscal
impact on the development of their economies, as well as highlighting the factors of
inequality in the region, with the reasons for the failure of tax and social policies to
effectively fulfil their inherent redistributive function, and hence the deepening of inequity
and inequality in income formation.

6. Academic prominence

The candidate’s submission reports a total of 84 citations of the author's publications,
i.e. 10 citations in scientific journals referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of
scientific information (Scopus or Web of Science), 38 in peer-reviewed journals,
monographs and collective volumes, and 36 in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals.
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Presiana Nenkova has participated in numerous scientific fora, and in
consulting activities in the public and business sectors. The level of referability and the
positive academic interest in her research results and professional performance among
academia and in the expert community bear evidence of an adequate external appreciation
and a significant public recognition of the quality of her scholarly work and career
achievements.

7. Key critical comments and recommendations addressed to each of the candidates
I have not found any significant weaknesses in the scientific and applied-science works
submitted for the competition, I have no critical remarks that would change my final opinion
on the participation in the competition. My recommendation is for the candidate to continue
even more actively to apply her knowledge in the scientific specialty area in interdisciplinary
research of the new and dynamic environment and conditions for the design, assessment and
implementation of financial policies in the public sector in the future.
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Conclusion
My detailed examination of the information about the candidate’s career development,

compliance of the presented study materials and scientific publications in light of the
requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Faculty in the Republic of
Bulgaria and my analysis of their relevance, content, significance and contribution provide
the grounds for confirming my definite positive assessment and to propose to the honourable
members of the Scientific Jury to elect Assoc. Prof. Dr. Presiana Nenkova for the academic
position of Professor in the scientific specialty of Finance, Monetary Circulation, Credit and
Insurance (Public Finance), professional field 3.8. Economics, tertiary education area of
Social, Economic and Legal Studies, for the purpose of meeting the needs of the UNWE.
