1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced to meet the needs of the Department of Finance,
Faculty of Finance and Accountancy at the UNWE in compliance with the Academic Council
Decision Ne 5/01.06.2022r. and published in State Gazette, no 60, 29" July 2022. My
participation in the scientific jury is based on the Order Ne 2397/28.09.2022, issued by the Vice-
Rector of Scientific Research and International Cooperation at the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate has submitted documents in order to participate in the announced
competition procedure for Professor at the UNWE in the professional field 3.8 Economics,
scientific specialty ,,Finance, money circulation, credit and insurance (Public finance)*“ —
Associate Professor Presiana Stoykova Nenkova PhD, a full-time lecturer at the Department of
Finance, UNWE. The presented set of documents contains the required cards for fulfilling the
guantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position Professor,
declarations, references, certificates and other evidences certifying the applicant's scientific
results and contributions, participation in various scientific forums and initiatives, as well as

the complete texts of the publications, presented for participation in the contest.

Short biographic information of the candidate

Presiana Nenkova graduated at the UNWE in 1994, majoring in Finance. In 1997 she
graduated in Law at the UNWE and acquired legal capacity. In 2002 the candidate successfully

defended a doctoral dissertation and acquired PhD in scientific specialty 05.02.05. Finance,



money circulation, credit and insurance, diploma N0.28193/18.12.2002, issued by the Higher

Attestation Commission.

Academic carrier of the candidate

The academic career of the candidate begins in 1997 as a full-time lecturer at the
Department of Finance at the UNWE. Until 2006 she occupied sequentially the positions of
assistant, senior assistant and chief assistant professor, and also performed the position of the
scientific secretary of the department. After a successful competitive habilitation procedure, Dr.
Presiana Nenkova acquired the scientific title of Associate Professor (Protocol No. 19 of
20.12.2005, Certificate Ne23534 issued on 06.03.2006, Higher Attestation Commission) and
was appointed to the academic position of Associate Professor in the Department of Finance at
the UNWE. Assoc. Prof. Nenkova's work experience is mainly related to the UNWE, where, in
addition to being a lecturer, she also holds the positions of deputy head (2012-2015) and from
2015 - Head of the Finance Department. She has been honorary teacher in the Department of
Economics and Business Administration of the NBU from 2009 to 2011.

In parallel with her academic career, the candidate holds the following positions:
member of the Board of Directors of AIG Bulgaria Insurance Company, head of the economic
analysis and forecasting department, "Zone for Transatlantic Prosperity - Monitoring Mission
Bulgaria”, chairman of the management board of the Public Finance Institute. Assoc. Prof.
Nenkova also took part: in the development of expert and applied analyzes for non-
governmental organizations and business organizations; in program and scientific committees
of 14 national and international conferences; in the implementation of 17 scientific, educational
and business projects, as a leader or participant in project teams; in the editorial boards of two

scientific journals.

3. Fulfillment of the requirement for the occupation of the academic position

The candidate in the announced competition, Associate Professor Dr. Presiana Nenkova
meets the requirements for occupying the academic position “professor™ according to the Law
on the Development of the Academic Faculty in the Republic of Bulgaria. She submits
evidences that form 1399,1 points against a threshold of 550 to meet the minimum national
requirements as follow: group A — 50 points, group C — 100 points, group D — 299,1 points,
group E — 710 points and group F — 240 points. The completed quantitative requirements card
for occupying the academic position Professor at the UNWE also certifies compliance with the



additional requirements of that university according to the Law on the Development of
Academic Faculty in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b, paragraph 5) and its Implementing
rules (Article 1a, paragraphs 2-3):

Summarizing, Assoc. Prof. Presiana Nenkova fully covers national minimum
requirements as well as the additional qualitative and quantitative requirements of the UNWE
for the academic position Professor. The requirements fulfilment has been proven by the
positive opinion issued by the Habilitation Council of the UNWE, protocol No. 4 of 12.05.2022.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity

The candidate, as a part of the academic staff of the Department of Finance at the
UNWE, has more than 25 years of work experience, 16 years of which as an associate professor.
She is tutoring the academic disciplines "Public Finances", "Local Finances", "Taxation and
Tax Policy", "Taxation Techniques™ and "Fiscal Decentralization™ for students in the Bachelor's
and Master's degree. The elective subjects taught by Assoc. Prof. Nenkova show lasting interest
on the part of the students. She has self-published one textbook on local finance, and the
attached documents show that she has successfully worked with three PhD students who have
defended their dissertations and received the educational and scientific degree Doctor.

Assoc. Prof. Nenkova is also actively involved in the current work of the department of
Finance on updating the curricula of Master's and PhD programs, as well as the creation of new

Master's programs, such as the one on "Quantitative Finance", implemented jointly with
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UniCredit Bulbank. She has developed a significant number of author's courses, included in the
curricula of Bachelor's and Master's majors and taught at the UNWE. Her total classroom
employment as a habilitated person exceeds the minimum of 1000 hours of lectures according
to the additional requirements of the UNWE. The teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Nenkova
fully corresponds to the subject of the announced competition, and her long-term teaching
experience, preparation and completed lectures workload, correspond to the requirements for

occupying the academic position Professor.

5. Short characteristics of the presented scientific publications

The assessed scientific output of the applicant covers: First, publications submitted for
review as author or co-author — 33 in total, including habilitation thesis — independent
monograph, studies, articles, conference proceedings reports, published chapters of collective
monographs. Fifteen of the deposited publications are written in English, one study and one
article are published in scientific journals indexed in world-famous databases with scientific
information (Scopus), and 3 studies and 8 articles are indexed in other international databases
with scientific information. Second, participation in the period 2006-2022 in a total of 7
projects, of which: 5 research and 2 educational projects; leading position in two projects and
participation as a member of a project team in 5 projects. Third, citations - established in
scientific publications, indexed in Scopus and Web of Science, in publications, indexed in other
international databases with scientific information, as well as in monographs and collective
volumes with scientific review.

The publications of Assoc. Prof. Presiana Nenkova correspond to the scientific specialty
of the competition, which is public finance, and can be attributed to three directions - public
finance decentralization, fiscal policy and municipal finance. They are dedicated to current and

significant problems, could be marked as analytical ones and develop existing knowledge.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions
The scientific and applied contributions of the candidate are in several thematic areas:

A) Public finance decentralization

Among the results falling under this area, the first one is the study, summarization and
systematization of theoretical and empirical knowledge on the decentralization of public
finances, which, together with the analysis of a substantial amount of data, have been applied

in the research carried out on the Bulgaria’s experience in conducting fiscal decentralization
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and its results in the period 2003 - 2019. In the performed assessment of the results of
decentralization, the appropriately chosen and used toolkit stands out, through which a precise
"dissection” of the magnitude of fiscal imbalances in the vertical public sector was made. In the
second place | positively appreciate well-argued proposals for a change in the way the financial
resources and the responsibilities are distributed between the central and local authorities in
Bulgaria with a view to reducing the significant excess of expenditure over revenue
decentralization and in the way the general equalization grant is allocated between
municipalities, so as to achieve a more significant reduction in fiscal differences at the local
government level. And on the third place, as contributing to the enrichment of existing
knowledge about tax decentralization in a theoretical and practical aspect could be defined the
carried out critical analysis of the advantages and disadvantages of the three approaches to
vertical structuring of tax revenues in the public sector and the performed comparative study of
the practice on building the vertical tax systems in the OECD countries.

B) Fiscal policy

With regard to the implemented fiscal policy, on the first place the author's efforts to
contribute to filling the lack of research on the role and importance of the implemented public
expenditures for the macro-economic performance in a comparative plan for the EU countries

and the Balkan countries deserve attention. In the second place, these are the identified

challenges faced by the tax and social policy in the Balkan countries to reduce income
inequality, and in the third place - the assessment of the effects of the fiscal impact on the
economies of the Balkan region countries.

C) Municipal finances

Among the results achieved in the scientific publications on the issues of municipal
finances, the highlighting of the opportunities for improving the implementation and the more
efficient use of resources at the local level by calculating the technical efficiency of the
Bulgarian municipalities ranks first. In the second place is the identification of the main
problems faced by the municipalities in Bulgaria with regard to the generation of revenues
necessary for financing the municipal infrastructure and in the third place — the prove of
necessity to change the method of determining the total amount of the capital expenditure grant
and systematization of guidelines for ensuring adequate investment-oriented income at the local
government level.

The research undergone by the applicant is at high scientific level, based on analyses of
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a wide range of literature, exploring significant and underdeveloped research fields. As a strong
point of the candidate’s scientific activity, the great interest in her scientific publications should
be noted, reflected in citations mainly on the issue of fiscal decentralization by both Bulgarian

and foreign authors.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations

The convincing scientific research, as well as the very good reputation established by
the applicant among the teaching community give me reason not to make any major critical
remarks to Assoc. Prof. Dr. Presiana Nenkova regarding the results of her research work. |
recommend that Assoc. Prof. Presiana Nenkova continue her in-depth research work, especially

in the current dynamic environment, which poses a number of challenges.

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, the candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Presiana Stoykova Nenkova, presents a
scientific production that corresponds to the scientific specialty of the competition. The
candidate has many years of teaching experience, achieves excellent results, and significantly
exceeds the minimum requirements under the provisions of the Law on the Development of
Academic Faculty in the Republic of Bulgaria and its Implementing rules, and the internal
regulations of the UNWE for aquiring the academic position of Professor.

The arguments presented in this opinion give me a convincing and strong reason to vote
positively for the award of the academic position Professor to Assoc. Prof. Dr. Presiana
Stoykova Nenkova in the scientific specialty "Finance, Money Circulation, Credit and
Insurance (Public Finance)", professional field 3.8. Economics.
