9. Information about the competition
The competition for the academic position of professor in scientific field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and management (management and marketing of
real estate)” was organised by UNWE-Sofia for the needs of the Department of Real Estate
Property. The competition was announced in the State Gazette, no. 60 of 29.07.2022.

The reason for the preparation of this review is Order No. 2396/ 28.09.2022 of the
Vice-Rector for Research and Development of UNWE. This Order is based on Order No.
3268/18.11.2021 of the Rector of UNWE, the decision of the Faculty Council of the
Department of Real Estate Property (Protocol No. 1/19.09.2022) and a decision of the
Faculty Council of the Business Faculty (Protocol No. 1/20.09.2022) at UNWE and on
protocol No. 4 of the meeting of the UNWE Habilitation Council from 11.05.2022.

10. Information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition is Assoc. Prof. Georgi Shinkov
Zabunov, PhD, who has been faculty member of UNWE since 1995 and of the Department
of Real Estate Property since its foundation.

Georgi Zabunov finished the Mathematics High School in his home town Haskovo in
1984. He did his military service in 1986 and then became a student of economics and
organisation of domestic trade at the Higher Institute of Economics “Karl Marx”- Sofia. He
obtained his master’s degree and graduated in 1991. He was a doctoral student at UNWE for
the period 1995 — 2000, code 05.02.18 “Economics and management (by branches)”. The
topic of his dissertation was "Problems in the study of consumer motives and behaviour.” He
holds a PhD Diploma from 14.05.2001 issued by the Higher Attestation Commission.

From 1991 to 1995 Georgi Zabunov worked in the sector of private business, the field
of trade and marketing, holding various positions from stockist to marketing manager. In
1995, he started working as a lecturer at UNWE where he successively held the academic
positions of assistant professor (1995-1998), senior assistant professor (1998-2001), chief
assistant professor (2001-2007) and associate professor (from 2007 to moment). Assoc. Prof.
Zabunov has held various administrative positions - scientific secretary of the department,
vice-dean for academic activities of the Business Faculty, chief secretary for the accreditation
of UNWE, etc. Currently, he is head of the Department of Real Estate Property and vice-dean



for international cooperation of the Business Faculty. He is a member of the Academic
Council of UNWE.

11. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

Assoc. Prof. Dr Georgi Zabunov has submitted evidence for the fulfillment of the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of professor -
both national and UNWE additional ones. According to Protocol No. 4 of a meeting of the
UNWE Habilitation Council dated May 11, 2022, based on the position of the Commission
on the quantitative requirements for holding academic positions at UNWE and the presented
evidence materials, the Habilitation Council made a unanimous decision that the candidate
meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council.

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The main results of the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements can be seen most
clearly in the table below representing a summary of the candidate's publications provided
for review by individual types and groups:

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By the deadline for participation in the competition, the established citations of the
candidate in world databases (SCOPUS and Web of Science) are 7, in full-text databases
(CEEOL etc.) - 10 and in other sources (according to an official reference from the UNWE
library ) - over 40. In accordance with the National minimum requirements, according to the
Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the
Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, Paragraph 1), as well as the additional requirements
of UNWE - the above-mentioned Act (Art. la, Paragraph 1), the candidates for the academic
position of professor in the in the scientific field 3. Social, economic and legal sciences must
have a minimum of 550 points and Assoc. Prof. Georgi Zabunov has a total of 1080 points.

In line with the Additional requirements for UNWE and in accordance with the Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its
implementation (art.2b, para 2-3), the candidates for holding the academic position of
professor at UNWE must have 420 ponits and Assoc. Prof. Zabunov has 860 points. A total
of 970 points are required from the two groups of requirements in group | and in group I,
and the candidate in the current competition has a total of 1940 points.

Apart from his scientific achievements, it is worth mentioning Assoc. Prof.
Zabunov’s teaching activity. He has completed the required number of academic hours as a
habilitated person at UNWE (verified with an official note from the UNWE Directorate of
Academic Activities) and for the last five years he has had 1,586 hours (equivalent to
lectures), of which he received 158 points out of 100 required by the university.

3.2 . Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

In accordance with the regulations for acquiring scientific degrees and for occupying
academic positions at UNWE — Sofia and the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria, candidates for the academic position of professor are evaluated
according to a set of criteria and indicators. Taking into account the accepted legal and
additional requirements of the Regulations of UNWE - Sofia, the candidate meets all the
basic requirements (Art. 34): 1. holds a PhD degree; 2. has held the academic position of
associate professor at UNWE for more than two years; 3. has submitted a published
monographic work or equivalent publications in specialised scientific publications which do
not repeat those submitted when he obtained his doctoral degree or was approved for the
academic position of associate professor; 4. has presented other original research works.

In terms of the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for holding the academic
position of professor at UNWE, the following achievements of Assoc. Prof. Zabunov can be
enumerated:

- He initiated the research and education in facility management even before the
adoption of the concept of facility management in Bulgaria;

- He initiated the research based on using geographic information systems and spatial
econometrics to study the real estate market in our country (in 2014);

- He initiated the beginning of the research in the field of urban security in Bulgaria.

Assoc. Prof. Zabunov is an esteemed scholar in the field of real estate and as such has
a total of 20 participations in scientific juries at universities in the country, of which 6 - with
reviews and 14 - with positions.

To sum up, taking into account the performance of the quality indicators by the
candidate in the competition, it can be concluded that the scientific publications of Assoc.
Prof. Zabunov show professional competence and contain original author’s achievements.
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This gives him a place in the scientific circles of a scientist with university and national
contribution.

Based on the above, | confirm that Assoc. Prof. Georgi Zabunov meets the required
quantitative and qualitative indicators for the selection of the position for which he is
applying in this competition.

12. Evaluation of teaching activities

The report prepared by the "Study Documentation, Accountability and Control”
department at the UNWE shows that in the last 5 years the candidate has developed syllabi
and has taught lecture courses in 14 disciplines altogether:

- Courses for undergraduates doing their bachelor’s degree: “Business management”,
“Management of business processes”, “Market analyses in the real estate business”, “Real
estate market and marketing”, “Property management”, “Real estate”, ‘“Business
negotiations” (in English and Bulgarian), “Facility management” (in English) and
“Marketing study of the real estate market”;

- Courses for students doing their master’s degree: “Economics of urban
environment”, “Management of real estate business”, “Optimisation of managerial
decisions”, “Management of real estate companies” and “Ecological marketing” (for students
from other specialties).

Apart from the enumerated courses, the candidate has designed syllabi and taught
courses in other disciplines such as “Integrated marketing communications”, "Customer
relationship management”, "Management of sustainable development of cities", etc.

The presented documents illustrate the candidate’s activity in terms of teaching as
well as in designing textbooks and study manuals. There have been presented 3 textbooks (1
individual and 2 co-authored) and 3 study manuals (in Bulgarian and in English, co-
authored).

In conclusion, the candidate’s educational and teaching activity is in full compliance
with the requirements of the Regulations for the organisation and holding of competitions for
the acquisition of a scientific degree and for the occupation of academic positions at UNWE.

13. General characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications

13.1. Major directions of candidate s scientific activity

The major directions of the candidate’s scientific activity correspond with the
attached reference for scientific contributions. Tracking the dates of the publications shows
the development of Assoc. Prof. Zabunov's professional interests over time. It starts from the
use of specific research tools (such as the means-end chain approach), moves to more
extensive research schemes for multidisciplinary studies of economic phenomena, and
currently focuses on approaches for teaching complex economic knowledge (implementation
of the Systemic Structural Theory of Activity in real estate education). | would like to stress
the fact that this is a personal view based on the materials presented for review only.

With regard to the main directions, the numbers of the publications from the List of
publications and the publications themselves have been systematised as follows:

5.1.1. Issues in the field of general marketing and economic theory (NeNe 2, 7, 8, 11,
12, 13, 14, 17 and 24);

5.1.2. Specific issues in the field of real estate (NeNe 1, 5, 6, 9, 10, 20, 22, 23, 26, 27,
28, 29, 30, 31, 32, 33, 34 and 35);

5.1.3. Theoretical-methodological approaches to the study of general economic and
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market issues and problems in the field of real estate (NeNe 3, 4, 18 and 21);

5.1.4. Issues in the field of education in economics and real estate (NeNe 15, 16 and
19).

As seen from the above classification, in the major part of Assoc. Prof. Zabunov’s
publications (18 out of 35) the results are related not only to scientific achievements, but also
to the solution of particular issues in the field of real estate marketing and management.

The doctoral students supervised by the candidate also choose topics from the same
range of issues, which can be considered a positive trend.

13.2.  Main scientific and/or scientific-applied results

The more significant achievements of the candidate in the competition can be
summarised as follows:

5.2.1. Direction “General marketing and economic theory”

e Clarification of the essence, historical and theoretical prerequisites for
imposing integrated marketing communications in practice.

e Implementation of the means-end chain instrument for the study of consumer
perceptions.

e Expanding the scope of the means-end chain instrument for practical
purposes.

e Clarification of the role of lifestyle as a motivator of consumer behaviour.

e Clarification of the role of subcultures and personality as motivators of
consumer behaviour.

5.2.2. Direction “Specific problems in the field of real estate”

e Presentation of the possibilities for implementation of geographic information
systems for the study of real estate market.

e Presentation of the possibilities for implementation of the instrument Data
Envelopment Analysis — DEA for the analysis of the effectiveness and
efficacy in facility management.

e Presentation of a model for development of real estate price indices.

e Presentation of the possibilities for implementation of the Lean Production
System in facility management.

e Development of a model for hedonic pricing of residential property prices.

e Development of a conception for urban security.

e Systematisation of the specific features of the facility management in a higher
education institution.

e Proposing a model of the sustainability of real estate enterprises through a
system of differential equations.

5.2.3. Direction “Theoretical and methodological approaches”

e Proposing a theoretical and methodological approach for the study of
economic and business issues through the combination of an interdisciplinary
approach and the evolutionary economic theory.

e Proposing a theoretical and methodological approach for the study of
economic and business issues through the combination of an interdisciplinary
approach and the new institutional theory.

e Proposing an investigation approach taking into account geopolitical analyses
and ideological influences on methodology.
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e Summarising key propositions of spatial econometrics for application in
geographic information systems.

e Improvement of the means-end chain instrument for implementation in a
multicultural environment.

5.2.4. Direction “Education in economics and real estate”

e Justification of the need to use the Systemic Structural Theory of Activity in
business and economics education.

e Development of a methodological framework for implementation of the
Systemic Structural Theory of Activity in real estate education.

The considered results do not exhaust all problems researched and analysed in the
candidate's publications, but rather mark the more significant ones in my opinion and from
the point of view of marketing and management of real estate in our country.

13.3.  Assessment of monographs as an individual object of review

The candidate's monograph "Possibilities of using geographic information systems for
real estate market analysis" presented as a habilitation thesis deserves special attention. In
order to prove these possibilities, a theoretical analysis of the real estate market as an object
of study has been made. The defended thesis that in turbulent times, real estate becomes a
leading investment vehicle and this maintains the level of their prices, is interesting. It is
possible that this thesis will be subjected to critical scrutiny in the near future. The
monograph clarifies and summarises basic concepts of spatial econometrics that allow the
use the enormous technological and technical potential of the geographic information
systems (GIS) for the study of the real estate market. The issue is topical due to the wide
spread of modern information and communication technologies in the field of real estate over
the recent years. To prove the applicability of his ideas, Assoc. Prof. Zabunov gives real
examples from his research. The monographic work is a logical conclusion of his work of the
last years.

Assoc. Prof. Zabunov has presented six monographs altogether, of which two are
individual and four are co-authored. They are related to thematic directions based on the
issues examined as well as on the scientific and scientific-applied results and contributions.
Part of the collective monographic works corresponds to topics from the list of research
projects Assoc. Prof. Zabunov took part in as a project leader or team member. This is a
positive trend because it reveals a desire to publicise the results from scientific projects and
research in monographs.

To sum up, it can be claimed that in terms of quality and quantity the scientific
production is in full compliance with the national minimum requirements for scientific field
3. Social, economic and legal sciences, according to art. 2b, para 2 and 3 of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and fully meets the requirements
for the academic position of professor according to art.. 24, para 1 of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and art. 53, para 1 of the
Regulations for its implementation as well as of the Additional requirements of UNWE.

14. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions

Scientific and scientific-applied results of a contributing nature can be identified in
the publications submitted for review. In general, I accept the contributions formulated by the
candidate, but | consider it appropriate to change their systematisation. The first group,
designated as theoretical and methodological, can be accepted without significant remarks. It
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includes:

1. The development of a methodological approach for interdisciplinary research in the
fields of economics and business;

2. Improvement of the means-end chain instrument for implementation in a
multicultural environment;

3. Development of a methodological approach for implementation of the Systemic
Structural Theory of Activity in real estate education.

In the second group, designated as practical and applied contributions, contributions 4
and 5 can be grouped together based on their common practical focus. So the positions in the
group become as follows:

4. Summarising basic propositions of spatial econometrics for the analysis and study
of the real estate market using geographic information systems (GIS);

5. Implementation of the Data Envelopment Analysis — DEA instrument for the
analysis of the effectiveness and efficacy in facility management.

15. Critical remarks and recommendations

I have no major criticims. | would like to recommend Assoc. Prof. Georgi Zabunov to
concentrate his efforts on publishing his scientific research in refereed scientific journals with
impact factor and impact rank, indexed in the world scientific databases Scopus and Web of
Science, and also to form a scientific school in the field of real estate management and
marketing.

16. Conclusion

Assoc. Prof. Georgi Zabunov, PhD, participates in the competition for the academic
position of professor with a large volume of quality scientific works and has many years of
experience in scientific and teaching activities. In his research, he demonstrates
thoroughness, innovation and analytical thinking, and these include both scientific and
applied scientific contributions. The candidate fully meets the requirements for the academic
position of professor in the scientific specialty "Economics and management (management
and marketing of real estate)", specified in art. 24 of the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, in art. 53 of the Regulations for its implementation
and in the Additional requirements of UNWE.

The above gives me reason to confidently propose to the members of the scientific
jury that Assoc. Prof. Georgi Shinkov Zabunov be elected to the academic position of
PROFESSOR in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences,
professional area 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and management (real
estate management and marketing)” at the Department of Real Estate Property at UNWE, for
which I will vote positively.
