The aim of the monograph is to reveal the relationship between migration processes in the face
of returning migrants and the socio-economic development of the sending country, through a
complex analysis of return migrations and their relationship to socio-economic development
from a sociological point of view. Understanding migration processes in their totality of content
and functions is embedded in a multidisciplinary approach based on sociology. The sociological
way of posing research questions integrates scientific approaches to carry out a complex
analysis of migrations and their impact on the socio-economic development of the migrants'

homeland.

In the first chapter, different research approaches to the conceptualization of the topic from
different disciplines such as sociology, political science, anthropology, history, economics,
ethnography, law are presented. The presentation of migration theories also includes cultural
myths about return migration. The history of international labor migrations is traced, five

periods are distinguished and their specific features are indicated.



In the second chapter, different theoretical approaches to migration are discussed. For each of
the theoretical models presented, a critique is offered and the key elements regarding return
migration are outlined. The author has developed taxonomy of migration theories where the
sociology of migration stands out as a separate discipline. Special attention is paid to the
sociological interpretation of migrations and their sociological understanding as a social process
in the context of all changes in the social structure and status characteristics of different
population groups. The meaning and transformations of the social, cultural and symbolic capital
of returning migrants, the role of their social networks in the countries of origin, destination
and return, their manifestations as agents of change and socio-economic development are
analyzed. An analytical framework was constructed to assess the degree of preparedness and
resource mobilization patterns adopted by returnees (before and after return). Conclusions are
suggested regarding the conditions under which returnees can be successful agents of change

in their homeland and the effects of their return are positive.

In an analogous way, the following third chapter presents the theories of socio-economic
development, analyzing their relationship with migrations and their conceptualization. The
distinction, between social, political, cultural, economic, geographical, historical factors in
development studies, to which the analysis adheres, leads to the concepts of the so-called
transnational habits and the processes of transformation of migrant social capital. Various
classic and contemporary sociological theories of development are thematized, with a focus on
their cultural dimensions and the role of trust, as an aspect of social capital, seen as an important
characteristic of development. Special emphasis is placed on Amartya Sen's concept of
development as freedom and the so-called "capability approach”, due to its orientation towards
interdisciplinary integration of different research fields. The advantages of the "opportunities
approach” proposed by Sen are pointed out, which allows the integration of different academic
disciplines dealing with development and migration, because it sets "a broad normative
framework for assessing individual well-being and social arrangements, for developing policies

and proposals for social changes in society.

Chapter four offers a concept for the application of the so-called capability approach of Amartya
Sen and Martha Nussbaum to the relation migrations - socio-economic development. The
application of this approach is presented as a broad normative framework for assessing
individual well-being and for developing proposals and policies for social change. In addition,
the forms of impact (such as transfer of norms and ideas, human capital, entrepreneurship,

monetary transfers, etc.) of return migration on the sending country in both positive and



negative aspects are summarized. One of the highlights is "brain circulation™ /in the sense of
exchange of knowledge and information in migration networks/ and opportunities for "brain

gain" /i.e. for integration of highly qualified migrants/.

The fifth chapter of the monograph presents empirical data on the relationship between return
migration in Bulgaria and the socio-economic development of the country. Based on statistical
information, a general description of the migration processes in Bulgaria was initially made and
the main trends during the last decade were outlined. Subsequently, data from a national
quantitative survey among return migrants conducted within the project "Return Migrants:
Segmentation and Stratification of Economic Mobility", funded by the Scientific Research
Fund, as well as data from NSI, were analyzed. The multi-directional effects of the Covid 19
pandemic on migration processes were also discussed. An innovative approach to measure the
sustainability of return is proposed, taking into account A. Sen's "capability approach”, through
the re-emigration index developed by Misheva, Getova and Bakalova by measuring the
readiness and desire for a new departure. The cumulative nature of the index makes it possible
to record the probability of leaving/staying, regardless of the reasons behind this decision,

distinguishing four groups of return migrants based on this probability.

The sixth chapter of the monograph is about the national and international policies in the field
of migration and return in relation to national diasporas abroad, to the stimulation of
remigration, to the reintegration of returning migrants. A generalized analytical framework of
the integration policy aimed at returned Bulgarians is proposed, including an assessment of its
expediency in various spheres such as the labor market, education, health care, pensions,
political and civic participation, long-term stay, institutional commitment, regional dimensions,

information and digital engagement.

The monograph represents a successful symbiosis between several methodologically and
analytically important layers: theoretical, empirical, practical-applied. It consists of three parts
and eleven chapters. Summaries of only Chapter 1, Chapter 11, parts of Chapter 6 are presented
here, due to the author's participation in this habilitation contest. Chapter One "Migration: Main
Theoretical Paradigms” presents the theoretical framework of the monograph. The scientific
interpretations of movements on a global scale have been thoroughly traced, and an important

conclusion is that their study must be complex and interdisciplinary in order to achieve an
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optimal result. The analytical framework is a justification and critical examination of the main
paradigms and visions of migration processes and their causal bases. Different types of theories
are discussed that present the explanatory angle of migrations at the micro, macro and meso
level. The tables that manage to classify the theoretical studies of migration are also helpful in
this chapter. In the sixth, the authors analyze the economic, educational-qualification and status
inequalities and mobility of returning migrants. It is a significant conclusion of the author that
migration abroad leads to a significant restructuring of personal incomes and to their growth,
regardless of the fact that it is much lower than that of natives. And vice versa - upon returning
to Bulgaria, the incomes, and the level of employment of migrants drop significantly, which
shows that the main reasons for returning to the country are not economic. Chapter 11 examines
reintegration as a complex of spheres that affect temporarily or permanently returned migrants
in Bulgaria. The opinion is advocated that the policies for the return, assistance and
reintegration of remigrants should be long-term, starting already during the stay abroad, and the
results will be visible after years, and for their realization, a significant economic rise of the
country is also necessary. A critical analysis of the international and national legal framework

and the implemented migration and return policies has been made.

The study examines international migrations as a network theory object. The research field
spreads through the question: What is the analytical potential of network theories in migration?
What are the theoretical concepts, key for migrations proceses and research? The main thesis
of this study is limited to the statement that today network theories are the most appropriate
analytical approach to migration with epistemological potential to improve integration through
social capital. Network theories allow us to see migration not only through individual decisions
of migrating but as a general result - product of interpersonal, interactions, embedded in the
economic and political environment; reveals the essence of contemporary migration as a "self-
sustaining™; balanced micro and meso level analysis - there is room for a whole range of
subjects: family, friends, employers. Reaching also through macro level: remittances,
information flow and migration policies. Migrations are placed on a continuum that can be
analyzed through the social capital of the participants in the migration networks. An attempt
was made to present the possibilities for the integration process of social immigrant capital. The
analysis is supported by data from: an empirical study on the topic "Social networks and social
capital of immigrants in Bulgaria™ conducted within the project financed by the Research
Activity of National and World Economy in 2014 ., publications of the National Bank of
Bulgaria; World Bank researches, data from Eurostat and some basic parameters of the
European migration policy, best practices and strategic documents.

The study focuses on the relationship between the sustainability of migrants’ return to
Bulgaria and the reintegration of returnees. The main hypothesis is that problematic post-return
reintegration may hamper the sustainability of return and encourage returnees to re-emigrate.
Based on a discussion of the different understandings of return, its sustainability and the
reintegration of returnees, a model for analyzing the relationship between the sustainability of
return and the reintegration of returnees "at home™ is built. Central to the model is the
constructed “reintegration index”, which links post-return integration with the degree of
readiness for re-emigration. Although the index is based on economic factors, other social and
subjective factors related to the sustainability of returns have been taken into account too. The
model and the index are used for analysis of empirical data from a nationally representative
survey among returning migrants in Bulgaria. The analysis reveals that about 70% of returnees

either have almost no reason to stay in Bulgaria (12.4%) or have a high probability of re -

emigration (56.3%). The results reveal target groups and factors against which sustainable

return policies can be developed and targeted.

The article aims to outline the relations between sustainability of the return and motivation for
return, reintegration and circularity through the prism of the subjective perceptions and
perspectives of people returning to Bulgaria. The empirical data from a carried out qualitative
study show a relation between the nature of the motivation for return and the successful social
and economic integration, on one hand, and the sustainability of the return, on the other. Data
confirm — with some reservations — the hypotheses that: first, sustainability of the return is
greater when the motivation of the return is more related to the emotional reflexivity of the
migrant; second, circular migration and re-emigration are in reverse dependence on the
successful economic reintegration after the return. These hypotheses are based and logically
related to the assumptions and understandings of the social network theory and the

transnationalism as theoretical paradigms to the return migration.

The article addresses one of the most intriguing questions in current migration researches: what
drives return migration? It seeks at a micro level to find out what motivates the return in terms
of the individual perceptions and reflexions of migrants returning to Bulgaria. The initial
hypothesis is that non-economic factors have been the leading ones that have prompted the
Bulgarian citizens to return to their homeland over the last decade. The underlying assumption
is that the return to Bulgaria is not a failure of individual migration, but should be regarded in
terms of the concept of emotional reflexivity and can be examined within the theoretical
paradigm of transnationalism. The hypothesis is tested against qualitative and quantitative data
from a 2017 national survey and 100 in-depth interviews with Bulgarian returnees. The text is

organized in several parts. Following the introduction, in the second part methodological
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aspects of the two surveys are presented. Next part presents different theoretical paradigms of
return migration and distinguishes between economic and non-economic factors of return, and
between rationality and emotionality of the motivation. The concept of emotional reflexivity is
introduced as an explanatory frame for non-economic emotional motivation for return. In the
third part is the analysis of the qualitative sociological data on the returnees’ motivation,
illustrated by quotations from the in-depth interviews. A comparison is made between
qualitative and quantitative data on the motivation and reasons for return. The analysis confirms
the initial hypothesis. Authors conclude that the ,,return“ of Bulgarian migrants to Bulgaria
cannot be comprehended without taking into account the factors related to life cycle and the
relationship with home and family, as well as motives related to migrants’ emotional reflexivity.
The prevailing non-economic emotional and reflective motives for return to Bulgaria carry
important implications and opportunities with regard to the development of effective policies

and initiatives to encourage and support return.

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The article discusses the relation between the return migration flow and the effects for the
sending country, especially for the socio-economic change. An institutional approach has been
adopted to analyze the possible changes that returning migrants would bring to their homeland.
The main goal is to reveal the possible positive effect of international migration on the
Bulgarian society and especially on the social institutions. The assumption that returnees may
be agents of change is analyzed within the broad framework of institutionalism and data from
a sociological survey of returned migrants. The micro and macro level of the “return-socio-
economic change” relation is discussed through the broader view of the human capital and
social capital transfer. The article presents the migration experience as helpful for the returnee’s

integration at home and as a possible influence on the institutional environment in the country.

The study focuses on the relationship between the sustainability of migrants' return to Bulgaria
and their reintegration. The main hypothesis is that problematic reintegration after return can
achieve the sustainability of return and encourage returnees to re-emigrate. At the basis of the

discussion on the latest understanding of return, its sustainability and the reintegration of
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returnees, a model is built to analyze the relationship between the sustainability of return and
the reintegration of returnees "at home". Central to the model is the developed 'reintegration
index', which relates post-return integration to the degree of readiness to re-emigrate. Although
the index is based on economic factors, other social and subjective factors related to the
sustainability of return are also taken into account. The model and the index are used to analyze
empirical data from a nationally representative study among returning migrants in Bulgaria.
The results reveal target groups and factors towards which sustainable recovery policies can be

developed and targeted.

This paper attempts to focus on both, the theoretical and the practical aspects of the ,,social
capital*“ phenomenon as a form of capital. ,,Capital is perhaps a central concept in economics
and economic sociology acting as an explanatory principle and thus the most value-charged
one. Its interpretation has given rise to the development of conflicting political ideologies. The
aim is to examine social capital precisely as a form of capital, i.e. as a socio-economic
phenomenon whose function is to bring benefits (profits) to its holder (carrier). The exponential
growth of literature devoted to the interpretation of this phenomenon makesit increasingly
difficult to identify new aspects in this research field. However, we will offer an unconventional
interpretation of its differentia specifica moving away from the established ,,myth“, yet
weaving, or ,transmitting® it in our understanding of social capital as a ,,private good®, a
product of sociality. Insofar as the main function of myths in contemporary social space is
considered to be to provide meaning to social activities and accordingly to certain political
decisions, we will attempt to differentiate the mythical in the established approaches to social
capita of ,,rulers-thinkers* (A. Glucksmann) and to reveal the pre-given meaning through it. We
will present a theoretical reflection and an applied anamnesis of the function of the phenomenon
in modern national space. To this end, firstly, we will discuss the link ,.knowledge-power” (M.
Foucault), and secondly, the subordination of social knowledge to structures of authority and
the creation of myths in social sciences. We will also present to the extent possible the already
existing myth and its restrictions in order to explicate our understanding of social capital as
personal property enabling its holders to receive benefits. The verification of our understanding
of social capital in the real and virtual ,,national* field will be demonstrated as a result of our

theory quest.

In
addition to each topic, materials have been developed to visualize the material with modern
digital forms for presenting the material such as flash cards, links and QR codes, by scanning
which students can download additional reading materials or open an online test to check what
