Regarding: competition for Associate Professor in scientific specialty Sociology /sociology
of migration/, scientific strand 3.1. Sociology, anthropology and cultural studies,
scientific field 3. Social, economic and legal sciences at UNWE

1. Information about the competition

The competition was open for the needs of the department/faculty of UNWE pursuant
to Decision of Academic Council No 5/01.06.2022. I am on the scientific panel for the
competition pursuant to Order No 2404/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research and
International Affairs of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition.

Assistant Professor Mihaela Mihaylova Misheva, PhD is senior assistant at the
Department of Economic Sociology since 2007, with PhD in Sociology from 2014. She is the
author and holder of “International migrations” and ‘“Migration research” university
disciplines. Both are completely in the theme of the competition for associate professor,
where she is the only candidate. .

3. Meeting the requirements for taking up the academic position.

3.1. Meeting quantity requirements. Dr. Misheva meets the quantity requirements for
taking up the academic position “Associate Professor”. Regarding the competition there is a
monography “Return migration and social-economic development”, published at UNWE in
2022. Second monography is published in co-authorship, which is not presented here as main
habilitation work — “Return migrants”, published at UNWE in 2020. The authors pages are
117 and authors parts in the book are clearly stated. 13 articles are presented as well as
collective and independent articles and parts from books/collective collections after the PhD
defense in 2014. In the contribution reference they are correctly separated in numbers and

types.
3.2. Meeting quality requirements. There are stated 25 citations, 6 of them before the

PhD defense in 2014. Citations indicate public interest in the national academic community
researching the topics of migration and development.

3.3 The Habilitation Council of UNWE In Protocol No 4/11.05.2022 states a positive
opinion that all the documentation presented for the competition by Assistant Professor
Mihaela Mihaylova Misheva, PhD meet the qualitative and the quantitative national and
university requirements for taking up the academic position “Associate Professor”.



4. Assessment of the educational-teaching activity of each candidate.

Lectured disciplines by Assoc. Prof. Mihaela Misheva, PhD complement each other
and correspond to the theme of the contest. She has published her own textbook and another
in co-authorship: Misheva, M. (2022) International migrations, UNWE and Misheva, M.
(2017) Economic culture in/: Economic sociology, UNWE, p. 220-253. There are significant
number of lectures in the papers presented in this competition — 1032 hours and 1365 hours
exercises and 300 hours of exercises in English language. Apart from those mentioned two
courses related to migration, Dr. Misheva has developed a curriculum and the discipline
"Ethnosociology", which is also tied to her main research and teaching topic on migrations.
In 2016 there is a lecture course at the Jagiellonian University in Krakow, Poland in
Economic Sociology of migration. Dr. Misheva's teaching work proves her maturity as
teacher and as a leading researcher in the field of migrations. She has an active participation
in empirical projects, which is useful for engaging students in research practices.

5. Brief characteristics of the presented scientific papers/publications
The main field in the research activity of Dr. Michaela Misheva is "Sociology of
migrations". She offers a taxonomy of both theories of migration as well as development
theories. In her publications she puts the study of migration processes depending on the
socio-economic host and sending country development. This is well argued and important
research angle that gives Dr. Misheva the opportunity for in-depth theoretical and empirical
studies.

5. A summarized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions
of the candidates

Dr. Misheva's scientific contributions are for the development of the field of "Sociology of
migrations”. The significance of her enrichment of the concepts with which returning
migrants are studied. The focus on the exchange of knowledge and information in migration
networks, the inclusion of highly qualified migrants and the transfer of knowledge,
experience, of acquired organizational norms and entrepreneurial culture allows to highlight
the positives from the return of migrants to their country of origin. The clarification of the
specifics and cognitive possibilities of different theories about migrations, different research
approaches enable the interdisciplinary nature of the analyzes conducted by the candidate.
The research synthesis contained in the publications of Dr. Misheva shows correct choice and
well-thought-out starting point and research strategy, which correspond to the internationally
accepted academic standards in the relevant area. Especially for the choice of the "capability
approach", developed by Amartya Sen, delineating the relationship between development
and freedom as essential for the study of migration attitudes and choices. In the publications
of Mihaela Misheva's - sociological perspective on migration is well defended and its
integration into various academic disciplines focused on international migrations.

The model she developed for studying the sustainability of return, the proposed re-integration
index, setting the intentions for return and for re-migration represent a significant academic
contribution. The index includes both the economic development of the sending country, as
well as social and subjective factors of the migrants themselves. The developed model of
return migration has innovative potential for further use in subsequent research on the
subject, and also for the more in-depth study of circulation migration. The meaningful
distinction between different groups of returnees is extremely valuable are migrants and



towards them the evaluation of the policies they have the potential to lead to higher
sustainability of return.

6. Critical notes and recommendations to each candidate

Thematizing the dynamic interrelationship between the socio-economic development of the
sending country and the migration history of people with different social status is set as a
research focus in the publications of Dr. Misheva and undergoes further development. I
would recommend an expansion of the research field of "Sociology of Migrations" including
the approach of transitions in individual life. There are results, published in Bulgarian
sociology about the place of migration in the transition from education to first employment
permanent job. But the individual transitions approach has heuristic potential for the study of
other phases of transition in the individual biography in their significance for migration
choices and implications for return migrant, in their different biographical phase — in the
middle of their working life or at the end of their active life work career.

8. Conclusion

The significant teaching experience, the high quality of the theoretical and empirical work of
Dr. Mihaela Misheva meet the requirements for the occupation of the academic position
"Associate Professor". She has submitted evidence of her researches, publications and
teaching work that are in the required volume and with the required quality. Featured
publications correspond to international academic standards in the field of migration studies.
I strongly recommend Chief Assistant. Dr. Mihaela Misheva to be elected to the academic

position of " Associate Professor" in the Department of "Economic Sociology" at UNWE.
