The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economic
Sociology, Faculty of General Economics of the UNWE, according to Decision of the AC
No. 5./01.06.2022. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury for the competition
according to Order No. 2404/28.09.2022 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Mihaela Mihaylova Misheva is the only candidate in the
competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor" announced for the needs of
the Department of Economic Sociology. In 2003, she graduated at Bachelor's and Master's
degree in Sociology at the Jagiellonian University in Krakow, Poland. She defended her
doctoral degree in Sociology in 2014, and since 2007 she has been a full-time lecturer in the
Department of Economic Sociology at UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The materials on the competition are clear proof that Ch. Assistant Professor Mihaela
Mihaylova Misheva, PhD, meets the minimum requirements for acquiring the prestigious
position of "Associate Professor", enshrined in the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), the Regulations to it and the normative base of
the UNWE on the conditions and procedure for acquiring scientific degrees and for holding
academic positions. The course of the procedure up to the moment of drafting this opinion
follows the requirements of the current legislation. | also declare that I am not a person
related to the candidate in the sense of § 1, item 5 of the additional provisions of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) and | have
no private interest related to the procedure or the candidate who could affect my objectivity
as a member of the scientific jury. However, | would like to note that | have been following
Dr. Misheva's work for a long time and she stands out with her focused research on the
competition topic, which makes her the right candidate for the position.

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The analysis of the report presented by the candidate and the attachments to it show
that the requirements for holding the academic position "Associate Professor" at UNWE are
met. According to the presented quantitative indicators, it is clear that Ch. Assistant Professor
Mihaela Misheva covers and even exceeds the required number of points for occupying the
relevant academic position at UNWE, as with a minimum threshold of 720 points, she
reaches 1337.5 points. The national minimum requirements according to the ZRASRB and
the Rules for its application are exceeded — 580 points at a minimum of 400.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Mihaela Misheva covers and outlines the quality
requirements for holding academic positions at UNWE. She is an established teacher,



researcher, expert and administrator, which is the result of her long experience and her high
capacity. As a lecturer, she has introduced and developed new courses related to the theme of
the competition and has international experience at the Institute of Sociology at the
Jagiellonian University, Krakow, Poland. She participates in two international and national
editorial boards, and she is a member of the Advisory Board of the Center for Sociological
and Psychological Research at UNWE and of the commissions for conducting state exams
for "Sociology" and "Economic Sociology and Psychology" there.

With protocol No. 4/ 11.05.2022, the Habilitation Council of the UNWE expressed a
positive opinion that Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Mihaela Misheva fulfills the national and
university requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor".

4. Assessment of teaching activities for each candidate separately

In her many years of teaching experience Dr. Misheva leads exercises and lectures in
the Bachelor's and Master's program in Sociology in Bulgarian and English. To date, she has
also introduced a number of new lecture courses - four study disciplines and co-authored two
more. The presented documents speak of the candidate's high teaching and classroom
workload, as she fulfills the accepted minimum hours for teaching activities at UNWE. The
textbook presented in the competition “International Migrations. A Textbook for Students at
the Bachelor's College of the University of National and World Economy” meets the
requirements of the current competition for the academic position of Associate Professor. In
addition, she supervises students' internships and mentors them both during field research
and supports their internships in sociological agencies. My impressions are of the strong
personal commitment of the candidate, who strives not only to develop the academic
worldview and contribute to the professional growth of students, but also supports their
general culture.

All that has been said confirms my conviction, Dr. Mihaela Misheva has teaching
experience, knowledge and abilities, and her position as Associate Professor will contribute
to the development of the Department of Economic Sociology at UNWE.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Mihaela Misheva participated in the current competition
with the following scientific production: three monographs - two of them are collective; two
studies in scientific journals indexed in Scopus (one co-authored); one author's textbook on
the discipline "International Migrations"; textbook on the discipline "Economic Sociology"
in co-authorship; four studies published in scientific journals indexed in international
databases (two co-authored) and two articles published in non-refereed peer-reviewed
journals. The submitted research is original and does not repeat the submitted publications
for the acquisition of the academic position of "Assistant Professor”. They are closely related
to the theme of the current competition and are dedicated to migration movements both to
and from Bulgaria and internationally. The contributions in them can be systematized as
theoretical-methodological and methodical. The thematic areas of her studies are again
focused on the diverse aspects of migration movements, ethnic and economic specificities of
movements and their impact on sending and receiving countries in the short and long term. It
is particularly important to emphasize that the candidate places contemporary movements in
an economic context.

Among the publications presented, | would like to note her monograph: Misheva, M.
(2022), Return Migration and Socio-economic Development, ed. UNWE, ISBN 978-619-
232-602-9. Its contributing nature is already determined by the topic of the return of



emigrants to the socio-economic development of the sending country. This is the first such
study in Bulgaria, and although the topic has attracted the attention of researchers for a long
time, it is the first time that a complete study has been published in the form of a monograph.
Based on a complex approach, including sociological and economic, Dr. Misheva traces the
impact of the movements on the homeland and on the migrants themselves. Of particular
interest is the inclusion of the myth of return, which was particularly relevant during the
Covid-19 pandemic. The monographic study impresses with its theoretical basis of return and
the rich literature and legal basis applied to the different types of migration practices. Placing
the emphasis on the transformations of the social, cultural and symbolic capital of returning
migrants, the role of their social networks in the countries of origin, destination and return,
their manifestations as actors in change and socio-economic development makes the
monograph relevant not only for Bulgaria, but also globally. The presented data for our
country are a suitable starting point for future studies in this direction. The author also
presents an innovative approach to measure the sustainability of return, which is one of the
main problems because return is often followed by re-emigration, especially in countries with
a lower standard of living.

In addition, it should be noted that Ch. Associate Professor Michaela Misheva
presented a list of citations in Bulgaria and abroad, the majority of which are in the world
reference and indexing databases and in prestigious publications in the country and abroad.

6. Brief description of the presented applied contributions.

Among Dr. Mihaela Misheva's applied contributions we have to mention, the
textbook "International migrations. Textbook for students at the Bachelor's College of the
University of National and World Economy". The teaching aid has a well-thought-out
structure, which is determined by the rich and long-term teaching experience of the author. It
is built on two levels. The first deals with theoretical issues, and the second with practical
ones, including various case studies, data from current migration studies or biographical
narratives. In addition, the textbook contains self-study questions and tests, various
assignments, online data analysis tools, and self-study through flash cards, audio, video files,
and presentations. This makes the textbook attractive to students, often bored by complex
academic language.

Among Dr. Misheva's applied contributions, her participation in a wide range of
projects should be mentioned. Fifteen in number, they are university, national and
international funded. Among them, those related to the theme of the competiotion should be
noted: "The Bulgarian Diaspora in Western Europe: Cross-Border Mobility, National Identity
and Development", "Social Networks of Immigrant Communities in Bulgaria and Evalation
of Their Integration Policies", "Social Networks of Immigrant Communities in Bulgaria and
Evaluation of Their Integration Policies”, "Returning Migrants: Stratification and
Segmentation of Economic mobility” and others. In addition, the candidate is included in
four COST actions, which support the development of scientific networks, show her
international experience and contribute to the international recognition of UNWE.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate
individually

The applicant shows considerable potential for development and academic growth,
and therefore | have no comments in this direction. | recommend that the procedural
monograph and the study guide on international migration be published in English in order to
make them accessible to a wider audience.



8. Conclusion

The circumstances and findings presented in this opinion reflect my high assessment
of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Mihaela Misheva. | can safely say that at the time of the
competition, she has built an image of a recognizable scholar in Bulgaria and abroad, an
inspiring lecturer and teacher, and a researcher with a high potential for academic growth.
Her application meets and exceeds the national standards for the acquisition of the academic
position of "Associate Professor”. She is engaged in a wide range of activities — both sclar
and applied work, as well as teaching, administrative, expert and organizational activities,
which show her excellent qualities for occupying the position. My opinion on this personnel
case is POSITIVE.
