1. Information regarding the competition

The competition has been announced in regards to the needs “Real Estate”, “Business
Faculty” at UNWE, according to Decision of AC Ne 5/01.06.2022. It was published in the
State Gazette No. 60 from 29.07.2022. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury
of the competition, according to Order Ne 2402/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research
and International Affairs of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Georgieva Stoencheva is the sole candidate in the
competition. She obtained Bachelor’s degree, majoring in “Economic Psychology” at UNWE
(2009). She continued her studies and obtained Master’s degree, majoring in “Marketing”
(2011) and “Public Finance” (2013). She defended her dissertation and acquired ESD
“Doctor”.

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Stoencheva began her scientific career at UNWE, Department of
“Real Estate” at the “Business Faculty”. She successively held the academic positions of
assistant — 2016 and chief assistant — 2018. From the beginning of 2022, she is the scientific
secretary of the same department. She speaks English.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position

3. 1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate in the contest, Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva meets the
requirements for holding the academic position “associate professor”, according to ZRASRB
art. 24, para. 1. She exceeds the minimum national requirements, according to the ZRASRB
(Article 2b) and the Regulations for its application (Article 1a, Paragraph 1). She achieved
542.5 points from groups A+B+V+G+D+E, with a threshold of 400. Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr.
Stoencheva also fulfills the additional requirements of UNWE, according to the ZRASRB
(art. 2b, para. 5) and the Regulations for its application (art. 1a, paras. 2-3). She has 679
points from groups ZH+Z+I1+K, with a minimum threshold of 320 points.

2 The analysis of the map for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for
occupying the academic position “associate professor” at UNWE shows that the candidate
in the competition Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva has achieved a total of 1221.5



points for both sections I + 11, with a minimum threshold of 720 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva is an established researcher with contributions to
the national and international development of knowledge (1.1. — 1.11.). Evidence of this is
the methodology developed by her for improving the market analyzes of real estate agencies,
participation in 3 national and 1 international projects, membership in the Union of Scientists
in Bulgaria and the Union of Economists in Bulgaria.

The candidate in the competition is an established lecturer with a contribution to
teaching, learning and pedagogical development (2.1. — 2.7.). These qualities are manifested
in the conduct of classes at UNWE in Bulgarian and English, participation in the
development of a textbook and teaching aids at a significant academic level, participation as
a lecturer in round tables and scientific-practical seminars.

The professional achievements of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva receive public
recognition in practice (3.1. — 3.6.). Her participation as a member of the Faculty Committee
for evaluation and approval of study programs is significant.

The candidate in the competition contributes to the confirmation of the good name of
UNWE (4.1. — 4.3.), through her participation in national and international scientific forums,
broadcasts in electronic media, member of the Faculty Council at the Business Faculty of
UNWE, member of the General Assembly of UNWE.

> The analysis of the quality requirements fulfillment card shows that the
candidate in the competition corresponds to the quality requirements accepted by the AC.
The Habilitation Council of UNWE gives a positive assessment on the potential candidate
Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva in the competition for the academic position
“associate professor” (Protocol No. 4/11.05.2022).

4. Evaluation of the tutoring activity

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva has 6 years of work experience at UNWE, of
which more than 4 years as a chief assistant (Certificate of experience, Human Resources
Directorate). Her educational and teaching workload exceeds the required minimum,
according to the Regulations for the educational activities of the UNWE (Official notes from
the “Educational Documentation, Accountability and Control” Department at UNWE).

For the period from 2015/2016 to 2021/2022 academic years, she led lectures and
exercises in EQD “Bachelor” in the disciplines “Market Analysis in the Real Estate
Business”, “Economics of the Enterprise”, “Real Estate Marketing”, “Real Estate property”,
“Intermediation in the real estate business”, “Management of human resources”, “Marketing
research”, “Territorial-structural aspects of real estate”. In addition, in the 2015/2016,
2017/2018 and 2018/2019 academic years, she led lectures and exercises in English in EQD
“Bachelor” in the disciplines “Business Negotiations”, “Enterprise Economics”, “Facility
Management”.

She develops and introduces study courses recognized in UNWE. She has a serious
contribution to the creation and updating of the educational documentation of the specialty.
She is the co-author of study programs in the EQD “Bachelor” for the “Real Estate”
specialty.

In her teaching activity Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva applies innovative and
interactive teaching methods. She regularly updates and enriches the learning material. She



actively works with students. She receives high marks in student surveys. She creates
contacts between businesses and students of the specialty.

> Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva has extensive teaching experience. She has
a high degree of preparation for holding the academic position of “associate professor”.
The candidate’s academic competence corresponds to the specifics of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers

5.1. Main directions in the research activity

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva participated in the competition for associate
professor with 23 publications. The scientific production proposed for opinion includes:

* 1 monograph — independent;

* 1 book, published on the basis of a defended dissertation — independent;

* 1 article in Scopus — co-authored,;

* 10 articles published in scientific journals referenced and indexed in other international
databases with scientific information — 5 independent and 5 co-authored;

» 7 reports published in proceedings of scientific conferences held in Bulgaria — 6
independent and 1 co-authored,;

* 1 university textbook — co-authored,

* 2 university study workbooks — 1 independent and 1 co-authored.

The publications with personal participation represent 735.5 standard pages (1800
characters); 17 of them are in Bulgarian and 6 in English; 14 are independent, 6 with one co-
author, 3 with three or more co-authors.

The research activity of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana Stoencheva is concentrated in 3
main thematic directions: 1). Quality of life and housing conditions in Bulgaria; 2). Market
analyzes in the real estate business; 3). Training of students in the “Real Estate Management”
specialty.

The candidate for the academic position “associate professor” took part in research
mobilities at the economic universities in Perugia (Italy), Poznan (Poland), Thessaloniki
(Greece) and Bucharest (Romania). She presented evidence of citability. There are 13
established citations in peer-reviewed monographs and collective volumes, and 8 in non-
refereed peer-reviewed journals.

5.2. Scientific and scientifically-applied results

The obtained scientific and scientific-applied results can be summarized as follows:

* An innovative concept for comparative assessment of housing conditions by regions
of the administrative-territorial division of the country has been developed.

» A wide range of factors in a regional aspect influencing the prices of residential
properties for purchase and rental were studied.

» Case studies, practical tasks and self-assessment tests of students’ knowledge of
market analysis and marketing in the real estate business have been developed.

5.3. Evaluation of the monograph

The monographic work Stoencheva, Ya., Housing conditions as an element of the
quality of life of the population in Bulgaria, Sofia: “Avangard Prima”. 149 pp. ISBN 987-
619-239-692-3, deserves a high praise. In the development, a complex analysis of the quality
of life, the methodological base and the state of housing conditions in Bulgaria was made.



The monographic work complements the theoretical and practical-applied knowledge in the
specialized literature. The development is also valuable for the interested circles of the
business.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidates

The following significant contributions clearly stand out in the candidate’s creative
output:

First, the conceptual apparatus related to the “quality of life”” and “living standard” of
the population has been clarified. The author’s proposals for additions to the objective and
subjective indicators for assessing the quality of life have been made.

Second, the theoretical propositions related to the assessment of the investment
attractiveness and the investment risk in the acquisition of real estate have been further
developed.

Third, guidelines for updating the curriculum of the “Real Estate Management”
major at UNWE have been outlined and opportunities for improving students' training have
been revealed.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations

I have no remarks on the teaching and research activities of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Yana
Stoencheva. | would recommend that, in future research, she focuses her attention on
publishing in Scopus and Web of Science publications.

8. Conclusion

The candidacy of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Professor Yana Stoencheva for participation in a
competition for the academic position of “associate professor” corresponds to the normative
requirements, according to the ZRASRB, the Rules for its implementation and the additional
requirements of UNWE. She has indisputable merits as a teacher and researcher, with proven
contributions in the scientific specialty of the competition.
