5. General research review

General research and teaching activities of the candidate can be
summarized into the following categories:

Review of teaching activities

The teaching experience of Dr. Stoencheva follows the development and
teaching of various courses in the scientific field of the opened position for
Associate Professor. Most of the courses are taught in Bulgarian ("Real estate
marketing", "Marketing management", "Integrated marketing
communications™), with one of them in English ("Facility management"). |
believe that the content of the aforementioned courses is highly relevant to the
requirements for the position of Associate Professor in Economics (Market
Analysis and Marketing in the Real Estate Business).

Academic employment reports indicate that Dr. Stoencheva has taught
eight different courses ("Business Economics”, "Real Estate”, "Human
Resource Management"”, "Marketing Research”, "Market Analysis in the Real
Estate Business ", "Intermediation in the real estate business”, "Territorial-
planning aspects of real estate”, "Real estate marketing™). Five of these courses
are directly related to the scientific area of the opened position, and the rest
testify to the candidate's high level of general economic and professional
training. The total number of teaching hours (lectures and seminars)
significantly exceeds the established minimum requirements.

Teaching mobilities, part of “Erasmus+” program as well as courses
developed and taught in English indicate that candidate is proficient in English.

Dr. Stoencheva has taken part in development of four new BSc (for
“Business Management” and “Real Estate Management” majors) courses (One
of them in English). This proves her commitment and efficient work at the
department.

Review of publications and scientific activities

Table 3 provides a summary of research papers submitted for review. All
of them have been correctly and fully described. A single paper (#7) and one
conference proceedings report (No 16) is in print with certificate confirming its
acceptance.

Prof. Stoencheva's papers aim at important contemporary problems
and are highly relevant for the scientific area of the opened position.

Review of contributions (scientific and applied) and citations

Scientific efforts of Asst. Prof. Stoencheva have attracted the attention of
other researches. This is confirmed by the number of citations found — 13 in
monograph studies (1 in publication from abroad) and reviewed scientific
proceedings and 8 in other publications that have been peer reviewed.

Submitted research papers contain interesting contributions. Special
attention deserves the following:

- The indices for assessing the housing conditions of the population
considered in publication No. 1 can be used as a reliable guide and indicator in
the formation of investment decisions.

- The methods and specific solutions proposed in publications No. 2, 4, 9,
10, 14, 22 that support the assessment of real estate assets and deals have
iImmediate and economically significant application.

- The emphasis on marketing tools and their effect on real estate
investment (publications No. 2, 13) provides additional options for market
participants to make adequate and informed decisions.

Yet another specific contribution that should be noted is related to
candidate efforts in developing textbooks as well as the supplementary study
books and teaching materials. Dr. Stoencheva's research related to student
satisfaction and the quality of the learning process is also very important and
deserves attention.

4. Review of personal contribution of the applicant

For all co-authored publications Asst. Prof. Stoencheva has provided
adequately completed summary of her own contributions and participation.

| have no reason to doubt the candidate's personal contribution in the
submitted research papers and materials. No plagiarism has been detected.
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5. Remarks and recommendations

Academic experience and submitted research papers testify to the
systematic and consistent scientific interests of Asst. Prof. Stoencheva in real
estate market and investments. In accordance with this, |1 would like to make the
following recommendations:

- Equations (2.5) and (2.6) in publication No. 1 should be further
explained, in order to clarify whether they represent a general dependency or a
special case of equality.

- Real estate market developments offer a wide range of possibilities for
applying various statistical and econometric models. In this context, the results
presented by the candidate can be developed and extended, leading to future
publications in leading international journals.

- | believe that the excellent language preparation of Dr. Stoencheva are a
prerequisite for more publications to be submitted to high-impact journals,
indexed in SCOPUS and/or Web Of Science.

- Research results can be made available to a wider public, if the candidate
makes them freely available in online systems such as ResearchGate and
Google Scholar.

My
impressions are based entirely on the application materials, on her research
papers and scientific reviews of her work.
