The competition has been announced for the needs of the “Economics of Transport
and Energy” department, “Economics of Infrastructure” faculty at the UNWE, in accordance
with Resolution Ne 9/30.11.2022 of the Academic Council (AC). | am a member of the
Scientific Jury presiding over the competition in accordance with Order Ne 257/08.02.2023 of
the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs of the UNWE.

2. Brief Information About the Candidates Participating in the Competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Draganova Tzvetkova is the only participant in the
competition for acquiring the academic position of “Professor” in scientific specialty
“Economics and Management (Management of Transport)”, professional direction 3.8.
Economics. In 1992 she graduated in “Economics and Management of Transport” at the
“Karl Marx” Higher Institute of Economics (HIE), Sofia. In 2001 she acquired a doctor’s
degree with diploma Ne 27319 from the HAC (Higher Attestation Commission) and a
dissertation work on the topic of “Factors and Reserves for Improving the Use of the Rolling
Stock of Railway Transport”. Associate Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova began her teaching career
at the UNWE in 1997 at the “Economics of Transport” department. During the 2004-2010
she worked consecutively as Assistant and Chief Assistant. In 2010 she acquired the position
of Associate Professor in scientific specialty 05.02.18 “Economics and Management
(Management of Transport)”. She has professional qualification in Public Speech at the
“Krastyo Sarafov” National Academy for Theatre and Film Arts. She possesses specialized
computer skills for using general function software work products, mentor and
communication skills, foreign language culture in English and Russian, as well as practical
expertise for coordination, management and administration of projects.

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for Acquiring the Academic Position

The evidence presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova for the purposes of her
participation in the contest for acquiring the academic position of “Professor” is completely
consistent with the decrees of the national legislation and UNWE regulations. The candidate
has fulfilled the minimal national requirements in terms of the scientific and teaching
activities for field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional direction 3.8.
Economics determined by the Regulations for Implementation of the Law for the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, as well as the requirements of
the Regulations for Organizing and Holding Competitions for Acquisition of Scientific



Degrees and Academic Positions at the UNWE. This is also evident from the resolution of
the Habilitation Council of the UNWE from 07.11.2022, which unanimously confirms the
aforementioned statement.

3.1. Fulfillment of the Quantitative Requirements

The candidate participating in the competition not only fulfills, but significantly
exceeds the National Minimal Requirements of the LDASRB (Article 2b) and the
Regulations for its implementation (Article 1a, Paragraph 1). She has indicated and proven
1713 points. For reference, the threshold is 550 points. The candidate also fulfills the
Additional Requirements of the UNWE in accordance with the LDASRB (Article 2b,
Paragraph 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Article 1a, Paragraph 2-3). She has
proven 1562 points. For reference, the threshold is 520 points. The total number of points
from Sections | and Il of the candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova is 3275. For
reference, the required minimum is 1070 points, i.e. she exceeds it over 3 times (3.06).

3.2. Fulfillment of the Qualitative Requirements

The presented card for fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for acquiring the
academic position of “Professor” at the UNWE shows that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova
is a renowned and well-established researcher with contributions to the national and
international development of knowledge, which her multiple appearances and participations
are a testament to. Her credentials include: management and participation in educational and
scientific projects; participations in a number of national scientific forums, scientific juries,
editorial boards; reviewer at significant international conferences; maintaining an active
membership in renowned international and national organizations; a large number of newly
developed curricula; representative of the UNWE in a cooperation agreement with BSR
“Cargo Freights” Ltd.; cooperating for the development of good management practices at the
UNWE through the management positions she holds; serious appearances outside the
university that contribute to maintaining the good name and reputation of the UNWE, etc.

On these grounds, | completely share the opinion of the Habilitation Council of the
UNWE that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova’s candidature is consistent with the
fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the AC for acquiring
the academic position of “Professor” at the UNWE (Protocol Ne 5 from a meeting of the
Habilitation Council from 07.11.2022).

4. Evaluation of the Academic and Educational Activity of Each Individual
Candidate
The presented documents show that the candidate has the required auditorium
workload (2664 hours of lectures and 2010 hours of seminars). Associate Prof. Dr. Svetla
Tzvetkova has taught lecture courses on a number of subjects in EQD “Bachelor”
(“Management of Transport and Energy”, “Marketing of Transport and Energy”, “Mobility and
Public Transport”), EQD “Master” (“Transport Eurointegration”,“Personnel Management in
Transport”, “Crisis Management”, “Management of Human Resources in Transport”,
“Ecological Aspects of Transport Activity”, “Innovations in Transport”, “Personnel Management in
Railway Transport”, “Transport Markets and Marketing”), as well as ESD “Doctor”
(“Entrepreneurship and Innovations in Transport and Energy”). Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla

Tzvetkova is the co-author of three textbooks. Her participation as part-time lecturer at the



“Todor Kableshkov” Higher School of Transport also helps popularize her knowledge and
experience. Under her management, 2 PhD candidates have successfully defended their
dissertation works. All of the aforementioned arguments give me reason to unconditionally
conclude that the candidate is fully prepared to acquire the academic position of “Professor”
in accordance with the profile of the competition.

5. Brief Characterization of the Presented Scientific Works/Publications

The candidate participating in the competition has presented a total of 41 scientific
works which are varied in nature and are listed as follows: 3 individual monographs (one of
which is presented as a general habilitation work); 1 collective monograph (which contains
an independent chapter by the candidate); 1 study (published in edited collective volumes);
10 articles and reports published in scientific publications referred and indexed in world-
famous databases with scientific information (1 of which in joint authorship); 23 articles and
reports published in unreferred journals with scientific reviews or published in edited
collective volumes (1 of which in joint authorship); 3 teaching books in joint authorship. Of
the publications submitted for the competition, the following are not allowed for review: 2
individual and 1 collective monograph (with numbers: 2, 3 and 4 from the list of publications
for the competition), 1 article (with number: 26) and 3 reports (with number: 33, 36, 40),
which does not change the assessment of the fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements for occupying the academic position of PROFESSOR.

The main directions in the candidate’s research activity are associated with the
subject-matter of the competition. Among them we can highlight the ones that involve
marketing management in transport, management of human resources in transport,
organization and management of transport. They showcase good knowledge of the theoretical
basics and development of problems, as well as skills for conducting well-grounded analyses
and coming up with possible solutions. The quality of the scientific output can largely be
evaluated through citations. The attached reference shows 16 citations in global databases
(SCOPUS and Web of Science), 21 — in full-text databases (CEEOL, etc.), and 42 — in other
sources.

When reviewing the publications accepted for scientific review within this
competition, no evidence was found and/or no signals of copyright infringement of other
researchers were found at the time of drafting the opinion.

6. Summarized Evaluation of the Main Scientific and Scientific-and-Applied

Contributions of the Candidates

I find the scientific and scientific-and-applied contributions of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla
Tzvetkova outlined in the reference to be correctly structured and summarized. It can be said
that they fully reflect the actual results and achievements of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tzvetkova’s
research and practical-and-applied activities. | accept the scientific and scientific-and-
applied contributions outlined by the author in her scientific works which | can summarize in
the following way:

1. Scientific-and-applied contributions — expanding the scientific knowledge on
managing innovations in transport activity, as well as marketing and ecology in transport,
fully developing the methodological aspect in relation to identifying the specificity of
transport activity regarding the management of human resources in transport, and perfecting
the theory for the socio-economic effectiveness of passenger transport.



2. Contributions of applied nature — substantiating the interdependence between the
social and economic effectiveness of passenger transport, analyzing the condition of public
bus transport, as well as the development of bicycle traffic and the established bicycle
infrastructure in the city of Sofia, diagnosing the mobile situation in the city of Sofia and
analyzing the dynamics of the individual types of urban passenger transport.

3. Contributions of scientific and pedagogical nature — specific implementation of the
results from the candidate’s scientific studies in textbooks for acquiring knowledge about
transport management.

7. Main Critical Notes and Recommendations for Each Individual Candidate
I do not have any critical notes towards the candidate. | recommend that Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova continue her active research and teaching activities.

8. Conclusion

In summary, it can be said that the quality of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova’s
teaching and research activity fully satisfies the requirements of the Law for the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation and the Regulations for Organizing and Holding Competitions for
Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and Academic Positions at the UNWE. The significant
scientific and scientific-and-applied contributions present in the candidate’s works, along
with her focused efforts and professional competence, are grounds for high appraisal of her
undeniable creative potential and the results she has achieved.
