1. Information about the Competition

The competition for acquiring the academic position of “Professor” in scientific

3.8. Economics has been announced for the needs of the “Economics of Transport and
Energy” department, “Economics of Infrastructure” faculty at the UNWE, in accordance with
Resolution Ne 9/30.11.2022 of the Academic Council (AC). I am a member of the Scientific
Jury presiding over the competition in accordance with Order Ne 257/08.02.2023 of the Vice-
Rector for Research and International Affairs of the UNWE — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mihail Musov.

2. Information about the Candidates Participating in the Competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Draganova Tzvetkova has years of experience as research
scientist and lecturer at the UNWE. In 1992 she graduated in “Economics and Management of
Transport” at the “Karl Marx” Higher Institute of Economics (HIE). In 1997 she was assigned
as a PhD candidate at the “Economics of Transport” department, professional direction 3.8.
Economics. In 2001, following a successful defense of a dissertation work on the topic of
“Factors and Reserves for Improving the Use of the Rolling Stock of Railway Transport”, she
was awarded the educational and scientific degree of “Doctor” in scientific specialty 05.02.18
“Economics and Management” by the Higher Attestation Commission (HAC). She has been a
lecturer at the UNWE since 1997. In 1997 she began work as a part-time lecturer at the
“Economics of Transport” department, going on to become Assistant and Chief Assistant in
that very same department in 2010. In 2010 the HAC awarded her the scientific position of
“Associate Professor” in scientific specialty 05.02.18 “Economics and Management
(Management of Transport)”. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tzvetkova has been a member of the academic
staff of the “Economics of Transport and Energy” department (formerly “Economics of
Transport”) at the UNWE for 26 years.

During these years she has worked as a lecturer and has amassed considerable
teaching experience which includes education and training in a wide variety of problems and
subjects associated with transport management. Over the course of her long-standing tenure as
lecturer in the department she has distinguished herself with high moral and ethics in regards
to her colleagues and especially among the students she teaches. Following her habilitation in
2010, she held the position of Scientific Secretary of the department until 2018. Presently, she
is a member of the Faculty Council of the “Economics of Infrastructure” faculty.

She is fluent in Russian and English.

As of the final date for participating in the competition, the total number of identified

citations in scientific publications referred and indexed in world-famous databases with
scientific information — Scopus, Web of Science — is 17. The number of citations in treatises
and collective volumes with scientific reviews is 11. The number of citations in unreferred
journals with scientific reviews — ProQuest, EBSCO and CEEOL — is 52.

The presented documentation for the results of the candidate’s academic and research

activities leads to the following conclusions:
v' The candidate not only exceeds the minimal requirements for acquiring the academic

position of “Professor” in accordance with the Law for the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the Regulations for its
implementation, she fulfills all additional quantitative requirements of the UNWE in
accordance with the LDASRB (Article 2b, Paragraph 5) and the Regulations for its
implementation (Article 1a).

In her capacity as a member of these organizations, she has participated in
round table expert discussions of problems associated with the development of plans for
sustainable development of transport and the preparation of expert analyses and evaluations.
She has worked as consultant in the development of management strategies of transport and
forwarding companies and business organizations.

In regards to the qualitative requirements, it should be noted that in 2018 Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova started a series of new studies in the field of urban passenger transport,
in the context of sustainable urban mobility. Presently, she has seven publications that involve
studying the quality of the individual types of urban transport. These works have been
published in scientific publications referred and indexed in world-famous databases with
scientific information — Scopus and Thomson Reuters.

She is a member of the editorial board of the “Railway and Intermodal Transport”
scientific-and-applied journal. She has been a member of the editorial board of a collection of
scientific reports at three student conferences organized by the “Economics of Infrastructure”
faculty in her capacity as Scientific Secretary of the “Economics of Transport” department.

She takes part in reviewing textbooks, studies, treatises and projects, as well as prestige
scientific journals referred and indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova has presided over the organizing committee of two
scientific and practical conferences: “Sustainable Development of Urban Passenger Transport
within Sofia Municipality” in accordance with agreement Ne RA (Research Activity) SE
(Scientific Events) 25/2018 and “Challenges and Perspectives for the Development of
Railway Transport in Bulgaria” in accordance with agreement Ne RA (Research Activity) SE
(Scientific Events) 21/20109.

She has taken part in holding a multitude of national scientific forums. She has been a
member of technical committees (reviewer) of several conferences abroad whose reports are
indexed in Scopus.

The personal skills of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova, who has professional
qualification in “Public Speech” at the “Krastyo Sarafov” National Academy for Theatre and
Film Arts — Sofia, are also noteworthy in terms of the qualitative requirements for acquiring
the academic position.

It can be concluded from the aforementioned professional characteristics that Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova is prepared to acquire the academic position of “Professor”. This is
also confirmed by the positive opinion expressed by the Habilitation Council of the UNWE
regarding the fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for acquiring the
academic position of “professor” at the university by the potential candidate for the
competition — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova (Protocol Ne 5/ 07.11.2022).

4. Evaluation of the Academic and Educational Activity

Over the last several years (as Associate Professor) the candidate has developed the
curricula of 12 syllabi in EQD “Bachelor”, EQD “Master” and ESD “Doctor” for the
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following subjects: Management of Transport and Energy, Marketing of Transport and
Energy, Mobility and Public Transport, Transport Eurointegration, Personnel Management in
Transport, Crisis Management, Management of Human Resources in Transport, Ecological
Aspects of Transport Activity, Innovations in Transport, Personnel Management in Railway
Transport, Transport Markets and Marketing, Entrepreneurship and Innovations in Transport
and Energy.

Following her habilitation, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova has held lectures and
seminars in EQD “Bachelor” and EQD “Master” on the following subjects: Management of
Transport and Energy, Marketing of Transport and Energy, Mobility and Public Transport,
Transport Eurointegration, Personnel Management in Transport, Crisis Management,
Innovations in Transport.

The candidate has developed textbooks and handbooks on all the fundamental
department subjects she teaches: “Management of Transport”, “Marketing in Transport”,
“Personnel Management in Transport”, “Management of Human Resources”, “Mobility and
Public Transport”, “Crisis Management”, “Management of Innovations in Transport”.

In addition to the scientific results, the work of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova in

the field of educational activity is noteworthy as well. Her auditorium workload for the 2010-
2020 period in EQD “Bachelor” in Bulgarian is comprised of 1005 hours of lectures and 2010
hours of seminars. For EQD “Master” in Bulgarian the candidate has logged 1659 hours, which
is equal to 367 points, whereas the minimum required by the university is 100 points.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova is the scientific advisor of four PhD candidates, two
of whom have successfully defended their dissertation works.

Other notable credentials include: heading a university project, organizing two scientific
university events (conferences), and participating in three national and one educational project.

It can be summarized that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova has years of practice and
experience as lecturer at the “Economics of Transport and Energy” department and possesses
the necessary competence for acquiring the academic position of “Professor” at the UNWE.

5. General Characteristics of the Presented Scientific Works/Publications

For her participation in the competition Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova has
presented a total of 41 publications. Her list of publications includes: treatises (one of which
is a general habilitation work) — 3; published chapters from a collective treatise — 1; studies
published in unreferred journals with scientific reviews or in edited collective volumes — 1;
articles and reports published in scientific journals referred and indexed in world-famous
databases with scientific information — Scopus and Web of Science — 10 in total (one in joint
authorship); articles and reports published in unreferred journals with scientific reviews or in
edited collective volumes — 23; textbooks which are used in the university network — 3 (in
joint authorship).

The main directions in the research activity of the candidate correspond with the
attached reference for the contributions and are associated with the subject matter of the
competition.

The specific review of the publications allows them to be aimed towards three
fundamental research directions: among them we can highlight the ones that refer to questions
involving transport management (1, 6, 7, 8, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 16, 19, 21, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27,
28, 29, 30, 31, 32, 34, 35, 36, 37, 41); marketing of transport (5, 18, 20, 22, 33, 38, 39) and
ones involving social effectiveness and the quality of passenger transport (2, 3, 4, 9, 11, 12,
13, 14, 15, 17, 22, 28, 37).

I believe that the scientific output of the candidate is at a high scientific level. It
should be noted that 10 of the publications presented for the competition are published in
scientific publications referred and indexed in world-famous databases with scientific
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information — Scopus and Web of Science, as well as in prestige international publications
that are accessible to wider audiences. The studies carried out by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla
Tzvetkova generate widespread interest, which is confirmed by the presented citations (80 of
them are indicated for the candidate’s participation in the competition), 16 of which are
featured in world-famous databases with scientific information (Scopus, Web of Science); 11
citations in treatises and collective volumes; 53 in unreferred journals with scientific reviews
(Pro Quest, EBSCO, CEEOL).

Multiple empirical results can be indicated in the materials that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla
Tzvetkova has presented for her participation in the competition. A large portion of the studies
are aimed towards problems that are topical for practice. Their purposefulness, depth and drive
towards outlining specific practical solutions and recommendations are quite impressive.

The habilitation treatise of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Tzvetkova — “Specific Features in
Personnel Management in Transport Enterprises” — is dedicated to a topical problem that
involves the effective management and development of personnel in transport enterprises. The
total volume of the work is 158 pages. Its structure consists of an introduction, ten chapters, a
conclusion, appendices and a list of utilized sources. The object, subject and goal of the
scientific work are precisely formulated at the beginning of the treatise. The first chapter
outlines the theoretical basics of the personnel management system in transport enterprises.
The second chapter outlines the production, administrative and legal, economic,
psychological, social and political aspects of management. The principles and methods for
personnel management in transport enterprises are indicated at a later point in the treatise,
after which the author focuses her analysis on the influence of the specific features of
transport activity on the production and economic, political, administrative and legal, social
and psychological aspects of the personnel management system in transport enterprises.
Management approaches and methodological possibilities for improving personnel structure
in transport enterprises are indicated on the basis of the analysis conducted in the work for the
purposes of more effective management and development of human resources.

The results achieved in the treatise serve as a basis for perfecting management
practices in the transport branch, as well as stimulating scientific studies towards more effective
management and development of personnel in transport enterprises and training in the field of
transport management.

The treatise titled “Analysis of Urban Passenger Transport in Sofia and Guidelines for
Its Development” is published during the second stage of developing a university project for
research activity. It explains the nature and significance of urban passenger transport for the
socio-economic development of the city of Sofia. The factual state and the dynamics of freights
carried out by the different types of passenger transport are analyzed. An overall assessment of
urban passenger transport in the capital is made and the necessity for improving it is proven.
Practical possibilities for optimizing the transport network and developing integrated urban
transport are indicated in the final part of the treatise.

The second treatise, titled “Social Effectiveness and Quality of Urban Passenger
Transport” is published as a result of work carried out for a university project as well. It
characterizes the main indicators that define the quality of urban passenger transport services,
which in turn serve as a basis for measuring social effectiveness and the degree of satisfying the
public’s urban passenger transport needs. The existing global and European experience for
measuring and evaluating the quality of urban passenger transport is analyzed. Methods for
empirical research of the quality of public transport are developed and subsequently tested
during a conducted questionnaire survey regarding the public’s opinion on the quality of the
passenger transport services provided within the city of Sofia.

The chapter from the collective treatise “Sustainable Development, Management and

Planning”, titled “Diagnosing the State of Public Transport in the City of Sofia and Guidelines

for Its Development in the Context of Sustainable Urban Mobility”, is dedicated to problems
and challenges that involve the sustainable development of public transport in the city of
Sofia. This chapter analyzes the mobile situation and the state of the individual types of public
transport and uses said analysis as a basis to substantiate the necessity for considerable
improvement. Specific measures for improving the quality of passenger transport services and
reducing the harmful impact of transport on the environment are indicated. The main
guidelines for its future development in the context of sustainable urban mobility are outlined
as well.

6. Evaluation of the Scientific and Scientific-and-Applied Contributions

The main contributions of the candidate can be defined in the following directions:

A. Scientific contributions that involve studying the economics, organization and
management of transport: systematizing, building upon and enriching economic theoretical
concepts and categories that are consistent with the specificity of transport activities for
developing and implementing effective management decisions designed to increase the
competitiveness of transport enterprises and the sustainable development of the transport
sector.

B. Contributions of scientific-and-applied nature:

v" Modern management approaches for managing, developing and increasing personnel
productivity in transport enterprises are identified;

v" The analysis of the personnel structure of BSR “Cargo Freights” Ltd. serves as a basis
to develop a system for more effective personnel management and development in the
association;

v' Possibilities for using more environmentally friendly transport and incorporating
Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) as a means of optimizing the transport network
and a chance to develop integrated transport in the city of Sofia are revealed;

v Methods for empirical research of the quality of transport services and customers’
satisfaction with the services provided by urban passenger transport are developed;

v Specific measures and mechanisms for reducing the harmful impact of urban
passenger transport on the environment in the context of its sustainable development
are proposed,;

v A critical analysis of the development of bicycle transport in the city of Sofia and the
established bicycle infrastructure is conducted. Recommendations for its future
development as part of the plan for creating sustainable urban mobility in the capital
are made;

v" The benefits of commissioning Line I and Line Il of the capital’s subway are reported.
Prognostic studies about the eventual social benefits of the completion of the railway
network in the city of Sofia are carried out;

v The eventual social benefits of the practical incorporation of ITS into the organization
and management of the city’s transport network are outlined.

C. Contributions of scientific and pedagogical nature:

v' Using the knowledge, methodological developments and practical solutions

included in the textbooks, treatises and scientific works to educate students over the
course of the teaching process.

7. Critical Notes and Recommendations

scientific-and-applied and scientific and pedagogical contributions of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla
Draganova Tzvetkova. My recommendation is that she continue to seek out and study new
