2. Information about the candidates in the competition
Prof. Dr. Venelin Nikolaev Boshnakov is the only candidate in the

competition.



The candidate has acquired the qualification "economist with higher
education”, specialist "Statistics and Econometrics” (1994 at UNWE- Sofia)
and the qualification "economist with higher education, specialist "Finance"
(1996 at UNWE-Sofia). In 2006, he obtained the scientific degree of Doctor in
the scientific specialty "Statistics and Demography" at the UNWE.

Since 1994 until 1996, the candidate held the position of "part-time
assistant™ at the Department of "Statistics and Econometrics” at UNWE-Sofia.
From 1995 to 1996, Venelin Boshnakov held the position of "chief specialist" at
the Ministry of Economic Development. Since 1998, the candidate has worked
at UNWE-Sofia, since 1998 - assistant, since 2002. - senior assistant, since
2005 - Ch. assistant and since 2010 as an associate professor. In addition, the
candidate has worked as a local expert at ICON Institut GmbH , Cologne
(2004), a consultant at the World Bank (2004-2005) and as an expert at the EC
Research Center (2017).

The candidate knows and uses English and Russian.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic
position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

3.1.1. Fulfillment of national minimum requirements
Group A : The candidate has 50 points out of the required 50 points
(defended thesis for ONS "PhD" on the topic "Problems of the
statistical study of the redistribution of household income™)
Group B : no requirements
Group C : The candidate has 100 points out of the required 100
points (published monograph on the topic "Statistical study of the
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potential for external migration and its factors in Bulgaria after the
accession and in the EU"
Group G : Candidate has 217 points out of required 200 points. This
group includes numerous publications in scientific publications,
referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases, publications in
non-refereed publications with scientific review, studies in non-
refereed publications with scientific review, chapters of monographs,
etc.
Group D : The candidate has 120 points out of the required 100
points. This group includes citations in scientific publications,
referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases, citations in
monographs and collective volumes with scientific review.
Group E : The candidate has a total of 343 points out of the required
100 points. This includes guiding successfully defended doctoral
students, participation in national and international projects,
participation in the publication of textbooks and teaching aids, etc.
In total , the candidate has 830 points out of the required 550 points.
Therefore, it meets the minimum national requirements.
3.1.2. Fulfillment of the additional quantitative requirements of the
UNWE
Group G : The candidate has 80 points out of the required 80
points. This includes the supervision and successful defense of two
PhD students.
Group H: Their candidate 524.2 points out of the required 320
points. This includes a monograph, scientific publications in
Scopus and Web of Science , other publications, participation in

projects, textbooks, etc.
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Group I: Candidate has 337.3 points out of required 120 points.
This includes classroom occupancy, developed lecture courses, etc.
In total , the candidate has 941.5 points out of the required 520
points. Therefore, the applicant meets the additional quantitative
requirements of the UNWE.

Total for quantitative requirements, the candidate has 1771.5
points out of the required 1070 points. This candidate meets the

guantitative requirements for the academic position of "Professor".

OCS for over 2,000 hours. Assoc. Prof. Boshnakov also performs classroom
work in a foreign language.

The candidate co-authored three textbooks on the specialty of the
competition. Also, Assoc. Prof. Boshnakov participates in the development of
new lecture courses, including in curricula on Specific Models for Econometric
Analysis, Data Analysis with Excel , Econometric Methods in Financial
Management, Introduction to Quantitative Finance, etc.

The presented evidence provides grounds for concluding that the
candidate has the necessary experience and training to obtain an academic
qualification in the specialty "Statistics, Econometrics and Demography

(Statistical Analysis of External Migration and Panel Data Analysis)".

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications

The total number of works submitted for review is 29 (according to the
submitted publication list). Of them: one independent monograph ; five co-
authorships in monographs ; six articles and studies published in scientific
publications, referenced and indexed in Scopus and/or Web of Science; fourteen
articles and reports published in scientific publications, referenced in other
international databases with scientific information or with scientific review;
three participations in writing textbooks and aids. The presented publications
correspond to the announced competition.

The presented publications make it possible to define several main
directions of scientific research. The first and main direction of publication

activity, which also corresponds to the scientific specialty of the competition, is

the statistical study of external migration. Publications numbered (according to
the presented list) 1, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 18, 20, 24, 25 and 26 belong to this
group. The second main direction in scientific research is statistical research of
the economy and econometrics. Publications numbered 2, 4, 11, 13, 15, 16, 17,
19 and 22 belong to this group. In addition to these two areas, the candidate also
publishes research on other issues — digital services, fundamental analysis, etc.

The monograph submitted for review "Statistical study of the potential
for external migration and its factors in Bulgaria after the accession and in the
EU™ is in volume, structure and scientific value meeting the requirements for a
habilitation thesis. It conducts a statistical study of the potential for external
migration of the resident Bulgarian population in the period after 2007. The
monograph also pays attention to the factors whose action is expected to be
significant after Bulgaria's accession to the EU. On the basis of the obtained
results, conclusions are formulated regarding the possible national and regional
policies regarding the external migration of the Bulgarian population.

The publications submitted for review meet the requirements for holding

the academic position "professor".

6. Assessment of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

In the publications submitted for review, scientific and applied scientific
results of a contributing nature can be identified. In general, they can be
presented as follows:

First, developed are statistical models for analysis through panel data;

Second, the announcements of Bulgarian citizens for external migration

and the effects of this have been identified;
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Third, obtained are new empirical results regarding the effects of the

sectoral concentration of FDI in Bulgaria, etc.

7. Critical remarks and suggestions

The presented evidence supports my belief in the professional
competence of Assoc. Dr. Venelin Boshnakov for holding the academic
position of "professor" in the position of "Statistics, econometrics and
demography (statistical analysis of special external migration and analysis of
panel data)”. | recommend to the candidate to develop research on external
migration and influence the creation of added value in the Bulgarian economy

and the deepening of inequality.
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8. Conclusion

The presented results for the fulfillment of national and university
requirements, educational and teaching activities, scientific research and
practical activities, achieved scientific and scientific-applied results, give reason
to give a high evaluation to the candidate who participated in the competition.
This gives me the reason to express a categorically positive attitude towards the
presented competition and to propose to the respected members of the scientific
jury to support the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Venelin Boshnakov for the
academic position of "professor" in 3.8. Economics, research specialist
"Statistics, econometrics and demography (statistical analysis of external

migration and panel data analysis)".
