Subject: competition for "professor” in 3.8 "Economics", scientific specialty
"Statistics, econometrics and demography (statistical analysis of external migration and
analysis of panel data)" at the UNWE.

1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Statistics and
Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics of the UNWE, according to
Decision of the AC No. 9/30.11.2022, published in State Gazette No. 98/09.12.2022.
| have been selected as a member of the scientific jury under Order No. 264/08.02.2023 of
the Rector of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition from the Department of Statistics and
Econometrics at UNWE is Venelin Nikolaev Boshnakov, an associate professor at the same
department.
In 1994, the candidate graduated with a master's degree in "Statistics and Econometrics™ at
the department of the same name at UNWE-Sofia. In December 2005, he successfully
defended his doctoral degree in the scientific specialty 05.02.06 "Statistics and Demography™
at the same university. In the following years, he participated in a large number of short-term
and medium-term academic trainings in the field of statistics and econometrics in Bulgaria
and abroad. In parallel, assoc. prof. Boshnakov holds various expert positions in state and
private organizations, being an active participant in a large number of national and
international projects as a statistical analytics expert.
Within the framework of the University of National and World Economy, associate professor
Boshnakov holds both teaching (at the Department of Statistics and Econometrics) and
management-administrative positions, as follows:

* assistant (1998-2002), senior assistant (2002-2005), chief assistant (2005-2010),
associate professor (since 2010);

» member of the Quality Council at UNWE (2009-2020);

« chief Secretary of the UNWE for Science (2012-2020);

« scientific secretary of the Department of "Statistics and Econometrics” (2018-2020);

» dean of the "Applied Informatics and Statistics” faculty (from 2021).

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
According to the submitted report on the fulfillment of the regulatory requirements of the
LDASRB and the Rules for its implementation, assoc. prof. Boshnakov fulfills the minimal



national requirements for occupying the academic position of "professor”. He obtained a PhD
in the scientific specialty "Statistics and Demography" after successfully completing a
dissertation in 2005. The total number of points from all indicators under individual groups
of national requirements is 830 and exceeds the required minimum of 550 points. The points
for the additional quantitative requirements of the UNWE are also significantly above the
required minimum - 941.5 points with a minimum of 520 points.

The candidate also meets the quality requirements, as his contribution to research on a great
number of international migration and income inequality projects is indisputable, his
participation (including as a coordinator) in national expert groups and consortia, he has
repeatedly been a member of scientific juries at UNWE, SA-Svishtov and the Economic
Research Institute at BAS. Assoc. prof. Boshnakov has been a visiting researcher in
university units in two foreign universities: University of Leicester, Department of
Economics and University of Essex, Institute for Social and Economic Research. He is
involved in a huge number of research and business and educational projects of a university,
national and international nature. He made significant contributions to the development and
improvement of the internal normative university documentation of the UNWE.

Regarding the fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the
academic position of "professor” at UNWE, the Habilitation council of the UNWE also has
given a positive opinion about the candidate.

4. Assessment of the teaching activity for each candidate individually
To date, the total work experience as a professor of the candidate Venelin Boshnakov is 24
years, of which 13 years as an associate professor. During this period, he led courses in the
following disciplines: "Statistics”, "Econometrics”, "Applied Econometrics”, "Business
Analysis for Management Decisions”, "Panel Data Analysis with Specialized Software",
"Specific Models for Econometric Analysis”, "Data Analysis with Excel”, "Econometric
Methods in Financial Management", "Introduction to Quantitative Finance™ and others.
He has participated in the development of a significant number of new study courses and
curricula for Doctoral, Masters and Bachelor programs such as: "Applied Econometrics”,
"Business Analysis for Management Decisions”, "Panel Data Analysis with Specialized
Software', 'Specific Models for Econometric Analysis', 'Data Analysis with Excel,
'‘Econometric Methods in Financial Management', 'Introduction to Quantitative Finance' and
'Econometric Analysis of Panel Data'.
The total employment of assoc. prof. Boshnakov amounts to 2498 hours of lectures in
Bachelor, Masters, and Doctoral programs, which exceeds the required 1000 hours of
lectures according to the criteria of the UNWE.
The above confirms that the teaching activity of associate professor Venelin Boshnakov fully
corresponds to the subject of the announced competition, and his many years of teaching
experience, preparation and completed employment meet the requirements for occupying the
academic position of "professor".

5. Brief characteristics of scientific papers/publications submitted
The candidate assoc. prof. Venelin Boshnakov, PhD participated in the competition for
"professor” with a total of 29 scientific works and publications, presented in a summarized
form, as follows:
* Monography - 1 pc., independent.
* Scientific studies and articles — 15 pcs., of which 4 are independent.
* Scientific reports — 5 pcs., of which 3 pcs. independent.



* Published chapters of collective monographs and books - 5 pcs.

* Textbooks and aids — 3 pcs.
The candidate's scientific publications are on the topic of the competition, and the presented
scientific production does not repeat the publications in connection with the acquisition of
the academic position of "associate professor".
In scientific works and publications, the candidate examines current and significant issues
related to the statistical analysis of external migration and the applied econometric analysis
of panel data.
A kind of assessment of the quality of the candidate’s scientific output is its citation rate. The
reference from the University Library of the UNWE shows 101 citations in global databases
(SCOPUS and Web of Science), in full-text databases (CEEOL, etc.) and in other sources.
According to Google Scholar, the candidate's publications — as author or co-author — have
been cited 240 times (of which 110 after 2018).

6. Synthesis of the main scientific and applied contributions of the candidates

The scientific works submitted by the candidate for the competition, as well as the results of
his overall research and teaching activities, allow to derive a number of positive results,
including contributions, some of which are as follows:

A. Scientific contributions
* A number of unsolved problems in the field of statistical modeling for the purposes of the
empirical analysis of the attitudes of Bulgarian citizens towards external migration have been
identified and studied.
* The obtained empirical results on actual effects of external migration processes in Bulgaria
in the second decade of the 21st century provide direction for rethinking the theoretical
concepts and scientific views regarding the factors of external migration as a socially
significant socio-economic phenomenon.
 The analytical potential of alternative proven specifications of statistical models for panel
data analysis is revealed, which provides an opportunity for their adaptation in solving
analogous research tasks in empirical studies.

B. Scientific and applied contributions

* A lack of information resources has been identified regarding the empirical justification of
the influence of the key factors determining the attitudes of Bulgarian migrants towards
returning and settling in Bulgaria or other behavioral decisions of persons with international
mobility.

* New knowledge was extracted for the multifaceted characterization of the accumulated
experience of internationally mobile persons returning to Bulgaria, and their orientation
towards staying or subsequent departure abroad.

» The application of a specific statistical method - regression models with a categorical
dependent variable - has been improved for empirical analysis of the propensity of the
respondents to return to Bulgaria and the main determinants of mobility decisions.

* The scientific and applied knowledge regarding the determinants of the propensity for
emigration of the Bulgarian population has been enriched.

» New empirical results have been obtained regarding the effects of emigration processes,
which contribute to enriching the information provision of the analysis of national and
regional policies on the regulation of external migration.

* Specific regression models have been adapted for the analysis of panel data from the "fixed



effects” category by testing alternative non-linear specifications.
* New analytical information was received regarding the influence of foreign direct
investments on the level of productivity by economic sectors.

7. Key notes and recommendations to each candidate individually
The accumulated experience in scientific research, the long-term teaching work, as well as
the achieved significant results in the field of applied statistics and more specifically in the
research of the external migration and the analysis of panel data, give the reason not to make
any specific critical remarks to the candidate.

8. Conclusion

The indisputable evidence provided and the evaluations made of the scientific,
teaching and research activities of the candidate assoc. prof. Venelin Boshnakov, PhD prove
that he meets the requirements of LDASRB and the criteria of UNWE for occupying the
academic position of "'professor"'.

All this gives me the reason to give my positive assessment of the candidacy and to
propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics of the
UNWE to elect associate professor Venelin Nikolaev Boshnakov for the academic
position of "professor' in the scientific specialty "Statistics, econometrics and demography
(statistical analysis of external migration and panel data analysis)".
