2. Brief Information About the Candidates in the Competition

One candidate participated in the competition: Associate Professor Venelin Nikolaev
Boshnakov, PhD, Department of "Statistics and Econometrics”, Faculty of "Applied
Informatics and Statistics” of the University of National and World Economy - Sofia.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

From the materials provided to me related to the implementation of: the minimum
National requirements for occupying the academic position "Professor”; the specific
qualitative and quantitative requirements of the UNWE for occupying the academic position
"Professor”, | found that the references are correctly prepared and accurately reflect the
scientific achievements of the candidate. Their implementation has also been confirmed by
the Habilitation Council of the UNWE.

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition, Assoc. prof. Venelin Nikolaev Boshnakov, PhD,
fulfills all the National minimum requirements for occupying the academic position of
"professor", in accordance with the ZRASRB under (art. 2b) and the Regulations for its
application (art.

Venelin Boshnakov was a member of 17 scientific juries for the
awarding of the educational and scientific degree "doctor" and for the selection of academic
positions “chief assistant” and "associate professor”. The candidate was a visiting researcher
at the University of Leicester (University of Leicester, Department of Economics, Public
Sector Economics Research Center) and Essex (University of Essex, Institute for Social and
Economic Research, European Center for Analysis in the Social Sciences), United Kingdom.

4. Assessment of teaching activity for each applicant individually

Assoc. prof. Venelin Nikolaev Boshnakov has many years of experience as a teacher
in the Department of Statistics and Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and
Statistics. For the last 5 (five) academic years, the total classroom occupancy amounts to
2,000 hours of lectures, which exceeds twice the required minimum of 1,000 hours. He has
developed curricula for new courses in the Bachelor and Masters degrees offering a modern
qualification in business -analytical professions in the disciplines "Business analysis for
management decisions"”, "Analysis of panel data with specialized software", "Data analysis
with Excel” and "Quantitative Methods in International Management"”. He contributed to the
writing of the textbooks "Quantitative Methods and Models", "Introduction to
Econometrics™, "Statistical Analysis in Sociological, Economic and Business Research” and
"Econometrics”. He has trained doctoral students and young scientists (BG051P0001-3.3.06-
0032 "Training of doctoral students innovators, visionaries and target analysts - an
investment with European dimensions™), university professors (BG051P0001-3.1.09-0024
"Facing the new challenges of the time: a modern system for career development of the
teaching staff of UNWE") and employees of the Azerbaijan Statistical Institute (a joint
program of NSI-UNWE). He was a member of an expert committee (expert on research



methodology) at the Ministry of Education and Culture under Project BG051P0001.3.2.03-
000 "Management for Effective Vocational Education (PE)".

Assoc. prof. Venelin Boshnakov has two successfully defended PhD students.

All this gives me reason to conclude that the candidate possesses the necessary
educational, scientific and teaching qualities to hold the academic position of "Professor" at
UNWE.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications

When applying for participation in the competition for the academic position of
"professor”, Assoc. prof. Venelin Boshnakov provided a list of scientific publications, a total
of 26 (twenty-six). Scientific works include: 1 independent monograph, 15 scientific studies
and articles, 5 scientific reports, 5 published chapters of collective monographs/books. 5
(five) of the mentioned articles and 1 (one) study were published in scientific publications,
referenced and indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information - Scopus, Web
of Science.

Additionally, 3 (three) textbooks and study aids are included in the list.

The scientific publications of Assoc. prof. Venelin Boshnakov explored problems in
the following areas:

e the demographic topic of migration, with a focus on the potential, objectives, results
and effects, regional differences and causes of external migration — papers 1, 5, 6, 7,
8,9, 10, 12, 18, 20, 24, 25 and 26;

e macroeconomic analysis of economic development, sectoral dynamics and
productivity, foreign investments and public expenditures — papers 2, 4, 16, 17, 19, 21
and 22;

e income inequality and its relationship with the taxation system — papers 11, 13 and
15;

e digitalization in both aspects — as a means of increasing company competitiveness
and as a process digitalization in the public sector in the provision of digital services
to the population — papers 3 and 23.

The described directions in the scientific research activity of Assoc. prof. Venelin
Boshnakov are in full accordance with the scientific specialty of the competition. The
publications are distinguished by a thorough theoretical and conceptual justification of the
problems, practical orientation, correct argumentation and precise analytical results.

Based on the reviewed materials and documents of the candidate for the academic
position of "Professor” at UNWE, as well as on the basis of the automated check for
repeatability of the provided scientific production, at the time of the preparation of the
opinion there is no evidence of the presence of fraudulent use of the works of other authors
by Assoc. prof. Venelin Boshnakov.



6. Synthesis of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicants

From the submitted publications for participation in the competition, the following
contributions of the candidate can be identified:

e scientific contributions related to:

o study of the statistical modeling of the attitudes of Bulgarian citizens towards
external migration;

o rethinking the theoretical concepts and scientific views regarding the factors
of external migration, considering the specific context of the socio-economic
environment in Bulgaria;

o establishing the analytical potential of alternative specifications of statistical
models for panel data analysis, with possibilities for adaptation in similar
research tasks.

e scientific and applied contributions in the field of international migration of the
Bulgarian population after Bulgaria's accession to the EU (2007):

o identification of gaps in the information provision of the analysis of the
influence of the key factors determining the attitudes of Bulgarian emigrants
towards return;

o establishing the accumulated experience of internationally mobile persons
returning to Bulgaria and the propensity of mobile persons to transfer part of
their income to Bulgaria;

o refinement of regression models with a categorical dependent variable in
empirical analysis of the propensity to return to Bulgaria and the main
determinants of mobility decisions;

o the current economic situation of households with returned emigrants and the
orientation towards new migration is characterized, as well as the key factors
for re-migration;

e scientific and applied contributions related to the application of statistical panel
analysis in the study of the dynamics of economic sectors in Bulgaria:

o adaptation of specific regression models for fixed-effects panel data analysis
through alternative non-linear specifications;

o received new analytical information on the impact of foreign direct investment
on the level of productivity by economic sector;

o new empirical results have been obtained regarding the effects of sectoral
concentration of foreign direct investment in Bulgaria in the period after the
global crisis of 2008-2009.

7. Key critical notes and recommendations for each candidate individually

I have no critical remarks or recommendations for the candidate.
