1. Information about the Procedure
The Procedure is announced for the needs of the Department of Statistics
and Econometrics of the Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics at
UNWE, according to the Decision of the Academic Council No. 9/30.11.2022,
published in the State Gazette No. 98 / 09.12.2022. | participate in the
Scientific Jury on the Procedure according to Ordinance No. 258 / 08.02.2023
of the Deputy Rector for Research and International Cooperation of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates on the Procedure
The only candidate on this Procedure is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Venelin Boshnakov.
Venelin Boshnakov graduated at UNWE in 1994 with a degree
“Economist in Statistics and Econometrics” (MSc equivalent). From 1997 to



2001 he was enrolled a part-time PhD program at the Department of Statistics
and Econometrics at UNWE, and in 1998 he joined the Department as a full-
time lecturer. He defended his dissertation in Scientific Specialty “Statistics
and Demography” in 2005. He passed through the positions of junior assistant,
assistant, and senior assistant professor until 2010 when he was promoted by
habilitation to “Associate Professor” at the same department, where he still
holds this position. Over the past 30 years he has worked for short periods at
various institutions as an expert in statistical information provision and
analysis, including the Ministry of Economic Development (Economic
Information and Analysis Department), the World Bank (short-term
consultant), the National Statistical Institute (local expert for an international
project), the EC Joint Research Centre /JRC/B/02, Fiscal Policy Analysis Unit/
(external expert), the Ministry of Education and Science (external expert for
projects by EC Operational Programs).

In December 2020 he has been elected as a Dean of the Faculty of
Applied Informatics and Statistics, and currently holds this position.
Previously, he served two mandates (2012-2019) as UNWE Secretary General
for Research; member of the Quality Assurance Council of UNWE (2009-
2020); Scientific Secretary of the Department of Statistics and Econometrics
(2017-2019). He is a member of the International Microsimulation Association
(since 2017).

3. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position

The candidate on this Procedure — Associate Prof. Dr. Venelin Boshnakov
— has fulfilled the quantitative requirements for the position of “Full Professor”
at UNWE, as evidenced by his completed Quantitative Requirements Card and
the positive Statement of UNWE Commission on Quantitative Requirements.

He has a total of 1771 points against a minimum of 1070 points. It is evident



from his completed card that there are no outstanding quantitative requirements
for the individual criteria. According to the attached positive Statement of
UNWE Habilitation Council, he also meets the qualitative requirements for the
position of “Full Professor” at UNWE.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

Assoc. Prof. Venelin Boshnakov has a long teaching experience — nearly
25 years. He has taught a number of courses to undergraduate and graduate
students, including in English:

1) Applied econometrics

2) Business analysis for management decisions

3) Panel data analysis with specialized software

4) Specific models for econometric analysis

5) Data analysis with Excel

6) Econometric methods in financial management

7) Introduction to Quantitative Finance

In addition to lecturing for full-time students, the candidate also teaches in
distance learning programs of UNWE. He has published textbooks on Statistics
and Econometrics for both forms of study.

Assoc. Prof. V. Boshnakov has sufficient classroom workload, exceeding

the normative lecturing threshold more than 2 times in the recent years.

- Statistical study of foreign direct investment in Bulgaria — publications
with numbers 4,17,21.

- Other /income inequality, digital services to the population, etc./ -
publications with numbers 3,11,15.

The main publication of Assoc. Prof. Boshnakov is a habilitation
monograph entitled "Statistical Study of the Potential for External Migration
and its Factors in Bulgaria after its Accession to the EU™ (published by
UNWE Publishing Complex, 2022). As evident from the title, the monograph
Is devoted to the statistical study of external migration from Bulgaria after
2007. Structurally, it consists of three chapters, an introduction and a

conclusion. The total volume of the monograph is 128 pages, including 3 pages
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bibliography. In addition to this, there are 17 pages of annexes. The
introduction defines the aim and objectives, the object and subject of the study
and the limitations of the study.

The first chapter is conceptual and examines the external migration as a
multilayered socio-economic and demographic phenomenon. Different theories
of outward migration are presented according to specialized literature around
the world. A review of Bulgarian research in this area is presented. All this
testifies to the good knowledge and competence of the author regarding the
studied issues. This chapter also presents the so-called “typological approach”
to the study of out-migration based on sample surveys.

Chapter 2 presents the results of a study of the potential for out-migration
in Bulgaria based on data from two representative sample surveys conducted in
2007 and 2013. The distributions of the survey responses are predominantly
presented here. Comparisons between the two studies and meaningful
conclusions based on them are derived. In addition, the results from the so
called “direct approach” and a study of the official data on the actual emigration
of Bulgarian citizens are presented, as well as the preliminary results from a
trial for reconciliation of data from different research approaches.

Chapter 3 presents the results from an study of the determinants of out-
migration attitudes, again based on data from the two sample surveys. In
addition, this chapter presents the results from a questionnaire sample survey of
external migration experts conducted in 2022, on the basis of which alternatives
for external migration policies were outlined.

In the conclusion, the main findings in the monographic work are
presented, arising from the results of the empirical studies in chapters two and
three. Overall, the monography has the qualities of a comprehensive statistical

study and my evaluation of it is very high.
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In all four main areas of research activity of Assoc. Prof. V. Boshnakov
the depth of the analysis is manifested, which is supported by the correct
implementation of statistical methodology, the meaningful results obtained
through it, and the relevant conclusions drawn. It is indisputable that the author
has the necessary competences regarding the methods for statistical analysis,
uses them correctly, and draws thorough conclusions based on the results

obtained by their application.

6. Assessment of the scientific and applied contributions

In the Contributions Report of Assoc. Prof. V. Boshnakov a total of 11
contributions are listed, divided into two groups — scientific and applied. The
scientific contributions are three and the applied contributions are eight. In
turn, the applied research is grouped into two thematic areas — migration and
sectoral characteristics. | endorse these contributions, but I have one comment
— they could be presented in a more synthesised and concise way and would
become clearer and more understandable. In addition, there are other
contributions not mentioned by the candidate — for example, in the research on
income inequality in Bulgaria. In summary, | can say that there are significant
contributions in the candidate's research, which are sufficient to hold the

position of “Full Professor” in Economics at UNWE.

7. Critical notes and recommendations
| have no substantial criticisms towards the materials submitted for review
by the candidate. | have two recommendations to Dr. Boshnakov.
1) In both migration studies and his other research, there is a potential for
much larger-scale studies, both in terms of application of statistical methods

used for analysis, and even more in terms of the data available. The possibility
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of realizing this potential in his subsequent research should not be overlooked.
2) The second one is in relation to the previous recommendation, namely,
to focus its efforts on publishing the results of his research in prestigious
scientific journals indexed in Scopus and Web of Science. This way, he will be
able to disseminate to a wider scientific community his achievements, that are

(in my judgment) of sound scientific level and should be promoted.

8. Conclusion
On the basis of the above presented evaluation, and without any
hesitation, 1 will vote "FOR' awarding the academic position of “Full

Professor” at UNWE to Associate Prof. Dr. Venelin Boshnakov.
