Field ,,Statistics, Econometrics, and Demography* at UNWE.

1. Information about the Procedure

This Procedure is announced by request of the Department of Statistics
and Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics, according to a
Decision of UNWE Academic Council Ne 9 / 30.11.2022, posted in State
Gazette Ne 98 / 09.12.2022, by Professional Area 3.8 ,,Economics®, Scientific
Field ,,Statistics, Econometrics, and Demography (statistical analysis in external
migration studies)“. | participate in the Scientific Jury on this Procedure
according to Ordinance Ne 264 / 08.02.2023 of the Vice Rector on Research and
International Cooperation of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates on the Procedure

The only candidate for the Procedure is Associate Prof. Dr. Venelin
Nikolaev Boshnakov. He graduated with a Master's degree in Statistics and
Econometrics in 1994. He has been appointed as a lecturer at the Department of
Statistics and Econometrics at UNWE in 1998, obtained a PhD degree in
Economics in 2005, and was promoted to Associate Professor in 2010. Since
2021 he is the Dean of the Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics. Dr.
Boshnakov is a member of the Board of the Center for Statistical Research at
UNWE; in the period 2009-2020 he served as a member of UNWE Quality
Assurance Council; in the period 2012-2020 — UNWE Secretary General for
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Research. In the period 2004-2005 he was also a short-term consultant to the
World Bank (representative office in Sofia). In 2017 he was a short-term
external expert at the Joint Research Centre of the European Commission (JRC-
Seville).

His teaching activity consists in lecturing on classical and modern
statistics and econometrics subjects: Statistics, Introduction to Econometrics,
Quantitative Methods and Models, Econometric Methods in Financial
Management, and Quantitative Methods in International Management. The
research activity of Dr. Boshnakov is very rich and mainly focused on:
statistical analysis of sample survey data; microeconometrics; statistical
analysis of panel data; international economics (international labour migration,
migrant transfers, circular migration; foreign direct investment); public sector
economics (hidden economy; income distribution and inequality, income
redistribution through tax-transfer intervention; applied microsimulation
analysis). He has successfully completed 7 specializations abroad. Dr.
Boshnakov has extensive experience in the implementation and management of
30 national and international projects in Economic & Social Siences.

3. Provision of formal requirements for taking the position
3.1. Provision of quantitative requirements

Dr. Venelin Boshnakov has fully met the minimum national requirements
according to the Academic Staff Promotion Law /ASPL/ (Article 2b) and ASPL
Implementation Regulation (Article 1a, paragraph 1) — 926 points against the
required minimum of 550 points — and exceeds significantly the specific
additional requirements for UNWE (according to ASPL, Article 2b, paragraph
5) and ASPL Implementation Regulation (Article 1a, paragraphs 2-3). Positive
evaluation deserve the published 4 articles in journals indexed in SCOPUS
and/or Web of Science; 16 articles and reports published in other refereed
journals; 6 chapters in collective monographs; 9 citations in scientific journals
indexed in Scopus / WoS; 3 published university textbooks, etc. He has been a
scientific supervisor of two successfully defended PhD students.

3.2.  Provision of qualitative requirements

According to the submitted Evaluation Form and the Statement of
UNWE Habilitation Council, of which I am a member, Dr. Boshnakov is
recognized as an established researcher with undisputed contributions to the
national and international development of knowledge in the field of
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international migration in the period 2003-2013. He participated in an
interdisciplinary scientific group for empirical research in international
migration of the Bulgarian population — with participants from the Economic
Research Institute at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, UNWE, National
Statistical Institute — conducting a series of nationally representative sample
surveys among the Bulgarian population, as well as 2 surveys among
Bulgarians abroad (Spain and Switzerland). Another significant area of his
research is related to income inequality analysis — since 2007 (as a Visiting
Fellow at the University of Essex) he has been working in the field of welfare
economics and tax-transfer microsimulation for: income distribution and
inequality analysis, tax-benefit intervention, social assistance policies, etc.

He is an active member of scientific / programme boards such as: the
Management Committee of COST Programme network; Chair of the
Organizing Committee of an international scientific conference of
ENGAGE.EU European University Alliance. He represented UNWE at 13
national and international forums. Dr. Boshnakov has made a significant
contribution to the development of UNWE Internal Regulations; for 8 years he
was the head of organizational unit for UNWE Research Forum "Annual
Scientific Session".

Assoc. Prof. Boshnakov has participated in numerous Scientific Juries:
11 for PhD theses defense, 4 for promotions to “Senior Assistant Professor”,
and 2 for promotions to “Associate Professor”, writing evaluation reviews or
statements for juries at UNWE, D.A. Tsenov Academy of Economics —
Svishtov, and Economic Research Institute at BAS. He has made a significant
contribution in favor of the reputation of UNWE, the Faculty of Applied
Informatics and Statistics, and the Department of Statistics and Econometrics.
He is a lecturer and researcher of high ethics and morality.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

Dr. Venelin Boshnakov is an established and respected lecturer with
more than 25 years of experience at UNWE. He has developed curricula and
taught lecture courses in the following disciplines: in the BSc programme in
“Statistics and Econometrics” ("Applied Econometrics™); in MSc programme in
“Business Data Analysis with Specialized Software” ("Business Analysis for
Managerial Decisions" and "Panel Data Analysis with Specialized Software");
in other MSc programmes at UNWE ("Specific Models for Econometric
Analysis"; "Data Analysis with Excel"; "Econometric Methods in Financial
Management"; "Introduction to Quantitative Finance™). The curricula developed
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by him are characterized by innovativeness and an aspiration to transfer and
adapt the positive experience of foreign universities in the relevant subjects.

The teaching workload of Dr. Boshnakov shows that in the period 2017-
2022 he has systematically exceeded the annual norm for teaching workload
established for UNWE (with a requirement of 1000 lecture hours of classroom
employment, he has actually conducted more than 2000 hours for the last 5
years). He also teaches in English at the UNWE Master's degree programme
"International Business with English Teaching”, on the course "Quantitative
Methods in International Management".

The lecture courses of Dr. Bosnakov are academically sound and at the
same time practically oriented. They fully comply with the established
academic standards for teaching at UNWE. This opinion is confirmed by the 3
textbooks for full-time study and 1 textbook for distance learning published by
him, independently or in co-authorship. All of them are peer-reviewed and have
ISBNs from the UNWE Publishing Complex. The candidate's teaching
experience and very high competence level are in full compliance with the
requirements for the announced Procedure for taking academic position of "Full
Professor” in the professional field 3.8 "Economics", scientific specialty
"Statistics, Econometrics and Demography (Statistical Analysis of External
Migration).

5. General Review of submitted publications and assessment of
scientific and applied contributions

Dr. Venelin Boshnakov has submitted on the Procedure 29 publications:
monographs, studies, articles, reports and textbooks, published after taking the
academic position of “Associate Professor”: habilitation monograph entitled
"Statistical study of the potential for external migration and its factors in
Bulgaria after its accession to the EU" published in 2022 by UNWE Publishing
Complex; 5 published chapters in books or monographs (1 of which in
English); 15 articles and extended papers (8 of which in English), 5 papers
published in proceedings of scientific conferences (3 of which in English) and 3
textbooks. | have merged Items 5 and 6 of the UNWE Form for a Review
regarding a Procedure for “Full Professor” in order to simultaneously
characterize the submitted scientific publications and systematize their major
contributions.

5.1. Contributions in the habilitation monography entitled **Statistical
study of the potential for external migration and its factors in Bulgaria after
its accession to the EU™ and in 11 other publications on the topic.
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o The major factors of the propensity of Bulgarians to emigrate are
skillfully derived and partially enriched. The results obtained, as well as the
empirically confirmed working hypotheses of the author, are undoubtedly
significant for the analysis in at least three aspects, in my opinion: revealing the
effects of emigration processes nationally and internationally; enhancing the
objectives and capabilities of the national and regional policies for regulating
external migration, outlining the role of migration for the economic status of
households, and in particular the role of money transfers from abroad to raise
the standard of living in our country.

o The author has identified significant information provision
problems that relate to the empirical analysis and justification of key factors
determining the attitudes of Bulgarian migrants to return to their homeland.

o The author has conducted an in-depth statistical analysis of the
data from several nationally representative sample surveys in our country
conducted in the period 2011-2018. As a result, the economic status of
households with returned migrants is characterized, as well as the ability of
these persons to transfer income to relatives and acquaintances in Bulgaria. In
addition to the professionally performed statistical analysis by Dr. Boshnakov, |
would especially like to focus on his contribution related to the competent
improvement of the application of regression models with categorical
independent variables, applied for the purpose of empirical analysis of the
desire of respondents to return.

o A number of unsolved problems in the field of statistical and
econometric modeling for the purpose of empirical analysis of the attitudes of
Bulgarian citizens towards external migration are identified and possible
adequate solutions are sought and proposed.

o The specific application of alternative specifications of statistical
models for panel data analysis is justified, which has enabled the author to
skillfully adapt them in solving research tasks requiring statistical analysis of
panel data.

5.2. Contributions to the statistical analysis of the dynamics of
economic sectors based on panel data.

. The application of specific regression models for the analysis of
panel (longitudinal) data by "fixed effects” types of models is skillfully adapted
by approbation of alternative nonlinear specifications.

o The impact of foreign direct investment on the level of
productivity by economic sector is comprehensively studied, based on the
application of alternative specifications of regression models for panel data
analysis.
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o New results are obtained by the author on the effects of sectoral
concentration of FDI in Bulgaria after 2009. They contribute to the enriching of
information provision for the analysis of national and sectoral policies to
promote foreign investment in the national economy.

6. Critical notes and recommendations

The overall review of the content of the focused research and teaching
activities of Dr. Venelin Boshnakov gives me grounds for formulating three
remarks and recommendations:

1) In terms of the submitted monography — this work sets significant goals
both in scope and depth of the considered issues. A number of elements could
be added to it that would enrich its content. It is recommended that the author
continue his research work on this topic by including: a critical comparative
analysis of official statistical sources on the stocks and flows of migrants in the
host countries; a summary analysis of the information from the four most recent
censuses in Bulgaria on the external migration of Bulgarian population since the
start of socio-economic reforms in 1992, as well as regional aspects and
imbalances of the potential for external migration (an issue partially explored in
some of the candidate's publications but not in the monography).

2) In terms of research — Dr. Boshnakov participates in a number of
international projects and research infrastructures, where significant
information resources and data facilitating modern scientific work are available.
In my opinion, these opportunities have not been sufficiently exploited in the
candidate's publication activity (with the exception of a few publications). It is
recommended that in the future he should focus his efforts on this axis, while
also supporting the involvement and advance of young PhD students from the
department.

3) Given the scientific level of the empirical analyses carried out by the
candidate, | recommend Dr. Boshnakov to look for opportunities to publish his
scientific results in international journals with a higher impact factor, for which
in my opinion there is a potential.

7. Conclusions
As a result of the thorough review of the professional characteristics of
the candidate, the comprehensive quantitative and qualitative assessment of the

criteria and indicators for teaching and research activities, with full conviction |
can suggest the members of the distinguished Jury to vote “For” the
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appointment to the academic position of "Full Professor" in Professional Field
3.8 "Economics", scientific specialty "Statistics, Econometrics and
Demography (Statistical Analysis of External Migration)" of Associate Prof.
Dr. Venelin Nikolaev Boshnakov, whose candidature meets all the requirements
of Academic Staff Promotion Law, ASPL Implementation Regulation, and the
additional criteria and indicators of UNWE.
