The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Statistics and
Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics of the UNWE according to
Decision of the Academic Council No. 9 dated 30/11/2022. | am a member of the Academic
Rank Awarding Jury formed for the competition in accordance with Order No. 264 dated
08/02/2023 and issued by the Deputy Rector for Research and International Cooperation of
the UNWE.

10. Information on the candidate
e Brief biographical note
Venelin Nikolaev BOSHNAKOV is an Associate Professor at the Department of
Statistics and Econometrics at the UNWE, Sofia. In his work, he has been exceptionally



consistent and loyal to the UNWE, Sofia. He started his full-time teaching career in 1998 as
an Assistant Professor, becoming successively: a Senior Assistant Professor, a Chief

Assistant Professor and an Associate Professor from 2010 to the present.

He also held positions in other institutions in parallel and for brief periods: chief
specialist at the Ministry of Economic Development, external expert at the European
Commission's Joint Research Centre, and consultant at the World Bank representative office
in Bulgaria.

He is actively involved in UNWE’s administrative activities: he was a member of the
Managing Board of the Centre for Statistical Research at UNWE, a member of the Quality
Council at UNWE (2009-2020), chief secretary of UNWE for science (2012-2020), scientific
secretary of Department of Statistics and Econometrics (2018-2020), Dean of the Faculty of
Applied Informatics and Statistics (from 2021). He has attended numerous specialisations in

Bulgaria and abroad.

11. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

11.1. Fulfilment of the quantitative requirements

The minimum state requirements for occupying the Professorship academic position
have been substantially exceeded. The additional requirements introduced in the UNWE have
also been fulfilled. The card for the implementation of research and teaching activities has
been filled out correctly. It is noticeable that the activities are evenly distributed over time.
The presence of a significant number of publications in publications referenced and indexed
in world-renowned databases in itself indicates that the candidate is a professional scientist
with recognised skills and his works are of interest to a wide range of specialists from around
the world. This candidate’s activities include two doctoral students who defended their theses
under his supervision and this testifies that Associate Professor Boshnakov knows how to
convey his research experience and turn his knowledge into a product with practical

significance, innovation and a view into the future.

3.2. Fulfilment of quality requirements
The quality of Associate Professor Boshnakov's scientific teaching activities is truly

impressive. The main field of his creative pursuits are: international migration and income



inequality. In these areas, he makes part of national and international research teams
dedicated to the collection, processing and interpretation of data stores and is a generator of
ideas about the possibilities of regulating these processes in the interest of people, society
and the state. As deputy editor-in-chief of the Statistika Journal, Associate Professor
Boshnakov contributes to the dissemination of scientific ideas and thus enriches both his
knowledge and the knowledge of a large number of statisticians working in the field of
statistical science and practice. Expert and coordinator for Bulgaria of international scientific
networks, Associate Professor Boshnakov successfully combines his talent as a researcher
and his experience as an promoter and thus successfully raises the prestige of our country in
the international scientific community.

During his research and teaching career, Associate Professor Boshnakov has been a
member of 17 Academic Rank Awarding Juries, both in the UNWE and at the Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences as well as at the D.A. Tsenov Academy of Economics based in
Svishtov, Bulgaria. This means that he was promptly registered with the National Centre for
Information and Documentation (NACID) as a scientist meeting State Standards And
Criteria, and that he is widely known and preferred as an expert with a clear vision of the
legal regulations governing the development of the academic staff and a scientist with
reputation, able to evaluate on merit original developments and creative contributions. As a
visiting researcher in university departments in the UK, Associate Professor Boshnakov has
contributed to the transfer of experience and knowledge in the statistical study of income
inequality and tax-transfer redistribution of income using simulation models. As the
chairman of the Credentials Committee of two international scientific conferences, Associate
Professor Boshnakov has contributed to the dissemination of scientific ideas and to raising
the qualifications of researchers and teachers. As an expert in statistical analysis in 3 national
and 1 international research projects, Associate Professor Boshnakov contributed to the
implementation of a systematic empirical study of the external migration of the Bulgarian
population in the period 2007-2019 using sampling methods.

Applying his experience and knowledge, Associate Professor Boshnakov has
contributed to the development of new study disciplines for new major subjects at the
UNWE, offering modern qualifications in business-related analytical professions, among

which: "Business analysis for management decisions”, "Analysis of panel data applying



specialised software™, "Data analysis with Excel” and others. To help the teaching/learning
process, Associate Professor Boshnakov has participated in teams for the writing of 3
textbooks in the field of statistics and econometrics, which are at a high theoretical level and
at the same time make applicable and understandable the algorithms for statistical analysis
and the ways of econometric modelling of economic processes. The high ranking that
Associate Professor Boshnakov received when conducting the standardised online student
surveys conducted at the UNWE show his ability to use a differentiated approach in teaching,
to present the study material in an interesting and understandable way, and to encourage the
success of the students in dealing with their academic commitments.

For the purposes of conducting seminars, round tables and plenary sessions related to
the implementation of educational projects, Associate Professor Boshnakov has been selected
as a preferred lecturer and moderator. He has participated as an Expert on Research
Methodology within the Expert Commission at the Ministry of Education and Culture for the
implementation of the Management for Effective Professional Education Project. Associate
Professor Boshnakov has participated in 13 international scientific forums for the
presentation of reports with research results obtained during the implementation of research
projects. Through his participation in discussions on economic issues from the podium of
national mass media, Associate Professor Boshnakov has undoubtedly contributed to raising
the prestige of the university, in which he works, and for the formation of economic
competence of broader community.

The opinion received from the Habilitation Council of UNWE regarding the readiness

of Associate Professor Boshnakov to acquire the academic position of “professor” is positive.

12. Evaluation of candidate’s lecturing and teaching

Judging by the number of teaching hours given by the candidate over the last five
years, by the number and subject matter of the compiled new study programmes and
developed lecture courses, as well as by the number and subject matter of the issued
textbooks, | can confidently assert that Associate Professor Boshnakov has the necessary
experience, qualifications and subject concentration that make him an elite university

teacher. It is worth noting the coincidence of the topic of the candidate's educational activity
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and the topic of the competition. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications

13. Brief characteristics of presented academic works and publications

Associate Professor Boshnakov submitted a total of 29 publications for participation
in the competition, of which: one monograph authored by him only, five chapters of
collective monographs, fifteen studies and articles, five scientific reports and three textbooks.
Twelve of them are in English. Nine of them are independent. His scientific output is mainly
devoted to external migration, namely to quantitative aspects, economic activity of returning
migrants, and to the achievement of the goals of external migration. More specifically, his
work focuses the Bulgarian migrant community in Spain, among others. Other aspects of his
research activities are regional and national assessments of the state of the economy and the
potential for its development. The usefulness of the results obtained lies in their objectivity,
levered by competently developed statistical and econometric models.

Considering that external migration is the bearer of a complex mix of effects — both
social and economic — the study of the potential for external migration in a candidate's
monograph is of utter utility for the management of social processes and the provision of
skilled labour force for industries and activities in Bulgaria. The study of the factors shaping
migration attitudes is particularly valuable. With the help of the sample approach, Associate
Professor Boshnakov managed to overcome the available deficit of reliable statistical
information for researching the potential for external migration. Based on an in-depth
analysis of the pushing and restraining factors in relation to external migration, conclusions
have been formulated regarding possible national and regional policies to minimise the
negatives and utilise the positives of this demographic phenomenon. For example, the
probability of a permanent return to Bulgaria of Bulgarian migrants in Spain was investigated
through a survey.

In publication number 24 entitled Segmentation of Returning Migrants, grouping of
returnees was made according to indicators outlining their socio-demographic profiles
(gender, age, marital status and ethnicity); employment, income, education, social status;
their “integration” into the sending society upon their return to their homeland. He

established that as the length of stay abroad increases, the relative share of people who stated
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that they have achieved their goals has also increased significantly. It turns out that the
degree of satisfaction depends on the opportunity to save money during their stay abroad.

Another interesting and avant-garde aspect of Associate Professor Boshnakov's
scientific research is the study of the digital competitiveness of companies. Costs and
benefits were compared. The focus was on uncovering the factors shaping digital
competitiveness.

The significance of the candidate's scientific works is supported by the citations
presented.

The availability of the full spectrum of publications (monograph, chapters of
monographs, articles, reports, textbooks) gives the scientific community and all interested
parties the opportunity to become familiar with the results of the creative researches of
Associate Professor Boshnakov. The presence of a balance between independent publications
and co-authored publications shows the ability to work in a team, which creates prerequisites
for thorough and competent achievement of the set scientific goals. The presence of a clearly
expressed thematic focus in the publications of Associate Professor Boshnakov creates a
prerequisite for the studied problems to be discussed in many aspects, to be followed in

development.

14. Evaluation of scientific and scientifically applied contributions

| accept the scientific and applied scientific contributions as formulated by the author.
In my opinion, the study of the digital competitiveness of companies could be well included
into the list of author’s applied scientific contributions. The list of contributions certainly
corresponds to the achievements of the candidate's scientific works.

Precision and restraint typical of the formulations of those contributions is
impressive. When formulating the candidate’s contributions, it would make a practical sense
if each of them goes coupled with mentioning the publications where those contributions

appeared, one by one.
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15. Critical remarks and recommendations

| do not have any critical remarks to the candidate. The list of his research and
teaching activities is too long, too diverse and contributes significantly to raising the
authority of the Department of Statistics and Econometrics and the University of National
and World Economy, where he is employed.

16. Conclusion
