1. Competition information

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Statistics and
Econometrics and the Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics of the UNWE according
to the Decision of the Academic Council Ne9/30.11.2022. | participate in the composition of
the scientific jury of the competition according to the Order Ne258/08.02.2023 of the Rector
of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition
There is one candidate for the competition: Associate Professor Sonia Dakova
Chipeva, PhD, University of National and World Economy, Sofia, lecturer at the Department
of Statistics and Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position

3.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

The applicant has submitted the necessary evidence, which is supported by specific
documents for the various indicators included in the quantitative requirements card. With
regard to the implementation of National Minimum Requirements according to the Act on
development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations
on its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 1) under Group A, a Dissertation for the awarding of the
educational and scientific degree "Doctor" (50 points) has been submitted. The dissertation
with the title "Statistical approach to improve the phytosanitary monitoring of enemies of
agricultural crops" was defended on 26.9.2000 at the UNWE in the Scientific specialty
"Statistics and Demography"”. Under Group B, a habilitation thesis was presented in the form
of a monograph (100 points) with the title "Statistical and econometric analysis of economic
and financial aspects in the activity and stability of hospitals in the Republic of Bulgaria in
the period 2010-2021". The book with ISBN 978-619-232-659-3 has a volume of 306 pages
and was published in 2022 by the UNWE Publishing House.

In the indicators of group D, the candidate achieves 262.8 points, while according to
the minimum national requirements 200 points are needed. The accumulated points are



distributed as follows:

e 4 articles and reports published in scientific publications, refereed and indexed in
world-kmown databases with scientific information, and all four publications are co-
authored;

e 16 articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
published in edited collective volumes, 4 of which are independently written and 5 are
written in English;

e one independently written study in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
published in edited collective volumes;

e participation with 6 independent chapters in one collective monograph.

According to group E of the 100 points required according to the minimum national
requirements, the applicant achieves 175 points, which are due to 10 citations or reviews in
scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-known scientific information
databases or in monographs and collective volumes, two citations in peer-reviewed
monographs and collective volumes and one citation in a non-refereed peer-reviewed
publication.

In group F, out of the required 100 points according to the minimum requirements,
338.3 points were achieved, which are distributed as follows:

o supervision of two successfully defended PhD students;

o five participations in national scientific or educational projects;

e 0ne participation in an international scientific project;

e seven published university textbooks, two of which are independently written and
one of them is in English.

The additional requirements for the UNWE have also been met, according to the Act
on development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para. 5) and the
Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, paras. 2-3), and out of the required 520 points,
1100 points have been scored. Among the indicators of the additional requirements, the
supervision of two PhD students, the publication of 3 university textbooks, the guidance of
two university scientific projects, the significantly overfilled classroom occupancy at UNWE,
the development of 4 lecture courses in the master’s degree and 7 lecture courses in the
bachelor’s degree, as well as taking lectures in English at four foreign universities should be
distinguished.

The candidate for the competition, Assoc. Prof. Sonia Chipeva, PhD meets the
mandatory conditions under the Act on development of the academic staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria. In each of the groups, the scored points significantly exceed the mandatory points
required in the quantitative requirements card for the academic position "Professor” at
UNWE in professional fields with accredited doctoral programs in a scientific field 3. Social,
economic and legal sciences.

3.2. Fulfilment of the quality requirements

In the Card submitted by the applicant for the fulfilment of the qualitative
requirements, the four main groups of requirements are completely met - to be an established
researcher with contributions to the national or international development of knowledge, to
be an established lecturer with a university (national or international) contribution to the
teaching, learning and pedagogical development, to have received public recognition in the
practice of professional achievements, and to have public recognition in the practice of



professional achievements. In the first group, the following activities can be highlighted:
expert-statistician at the National Focus Centre on Addictions at the National Centre of
Public Health and Analyses, member of the jury for competitions for academic positions and
academic degrees in leading economic higher schools in Bulgaria, visiting as a researcher at
universities in Portugal, Great Britain and Russia, membership in the Program Council on
Research and Development Department at the UNWE, participation as a member of the
program board of two scientific conferences, 12 participations in business projects of a
university, national or international nature, as well as participation in the preparation of an
opinion, development of methodologies and membership in expert groups in three state
institutions such as the NSI, the specialized prosecutor's office and the National Centre of
Public Health and Analyses. Regarding the second group of criteria, the following more
important activities can be highlighted: development of new academic disciplines in the field
of statistics, econometrics and probability theory, participation in mobilities for the purpose
of teaching under the Erasmus+ program, playing an active role in the implementation of
bilateral agreements and cooperations of the UNWE with foreign universities and with
leading professional organizations. According to the third group of indicators, it should be
noted the applicant's participation as a leader and member of expert groups for the
accreditation of higher education institutions at the National agency for assessment and
accreditation (NAAA) in the professional fields of "Economy"” and "Administration and
Management™. In the last group of indicators, one can indicate the position of Deputy Dean
for Scientific Research at the Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics at UNWE and
maintenance of academic behavior with colleagues and students in accordance with
university traditions, ethics and tolerance in daily communication or when expressing a
personal opinion.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities for each candidate individually

Associate Professor Sonja Chipeva is a teacher with established authority in the
Department of Statistics and Econometrics. Over the years as a member of the department,
she has carried out a successful professional production as a teacher and as a specialist in the
scientific fields she teaches, such as statistics, econometrics, multivariate statistical methods,
probability theory, etc.

Assoc. Prof. Sonia Chipeva is the sole author of two academic textbooks, one of
which is in English, and in five more textbooks she participated as a co-author with
colleagues from the department. She developed her competences in four lecture courses
(Econometric Data Analysis, Analysis of Categorical and Mixed Data with SPSS, Financial
Econometrics and Applied Econometrics) for students in Master's programs such as Data
Analysis with specialized software, Quantitative Finance and Macroeconomics and seven
courses (Statistics and Probability Theory, Econometric Models, Statistics in English,
Econometrics in English, Applied Econometrics, Econometric Modeling and Introduction to
Econometrics) to undergraduate students from specialties as Statistics and Econometrics,
Data Analysis with Specialized Software, "Macroeconomics, "Economics. Some of the
disciplines are included in the fundamental block of all specialties in from professional fields
Economics and Administration and Management.

With the help of the developed courses, Assoc. Prof. Chipeva contributes to the
formation of the necessary professional training of future specialists in economics,
administration and management and in particular in statistics, which can successfully apply



specialized methods and techniques in the field of econometrics and statistics through the
application of a specialized software in its professional implementation. On the one side, the
successful teaching activity is based on the broad statistical, economic and special training,
and on the other side - on the fact that the taught educational material is oriented towards the
application of modern skills, knowledge and habits, which determine the integration of the
students after their graduation in any area of social, public and economic life not only in the
country, but in Europe and the world.

The applicant's serious educational and teaching activity is proof of the high degree of
preparedness to hold the academic position of Professor at the UNWE. This gives me reasons
to assert that she has the necessary teaching experience and qualified training for the purpose,
and in addition, | want to say that Assoc. Prof. Chipeva maintains collegial relations with the
students and teachers from the department, the faculty and the academic community.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

According to the competition, the candidate presented as the sole author a
monograph, took part in co-authorship in the development of 6 chapters in a collective
monograph, participated in the development alone or in co-authorship with other colleagues
of 4 articles and reports in renowned specialized scientific journals and reports from
conferences, indexed in SCOPUS, of 7 articles and 3 reports in scientific journals and
publications, referenced and indexed in other international databases with scientific
information and of 16 articles and reports and one study in peer-reviewed journals, edited
collective proceedings or proceedings of scientific conferences. It is evident from these
publications that the main directions in the scientific research activity, as well as the obtained
scientific and scientific-applied results, are in the field of: statistical and econometric analysis
of economic and financial aspects in the activity of hospital treatment facilities in Bulgaria at
the micro level; application of econometric and statistical methods in economics; application
of econometric and statistical methods in medicine; application of econometric and statistical
methods in the field of plant protection, environment and ecology. All this gives me grounds
to believe that the publications fully correspond to the subject of the announced competition.

6. Combined assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the
candidates
The analysis of the scientific publications of associate professor Sonia Chipeva allows
the formulation of a number of scientific and scientific-applied contributions that are carried
out in several fields of knowledge such as economics, medicine, health care, ecology,
environment, plant protection, etc. The contributions are correctly described in the reference
submitted by the candidate and are related to the application of a statistical and econometric
toolkit, which covers a number of important aspects of the studied objects, such as analysis
of the dynamics and application of original methodologies for forecasting, application of the
survey approach in the estimation of empirical information, application of the sampling
approach for the needs of the National Biodiversity Monitoring System, identification of
specific clusters using appropriate multivariate statistical methods, econometric analysis of
economic and financial indicators. The following contributions could be singled out as the
most significant, in my opinion:
e the main problems arising from the organization and functioning of the health
system in Bulgaria are outlined;
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o with the help of a correct statistical analysis, the need for a change in the funding
methodology of hospital treatment facilities is argued due to the insufficient efficiency of
funding through the system of clinical pathways;

e with the help of an econometric analysis of economic and financial aspects of the
activity of hospital medical institutions in the country, important dependencies between
economic, financial and medical indicators characterizing their activity were investigated;

¢ identification of clusters among EU member states in terms of their progress in the
transition from a linear to a circular economy.

e estimation of the effect of main indicators for the development of the circular
economy on the reduction of the volume of carbon emissions in the EU member states and
Bulgaria with the help of appropriate econometric models;

o developed methodology for early diagnosis of postoperative pancreatitis based on
dynamic classification using cluster analysis;

o developed a binomial method for estimating the density of aphids on winter wheat
based on specific samples;

e developed econometric models for the study of dependencies related to solid
waste, water resources, air pollutants, pollutant monitoring and control, and economic
indicators for environmental protection and restoration.

7. Key critical comments and recommendations for each candidate individually
The candidate for the academic post of Professor meets all the indicators and criteria
formulated for this purpose, and | have no critical remarks, but | would allow myself to make
one recommendation. It can be seen that Assoc. Prof Sonya Chipeva works fully in a team
with scientists and researchers from fields outside of economics, but I think that her rich
experience as a researcher and teacher would be very useful for joint initiatives with teachers
from related departments in economic higher schools in Bulgaria.

8. Conclusion

On the basis of the provided documentation and information on the competition, |
believe that the candidate meets the requirements of the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation and the
Rules of the UNWE acquisition of the academic position of “Professor”.
