9. Information about the competition
The competition for holding the academic position Associate Professor in professional
field 3.8. “Economics”, scientific specialty “Economics and Management (prices and pricing,
consumer behavior)” was announced by the UNWE — Sofia for the needs of the Department
of “Economics of Trade” (State Gazette No. 98/09.12.2022 r.).

10. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Chief Assist. Prof. Borislav Atanasov, PhD is the only candidate in the announced
competition by the Department of ,,Economics of Trade* at the UNWE. In 2000, he was
admitted as a student at UNSS, majoring in Economics of Trade, graduating with both a
Bachelor's degree and a Master's degree. From 2004 to 2012, he worked as an expert at the
Commission for Consumer Protection, Directorate "Methodology, Analysis and
Coordination” and at the National Statistical Institute, Directorate "Dissemination of
Information”. In 2012, after winning a competition, he was appointed as a lecturer at UNSS,
successively holding the academic positions of assistant professor and chief assistant
professor.

11. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

According to the submitted report on the compliance with the legal requirements of
the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules
for its Implementation, Chief Assist. Prof. Atanasov fulfils the national requirements for



holding the academic position of Associate Professor. He obtained a Doctoral degree in the
scientific specialty "Economics and Management (consumer behavior)" after successful
defense of the doctoral thesis in 2012. The number of points (745) of all indicators in the
separate groups of the national requirements significantly exceeds the required minimum
(400). The points for the additional quantitative requirements of the UNWE are twice over
the required minimum (674 points against a minimum of 320 points).

The candidate also meets the quality requirements, as his contribution to research and
education in facilities management in the country, and his contribution to the teaching of
students and the organization of student practices is indisputable. In addition, recognition
received at the American Book Festival in the Business division of the Marketing and
Advertising section for the book "Social Marketing and Its Influence on Animal Origin Food
Product Consumption‘ should also be noted.

Regarding the fulfilment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the
academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE, the Habilitation Council also gave a
positive statement of opinion (Minutes No. 5/07.11.2022 of a meeting of the Habilitation
Council of the UNWE)

12. Evaluation of teaching activity

The candidate's total work experience as a lecturer is 10 years, of which 8 years as an
Chief Assistant Professor. During this period, he was a leading lecturer in the courses "Prices
and Pricing” (Bachelor’s degree), "Pricing Policy of the Trading Company" and "Price
Policies of Retail Chains" (Master's degree).

He has read lectures and seminars in the courses "Consumer Behavior" and seminars in
the courses "Trade" and "Market Research in Trade".

He independently participated in the development of four syllabuses (for the courses
"Prices and Pricing", "Pricing Policy of the Trading Company", "Price Policies of Retail
Chains™ and "Consumer Behavior") and co-authored one ("Consumer Behavior").

In support of the educational process, he co-authored a textbook "Prices and Pricing" and
independently - a handbook "Consumer Behavior in Definitions and Tasks".

The total classroom workload for the last 8 academic years amounts to 40 hours of
lectures and 4126 hours of seminars, which exceeds the requirements of 1,000 hours of
lectures required by the UNWE criteria.

Over the years as a lecturer, the candidate has gained considerable experience by actively
participating in the organization of study practices. He has been the academic mentor of over
100 students.

The above confirms that the teaching activity of Chief Assist. Prof. Borislav Atanasov
Atanasov, PhD fully corresponds to the subject of the announced competition, and his many
years of teaching experience, preparation and completed lecture workload meet the
requirements for holding the academic position of Associate Professor.

13. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications
The candidate Chief Assoc. Prof. Atanasov participates in this competition with a
total of 22 scientific works/publications, presented by type in the table below:

The candidate’s scientific publications are on the subject of the competition. The
presented scientific production does not repeat the publications in connection with the
acquisition of the scientific degree "doctor”, except for the monograph "Consumer Behavior
in the Purchase of Fast Moving Goods - Status and Trends", which is the subject of the
dissertation.

In his scientific works and publications, the candidate examines current and significant
issues related with 3 main areas - prices and pricing, consumer behavior and trade. The
distribution of the presented scientific production in these areas is as follows: "Prices and
pricing” - 8 presented publications, "Consumer behavior” - 9 publications, "Trade" - 9
publications. Research related to the relationship "value-worth-price” can be distinguished in
the first thematic area. About a third of the publications refer to the study of consumer
behavior when purchasing certain goods and the influence of price. The third thematic area
refers to articles and reports on the regulation of commercial activity and trade in nutritional
supplements, the impact of the pandemic on trade and the use of commercial space. The
publications show a good knowledge of the theoretical foundations and the development of
the problems, skills for analysis and achieving possible solutions.

An evaluation of the quality of the scientific output can be made to a very large extent
through the citation rate. The attached reference shows 2 citations in world databases
(SCOPUS and Web of Science), 19 - in monographs and collective volumes with scientific
review.

Chief Assist. Prof. Atanasov participated as a member of the work teams in 2 national
projects and 3 university projects.

14. Summarized evaluation of the main scientific and applied contributions of
the candidates




On the basis of the presented works of the candidate for the competition, as well as the
results of his overall research and teaching activities, | dare to suggest that positive results be
drawn, including contributions summarized in the following areas:

6.1. Theoretical and methodological contributions:

e Theoretical propositions for defining the worth and deriving the price-worth
relationship have been systematized and analyzed;

e Theoretical and empirical studies on the influence of price on consumer behavior are
summarized and systematized;

e Theoretical knowledge has been enriched by proposing a model of consumer
behavior in the event of a temporary price reduction and a model of consumer
behavior in the event of a price increase;

e Methods have been developed for the study and analysis of the relationships and
interaction between prices and consumer behavior when purchasing certain groups of
goods.

6.2. Applied contributions:

e Empirical methods are applied to research of the behavior of consumers when
purchasing;

e Trends from the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on trade, the use of commercial
space, the demand for food supplements have been outlined,;

e The peculiarities of charging value added tax (VAT) in the pricing process in tourism
from the point of view of providing basic and additional tourist services are
summarized;

e The market of certain goods and the regulation of commercial activity are analyzed.

6.3. Contributions of learning and methodological nature - a textbook was produced in co-
authorship and independently a self-study manual, which develop the students' skills for
analysis and interpretation of the theory.

15. Key Critical Notes and Recommendations
The achieved results and the review of the publications of Chief Assist. Prof. Dr.
Atanasov gives me the reason to make the following recommendations for his future
scientific and teaching activities:

e Regarding the scientific field in which he works - to expand his work and prove the
proposed models of consumer behavior in the event of a temporary reduction in
prices and a model of consumer behavior in the event of an increase in prices.

e Regarding the publication activity - to publish in prestigious editions indexed in
world-famous databases.

e Regarding participation in projects - to be more active, which will be the basis for
expanding his research work.

16. Conclusion

The evidence presented and the evaluations of the candidate's scientific, teaching and
research activities prove that he meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the criteria of the UNWE for holding the



academic position of Professor. All this gives me the reason to propose to the respected
scientific jury to give a positive evaluation and propose to the Faculty Council of the
Faculty of Business of the UNWE to select and confirm Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Borislav
Atanasov Atanasov, PhD for holding the academic position of Associate Professor in the
scientific specialty ""Economics and Management (prices and pricing, consumer
behavior)™.
