2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate for the post of associate professor under the competition
announced in SG no. 98/ 9.12.2022 on professional field 3.8.

Borislav Atanasov Atanasov.

Borislav Atanasov was born on 19 February 1979. He received his bachelor's degree
in specialty Economics of Trade in 2004, and in 2005 he received his master's degree in the
same specialty at UNWE.

From September 2004 till November 2009, he worked as a junior expert at
the Commission for Consumer Protection, Directorate "Methodology, Analysis and
Coordination™, and from November 2010 till March 2012 is on the position of senior expert
at the National Statistical Institute, Directorate "Dissemination of Information™. In September
2012, dr. Atanasov was appointed to the position of assistant professor at the Department of
Economics of Trade at UNWE, and from 2014 till now he is chief assistant professor.

Borislav Atanasov is a member of the Union of Economists in Bulgaria, actively
participates in various management bodies in the UNWE and was 4 times a member of the
organizing committee of international scientific conferences.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

Ch. assist. professor Borislav Atanasov meets the requirements for occupying the
academic position "associate professor"”, according to LDASRB art. 24, paragraph 1. He
significantly exceeds the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements, according to
(Art. 2b) and the regulations for its application (Art. la, paragraph 1). He achieved 745
points from groups A+V+G+D, from the required 400. Dr. Atanasov also exceeded twice the
additional requirements for the UNWE, according to the LDASRB (art. 2b, paragraph 5) and
the regulations for its application (art. 1a, paragraph 2-3). He reports 674.3 points from



groups ZH+Z+1+K, from the minimum required points of 320.

Based on the card for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for occupying the
academic position "associate professor” at UNWE, presented from the candidate indicators
and the evidence for them can be summarized that ch. assist. prof. dr. Borislav Atanasov
completely fulfills the set requirements. The fact that dr. Atanasov together with prof. dr.
Septemvrina Kostova are winners of the Annual Award at the American Book Festival in the
"Business" direction, "Marketing and Advertising" section for the book Social Marketing and
its Influence on Animal Origin Food Product Consumption should be highly appreciated.

It could be concluded that dr. Atanasov's scientific output is on the subject of the
competition and fulfills the minimum national requirements for occupying the academic
position "associate professor” in direction Economics, scientific specialty Economics and
Management (Prices and Pricing, Consumer Behavior).

4. Assessment of the candidate’s teaching activity

Ch. assist. prof. dr. Borislav Atanasov, as a full-time lecturer at the Economics of
Trade department, during the period 2012-2023 has a sufficient number of lecturers - 4126
hours in the bachelor degree and 40 hours in the master degree. He has taught classes in the
following disciplines: Prices and Pricing, Commerce, Market Research, Hospitality and
Restaurant Management, Consumer Behavior, Stock Markets and Stock Trading, Marketing
Research, Organizational Behavior. It can be summarized that ch. assist. prof. dr. Borislav
Atanasov has extensive teaching experience and a high degree of competences for the
academic position associate professor.

The analysis of the candidate's teaching activity in the above mentioned disciplines
presents his academic competence in the scientific specialty of the announced competition -
Economics and Management (Prices and Pricing, Consumer Behavior).

5. Assessment of the candidate’s publications and scientific contributions

Ch. assist. prof. dr. Borislav Atanasov participate in the procedure with a total of 25
publications, of which 1 habilitation thesis - monograph, 1 published book based on a
defended dissertation thesis for the award of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor", 2
articles published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world famous
databases with scientific information (Web of Science), 3 articles and papers published in
scientific journals, referenced and indexed in other international databases with scientific
information, 10 articles and papers published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
published in edited proceedings, 6 chapters of collective monographs. Dr. Atanasov also
participate in the procedure with 1 university textbook and 1 university methodological aid
for review. During the period 2014-2023 ch. assist. prof. dr. Borislav Atanasov participates
as a member in 2 national projects and 3 university projects.

Ch. assist. prof. Borislav Atanasov is the author of the monograph The price and its
influence on consumer behavior (when purchasing consumer goods in the retail trade). It is
structured in three main parts. The first part examines the concepts of value, worth and price.
The second part presents direct and indirect price reductions with examples from commercial
practice. A conceptual model of consumer behavior under the influence of price is proposed,
complemented by two models — a model of consumer behavior in the event of a temporary
price reduction and a model of consumer behavior in the event of a price increase. In the
third part "Investigating the impact of price on consumer behavior in retail”, the proposed
models in the second part are tested through empirical research. The obtained results in the
monographic research are of interest both to the scientific community and to the public in



Bulgaria.

The main directions in the research work of ch. assist. prof. dr. Borislav Atanasov are:
"Prices and pricing" - 9 presented publications, "Consumer behavior" - 9 publications,
"Trade” - 9 publications. In the first thematic direction, significant studies have been made
on the "value-worth-price" relationship, the aspects of price influence on the behavior of
consumers when buying food products, the problems in the pricing process in the sales
channels, price control and pricing. Of interest is a group of publications devoted to
consumer behavior, where current and significant issues connected to consumer behavior are
investigated. These group of publications are dedicated to the consumer’s behavior under the
influence of price, in the purchase of fast moving goods and in the purchase of food products.
Publications related to the thematic direction dedicated to trade also deserve a high
appreciation. They present the aspects of regulation of commercial activity and the market of
consumer goods in Bulgaria, the role of trade in ensuring employment, the effects of the
COVID-19 pandemic on trade and the used commercial areas. Food supplement trade and
corporate social responsibility in trade are also within the scope of dr. Atanasov's research
interest.

It can be concluded that the scientific production of Dr. Atanasov is on the subject of
the competition and could be highly appreciated.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidate

In the scientific production of Ch. assist. prof. dr. Borislav Atanasov, theoretical-
methodical, methodological and practical-applied contributions can be found.

The theoretical-methodical contributions can be summarized as: 1) further
development and clarification of the authors views on defining price, value and deriving the
price-value relationship; 2) clarification of the essence of the theoretical and methodological
foundations of consumer behavior: under the influence of price, when buying fast moving
goods and when buying food products; 3) further development and enrichment of the
theoretical and methodological basis of the consumer goods market in Bulgaria and its role.

The methodological contributions can be outlined by stating that: 1) an innovative
research methodology was proposed and tested for the study and analysis of the relationships
and interaction between consumer behavior and prices of consumer goods; 2) a proposed and
tested conceptual model of consumer behavior under the influence of price, supplemented
with two models - a model of consumer behavior in the event of a temporary reduction in
prices and a model of consumer behavior in the event of a price increase.

Practical-applied contributions are as follows: 1) recommendations have been
developed to minimize negative impacts in the pricing process; 2) the features of value added
tax in the pricing process in tourism have been further developed; 3) the aspects of regulation
of commercial activity and the market of consumer goods in Bulgaria are presented and
analyzed; 4) the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic on trade and the used commercial areas
in Bulgaria are studied.

These and other achievements and contributions give me the reason to claim that ch.
assist. prof. dr. Borislav Atanasov possesses all the necessary qualities of an established
scientist and researcher who is part of the Bulgarian and European scientific community.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

| have not critical remarks for the teaching and research activities of ch. assist. prof.
dr. Borislav Atanasov. | would recommend dr. Atanasov to continue enriching his scientific



production, researching topics important to science with the same research responsibility and
drive. My second recommendation is to expand his publication activity in Scopus and Web
of Science editions.

9. Conclussion

Based on the evaluation of the scientific production, the candidate's presented
competencies, scientific and scientific-applied contributions, | consider that ch. assist. prof.
