1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Economics of
Trade (Faculty of Infrastructure at UNWE) in accordance with Decision Ne 9/30.11.2022 of
the Academic Council of UNWE, and in the State Gazette no. 98/09.12.2022, scientific field
3.8. Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and management (prices and pricing;
consumer behaviour)”. | participate in the scientific jury for the competition in accordance
with Order No. 265 /08-02-2023 of the Vice-Rector for Research and Development of
UNWE.

2. Short information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition is Chief Assistant Professor Dr
Borislav Atanasov Atanasov, who is faculty of the Department of Economics of Trade.

The candidate obtained his bachelor’s degree in economics of trade in 2004 and his
master’s degree in the same specialty in 2005, both at UNWE. He was a UNWE doctoral
student at the Department of Economics of Trade for the period 2008-2012. He defended his
doctoral thesis in economics and management (consumer behaviour) in 2012. He worked as a
part-time assistant professor at the Department of Economics of Trade for the period 2008-
2012. Dr Atanasov became full-time assistant professor at the Department of Economics of
Trade in September 2012 and has been chief assistant professor at the same department since
2014.

Borislav Atanasov has practical experience in the field of consumer behaviour and data
analysis: junior expert at the Commission for Consumer Protection, Directorate of
Methodology, Analyses and Coordination (09.2004 - 11.2009) and senior expert at the
National Statistical Institute, Directorate for Dissemination of information (11.2010 -
03.2012).

Dr Atanasov is a member of the Union of Economists in Bulgaria. He actively
participates in the work of various UNWE management bodies and has been a member of the
organising committees of four international scientific conferences.



3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1.Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

Chief Assist. Prof. Borislav Atanasov meets the requirements for the academic position
of associate professor in accordance with Art. 24, para. 1 of the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. He significantly exceeds the national minimum
requirements according to Art. 2b of the Act and the Regulations for its implementation (Art.
1a, para. 1). He has a total of 745 points from sections A+B+C+D (at a required minimum of
400 points). In addition, Dr Atanasov exceeds significantly the Additional requirements of
UNWE, in accordance with the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 2-3). He
has a total of 674,3 points from sections G + H + | + J (at a required minimum of 320 points).

3.2.Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

From the card for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for holding the academic
positions of professor and associate professor at UNWE, it can be concluded that convincing
evidence has been presented that Dr. Borislav Atanasov Atanasov meets and exceeds this
type of requirements. Together with Prof. Dr Septemvrina Kostova, Dr Atanasov has co-
authored the book “Social Marketing and Its Influence on Animal Origin Food Product
Consumption” and was the winner of the Annual Award of the American Book Festival in
the business section, subsection "Marketing and Advertising”. The submitted reference
contains clear evidence that Dr Atanasov’s scientific output is related to the subject of the
competition and that his scientific works exceed the minimum national requirements for
holding the academic position of an associate professor in the scientific field Economics,
scientific specialty “Economics and management (prices and pricing; consumer behaviour)”.

According to Protocol No. 5 of the meeting of the UNWE Habilitation Council dated

November 7, 2022, based on the position of the Commission on the quantitative requirements
for holding academic positions at UNWE and the presented evidence materials, the
Habilitation Council made a decision that the candidate, Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav
Atanasov Atanasov, meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements and the Department
of Economics of Trade can initiate a competition for the position of associate professor in
professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and management (prices
and pricing; consumer behaviour)”.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

For the period 2012-2023 Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov has a teaching load of
4126 hours of seminars in bachelor programmes and 40 hours of lectures as a full-time
faculty member at the Department of Economics of Trade. He has taught courses in the
following disciplines: Prices and pricing, Consumer behaviour, Market research, Marketing
research, Trade, Hospitality and restaurant management, Stock markets and stock trading,
Organisational behaviour. This teaching load is sufficient and makes it possible to conclude
that Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov has impressive teaching experience and excellent
qualification and preparation for holding the academic position of associate professor.

There is indisputable evidence that the candidate's educational and teaching activity in the
above disciplines shows his academic competence in the scientific specialty of the announced
competition — Economics and management (Prices and pricing; consumer behaviour).



5. Short description of the presented scientific works/publications

Based on the publications presented for participation in the competition, it can be
concluded that Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov’s scientific publications are significant
in volume and content, and meet the competition requirements.

The candidate has presented 25 publications altogether, of which: 1 (habilitation)
monograph “Price and its impact on consumer behaviour when purchasing consumer goods
in retail trade” (2022, 200 p.); 2 articles published in scientific journals indexed in world
databases of scientific information (Web of Science); 1 book (based on the candidate’s
dissertation); 3 articles and papers published in scientific journals referenced and indexed in
other international databases of scientific information; 10 articles and papers published in
non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes; 6 chapters of
collective monographs; 1 university textbook — “Prices and pricing” (co-authored); 1
university student study manual — “Consumer behaviour in definitions and problems”. Dr
Atanasov has participated in 2 national and 3 university projects (2014-2023).

The candidate’s main habilitation work is the monograph “Price and its impact on
consumer behaviour (when purchasing consumer goods in retail trade)”. The study is focused
on a topical and significant issue which undoubtedly has theoretical and applied contribution;
the concept of price as a monetary expression of value and its measurement in retail trade has
been developed; the approaches to delivering consumer value through price, as well as the
hedonic and utilitarian benefits to retail consumers of various forms of price reductions, have
been explored and systematized, developing and refining both scientific pricing theory and
commercial practice. The conclusions and recommendations formulated in the monograph
can be used for the improvement of the policy of differentiated pricing of the trade chains in
Bulgaria and new theoretical and/or significant practical elements have been added.

Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atatnasov works and publishes mostly in the scientific
fields of: 1) Prices and pricing, 2) Consumer behaviour and 3) Trade. In the sphere of prices
and pricing, aspects of the impact of price on consumer behaviour have been studied,;
significant practical research has been done and scientific conclusions have been made about
the worth-value-price relationship; topics and issues related to the pricing process in trade
and sales channels are explored, there are meaningful studies in the area of price control.
Within the topic of consumer behaviour (scientific field 2) the candidate has investigated
topical key issues related to the consumer behaviour affected by price when buying fast-
moving goods and groceries in particular. In the field of trade, the third field, the candidate
has also conducted meaningful research of both scientific and applied nature mainly on
issues related to the Bulgarian consumer goods market, the regulation of trade activity, the
role of trade in providing employment, the social responsibility of trade companies.

Dr Atanasov’s scientific works are related to the subject matter of the competition
and deserve high appreciation.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the candidate’s main scientific and scientific-
applied contributions

The key contributions in the three fields are as follows: Consumer behaviour — a

conceptual model of consumer behaviour under the influence of price, supplemented by two

models - a model of consumer behaviour under temporary price reductions and a model of

consumer behaviour under price increases. In addition, various aspects of consumer

behaviour have been examined, mostly with regard to consumer goods. Prices and pricing —



inferring the worth-value-price relationship. An innovative research methodology has been
developed and applied for the study and analysis of various facets of the connections and
interaction between consumer behaviour and the prices of consumer goods. Trade —
regulation of commercial activity, trade and employment, social responsibility, etc. The
contributuions are often intertwined in the three main fields: prices and pricing, consumer
behaviour and trade, which is another reason to argue that Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr. Borislav
Atanasov possesses the necessary qualities of an established scientist and researcher.

7. Major critical remarks and recommendations
My main recommendation to Dr Atanasov is to focus his future publication activity
mostly on journals indexed in Scopus and Web of Science.

8. Conclusion

Dr Borislav Atanasov Atanasov meets all general and specific requirements in
accordance with the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
the Regulations for its implementation and the UNWE Regulations for holding the academic
position of an associate professor in scientific field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty
“Economics and management (prices and pricing; consumer behaviour)”. This gives me
reason to support the decision to elect Dr Borislav Atanasov to the academic position of
associate professor.
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
