1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced in the State Gazette, 98/09.12.2022, for the
needs of the Department of Economics of Trade (Faculty of Infrastructure at UNWE)
in accordance with Decision Ne 9/30-11-2022 of the Academic Council of UNWE. |
participate in the scientific jury for the competition in accordance with Order No. 265
/08-02-2023 of the Vice-Rector for Research and Development of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition is Chief Assistant Professor
Dr Borislav Atanasov Atanasov, who has been faculty of the Department of Economics
of Trade since 2012.

Borislav Atanasov obtained his bachelor’s degree in Economics of Trade in 2004

and his master’s degree in the same specialty in 2005. In 2005 he defended his doctoral
thesis and obtained his doctoral degree in Economics and Management (Consumer
Behaviour) from UNWE.

The candidate for the competition has successively held the academic positions
of assistant professor (2012-2014) and chief assistant professor (from 2014 to the
present). Chief Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov has been a member of the Faculty
Council of the Faculty of Infrastructure since 2015, a member of the Faculty Mandate



Commission and a member of the UNWE General Assembly. In 2022, he became a
member of the extended Advisory Board at the UNWE Interuniversity Centre for
Career Development.

Borislav Atanasov has a practical experience of over 7 years (September 2004
— March 2012) as a junior expert at the Consumer Protection Commission and as a
senior expert at the National Statistical Institute.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

Chief Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov has presented evidence for the
fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic
position of associate professor, including the national and the UNWE additional ones.
According to Protocol No. 5 of the meeting of the UNWE Habilitation Council dated
November 7, 2022, based on the position of the Commission on the quantitative
requirements for holding academic positions at UNWE and the presented evidence
materials, the Habilitation Council made a decision that the candidate Chief Assist.
Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements.

3.2.  Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The main results of the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements can be seen
most clearly in the table below which presents an overall recapitulation of the
candidate’s publications by types and groups:

The numerous citations of the candidate in scientific works is impressive—23
citations altogether. This means 230 points at a required minimum of 50. There are 2
citations in scientific peer-reviewed journals indexed in world scientific databases (30
pts.), 19 citations in monographs and peer-reviewed collective volumes (190 pts), and
2 citations or reviews in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals (10 pts). In accordance
with the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
Art. 2b, and the Regulations for its implementation, Art. 1a, Para. 1, the required
minimum for holding the academic position of an associate professor in scientific field
3. Social, economic and legal sciences is 400 points and Chief Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav
Atanasov has 745 points.

In accordance with the UNWE Additional requirements, the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, Art. 2b, Para. 5, and
the Regulations for its implementation, Art. 1, Para. 2-3, the required minimum for
holding the academic position of an associate professor at UNWE is 320 points and the
candidate has 674,38 points. For both groups of requirements (groups I and Il) Chief
Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov has 1419,38 points at a required minimum of 720
points.

Chief Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov has an active teaching activity in the
disciplines taught according to the presented reference for a ten-year period. His
academic load includes: 40 hours of lectures (4 pts.) and 4126 hours of seminars (206
pts.) or 210 pts. altogether at a required minimum of 100 pts. For the development of
courses (syllabi designed) the candidate receives another 75 pts.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements
The documents presented for participation in the competition for an associate
professor show that Chief Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov has a ten-year experience
as a lecturer at UNWE. He is an esteemed scientist, researcher and lecturer. He is the
winner of the Annual Award of the American Book Festival, the business section, as a
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co-author (with Prof. S. Kostova) of the book “Social Marketing and Its Influence on
Animal Origin Food Product Consumption (2018). The candidate's work citations
report shows 23 citations in scientific works. Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr. Atanasov actively
participates in national and university forums, as well as in the teams of 5 projects - 2
national and 3 university ones. He was a member of the organising committees of 4
scientific conferences. The candidate is a member of the Union of Economists in
Bulgaria and participates in UNWE governing bodies.

To sum up and with regard to the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements, it
can be said that the candidate’s scientific works are written in a clear scientific
language. In addition, his works show expertise and contain original author’s
achievements.

Based on the above, | confirm that Ch. Assist. Prof. Borislav Atanasov, PhD,
meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for election for the position for
which he is applying in this competition.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

The report prepared by the Study Documentation, Accountability and Control
Department at UNWE shows that for the period reported the candidate gave lectures
and seminars in the following disciplines: Prices and pricing, Trade; Marketing
research; Hospitality and restaurant management, Consumer behaviour, Stock
exchanges and stock trading, Organisational behaviour.

The presented evidence reveals Dr Atanasov’s active involvement in teaching
with his participation in the development of a university textbook (in co-authorship)
and a student study manual, as well as in the development of courses and syllabi for
master and bachelor programmes. He developed two sections for the co-authored
textbook “Prices and pricing” and focused his student study manual on consumer
behaviour.

To conclude, the candidate’s teaching activities meet the requirements for
holding the academic position of associate professor at UNWE.

5. General description of the presented scientific works/publications
5.1. 5Major strands in the candidate’s scientific work
For participation in the competition, Dr Atanasov has presented 20 scientific
works, of which 5 monographs (2 individual ones, 1 based on his doctoral dissertation),
8 scientific articles, 2 of which published in journals indexed in WoS and 7 scientific
papers. There is no legally proven plagiarism for the candidate’s works.
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The main strands in this scientific work are presented in the attached report of
the candidate’s scientific contributions and I accept them. As for the main strands, they
are systematized based on their enumeration in the List of publications and as follows:

1. Prices and pricing (Ne Ne [I; 111.2; V.4; V.5; V.6; VI.1; VI.6; VII.1)

2. Consumer behaviour (Ne Ne I; I1; 1H1.1; 1H1.2; 1V.1; VIIIL1)

3. Trade Ne Ne IV.2; V.1; V.2; V.3; V.7; V.8; V.9; V.10; VI.2; V1.3)

In most of Dr Atanasov’s publications, the results are related not only to
scientific achievements, but are directly aimed at the economy and management of
commercial enterprises as well as at consumer behaviour and the consumer goods
market.

5.2.  Scientific and/or scientific-applied results
The candidate’s achievements can be summarised with a focus on the more
Important ones as follows:
4. Prices and pricing strand:
e Suggested innovative methodology for research and analysis of the relationships
and interaction between consumer goods prices and consumer behaviour.
e Analysis of the issues related to the process of pricing in fulfillment channels
and pricing approaches in omnichannel commerce.
e Study of state regulation and control of prices and pricing.
5. Consumer behaviour strand:
e Proposing an author’s conceptual model of consumer behaviour.
e Study of consumer behaviour when purchasing fast-moving goods and
groceries.
e Analysis of the market of fast-moving consumer goods in Bulgaria.
6. Trade strand:
e Investigation of some aspects of the regulation of trade and the role of trade in
providing employment.
e Analysis of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on trade and on the use of
commercial space in Bulgaria.
e Examination of the promotional and advertising strategies of trade companies.

The enumerated results do not exhaust all issues studied and analysed in the
candidate’s publications. They just mark the more significant ones, in my opinion, for
the development of the economy and management of the trade sector in Bulgaria.

5.3. Assessment of the candidate’s monographs as an independent
subject of review

The main monographic work “Price and its impact on consumer behaviour
(when purchasing consumer goods in retail trade)” is based on a study of economic
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theory in the area of prices and consumer buying behaviour and is aimed to systematize
researchers’ theoretical and empirical achievements, as well as to identify the directions
for price influence on consumer buying behaviour when purchasing consumer goods in
retail trade. This is a topical issue, especially in the current macroeconomic situation in
Bulgaria. The monograph is structured in three parts. Based on the definitions of value
considered in the first part by the implementation of critical analysis, an approach is
proposed for the measurement of consumer value through price and in terms of the
various forms of price reductions. A conceptual model of consumer behaviour under
price influence is built, which is complemented by two models — a model of consumer
behaviour when there is a temporary price reduction and a model of consumer
behaviour when there is a price increase. In the third part of the monograph, the
proposed theoretical models are tested through empirical research. As a result, key
conclusions are formulated that reveal the impact of price on consumer buying
behaviour when purchasing consumer goods in retail trade.

The List of publications and the card for the fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements show that the candidate presented 5 monographs altogether and 4 of them
are focused on prices and consumer behaviour. One of the monographs is based on the
candidate’s doctoral dissertation. The monographs are within the scope of the thematic
areas related to the main topic of the issues investigated and the scientific and scientific-
applied contributions made.

To conclude, it can be said that the candidate’s scientific production fully meets
the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of
associate professor and complies with the minimum national requirements for scientific
field 3. Social, economic and legal sciences in accordance with Art. 24, Para. 1, and
Art. 2b, Para 2 and 3 of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation, Art. 53, Para. 1, and the
UNWE Additional Requirements.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The presented scientific production has scientific and scientific-applied
contributions, the most significant of which are:

First, the existing knowledge about prices, the worth-value-price relationship
and pricing, consumer buying behaviour, the relationships and interactions between
consumer behaviour and prices of consumer goods has been supplemented.

Second, major problems are identified in the process of pricing in fulfillment
channels and of the pricing approaches in omnichannel trade.
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Third, a conceptual model of consumer behaviour under the influence of price
has been proposed and substantiated, including variability - during a temporary
decrease in prices and during their increase. The model has been tested through
empirical research of consumer buying behaviour when purchasing consumer goods in
retail trade and, as a result, conclusions are drawn.

Fourth, the market of fast-moving consumer goods in Bulgaria has been
analysed and some aspects of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on trade and the
use of commercial space in Bulgaria are examined.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

| have no important critical remarks. My recommendations to Chief Assist. Prof.
Dr Borislav Atanasov are: to focus his efforts on publishing his scientific research in
journals with impact factor and impact rank indexed in the world scientific databases
Scopus and Web of Science; to participate in scientific forums abroad and to carry out
teaching mobility in foreign universities.

8. Conclusion

Chief Assist. Prof. Dr Borislav Atanasov participates in the competition for
holding the academic position of associate professor with a sufficient volume of quality
scientific works and has a long-standing experience in research and teaching activity.
In his scientific research, he demonstrates insight, innovation and analytical thinking,
which is why it has scientific and scientific-applied contributions. The candidate fully
meets all requirements specified in Art. 24 of the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, in Art. 53 of the Regulations for its
implementation and in the UNWE Additional Requirements for holding the academic
position of ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR in scientific specialty “ECONOMICS AND
MANAGAMENT (prices and pricing; consumer behaviour)”.

| have enough reasons to support the decision to elect Chief Assist. Prof. Dr
Borislav Atanasov to the academic position of ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR in
scieitific field 3. Social, economic and legal sciences, professional area 3.8. Economics,
scientific specialty “Economics and management (prices and pricing; consumer
behaviour)” at the Department of Economics of Trade, for which I will vote positively.
