1. Information about the competition

The competition for holding the academic position of “Associate
Professor” in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty “Economics
and management (prices and pricing, consumer behavior)” was announced by
UNWE for the needs of the “Economics of Trade” Department/ “Economics of
Infrastructure” Faculty of UNWE in accordance with Decision of the Academic
Council Nr. 9/30.11.2022.

This review was prepared on the grounds of participation in the scientific
jury for the competition in accordance with Order Nr. 265/8.02.2023 of the Vice-
Rector for Research and Development of UNWE, Order Nr. 3268/18.11.2021 of
the Rector of UNWE, decision of the Department Council of the “Economics of
Trade” Department (Protocol Nr. 007/23.01.2023) and decision of the Faculty
Council of the “Economics of Infrastructure” Faculty (Protocol Nr.
33/30.01.2023) at UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

Only one candidate has submitted documents for participation in the
competition and that is Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov, PhD, who
is a lecturer at the “Economics of Trade” Department, UNWE. Borislav Atanasov
graduated the specialty of “Economics of Trade” at UNWE with a Bachelor’s
and Master’s degrees. In 2012 he defended his doctoral thesis entitled “Consumer
behavior during the purchase of fast moving goods”. During his professional
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development Borislav Atanasov worked in sequence as expert at the Consumer
Protection Commission, “Methodology, analyses and coordination” Directorate
(2004-2009), expert at the National Statistical Institute, “Distribution of
information” Directorate (2010-2012), after which he joined the team of the
“Economics of trade” Department. As Assistant Professor during the period of
2012-2014 and as Chief Assistant Professor since 2014, Borislav Atanasov has
participated in the educational process in eight disciplines, he has assisted in the
conduct of student internships, for the organization of conferences, he has
participated in projects, etc.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position

Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov has submitted documents for
participation in the announced competition, which comply with the requirements
of the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act
(DASRBA), the Regulations for its implementation and the Regulations for the
organization and conduct of competitions for the acquisition of scientific degrees
and for holding academic positions at UNWE. According to Protocol Nr. 5, dated
07.11.2022, based on the position of the Commission on the quantitative
requirements for holding academic positions at UNWE and the presented
evidence materials, the UNWE Habilitation Council made a unanimous decision
that the candidate meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for
acquiring the academic position of “associate professor” at UNWE.

»  Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

It is evident from the attached score card for fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements that the candidate Borislav Atanasov fulfills the obligatory
requirements stipulated by DASRBA (Art. 24) and the Regulations for its
implementation (Art. 1a, paragraph 1), where he has scored almost double — 745
points, when compared to the minimum threshold of 400 points. In accordance
with the additional requirements for UNWE, the candidates for the academic
position of “associate professor” at UNWE must have a minimum of 320 points,
while Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov has a total of 674 points. This
amount exceeds twice the minimum threshold requirements for UNWE. The
corresponding significant excess over the minimum quantitative requirements for
acquiring the academic position of “associate professor” is also achieved with
regard to the total number of points, where the candidate has achieved 1419.38
points, while the minimum threshold is 720 points.

Based on the evidence presented regarding the publication activity of the
candidate, the following summary can be made: one independent habilitation
monograph; one published book based on the defended doctoral thesis; 2 articles
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in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases
with scientific information; 3 articles indexed in other international databases
with scientific information, published in scientific journals (one of them is co-
authored); 10 articles and reports published in non-referenced peer-reviewed
journals or published in edited collective volumes; 6 chapters of collective
monographs (one of them is co-authored); participation in a university textbook;
independent university study aid.

The candidate's publications are cited in 23 scientific works, 2 of which
are referenced and indexed in world-renowned scientific information databases.

»  Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

The presented score card for fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for
acquiring the academic position of “associate professor” at UNWE shows that
Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov demonstrates commitment and
sustained contribution to the promotion of university values. The candidate is
distinguished by the correctness in his relations with the academic and student
community, the empathy and responsibility in fulfilling his professional
commitments. With his publications, participation in scientific forums and extra-
university initiatives, Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov demonstrates
consistency in the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for acquiring the
academic position of “associate professor” at UNWE.

The following more significant achievements can be highlighted from the
point of view of the qualitative requirements:

= participation in round tables organized by the European Consumer Center
and the Consumer Protection Commission;

»the developed research methodology for research and analysis of the
connections and interaction between consumer behavior and consumer goods
prices;

= participation in the development of methodological guidelines for the
implementation of the control activity of the Consumer Protection Commission;

»annual award of the American Book Festival, in the “Business” segment,
the section of “Marketing and advertizing” for books (in co-authorship);

mactive support of the process for conducting student internships in the
capacity of academic mentor for over 100 students under the project of “Student
practices” (Operational Programme “Science and Education for Smart Growth”
2014-2020), and also by participating in the organization of internship programs
for the student majors from the “Economics of Infrastructure” Faculty and as the
head of pre-graduate internships of the students from the specialty of “Economics
of Trade”;
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= participations in national and international forums related to the promotion
of academic achievements;

= participations in the organization of conferences at the faculty and
department levels;

= participation in a project for researching and analyzing the needs of
entrepreneurs, business owners, managers from various fields of activity with
regard to the current knowledge, skills and competencies of their employees in
the new economic conditions.

Based on the reached findings, I confirm that the application of Chief
Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov for participation as candidate in the
competition for the academic position of “associate professor” in the scientific
specialty of “Economics and management (prices and pricing, consumer
behavior)” meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements of UNWE and the
conditions according to DASRBA.

4. Evaluation of the educational and teaching activity

Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov has extensive experience in
educational and teaching activities, being involved in the teaching of eight
disciplines: “Consumer Behavior”, “Prices and Pricing”, “Market Research in
Trade”, “Trade”, “Organizational Behavior”, “Stock Exchanges and Stock
Exchange Trading”, “Hotel and Restaurant Management” within the framework
of teaching performed in the educational-qualification degree of “Bachelor” at
the “Economics of Trade” Department, and “Marketing Researh” within the
framework of teaching performed at the “Marketing and Strategic Planning”
Department.

The candidate in the competition has made contributions to the preparation
of teaching documentation in five disciplines. He has prepared and/or has been
the co-author of the study programs in “Consumer Behavior”, “Prices and
Pricing”, “Pricing Policy of the Company”, “Pricing Policies of Retail Chains”,
“Sales Management in Trade”.

For assisting the teaching process, Chief Assistant Professor Borislav
Atanasov has published the independent study aid “Consumer Behavior in
Definitions and Problems” and is a co-author of the textbook “Prices and
Pricing”.

The presented evidence material and arguments give me grounds to
confirm that Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov has extensive
experience as a lecturer and a high degree of preparedness for provisioning the
educational process in the disciplines related to the specifics of the announced
competition for associate professor.
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5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications

5.1. Major directions of the candidate’s scientific research activity

The candidate’s scientific research activity covers issues, which are
current and significant for the present economic reality and they concern prices,
trade and consumer behavior. The presented scientific works and publications
can be grouped into the following main directions:

»Prices and Pricing. The presented habilitation thesis is dedicated to this
topic. Together with it, here we can note publications concerning the issues of
price formation within sales channels under conditions of omnichannel trade and
in individual sectors of the economy. Prices and pricing are the subject of
research from the viewpoint of price approaches and strategies, as well as from
the viewpoint of their regulation and control by the state.

= Consumer behavior. The focus is on behavior models, motivation,
consumer value, and the processes of making purchase decisions. There are
studies performed on consumers of various product lines — of food products, of
non-food products under the conditions of COVID-19, specifically of food
supplements and animal products in Bulgaria.

» Market environment and trade. Analysis of the consumer goods market in
Bulgaria, regulation of commercial activity, the role of trade in providing
employment, the social responsibility of companies during their commercial
activity, the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on commercial activity.

* The publication activity of the candidate also includes research in the field
of project management, specifically in the water sector — good practices for
project management in the water sector in non-EU countries, the state of project
financing, the benefits of implementation of water projects in Bulgaria.

5.2. Major scientific and/or scientific-applied results.
With regard to the “Prices and pricing” direction, the following main
results must be highlighted:

» Tracking and comparison of food prices dynamics and the dynamics of
changes in consumer income and expenses for the purchase of food products;

» Formulation of the issues of price formation during the process of moving
the goods to the final consumer in two main aspects: disturbed balance of power
between the individual participants and the implementation of unfair trade
practices;

= Critical formulation of the theoretical propositions in defining value and
revealing the price-value relationship;
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» Formulation of the directions of prices’ influence on the behavior of
consumers when purchasing consumer goods in retail trade by commodity
groups;

» Formulation of the price factor as the most significant element when
consumers choose a channel for purchase in the conditions of omnichannel trade;

= Researching the composition and structure of prices, the specifics of
charging VAT during the pricing process in tourism;

= Justification of the need for state regulation of prices, formulation of the
types of direct and indirect state regulation of prices of economically important
sectors such as electricity, thermal energy, natural gas and medicines;

With regard to the “Consumer behavior” direction:

= Construction of a conceptual model of consumer behavior when the price
changes;

» Formulation of trends in consumer behavior when purchasing fast moving
goods in Bulgaria, as well as the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on consumer
behavior;

= Differentiation of utilitarian and hedonistic aspects of consumer behavior
and consumers’ attitude to prices;

= [dentification of key factors during the grocery purchasing process;

= Systemization of the aspects of consumer behavior in retail trade,
formulation of case studies and problems for supporting the study process and
for easier absorption of the taught material by students;

With regard to the “Market environment and trade” direction:

» Formulation of retail sales dynamics for a period of 8 years, change in the
number of retail outlets in general and specifically with regard to the leading
retail chains for fast moving goods;

» Formulation of indices of sales in non-food trade and the impact of the
COVID-19 pandemic on the use of commercial space;

» Formulation of the role of trade as a source of employment for the
economy, as well as the need for regulating commercial activity;

»Development of the concepts of “Social Responsibility” and social
marketing in trade;

5.3. Assessment of monographs as an individual object of review.

The main monographic work presented by the candidate in the competition
is “Price and its impact on consumer behavior (when purchasing consumer goods
in retail trade)”. This work is a synthesis of two significant and multifaceted fields
of economic research — price as an economic category and consumer behavior
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with its conditioning and process. In the main part of the work, the author reviews
scientific concepts in both directions with the aim of reaching a new quality
regarding the linking of consumer behavior with price impacts. In this regard, the
monograph emphasizes not only price sensitivity, but the economic categories of
price and value, price as a source of consumer value, and of the utilitarian, but
also hedonistic attitude to price. The author summarizes that value is formed by
two main components — perceived benefits and perceived costs and is related to
the individual subjective evaluation by consumers. In the monograph, an
interdisciplinary approach is applied, based on the connection of the theory of
consumer behavior with the general economic theory, sociology, psychology,
statistics, marketing, management, and other sciences. A valuable contribution to
the topic is the model illustrating the place and role of price in the purchase
decision process, in which four blocks are distinguished — the role of price, the
significance of price, the interest in and understanding of price, the evaluation of
and satisfaction from price. A leading proposition of the author is that value
through price is provided to consumers mainly through price reductions.
Interesting summaries were made from the viewpoint of the duration of direct
price reductions and the choice of periods for their implementation.

One of the contributions of the monograph is the developed conceptual
model of consumer behavior under the influence of prices. This model is
complemented by two others: a model of consumer behavior in the event of a
temporary reduction in prices and a model of consumer behavior in the event of
a price increase.

Based on the theoretical and methodological summaries, the scientific
work performs an empirical study of the influence of price on the behavior of end
users during the purchase of household goods and the author’s conclusions from
that research are presented.

As a result of the reached findings, it can be stated that the scientific works
of Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov comply with the requirements of
DASRBA and the conditions for acquiring the academic position of “associate
professor”, in accordance with the Regulations for implementation of DASRBA,
as well as in accordance with the Additional requirements of UNWE.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions
The reference for the original scientific contributions presented by Chief
Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov does not provide sufficiently synthesized

information on the topic. In summary, the contributions may be formulated in the
following main directions:
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1. Theoretical contributions in the scientific fields of prices and consumer
behavior

1.1. Systematization of theoretical concepts regarding price and value,
their essential characteristics and relationship;

1.2.  Formulation of the influence of prices in each of the stages of the
linear model of the purchase decision making process of consumers;

1.3. Conceptualizing price as a source of consumer value measured by
the saved monetary amount and identification of models for consumer value
formation;

1.4. Systematization of consumer behavior patterns and the leading
factor influences during the purchase of consumer goods.

2. Scientific-applied contributions regarding:

2.1. A price-influenced consumer behavior model supporting the study and
analysis of the interaction between consumer behavior and consumer goods
prices;

2.2. Formulation of trends in the behavior of consumers when purchasing
fast moving goods in Bulgaria, as well as comparison of the trends in changes of
food product prices and of consumer income and expenses;

2.3. Identification of price influences on consumer behavior during the
purchase of consumer goods;

2.4. Timely promotion of the issues concerning power positions in
distribution channels and unfair trade practices;

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

I recommend to Chief Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov to continue
his research work on the relationship between price and consumer behavior by
extending the scope within the context of contemporary omnichannel commerce.
I also recommend that he aims to publish his works primarily in referenced
scientific journals indexed in the world's scientific databases Scopus and Web of
Science.

Conclusion

Based on the indicated qualities regarding the scientific-research and the
educational-teaching activities of the candidate in the competition, I confirm that
he meets the conditions in DASRBA, the Regulations for Implementation of
DASRBA, as well as the Additional requirements of UNWE, and I confidently
recommend to the members of the scientific jury and the Faculty Council of the
“Economics of Infrastructure” Faculty at UNWE to vote for the election of Chief
Assistant Professor Borislav Atanasov, PhD, at the academic position of
“associate professor” in the scientific specialty of “Economics and management
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(prices and pricing, consumer behavior)” /professional field 3.8. Economics,
higher education area 3. “Social, economic and legal sciences”/ at UNWE, for
which I will vote positively.
