1. Information about the competition

The Competition was announced for the needs of the Criminal Law Department at the Law
Faculty of UNWE in accordance with Decision of the AC No 9/30.11.2022. | participate as a
member of the scientific jury on the competition according to Order No 259/08.02.2023 of the
Rector of UNWE by presenting an opinion.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Three candidates participate in the competition (in the order of submission of documents) —
chief assist. Presian Marchev Markov, PhD, UNWE, chief assist. Petya Velinova Mitreva,
PhD, UNWE and chief assist. Stoyan Ognyanov Stoykov, PhD, UNWE.

2.1. Chief assist. Dr. Presian Markov has acquired two degrees of higher education — in
2002 a Bachelor’s degree in "Countering Crime and Public Order Protection™ at the Academy
of the Ministry of Interior and in 2004 a Master's degree in professional field 3.6 Law at the
South-West University "Neofit Rilski". In 2014 he also acquired the educational and scientific
degree "Doctor" in professional field 3.6 Law, scientific specialty "Criminal Law" at the
Academy of the Ministry of Interior. In the period from 2002 to 2008 he worked in various
positions in the system of the Ministry of Interior. Since 2008 he has been a lecturer at the Law
Faculty of UNWE and has held successively the academic positions from 2002 to 2018
"assistant™ and since 2018 until now "chief assistant”. In these capacities he conducts training
in various disciplines - Criminal Law, Criminology, Criminal Executive Law and
Fundamentals of Law (in Bulgarian and English). He has also been a trainer of student teams
of UNWE in competitions for solving cases.

2.2. Chief assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD, has acquired two degrees of higher education — in
2001 a Bachelor's degree in Countering Crime and Public Order Protection at the Academy of
the Ministry of Interior and in 2005 two educational qualifications - a Master's degree in
International Economic Relations at the UNWE and in professional field 3.6 Law at the South-
West University "Neofit Rilski". In 2014 she acquired an educational and scientific degree
“Doctor” in professional field 3.6 Law, scientific specialty "Criminal Law™ at the Academy of
the Ministry of Interior. During the period 2001 — 2011 she worked in the system of the
Ministry of Interior, successively occupying the different grades of the position of
"investigating officer" and subsequently the position of "senior legal adviser". Since 2011, her
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professional development has been focused on teaching. Initially, she held the academic
position "Assistant” at the Academy of the Ministry of Interior with the field of teaching
Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure. From 2015 and until 2018 she held the
academic position of Assistant Professor and since 2018 she has held the academic position of
Chief Professor at the Law Faculty of UNWE with the main field of teaching in the specialty
Criminal Law. Since 2021 until now she has also been a part-time assistant professor in
Criminal Law at the Faculty of Law of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". Since 2017
she has been a lawyer at the Sofia Bar Association. Since 2013 she has participated as a lecturer
in numerous trainings for lawyers, magistrates and civil servants at different levels on topics
in the fields of Criminal Law and Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure.

2.3. Chief assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD graduated in 1999 in the Vasil Levski Higher
Military School — Veliko Tarnovo with a civil engineering specialty. In 2005 he acquired a
Master's degree in professional field 3.6 Law at the Law Faculty of UNWE. In 2011 he
acquired the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the same professional field,
scientific specialty "Criminal Law". From 2007 to 2011 he held the position of "State
Inspector” at the Commission for Establishing Property Acquired from Criminal Activity.
Since 2008 he has held successively the academic positions of Assistant and Chief Assistant
at the Law Faculty of UNWE with the fields of teaching Criminal Law and International
Criminal Law. Since 2011 he has been a lawyer. He has participated in numerous national and
international scientific projects in the field of criminal law and criminal procedure.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

3.1. Chief assistant Presian Markov, PhD

Chief assistant Presian Markov, PhD, applied for participation in the competition for the
academic position of Associate Professor at UNWE with a total number of points on the
quantitative indicators for occupying the position 816. They are distributed as follows:

1. National minimum requirements under art. 2b of the Act on the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and art. 1a, para. 1 of the Regulations for the
implementation of the same normative act — 335

2. Additional requirements for UNWE according to the the Act on the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria — 481.

According to the additional requirements of UNWE for the professional field 3.6 Law the
minimum quantitative indicators should be a total of 705 points, distributed respectively — 300
(on the first group of indicators) and 305 (on the second group of indicators). On this basis, |
agree with the decision of the Habilitation Council of UNWE (Protocol No 5 of 07 November
2022) that Ch. assist. Dr. Presian Markov fulfills the quantitative and qualitative requirements
for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE.

To participate in the competition, the candidate presents for his main habilitation work a
scientific work on "Consequences of Criminal Convictions in Bulgarian Legislation. S.:
Avalon. 2022, ISBN 978-954-9704-43-3". The exhibition has a total volume of 161 pages and
46 pages of Appendices, an integral part of it, and on the last page of the book body is correctly
marked the information for 2 scientific reviews. In the work is presented in a comprehensive
content a complete and comprehensive study of a certain problem - the consequences of
criminal conviction. It is examined in depth and reasoned from the point of view of its
projection throughout the Bulgarian legislation, not only in Criminal Law. The bibliography
of the used literature is 7 pages and is structured in two parts — sources in Bulgarian (70 titles)
and sources in a foreign language (with more than 15 titles). The citations of these sources and
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the other citations relevant to the content of the work are correctly noted in the text in a total
of 340 footnotes and are in accordance with the established scientific standards for citations in
scientific works.

On these grounds, the scientific work on "Consequences of Criminal Conviction in
Bulgarian Legislation" fully meets the requirements for a monograph under § 1, item 10 of the
Additional Provisions of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ZRASRB), which is why | accept it for evaluation as the main habilitation work of
the candidate Ch. assist. Dr. Presian Markov.

3.2. Chief assistant Petya Mitreva, PhD

Ch. assist. Dr. Petya Mitreva applied for participation in the competition for the academic
position of Associate Professor at the UNWE with a total number of points on the quantitative
requirements for occupying the position 1124. They are distributed as follows:

1. National minimum requirements under art. 2b of the ZRASRB and art. 1a, para. 1 of the
Regulations for the implementation of the same normative act — 595 and

2. Additional requirements for UNWE according to the ZRASRB — 529.

According to the additional requirements of UNWE for the professional field 3.6 Law the
minimum quantitative requirements should be a total of 705 points, distributed respectively —
300 (on the first group of indicators) and 305 (on the second group of indicators). On this basis,
| agree with the decision of the Habilitation Council of UNWE (Protocol No 5 of 07 November
2022) that Chief assistant Dr. Petya Mitreva fulfills the quantitative and qualitative
requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE.

For participation in the competition, the candidate presents for her main habilitation work a
scientific work on "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and Criminal
Facilitation of Others", Avalon Publishing, Sofia, 2022, ISBN 978-954-9704-45-7, and on its
last page the information for 2 scientific reviews is correctly marked. The exhibition has a total
volume of 225 pages. It presents in a comprehensive content a complete and comprehensive
study of a particular problem - criminal responsibility for criminal motivation and criminal
facilitation of another person. It has been examined in depth and reasoned in terms of its
manifestation in the relevant institutes of the General Part of Criminal Law, its projection in
the Special Part of the Criminal Code and in the law of the European Union. The bibliography
of the literature used is 7 pages and is structured in two parts — sources in Bulgarian (with more
than 70 titles) and sources in a foreign language (with more than 15 titles). The citations of
these sources and other citations relevant to the content of the work are correctly noted in the
text in a total of 293 footnotes and comply with the established scientific standards for citations
in scientific works.

On these grounds, the scientific work on "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal
Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others™ fully meets the requirements for a monograph
under § 1, item 10 of the Additional Provisions of the Act on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), which is why | accept it for evaluation as the
main habilitation work of the candidate Ch. assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD.

3.3. Chief assistant Stoyan Stoykov, PhD

Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD applied for participation in the competition for the
academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE with a total number of points on the
quantitative indicators for occupying the position 1167, 50. They are distributed as follows:

1. National minimum requirements under art. 2b of the ZRASRB and art. 1a, para. 1 of the
Regulations for the implementation of the same normative act — 570
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2. Additional requirements for UNWE according to the Act on the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria— 597, 5.

According to the additional requirements of UNWE for the professional field 3.6 Law the
minimum quantitative requirements should be a total of 705 points, distributed respectively —
300 (on the first group of indicators) and 305 (on the second group of indicators). On this basis,
it can be concluded that with a total number of points — 1167, 50 ch. assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov
fulfills the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate
Professor at the UNWE.

As a major habilitation work ch. assist. Stoykov, PhD presents "International Criminal
Law", Ciela, Sofia, 2015, ISBN 978-954-28-1904-2, with a volume of 238 pages and a
bibliography of 2 pages. The documents are accompanied by 2 reviews of the scientific work,
in which the work is defined as habilitation work.

The scientific work is structured in two parts — General and Special. The general part
contains 7 chapters. The in-depth acquaintance with its content gives me grounds for the
conclusion that it essentially covers the curriculum of the discipline "International Criminal
Law", which is taught within the framework of the training in the specialty "Law". This is how
the topics are arranged — from the general characteristics of International Criminal Law
(chapter one) through sources (chapter two) and subjects (chapter three) to punishment
(chapter seven). The same approach is used in the Special Part, which is subdivided internally
into 14 chapters. Some of them are dedicated to the types of crimes included in the subject of
International Criminal Law. Another part is relevant to different international criminal
jurisdictions. In essence, the exposition presents the main points in each of the topics included
init.

These findings give me the basis for the conclusion that the work "International Criminal
Law", Ciela, Sofia, 2015, ISBN 978-954-28-1904-2 is a textbook, not a habilitation work — a
monograph, as is the imperative requirement of the the Act on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 24, para. 2, item 3, pres. 1 and § 1, item 10 of the
Additional Provisions) and the Regulations for its application (Art. 53, para. 1, item 3, point 1
Mt. Appendix to Art. 1a, para. 1, table for minimum national requirements for the scientific
activity of candidates for the academic position "Associate Professor" in the scientific field 3.
Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, indicator group B — Habilitation work — monograph).
Although the work meets the formal requirements for a monograph established in the legal
definition under § 1, item 10 of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria— it has an ISBN, a total volume of over 100 pages and 2 scientific reviews, it does
not meet the content of a monographic study - to present the unfolded content of a complete
and comprehensive study of a particular subject, problem or personality. It is established in the
same statutory definition as cumulative of the formal requirements for determining whether a
scientific work is a monograph within the meaning of the law. And as | pointed out above, the
work covers the whole matter — subject of the curriculum of the discipline "International
Criminal Law" and does not contain a full and comprehensive consideration of a particular
problem of one or several topics in the field of International Criminal Law.

| also have no legal basis for assuming that a separate part of the content of the work is
monographic in nature. This is because none of its parts meet the formal requirement for the
minimum required volume of at least 100 pages, which is one of the formal requirements laid
down in the legal definition of a monograph. In addition, the reviews presented are relevant to
the work in its entirety and not to individual parts of it, i.e. there is no second formal

requirement within the meaning of the same definition.

The arguments put forward are the basis for my conclusion that the submitted by the
candidate Ch. assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov International Criminal Law, Ciela Works, Sofia,
2015, ISBN 978-954-28-1904-2 is not a major habilitation work — a monograph for
participation in a competition for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at
the UNWE within the meaning of the ZRASRB.

The same candidate for participation in the same competition presents 2 more works as
monographic. The first of them is on the topic "The Subjective Side of the Crime", Ciela, S.,
2015, ISBN 978-954-28-1903-5 with a total volume of 152 pages and 3 pages of bibliography.
However, the book body of this work does not contain information about who are scientific
reviewers or scientific editor. There are no reviews attached in the documents for participation
in the competition, as the candidate has done for the work he defines as the main habilitation
work. Therefore, although the work "The Subjective Side of the Crime", Ciela, S., 2015, ISBN
978-954-28-1903-5 meets the requirement for a minimum volume of pages within the meaning
of the legal definition of a monograph, I accept that it does not meet the requirement under §
1, item 10 of the Additional Provisions of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria- to have reviewers or a scientific editor to be defined as a monograph.

The second work, presented by Dr. Stoykov, is on the topic "Criminal Law Protection of
the Excise Duty under Art. 234 of the Criminal Code”, Publishing Complex — UNWE, Sofia,
2022, ISBN 978-619-232-603-6 with a total volume of 146 pages and 3 pages of bibliography.
It is structured in an introduction, two parts and a conclusion. The first part, entitled "Excise
duty”, presents the general characteristics of excise duty as a type of indirect tax and that of
excise goods as a subject of offense. In the second part "Criminal Law Protection of the corpus
delicti under art. 234" discusses the issues related to this crime according to the generally
accepted in criminal law science approach. The last page of the book contains an explicit
mention of 2 scientific reviews. These findings are the basis for my conclusion that this
scientific work constitutes a monograph within the meaning of the legal framework for the
development of academic staff. However, it is presented by the candidate to the scientific
indicator group D, 4 - published monograph, which is not presented as a basic habilitation
work. | cannot accept it as a substitute for the missing main habilitation work in the current
competition procedure. This is because there is no legal basis that shows me the terms and
conditions under which a member of the scientific jury at this stage of the competition
procedure can make such a decision. Moreover, on the basis of art. 2b, para. 5 ZRASRB and
art. 1a, para. 2 and 3 of the Regulations for its implementation, in its internal regulations the
UNWE establishes additional requirements for the candidates for occupying academic
positions at the university. According to them, each candidate should explicitly state (indicator
No 22, group G of the Reference for the Fulfillment of the Quantitative Requirements for the
academic position of "Associate Professor” at UNNS) which is his/her main habilitation work.
That's what Chief assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov with the explicit mention in that such a work
"International Criminal Law", Ciela, S., 2015, ISBN 978-954-28-1904-2. On its basis is the
pronouncement of the Habilitation Council at the UNWE within the preliminary stage of the
competition procedure. Therefore, the adoption at this stage of the competition procedure that
the main habilitation work is "Criminal Law Protection of Excise Duty under art. 234 of the
Criminal Code", Publishing Complex — UNWE, Sofia, 2022, ISBN 978-619-232-603-6 and
not the one that the applicant has stated would be a violation on my part as a member of the
scientific jury of the additional requirements established in the internal rules of UNWE.
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In view of all the arguments, | think that the candidate Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD does
not fulfill the content part of Indicator 3 in Group C of the minimum national requirements for
occupying the academic position of Associate Professor and Indicator 22 in Group G of the
additional requirements for occupying this position at the UNWE. His work "International

On this grounds and in accordance with Art. 26,
para. 2 of the ZRASRB, Art. 54, para. 2 of the Regulations for its implementation and Art. 35a,
para. 1 of the Regulation for the Organization and Conduction of Competitions for Acquiring
Scientific Degree and Occupying Academic Positions at the UNWE | do not present an
assessment of this work as well as of the other scientific publications and the educational and
teaching activity of the candidate Chief Assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov.

The habilitation work "Consequences of Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation™ is
the first study in criminal law theory, which is based on an analysis of the consequences of
criminal conviction, provided for in about 600 provisions of nearly 300 normative acts. The
scientific contributions of the work are drawn up in detail and correctly in the reference
presented by Dr. Markov and | agree with the conclusions in it.

The essential complexity of the problem and the volume of the legislation predetermine the
theoretical approach used. The monograph is structured in an introduction, three chapters and
a conclusion. The first chapter "Consequences in Law and in Criminal Law" is devoted to
questions of the nature, form and types of legal consequences in general. In this way, a solid
theoretical foundation is laid from the point of view of the General Theory of Law, on the basis
of which the place and functions of the consequences of criminality in the legal system are
subsequently clarified. In this part of the study, the author's ability to place the discussed issues
in the context of general legal knowledge and to combine it with his ability to connect it with
philosophy as a science of human knowledge in its entirety stands out particularly clearly. This
approach to scientific consideration of legal issues is in itself contributory. The way of
developing scientific reasoning on the problems of the consequences of criminal conviction in
criminal law is logical and consistent. Therefore, the conclusions that the consequences of
criminal conviction are the main difference in the content of administrative and criminal
liability, and that they give the criminal sanction a more severe character and therefore do not
obey the tendency to alleviate criminal coercion, are justified and sufficiently substantiated.

The second chapter of the work is devoted to the main types of consequences of criminal
conviction - registration of conviction in the criminal records offices (main consequence);
aggravations of the criminal law status of the perpetrator when committing a subsequent crime
provided for in the criminal legislation; additional (indirect) consequences of criminal
conviction, representing limitations of rights beyond punishment, provided for in normative
acts of other legal sectors. In this part, the statement is not limited to the introduction of
classification criteria and the determination of species according to them. Highly positive
assessment deserves the author's choice for each of the types of consequences of criminal
conviction to argue in detail the importance of the relevant consequences in the Bulgarian
legislation and on this basis to draw well-grounded and justified conclusions about the
differences between them, but also about the relationship between them.
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The third chapter of the work is devoted entirely to the additional consequences of
conviction. This author's approach should be assessed positively, as it has its scientific
explanation in the essence of these consequences — consequences of conviction, beyond
punishment. This group of effects covers different reasons for their occurrence, their
manifestation affects different types of rights, and their legal framework is contained in a large
number of normative acts. And without underestimating the contributions in the rest of the
scientific work, the contribution character of the study as a whole is markedly expressed in this
part. This is because, both in science and in practice, attention has traditionally been focused
on a specific, separate normative act, and hence on a specific, separate consequence of the
conviction that is relevant to a particular study or a specific case. The scientific study of these
implications in the monograph under discussion is a "bird's-eye view" study. It presents the
general picture of all legislative decisions and the relationship between them, and its
abstractness is skillfully combined with sufficient specifics that allows a clear identification of
the merits and deficits of the legal framework in this part. That is why the proposals for
legislative changes contained in the study can definitely be defined as proposals for legislative
reform in the field of the consequences of criminality, through the implementation of which a
substantial improvement of the criminal policy of the state will be achieved.

The content of the articles that Dr. Markov presents for participation in the competition is
a vivid illustration of the depth of Dr. Markov's scientific searches. It is notoriously known that
in a scientific work the discussed problems cannot be exhausted, and in the process of writing
it very often new and new questions arise. Therefore, the author's assessment of the limits of
the content is very important, which to present in the work itself and what to develop further
in an independent publication. The articles presented are an expression of this assessment. In
them, the discussion of the issues is further developed at the next level of thoroughness, which
shows not only the systematics in the application of research approaches, but also the
purposeful behavior of Dr. Presian Markov to argue in detail each of his scientific thesis.

The habilitation work "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and
Criminal Facilitation of Others™ is a comprehensive scientific study of the motivational impact
and facilitation of others as grounds for the realization of criminal responsibility. The
presentation is structured in an introduction, four chapters and conclusion.

The scientific contributions of the work are outlined in detail and correctly in the reference
presented by Dr. Mitreva and | agree with the conclusions in it. However, | believe that a few
more should be added to them.

High positive evaluation deserves the approach chosen by the author to present the studied
matter, which is itself contributory. Tracking the development of the rules relevant to the
surveyed institutes, from Roman law and law in Medieval Bulgaria to the current national
criminal law framework and that of European Union law, is an original and unconventional for
criminal law decision, which, however, gives depth and comprehensiveness to the study.
Through the content of Chapter One "Historical Emergence and Development of the Institutes
of Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others" the author actually presents his
arguments for the second chosen approach of the study, which is also a contribution — to
develop the analysis of criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of others in the two main
aspects — their manifestation in the regulation in the General Part of the criminal legislation
and the way of their reflection in the Special Part. This approach has a dual function. On the
one hand, it makes it possible to bring out the essential features of the two institutes at the
theoretical level, which the author makes in depth and argumentative. On the other hand, this
justifies the logic of the choice of legislative decisions through which these specifics are
reflected in the criminal legislation.

The parameters of the scientific study thus set find their logical continuation in the
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differentiation of Chapter Two "Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others in the
Context of the Institutes of the General Part of the Criminal Code™ and Chapter Three
"Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others as Institutes of the Special Part of
the Criminal Code". In accordance with the established scientific standards in Chapter Two,
the author takes the essence of both institutes from a starting position the General Theory of
Law and on the basis of it determines their importance for the purposes of criminal law in
preparing for a crime as a stage of intentional criminal activity and complicity in crime as a
complication of the subjects. The preparation for and complicity in a crime is the subject of
numerous criminal research, and the work under discussion is essentially the next level of their
theoretical consideration. A high positive assessment should be given to the way the author
builds the content. The exposition is developed through the comparative method of research
on two levels. The first of these is the simultaneous examination of the national legislation of
both institutes and that in other countries, belonging to both continental and precedent legal
systems. The second level is expressed in the consistent differentiation of the institute under
discussion — preparation or form of complicity, with other similar institutes of our criminal
law. In this way, the author's scientific conclusions are drawn consistently and systematically
based on the arguments presented to them.

In the third chapter, criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of others are examined as
elements of the criminal corpus delicti. Although relevant to certain types of crimes, this part
of the work is developed in accordance with the purpose of the study to outline the boundaries
of criminal responsibility in cases where criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of
another is in itself a crime. It is what the author achieves by analyzing the forms of the
executive acts "incite”, apparent inducement to commit a crime”, "persuade”, "facilitates",
"assists"”, etc. Not through the classical analysis of the composition of a crime — elements about
the object, about the objective side, about the subject and about the subjective side, but through
the prism of the content of the prohibited behavior in all chambers in which it is provided as
an executive act of different types of crimes. This way of presenting the analysis is also in itself
a contribution and is another argument in support of the conclusion that the work is at the
necessary theoretical level required for habilitative scientific work.

Chapter Four "Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation in the Criminal Law of the
European Union" is entirely devoted to European Union law. This author's decision is fully
consistent with the characteristic of EU Law as an autonomous legal order that Member States
apply alongside their national legislation. And in this part, the author does not deviate from the
way of presenting the discussed matter. From the starting point on the place of criminal law in
EU law and the obligations of the Member States arising from it, the author develops the
analysis of the acts of secondary Union law that are relevant to the issues under discussion.
The conclusions about the interaction between EU Criminal Law and our national Criminal
Law are well-grounded and logically drawn, taking into account the differences in the two
legal orders.

Although in the course of the presentation Dr. Mitreva formulated proposals for change in
the legislation, | positively appreciate her decision to bring them out fully and finally at the
exhibition. In essence, they are logically and reasonably related to the theses set out by her in
the content of the study.

Dr. Mitreva's ability to bring out well-grounded scientific theses is confirmed by the content
of the other scientific works she presents for participation in the competition. Her choice of
topical and still sporadically researched topics, such as hate crime, and EU criminal law
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deserves a positive assessment. The contribution of learning works on such topics is
indisputable to the development of modern criminal law science and therefore | believe that
Dr. Mitreva should be encouraged to continue her work on them.

6. Key critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate individually

6.1 Ch. assist. Presian Markov, PhD

| have no critical remarks to the monographic work "Consequences of Criminal Conviction
in Bulgarian Legislation™" by Ch. assist. Dr. Presian Markov. | strongly recommend him not to
give up on the standards he sets himself in scientific work, but also to keep reminding himself
that every human creation, including the scientific one, cannot be absolutely perfect. | am
convinced that when he accepts this thought, but without ignoring his self-criticism, the work
on his future scientific works will be greatly facilitated.

6.2. Ch. assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD

| have no critical remarks to Dr. Mitreva's monographic work on the topic "Limits of
Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others". 1 think
that in the course of writing any scientific work it is sometimes difficult to make an accurate
assessment of the limits of its content. It is notoriously known that a scientific exposition
cannot exhaust all aspects of the research problem and therefore the author is the one who
decides which issues to discuss in a scientific work and which questions, although related to
the problems of this work, to consider in another scientific work. | am therefore convinced that
the ambiguities in the presentation of some of the theses in the work are the result of precisely
the difficulty of such a judgment. E.qg. at pp. 98-99 criminal motivation and criminal facilitation
are considered in the context of co-perpetration and necessary complicity, but the conclusion
about their ratio is relevant only to the necessary complicity. At pp. 118-119 the incitement to
war or other hostile action against the Republic is considered as a kind of treacherous crime,
but it is not discussed why the author assumes that there is a differentiation in view of the
number of incited persons in the incitement of a foreign state and in the incitement of a social
group abroad. At pp. 153 — 156 the second group of criminal inclines is analyzed depending
on the direction of the motivational impact (Art. 289, Art. 307b, Art. 315, para. 2 of the
Criminal Code), but it is not discussed why the rules for the totality between bribery and crime
under Art. 289 Criminal Code.

Without changing my conclusions about the merits of the monographic study, | would like
to recommend Dr. Mitreva to publish in independent scientific papers those issues for which
she considered that they should not be fully developed in the content of the scientific work
under discussion. On the other hand, it will provide an opportunity to develop a scientific
discussion on the pages of scientific publications or within scientific forums, in case the
presented thesis is not shared by other representatives of the criminal law community. And any
scientific discussion is a step in the development of legal science.

7. Conclusion

On the basis of the arguments and conclusions from them, I give a positive assessment and
propose to the honorable scientific jury to propose to the Faculty Council of the Law Faculty
of UNWE to select the candidate Chief Assist. Presian Marchev Markov, PhD for the
academic position of Associate Professor in the scientific specialty Criminal Law, professional
field 3.6 Law, Scientific Field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences at the UNWE.
