I. Regarding the candidate chief assist. Petya VVelinova Mitreva, PhD

1. Petya Mitreva is a Doctor of Law, since 2015 she is an assistant professor
and currently a chief assistant in Criminal Law at the Faculty of Law of UNWE.
For her participation in the competition chief assist. Petya Velinova Mitreva, PhD
presents scientific works of which one is a habilitation work - the monograph
"Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and Criminal
Facilitation of Others" /S.: Avalon Publishing, 202 2, 2 33 p./, and the rest - eight
more scientific publications. She meets the minimum national requirements for

occupying the position of "Associate Professor".

2. The monograph "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal
Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others" is a thorough and systematic
study that has not only scientific but also practical significance. It is characterized
by a structure including an introduction, four chapters, conclusion and de lege
ferenda proposals. The work explores all major issues related to criminal
responsibility for motivational impact and facilitation of others. They are
examined in a differentiated manner depending on whether the motivational or
facilitating act falls within the scope of application of the institutes of the general

part — criminal preparation and complicity, or they meet the elements of a crime
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regulated in the special part of the Penal Code. The analysis is also based on
legislative decisions in a number of European countries. The quality of the work
is facilitated by the combined use of historical, legal and comparative legal
methods of research. The scientific approach adopted gives relevance and
practical usefulness to work. That is why the monograph is of interest to the
scientific community in the field of law, the legislator and law enforcement

authorities.

The work is also characterized by numerous concrete contributions, some

of which are as follows:

- the features of the qualification of the motivational impact on another

person and the facilitation of another person as criminal preparation are clarified;

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- the criminal corpora delicti with an executive act of solicitation and

facilitation /assistance/ are analyzed;

- the provisions of secondary EU legislation regulating criminal liability for
criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of another are systematized and

clarified:;

- the conclusion that when the unsuccessful incitement to crime is
criminalized, the preparation for the same crime should be criminalized on an

even greater ground is well-argued;

- a number of well-argued de lege ferenda proposals have been made and

systematized in the conclusion of the study.

In view of the outlined contributions of the habilitation work, it is necessary
to conclude that it contributes to the formation and future implementation of an
effective policy in determining the limits of criminal responsibility for criminal
motivation and criminal facilitation of another person, without this being in

violation of the principle of minimum criminal repression.

Stoyan Stoykov, PhD
presents 15 publications, of which he points as a major monographic work -
"International Criminal Law" /Sofia: Ciela Norma AD, 2015, 330 p./.

Considered in substance the work listed by ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD
as main publication does not have the characteristics of a monograph, but of a
textbook. It is also a textbook according to the author himself. In its introduction
chief assist. Stoykov, PhD explains: "This textbook is intended for basic training
in international criminal law." And continues: "The textbook is aimed at providing
basic knowledge on the discipline according to the current international
legislation.” Thus derives the conclusion that the submitted publication does not

meet the requirement under Art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of the Act on the Development
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of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. That is why | give a negative
assessment for the participation of the candidate in this competition and do not
recommend to the scientific jury to propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty
of Law of UNWE to elect chief assist. Stoyan Ognyanov Stoykov, PhD as an

Associate Professor in Criminal Law.
