The
competition was announced in accordance with the requirements of the Act on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) and the Regulations
for the Implementation of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria in State Gazette, issue 98 of 09.12.2022. on the basis of Decision of the Academic
Council of UNWE No 9/30.11.2022

The scientific jury for the competition was constituted by Order No 259/08.02.2023 of
the Rector of UNWE. By a decision of the first meeting of the scientific jury of the competition
| was appointed to present a statement of opinion.

Three candidates are admitted to participate in the competition procedure: Chief
Assist. Presian Marchev Markov, PhD , Chief Assist. Petya Velinova Mitreva, PhD and Chief
Assist. Dr. Stoyan Ognyanov Stoykov. This opinion presents the three candidates in the order
of submission of applications for participation in the competition procedure, as follows.



Il. PRESIAN MARCHEV MARKOV - candidate in the competition
I. 1. Brief information about the candidate

Ch. assist. Presian Marchev Markov, PhD was born on May 4", 1979 in Sofia. He
graduated in Law in 2004 in SWU "Neofit Rilski". He successfully defended a dissertation on
"Problems of Criminal Law Qualification of the Crime" in 2014, on the basis of which he was
awarded the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" — professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal
Law). He holds the academic position of Assistant Professor at the Department of Criminal
Legal Sciences at the Faculty of Law of UNWE. Subsequently, after a competition, he took
the position of Chief Assistant in the same department. At present, chief assist. Presian
Markov, PhD is acting "Scientific Secretary" of the Criminal Legal Sciences Department. His
professional experience is in the field in which he teaches and carries out scientific research.
He has held the positions of "specialist in vocational training" at the Directorate of the National
Gendarmerie Service and "administrator of distance learning" at the Academy of the Ministry
of Interior. He has participated in a number of working groups to improve the legal framework
in various areas of law.

1. 2. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
of ""Associate Professor"’

The materials filed in the competition by chief assist. Presian Markov, PhD contain a
filled in reference for compliance with the quantitative requirements and a filled in reference
for compliance with the qualitative requirements. In the reference for the quantitative
requirements 335 points are reported with minimally necessary 300 points for the
implementation of the minimum national requirements. There are 481 points for the
implementation of the additional requirements of UNWE, which define as necessary minimum
305 points.

In the reference for qualitative requirements the scientific work "Consequences of
Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation™ is indicated as habilitation on the grounds of
Art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of the ZRASRB. The cited publication is a comprehensive, vast and in-
depth study of a major theoretical problem of criminal law and is a monograph. It contains
substantial scientific contributions without repeating existing scientific research. The quality
requirements of the competition are met. In the framework of a preliminary procedure the
Habilitation Council of UNWE has given a positive opinion on the compliance with the
adopted by the Academic Council quantitative and qualitative requirements of UNWE
(Protocol No 5/07.11.2022) ).



1. 3. Evaluation of the applicant’s teaching activities

Ch. assist. Presian Marchev Markov, PhD conducts seminars and lectures on the
discipline "Criminal Law". He also teaches a lecture course in the discipline "Criminology" at
the Faculty of Law of UNWE. He teaches specialized courses for professional training in
criminal law at the Institute of Postgraduate Studies of UNWE and State Agency "National
Security”. As can be seen from the presented materials in the competition, for the last five
academic years he has fulfilled an auditorium workload of 575 hours of lectures and 955 hours
of exercises in Bulgarian. He also took 132 hours of lectures in English at UNWE. The
minimum requirements for participation in the competition for occupying the academic
position of Associate Professor have been exceeded.

The teaching activity of ch. assist. Presian Markov, PhD covers the preparation of a
number of training materials and University documentation. He is a part of a team of authors
that has developed a Textbook on the General Part of Criminal Law. Additional proof of the
candidate's competence in the field of teaching is the developed Methodology for solving cases
in criminal law — a handbook. The students highly appreciate the teaching activity of chief
assist. Presian Markov.

Given the above ch. assist. Presian Markov, PhD fulfills the legal requirements for
teaching and educational work for the academic position of Associate Professor in professional
field 3.6 Law (Criminal Law).

I11.4. Brief overview of the submitted scientific works of the applicant

Ch. assist. Presian Markov, PhD participates in the competition with the monographic
work "Consequences of Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation” and four articles: 1)
"Tendencies in the Cases of Crimes against Property and the Courts’ Preventive Function™; 2)
"Historical Evolution of the Regulation of Criminal Conviction"; 3) "Several Aspects of the
Criminal Conviction Consequences of Juveniles”; 4) "Bis In Idem by Joint Implementation of
Penal and Administrative Legislation™.

The presented scientific publications are in the field in which the competition was
announced — professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal Law). The monographs "Consequences of
Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation” have a volume of 216 pages and consist of an
introduction, three chapters, conclusion, bibliography and an appendix. For the first time in the
Bulgarian legal literature the consequences of criminal conviction are examined
comprehensively and exhaustively in a monographic study. The work contains substantial
scientific contributions in the field of criminal law theory. It has high theoretical value and
contributes both to the development of criminal law science and to general theoretical
knowledge in the field of legal consequences. The study and analysis of the relevant case law



is impressive. The case law of the Constitutional Court and the European Court of Human
Rights is presented. The monograph also contains a comparative legal study of the legislation
and good practices of a number of European countries.

The monographic work contains a number of de lege ferenda proposals which can
be used to improve legislation. They are presented within the framework of a comprehensive
theoretical model of the consequences of criminal conviction in Bulgarian legislation.

The presented by ch. assist. Presian Markov, PhD publications comply with the
minimum national requirements in professional field 3.6 Law as prescribed by ZRASRB and
meets the criteria for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor in accordance
with the Regulations for Implementation of ZRASRB and the additional requirements of
UNWE.

V. 5. Synthesized evaluation of the scientific and applied research
contributions

The significant contributions are contained in the monographic work "Consequences
of Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation”. They can be presented in three main groups.

First of all, the monographic study defines the concept of consequences of criminal
conviction considering its generic and species characteristics. On this basis, chief assist.
Presian Markov, PhD introduces a clear distinction between the consequences of conviction
and other types of legal consequences. The author clarifies the essence of the consequences of
criminal conviction as a concept of criminal law. The use of the legal-historical approach
supports the scientific theses put forward in the work. The differences between the
consequences of the criminal record and the punishment of deprivation of rights and others are
outlined.

Secondly, a significant theoretical contribution is the derivation of the types of
consequences of criminal conviction. The proposed classifications represent an original
scientific contribution. The indirect consequences of criminal conviction are studied in detail.
On this basis, chief assist. Presian Markov makes theoretical conclusions about the place and
role of the consequences of conviction within the administration of justice. He derives a
systematic interrelation between the different types of criminal law consequences. The
theoretical positive law analysis is ideologically determined. The principle of justice and
human rights as a moral and political ideal of modern law are in line with humanism and justice
as principles of law.

Thirdly, the monographic study has a applied research nature. It contains an in-depth
analysis of the legal framework of the consequences of criminal conviction, as well as a review



and commentary of the relevant case law. The applied research conclusions are based on the
theoretical analysis. The questions of the effectiveness and adequacy of the legal regulation in
establishing the consequences of criminal record are raised. A comprehensive legislative
reform is proposed, with proposals for legislative changes in three stages. The de lege ferenda
proposals are scientifically justified by precise use of the rules of legislative technique and can
definitely serve to improve legislation on the consequences of criminal conviction.

I11.6. Critical remarks and recommendations

I recommend to the author of the monographic study "Consequences of Criminal
Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation” to deepen the theoretical analysis regarding the
application of the principle of proportionality by the court in determining the consequences of
criminal conviction as a complete process for determining and imposing legal consequences
in case of commission of a crime.

I recommend to the author in his future scientific work to explore the place of indirect
consequences of criminal conviction, comparing them with indirect consequences of the
imposition of sanctions in other legal branches. This would deepen the theoretical analysis and
would support the author's main theses on the essence of the consequences of criminal
conviction.

In view of the stated assessment of the educational, teaching and scientific activity | give

Petya Mitreva, PhD
was appointed to the academic position of Assistant Professor at the Criminal Legal Studies
Department at the Faculty of Law of UNWE in 2015. She has held the position of "Assistant



Professor” at the Department of Public Law at the Faculty of Police of the Academy of the
Ministry of Interior. She worked as an investigating officer at the Ministry of Interior. She
has participated in working groups to improve legislation in the field of criminal law and
administrative law. She has experience as a lawyer in the field of criminal law.

Il. 2. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position of
""Associate Professor"

The materials filed in the competition by chief assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD contain a
completed reference for compliance with the quantitative requirements and a completed
reference for compliance of the qualitative requirements. In the reference for the quantitative
requirements 595 points are indicated with minimally necessary 300 points for the
implementation of the minimum national requirements. There are 529 points for the
implementation of the additional requirements of UNWE, which determine as minimum
necessary 305 points. The minimum guantitative requirements for occupying the academic
position of "Associate Professor” have been fulfilled and exceeded.

The reference for compliance with the quality requirements states as a monographic
work the publication on "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and
Criminal Facilitation of Another". The work is a comprehensive, vast and exhaustive study of
a particular and fundamental problem of criminal law.

Petya Mitreva, PhD is a part of a team of authors who wrote a Textbook
on the General Part of Criminal Law. She has participated in the development of a
Methodology for solving criminal law cases, published in the form of a handbook. Petya
Mitreva, PhD uses modern teaching methods. The students define her as a very good teacher.



Given the above ch. assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD meets the legal requirements for
educational and teaching activities for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor
in professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal Law).

comprehensive, complete and comprehensive study of the limits of criminal responsibility for
criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of others. The work also contains many applied
research contributions consisting in the interpretation of legal norms and de lege ferenda
proposals.

There are contributions as well in the presented self-chapter "Impact of Criminal
Law of the European Union on National Criminal Law Systems: Legal Traditions and Future
Perspectives" from the collective monograph "Criminal Law: Past, Present and Future
Perspectives”, published in English (57 pages). The comparative legal approach was
originally used in the analysis of the Europeanization of national legislation. The candidate in
the procedure has a strong scientific interest in the field of criminal law of the European
Union.

Significant contributions are found in the scientific articles "Socially Harmful
Consequences as an Objective Element of the Criminal Corpus Delicti" and "The Minor Case
of Administrative Offence Under art. 28 of the Administrative Offences and Penalties Act and
in the Special Administrative Legislation".

The presented by ch. assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD scientific publications meet the
minimum national requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor
in professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal Law).

Il. 5. Synthesized evaluation of the scientific and applied research
contributions

The main scientific contributions of the applicant are found in the habilitation work
"Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of
Others". Chief assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD traces the historical emergence and development
of the institutes of criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of another which is a
scientific contribution by itself. The results of the application of the historical approach are
used to reach theoretical conclusions in the field of criminal law. The historical analysis has
allowed the applicant to present a reasoned opinion on the trends in the development of the
institutes of preparation and complicity which is a theoretical and applied research
contribution.

The monographic work "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation
and Criminal Facilitation of Others" has a high theoretical value. The scientific theses of the
author are based on the systematics of legal concepts. The concept and types of complicity
in Bulgarian criminal law are clarified. A contribution to the field of criminal law theory is
the use of the concept of "institute of law" when discussing the limits of criminal
responsibility for criminal motivation and solicitation of another, and in particular the



introduction and use of the object criterion. The institutes of criminal motivation and criminal
facilitation of others as types of complicity in crime are presented and analyzed in detail. Of
a contributing nature is the analysis of the motivating and facilitating acts criminalized in the
Special Part of the Criminal Code. The exhaustive systematics of the criminal law institutes
under consideration is drawn out which is a theoretical contribution in itself that presupposes
the correctness and practical value of the de lege ferenda proposals.

Scientific contributions in themselves are the results of the use of the comparative
legal approach in the analysis of the legal framework of complicity in a number of European
countries. The topicality of the discussed issues in relation to the impact of European Union
law on national criminal law is outlined. Scientific conclusions on the development of
Bulgarian criminal law in the context of its harmonization with the common European
approach to criminal conviction indicated by the author as a necessary European approach
to criminal conviction in terms of the moment of occurrence of liability for criminal
motivation and facilitation of another.

The monographic work also contains numerous de lege ferenda proposals for
amendments and supplements to the Penal Code, which give a practical and applied research
character to the work. Theoretical conclusions are skillfully used to justify proposals for
improvement of the legislation.

The other scientific publications provided in the competition do not repeat the
habilitation monographic work and also contain significant contributions in the field of
criminal law.

I1.7. Critical remarks and recommendations

I recommend to the applicant to continue exploring the limits of criminal
responsibility for criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of another, expanding the use
of the comparative legal approach in theoretical analysis through legal, sociological and legal
psychological aspects. The new achievements of legal sociology and legal psychology should
be discussed in the context of law. | believe that this will increase the theoretical value of the
candidate's future scientific work.

I recommend to the candidate in his future work to pay more attention to the
relevant jurisprudence of the European Court of Human Rights in the field studied. The
discussion of the Europeanisation of Bulgarian criminal law should be placed at a more
formal legal sociological level, although the focus is on the relevant law of the European
Union.

VI. STOYAN OGNYANOV STOYKOV - candidate in the competition
111.1. Information about the applicant

Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD was born on May 7", 1977. He holds a Master's
degree in Law acquired at the Faculty of Law of UNWE. He defended a dissertation on
"Criminal Law Protection of Funds Belonging to the European Union or Granted by the
European Union to the Bulgarian State" in 2011, as a result of which he was awarded the
educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the field of higher education 3. Social,
Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 Law ("Criminal Law"). He has held
consecutively the academic positions of Assistant Professor and Chief Assistant at the
Criminal Law Sciences Department of UNWE. He has a law practice and is a manager of a
law firm. He has held the position of State Inspector at the Directorate "Establishment of
Property Abroad and International Relations™ at the Commission for Establishing Property
Acquired from Criminal Activity.

111.2. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

The candidate in the procedure has presented fererences for the fulfillment of the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate
Professor at the UNWE. He reports 1167.50 points on the quantitative indicators for
"Associate Professor". The Habilitation Council of UNWE has expressed a positive opinion
on the compliance with the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the
Academic Council of UNWE (No 5/07.11.2022) ). Formally, it is necessary to conclude that
the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at
the UNWE have been fulfilled.

The evaluation of the candidate's scientific works in the procedure shows that the
publication "International Criminal Law", Ciela, Sofia, 2015, ISBN 978-954-28-1904-2
(332 pages) is presented as a habilitation work and monographic study. According to Art.
24, para. 1, item 3 of ZRASRB for the academic position "Associate Professor” it is
necessary to submit published monographic work or equivalent publications in specialized



scientific journals. In terms of contents, the publication "International Criminal Law" does
not meet the regulatory requirements for a monograph, a legal definition of which is
contained in § 1, item 10 of the Additional Provisions of ZRASRB - "Monograph is a
published scientific edition that contains a complete and comprehensive study of a particular
subject, problem or personality. A monograph is a scientific work that does not repeat or
summarize existing knowledge, that has scientific editors or scientific reviewers, has an
ISBN and has a volume of not less than 100 standard pages. There is no monographic study
- a complete and comprehensive study of a particular subject, problem or personality.

The presented work "International Criminal Law" is a textbook. The contents follow
the systematics of the discipline "International Criminal Law" and does not fully and
comprehensively address a particular problem or subject. Structurally, the work includes an
introduction, a general part, a special part and a part entitled "International Acts" - the Rome
Statute of the International Criminal Court and the Nurnberg Trial Proceedings. Charter of
the international military tribunal (in English), Summary and bibliography. In the preface,
the author himself points out that the work is a textbook "intended for basic training in
international criminal law". In addition, the work "International Criminal Law" is registered
as a textbook by the National Library "St. St. Cyril and Methodius" National register for
published books.

The candidate in the procedure ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD presents two
monographs, namely: 1) "The Subjective Side of the Crime™; 2) "Criminal Law Protection
of Excise Duty Under Art. 234 of the Criminal Code." They are not indicated by the applicant
as habilitation work and cannot be assessed as equivalent to habilitation monographic work,
given the remark under item 2 of the Regulations for the Implementation of ZRASRB.

The articles submitted to the competition by the candidate also can not be assessed
as replacing the monographic work, as in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic
and legal sciences for occupying the academic position of "Associate Professor" it is
obligatory to submit a monographic work and it is not allowed to equate it to equivalent
publications in specialized scientific journals — note under item 2 of the Regulations for the
Implementation of ZRASRB.

Following the above, it is necessary to conclude that chief assist. Stoykov does not
meet the requirement under Art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of ZRASRB. The lack of a submitted
habilitation monographic work in the competition procedure means non-compliance with the
minimum national requirements for the position of "Associate Professor”. Chief assist.
Stoyan Stoykov, PhD does not meet the contents part of Indicator 3 in Group B of the
minimum national requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor
and Indicator 22 in Group G of the additional requirements for occupying this position at the
UNWE. On this basis, | do not present an opinion on the publication "International Criminal



Law", as well as an opinion on the other scientific works and teaching activities of the
applicant (Art. 26, para. 2 of ZRASRB, Art. 54, para. 2 of the Regulations for the
Implementation of ZRASRB and Art. 35a, para. 1 of the Rules for the Organization and
Conduct of Competitions for Acquiring a Scientific Degree and Occupying Academic
Positions at UNWE).

111.3. Conclusion

Given the characteristic made, | give a NEGATIVE ASSESSMENT and propose
to the scientific jury not to propose to the Faculty Council, chief assist. Stoyan Ognyanov
Stoykov, PhD to be elected for the academic position of Associate Professor in scientific
field 3.
