I1. About the candidate PETYA VELINOVA MITREVA
2. Brief information about the candidate

Petya Velinova Mitreva was born in 1979 in Sofia. She received his higher legal education
at SWU "Neofit Rilski". In the period 2007 — 2011 she consecutively held the positions of
"Senior Investigating Officer” in the group "Crimes against the Person" — 01 Regional
Directorate of Sofia Directorate of the Ministry of Interior, "Senior Investigating Officer” in the
"Investigation of Economic Crimes" — Sofia Directorate of Ministry of the Interior and "Senior
Legal Adviser" at the Regional Directorate of the Ministry of Interior — Sofia. In the period 2011
— 2013 she was an assistant professor of "Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure” at
the Department of Public Law at the Police Faculty — Academy of the Ministry of Interior, and
in the period 2013 — 2015 she was Vice Head of the Department of Public Law at the Police
Faculty — Academy of the Ministry of Interior. Since 2015 she has been an assistant professor at
the Criminal Law Sciences Department at the Law Faculty of UNWE and since 2018 she has
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been Chief Assistant. Since 2021, she has been a part-time assistant in the discipline "Criminal
Law" at the Law Faculty of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". Since 2017 she has been
registered as a lawyer in the Sofia Bar Association.

Since 2014 Petya Mitreva has been a Doctor of Law with a defended dissertation on
"Criminal Law and Criminal Procedural Problems of Determining the Punishment".

2. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

As can be seen from the presented reference for fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE and the
evidence attached to it, the applicant meets the national minimum requirements in accordance
with the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para.
5) and the Regulations for its application (Art. 1a, para. 2-3), with a minimum number of points
for the specialty "Law" — 705, the total number of points of the candidate from the different
indicators is 1124.

The candidacy of chief assistant Dr. Petya Mitreva for participation in a competition for
the academic position of Associate Professor in professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal Law)
complies with the quality requirements adopted by the AC. There is no failure to meet the
requirements for taking up the position.

3.Evaluation of the candidate's teaching activities

Chief assistant Dr. Petya Mitreva has a general teaching experience since 2011 and since
2015 she has been an Assistant in Criminal Law at the UNWE. After a competition in 2018, Dr.
Mitreva was appointed to the position of Chief Assistant in Criminal Law at the Criminal Law
Department at the Law Faculty of UNWE. Besides seminars on Criminal Law for Law students
of UNWE, Dr. Mitreva has led lecture courses on Fundamentals of Law (in Bulgarian and
English), Criminal Law Protection of the Financial and Accounting System, Legal Regime of
Classified Information, International Criminal Law. Since 2021, she has been a part-time
assistant in the discipline "Criminal Law" at the Law Faculty of Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski”. She has participated as a lecturer in a number of trainings on criminal and
administrative-criminal law, as well as a trainer in two national student competitions in Criminal
Law, which justifies the conclusion that the candidate is well prepared for the academic position
of "Associate Professor" in the scientific specialty "Criminal Law".

4.Brief characteristics of the scientific papers/publications submitted

Chief assistant Petya Mitreva, PhD participates in the competition with habilitation work
on "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of
Others", ed. Avalon Publishing, S., 2022; monograph not presented as a main habilitation work
"The absolute prohibition of discrimination. Equality in diversity and hate crimes"” (Ciela, S.,
2023, co-author Boyka Cherneva), with a total volume of author's pages 154, chapter of the book
Criminal Law: Past, Present and Future Perspectives. Nova Science publishers, New York, USA,
2019, published abroad in English (Chapter 2. The Influence of European Union Criminal Laws
Over National Criminal Laws: Legal Traditions and Future Perspectives) and six articles on
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problems in the field of Criminal Law, EU Criminal Law and Administrative-Criminal law:
"Some aspects of Ultima Ratio principle in European and Bulgarian Criminal Law.
Contemporary Challenges to Criminal Legislation” — In: Proceedings of an international
scientific conference dedicated to the 50th anniversary of the entry into force of the Criminal
Code of 1968, held in Sofia on 8-9 May 2018, "St. Kliment Ohridski" University Press, 2018,

The presented habilitation work "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal
Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others" is structured in an introduction, four chapters,
conclusion and proposals de lege ferenda, in a total volume of 233 pages. The bibliography of
the used literature is 7 pages and includes sources in Bulgarian (76 titles) and sources in a foreign
language (17 titles). The citations of these sources in the text are in a total of 293 footnotes; the
citations are correct. The presented habilitation work is a monograph within the meaning of §
1, item 10 of the Additional Provisions of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB).

The work analyzes the grounds for criminal liability for motivational impact and
facilitation of others. Chapter One, "Historical Emergence and Development of the Institutes of
Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others", presents historically the problem of
the grounds and limits of criminal responsibility for motivating or facilitating others, tracing the
regularities in the criminal law framework of criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of
others. Chapter Two, "Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others in the Context
of the Institutes of the General Part of the Criminal Code", presents the characteristics of the
motivational impact and facilitation of others as acts that fall within the scope of the functional
criminal law institutes, these of preparation for the commission of a deliberate crime and
complicity in its implementation. Chapter Three of the Habilitation Work, "Criminal Motivation
and Criminal Facilitation of Others as Institutes of the Special Part of the Criminal Code",
explores the characteristics of crimes whose executive acts are reduced to motivational impact
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or facilitation of another person. The author advocates and convincingly argues that these acts
are criminalized not only when they have a sufficiently high degree of social danger, but also
when they do not fall within the scope of preparation and complicity in crime. The fourth chapter
of the habilitation work, "Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of Others in the
Criminal Law of the European Union", explores the issue of criminalizing the motivational
impact and facilitating others in the field of particularly serious crime with a cross-border
dimension, within the meaning of Art. 83, § 1 TFEU. The conclusion presents main conclusions
and proposals de lege ferenda for improving the legislation.

The monograph "The Absolute Prohibition of Discrimination. Equality in diversity and
hate crimes", which is not presented as a major habilitation work, has a total volume of 299
pages, with a total volume of author's pages of 154. Along with problems in the field of human
rights and protection against discrimination, in own separate chapter four, "Criminal Law
Protection from Discrimination”, the author examines the issue of the most severe forms of
discrimination — crimes with a discriminatory motive. The crimes were systematized in four
groups and a comparison was made between them. Based on the analysis of crimes with
discriminatory motive, it is concluded that there is a need for a general concept of protected
ground and discriminatory motives, with autonomous criminal law significance. A number of
proposals have been made to improve criminal legislation in the field of protection against
discrimination.

The stand-alone chapter of the book ,,Criminal Law: Past, Present and Future
Perspectives. “ Nova Science publishers, New York, USA, 2019 entitled "The Influence of
European Union Criminal Laws Over National Criminal Laws: Legal Traditions and Future
Perspectives" has a volume of 57 authors. The publication presents the current problems of the
development of Criminal Law of the European Union and its impact on national criminal law.
EU Criminal Law is defined by its "European™ and "Criminal" aspect, allowing the main
specificities of the industry to be explored. The author advocates and convincingly develops the
thesis that the criminal aspect of the legal branch shows the relationship between supranational
and national Criminal Law. Through this prism the author examines both the factors that justify
the need for the emergence of EU Criminal Law and those that make possible its development
and its influence over the Criminal Law of the Member States. In a separate part of the chapter,
the issue of approximating the criminal laws of the Member States is explored. The author
advocates and argues her opinion that EU Criminal Law affects not only the Special Part of the
criminal laws of the Member States, but also affects the scope of application of institutes of the
General Part.

The applicant also presents six other publications — articles and scientific reports, one of
which is related to the topic of habilitation work — "Some Features of the Criminal Solicitation
of Minors" (2019); one — with the theme of the monographic work, which is not presented as a
major habilitation work — "Issues of Legal Qualification of the Use of Violence against Others
on the Grounds of Race, Nationality and Ethnicity" (2020); two of the publications are devoted
to EU Criminal Law and Comparative Criminal Law — "Some aspects of the Ultima Ratio
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principle in European and Bulgarian Criminal Law. Contemporary Challenges to Criminal
Legislation” (2018) and "Comparative Criminal Law in the Conditions of the Europeanization
of National Criminal Legislations™ (2021); an article dedicated to a classic criminal law problem
—"Socially harmful consequences as an objective element of the criminal corpus delicti” (2020)
and a publication dealing with issues in the field of administrative-criminal law — "The Minor
Case of Administrative Violation under art. 28 of the Administrative Violation and Penalty Act
and in the Special Administrative Legislation” (2022).

The publications do not repeat the topic of the dissertation and habilitation work, showing
the in-depth knowledge and interests of the author in the field of criminal and administrative-
criminal law.

5.Synthesized assessment of the candidate's main scientific and applied research
contributions

Among the scientific production of the candidate a special place is occupied by his
habilitation work — monograph on "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation
and Criminal Facilitation of Others".

The monograph is an original work containing valuable scientific contributions. Issues
related to the limits of criminal responsibility for criminal motivation and criminal facilitation
are of undoubted interest to legal science, since, on the one hand, such forms of socially
dangerous impact accompany many criminal manifestations, which determines not only the
scientific but also the practical significance of the research, and on the other — despite the long-
standing practice of the courts in this direction and a number of scientific studies in the field,
still a number of questions related to the nature of the institutes and the questions of the legal
qualification of a particular kind of events have not been answered. This is largely overcome
with habilitation work.

The complexity of the study stems both from the specifics of the matter and from the
approach chosen by the author, which includes the parallel consideration of the issues of criminal
motivation and criminal facilitation through the prism of the institutes of the General Part of the
Penal Code, as characteristics of the corpus delicti, among those regulated in the Special Part of
the Criminal Code and in the context of EU Criminal Law. The combination of these approaches
shows scientific maturity and innovativeness, representing a particularly important
methodological contribution of work.

The individual parts of the book are logically connected. This is among the serious
challenges faced by the author, who has examined each of the problems posed not only in
theoretical aspect, but also through the prism of case law. The end result is a monolithic and
consistent text in which matter and conclusions are presented varied, from multiple perspectives,
but subject to a unified logic.

The following should be outlined as the main contributory points of the author.

The work is a comprehensive monographic study on the problems of the limits of criminal
responsibility for criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of others. The questions — the
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subject of the research, are addressed with the necessary thoroughness, in some places even
beyond what is necessary to clarify the problems posed.

The study is an in-depth look at the limits of criminal responsibility for criminal
motivation and criminal facilitation of others, as functional and subject institutes of criminal law.
These institutes have been clarified both in historical and comparative legal contexts and in
content.

The extremely high theoretical level of the study is well combined with its practical
significance. For the first time in the doctrine is presented such a comprehensive and in-depth
study of the content of criminal motivation and criminal facilitation - another — separately and
in their interrelation in solving a number of criminal law problems. The author's point of view
on a number of questions on the legal nature of these institutes and on the legal qualification of
various socially dangerous manifestations is proposed; The essential and extremely important
question of why and within what limits such manifestations should be punished is answered. In
this part, the study will contribute greatly to the correct interpretation and application of the law
by legal practitioners and to the unification of the practice of the courts on the criminal panels
under discussion. The conclusions of the candidate in this direction are of important scientific,
but also scientific and practical importance.

The study of the nature of criminal motivation and criminal facilitation of another in EU
Criminal Law is a valuable source of knowledge for the legislator about the need to update the
current Bulgarian criminal legislation and bring it in line with the highest European standards.

It can be confidently argued that the applicant has concentrated her scientific quests in the
field of today's current issues about the limits of criminal responsibility for criminal motivation
and criminal facilitation of others. Hence the conclusion that the study is particularly relevant
and could make a significant contribution to the development of legislation and case law.

A valuable contribution is made by the candidate in formulating recommendations de lege
ferenda. The adoption of a large part of them could lead to modernization and improvement of
the legislation in the field.

The other monographs and articles submitted for participation in the competition are also
characterized by significant scientific contributions and will unconditionally contribute to the
development of Criminal Law theory and criminal law practice.

6.Key critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate

The monographic study of chief assistant Petya Mitreva, PhD would be enriched if the
author makes a comparative legal review of the criminal law framework of criminal motivation
and criminal facilitation as forms of criminal impact regulated in the Special Part of the criminal
laws of other Member States, using this analysis to derive good practices through which the
Bulgarian legislation to be updated and further developed in line with the author's theses.

The critical remarks made, however, in no way affect the overall positive evaluation of
the peer-reviewed scientific works. These notes are fragmentary and do not detract the
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unconditionally imposed conclusion that the scientific work was written as a result of hard work
and conscientious efforts of the author in the field of scientific analysis.

The scientific work of the candidate unequivocally indicates that chief assistant Petya
Mitreva, PhD is distinguished by the ability to explore comprehensively and thoroughly criminal
law issues, to offer adequate and significant for law enforcement solutions in the direction of
updating and improving our criminal legislation. The candidate is a longtime lecturer in Criminal
law and enjoys the trust and respect of his colleagues and students.

He has participated as a lecturer in trainings in Criminal Law for
employees from the State Agency for National Security (DANS) and as a trainer of the UNWE
teams in two national student competitions in Criminal Law. Dr. Markov's teaching experience
shows that the candidate is well prepared for the academic position of "Associate Professor” in
the scientific specialty "Criminal Law", scientific field 3.6. Law.

4. Brief characteristics of the submitted scientific papers/publications

Chief assistant Dr. Presian Markov participated in the habilitation competition entitled
"Consequences of Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation”, S., Avalon publishing. 2022,
and four articles: "Tendencies in the Cases of Crimes against Property and the Courts’ Preventive
Function"— In: Scientific Papers of UNWE, vol. 2/2020; "Historical Evolution of the Regulation
of Criminal Conviction" (1884 — 2020)" — In: Scientific Papers of UNWE — vol. 4/2021; "Bis In
Idem by Joint Implementation of Penal and Administrative Legislation".— In: Economic and
Social Alternatives, No 2/2022; "Several Aspects of the Criminal Conviction Consequences of
Juveniles" — In: Society and Law, No 3/2021.

The presented habilitation work "Consequences of Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian
Legislation™, S., Avalon Publishing, 2022, has a total volume of 216 pages and is structured in
an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and an annex including a list of the identified
provisions that provide for the consequences of criminal conviction. The list of used literature
includes 70 sources in Bulgarian and 18 sources in English; footnotes are 341; Citations are
correct. The presented habilitation work is a monograph within the meaning of § 1, item 10 of
the Additional Provisions of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ZRASRB).

A first chapter of the monographic work, entitled "Consequences in Law and in Criminal
Law", deals with legal consequences and legal sanction as a consequence of unlawful legal facts.
Based on the theoretical analysis, the consequences in criminal law are presented— penalties;
measures imposed in conjunction with the penalty; measures imposed instead of the penalty and
the consequences of the criminal record. Chapter two of the monographic work, entitled "Main
Types of Consequences of Conviction”, is devoted to the main consequence of criminal
conviction — the registration of conviction, the criminal law consequences of criminal conviction
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and the additional consequences of criminal conviction. Chapter Three, "Classifications of the
Additional Consequences of Sentencing", contains classifications of the additional consequences
of sentencing, according to the main criteria — the types of crimes and penalties for which they
are provided and the rights that limit four additional criteria. The conclusion presents the author's
conclusions and the proposals de lege ferenda.

The other publications presented by the author do not repeat the topic of the dissertation,
are related to the topic of the monographic research, presented as a habilitation work and show
the in-depth knowledge and interests of the author in the field of criminal law.

5. Synthesized assessment of the candidate’s main scientific and applied research
contributions

The habilitation work of chief assistant Dr. Presian Markov on the topic "Consequences
of Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation”, S., Avalon Publishing, 2022, represents an
indisputable contribution to criminal law science.

The topicality of the study stems from the fact that the Bulgarian criminal law doctrine
still lacks a comprehensive monographic study on the issues of criminal and collateral
consequences of convicting a person for a crime. Therefore, the research could also make a
significant contribution to the development of criminal law theory and case law.

The following should be outlined as the main contributory points of the author.

The work is a comprehensive monographic study on the problems of the consequences of
criminal conviction in the Bulgarian legislation. The questions — the subject of the study are
addressed with the necessary thoroughness, completeness and comprehensiveness.

Admiration deserves the serious efforts of the author to theoretically clarify the
consequences of criminal conviction by revealing the substantive and formal characteristics of
the consequences in law, as well as the elements of the sanctioning system of Bulgarian criminal
law. This is necessary for a fuller understanding of the institution of conviction and for clarifying
its correlation with other criminal law institutes.

The author has not limited his scientific quests to merely clarifying the legal consequences
of the conviction for a crime, but has covered all the legal consequences of criminal conviction:
the registration of conviction as the main consequence ensuring the realization of all other types;
the consequences provided for in the criminal legislation, through which the criminal status of
the perpetrator is aggravated when committing a subsequent crime; the additional (indirect)
consequences of the conviction, representing limitations on the rights of the convicted persons
provided for in other legal areas. These types of legal consequences of criminal conviction are
clarified with due depth.

Extremely important — not only for criminal law science, but also for case law, is the
disclosure and consideration of the legal consequences of criminal conviction provided for in
our criminal and criminal procedure legislation.
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For the first time in criminal law science, the subject of a single, systematic and
comprehensive study are the collateral (additional, indirect) consequences of the conviction,
which seriously affect the legal sphere of convicted persons. The review and analysis of this
category of consequences, together with their classification, allows the author to formulate
conclusions on the importance of sentencing for the legal sphere of persons as participants in
different categories of public relations.

A valuable contribution is made by the candidate in formulating recommendations de lege
ferenda. The adoption of a large part of them could lead to modernization and improvement of
the legislation in the field.

The other publications submitted for participation in the competition are also
characterized by significant scientific contributions and will undoubtedly contribute to the
development of criminal law theory and law enforcement.

6. Key critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate

The monographic study of chief assistant Dr. Presian Markov — "Consequences of
Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation” would be enriched if the author makes a
comparative legal review of the regulation of the consequences of criminal conviction in other
Member States, using this analysis to derive good practices through which the Bulgarian
legislation to be updated and further developed in line with the author's theses.

The critical remarks made, however, in no way affect the overall positive evaluation of
the peer-reviewed scientific works. These notes are fragmentary and do not detract the
unconditionally imposed conclusion that the scientific work was written as a result of hard work
and conscientious efforts of the author in the field of scientific analysis.

The scientific work of the candidate unequivocally indicates that chief assistant Dr.
Presian Markov is distinguished by the ability to explore comprehensive and in-depth criminal
law issues, to offer adequate and significant for practical solutions in the direction of updating
and improving our criminal legislation. The applicant is a longtime lecturer in Criminal Law and
enjoys the trust and respect of his colleagues and students.

7. Conclusion

| conclude that the overall assessment of the teaching activity and scientific work of the
candidate for the academic position of "Associate Professor” in the professional field 3.6 Law
(Criminal Law) chief assistant Presian Marchev Markov, PhD meet the requirements of art.
24, para. 1 of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

In view of the above, | give a categorically positive assessment and propose to the
honorable scientific jury to propose to the Faculty Council of the Law Faculty of UNWE chief
assistant Presian Marchev Markov, PhD to be elected for the academic position of Associate
Professor in scientific field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 Law,
scientific specialty Criminal Law at the Law Faculty of UNWE.
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IVV. About the candidate STOYAN OGNYANOV STOYKOV
1. Brief information about the applicant

Stoyan Ognyanov Stoykov was born in 1977 in Sofia. He received his higher legal
education in Law Faculty of UNWE. In the period 2000 — 2011 consecutively is a manager of a
commercial company at the Foreign Assets Establishment and International Relations
Directorate at the Commission for Establishing Property Acquired from Criminal Activity.
Since 2011 he has been a lawyer registered with the Sofia Bar Association, and since 2017 —
manager of Stoykov, Koleva & Shopska Law Firm. Since 2008 he has been an Assistant
Professor at the Criminal Law Department at the Law Faculty of UNWE, and since 2011 he has
been a Chief Assistant. He conducts classes in the disciplines "Criminal Law", "International
Criminal Law" and "Forensic Science".

Since 2011 she has been a Doctor of Law with a defended dissertation on "Criminal Law
Protection of Means from Funds belonging to the European Union or granted by the European
Union to the Bulgarian State™.

2. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

As can be seen from the presented Reference for Fulfillment of the Quantitative
Requirements for Occupying the Academic Position of Associate Professor at the UNWE and
the evidence attached to it, the applicant meets the national minimum requirements in accordance
with the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para.
5) and the Regulations for its application (Art. 1a, Al. 2-3), with a minimum number of points
for the specialty "Law" — 705, the total number of points of the candidate from the different
indicators is 1167.50.

The candidacy of chief assistant Stoyan Stoykov, PhD for participation in a competition
for the academic position of Associate Professor in professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal Law),
however, does not comply with the quality requirements adopted by the AC.

There is a non-fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the position, resulting in the
fact that the candidate does not submit monographic work for participation in the competition.
According to Art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), candidates for the academic position of "Associate Professor"
must have submitted published monographic work or equivalent publications in specialized
scientific journals. According to § 1, item 10 of the Additional provisions of ZRASRB (new -
SG 30/18, in force since 04.05.2018), a monograph "is published scientific work, which contains
a complete and comprehensive study of a particular subject, problem or person, written by one
or several authors adhering to the same view. A monograph is a scientific work that does not
repeat or summarize existing knowledge, that has scientific editors/or scientific reviewers, has
an ISBN and is not less than 100 standard pages with 1800 characters per page. It contains a
comprehensive content, a comprehensive bibliography, with references to other scientific works
in the text."
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As a habilitation work chief assistant Dr. Stoyan Stoykov presents "International Criminal
Law", Ciela, Sofia, 2015, which has a volume of 332 pages and a bibliography and is
accompanied by two reviews of the scientific work. It is structured in an introduction, a general
part (containing seven chapters) and a special part (containing fourteen chapters), a part entitled
"International Acts"”, including the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court and the
Nurnberg Trial Proceedings. Charter of the International Military Tribunal (in English),
Summary and bibliography, including 18 literary sources in Cyrillic and 6 literary sources in
Latin, a total of 24 sources. The citations of these sources are in a total of 173 footnotes.

The work presented by chief assistant Dr. Stoykov meets the formal requirements for a
monograph established in the legal definition under § 1, item 10 of the Additional provisions of
the ZRASRB — there is an ISBN, a total volume of over 100 pages and 2 scientific reviews, but
not the content of a monographic study — to present the unfolded content of a complete and
comprehensive study of a particular subject, a problem or a person. The study is not a
monographic work, but a textbook dedicated to the subject of international criminal law, which
presents the issues subject of the course international criminal law in order to acquire basic
knowledge on these issues rather than a particular subject, problem or person. It is as a textbook
that the work is registered in the National Register of Published Books in Bulgaria, administered
by the National Library "St. St. Cyril and Methodius". In the introduction, the author also points
out that the work is a textbook "intended for basic training in international criminal law... The
textbook has the task of providing basic knowledge of the discipline in accordance with the
current international legislation.”

Nor can it be assumed that a single part of the content is monographic in nature, since
none of its parts meets the formal requirement of the minimum required volume of at least 100
pages. Hence the conclusion that the presented work does not constitute a monograph within the
meaning of § 1, item 10 of the Additional provisions of the Act on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

Presented for participation in the competition two other monographs, "The Subjective
Side of the Crime" and "Criminal Law Protection of the Excise Duty under Art. 234 of the
Criminal Code."” cannot be assessed as equivalent to habilitation work, given the explicit
prohibition on this, contained in the remark under item 2 of the Regulation for the
Implementation of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria —
"Due to the requirement of art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of the ZRASRB for the presence of
"monographic work or equivalent publications” the table contains a formula for assimilation of
the monograph to an equivalent number of publications articles or studies. Articles or studies
replacing the monograph shall be excluded from the number of publications evaluated on other
indicators.'

It cannot be assumed that eight articles submitted for participation in the competition by
the candidate should also be assimilated to a monograph, as this is inadmissible for scientific
field 3. "Economic Social and Legal Sciences", under which the competition is held (arg. from
the note under item 2 of the Regulation for the Implementation of the Act on the Development
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of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria — "In the application of art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of
the ZRASRB in individual professional works (for example, some of the humanities and social
sciences) according to their specificity, only monographic work is allowed without assimilating
it to equivalent publications in specialized scientific journals.

Given all the above, | find that the candidate Chief assistant Dr. Stoyan Stoykov does not
fulfill the content part of Indicator 3 in Group B of the minimum national requirements for
occupying the academic position of Associate Professor and Indicator 22 in Group G of the
additional requirements for occupying this position at the UNWE. His work "International
Criminal Law", Sofia, 2015, ISBN 978-954-28-1904-2, is not a monograph within the meaning
of § 1, item 10 of the Additional Provisions of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria and does not constitute a major habilitation work.

On this basis and in accordance with art. 26, para. 2 of the ZRASRB, art. 54, para. 2 of
the Regulations for its implementation and art. 35a, para. 1 of the Regulation of Organization
and Conduction of Competitions for acquiring academic degree and occupying academic
positions at the UNWE, I do not present an opinion on this work as well as on the other scientific
publications and its educational and teaching activity of chief assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD.

3. Conclusion

The scientific production of the candidate for the academic position "Associate Professor"
in the professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal Law) Chief assistant Stoyan Ognyanov Stoykov, PhD
does not meet the requirements of art. 24, para. 1 of the Act on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

In view of the above, | give a negative assessment of the participation of the candidate
chief assist. Stoyan Ognyanov Stoykov, PhD in this competition and | do not propose to the
honorable scientific jury to propose to the Faculty Council of Law Faculty of UNWE to elect the
candidate Chief Assist. Dr. Stoyan Ognyanov Stoykov to take the academic position of Associate
Professor in scientific field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 Law,
scientific specialty Criminal Law at the Law Faculty of UNWE.
