Presian Markov, PhD is distinguished
by his originality, depth of research, well-grounded author's thesis. Through it, the author
demonstrives the ability to explore, analyze, criticize and synthesize. Each of the papers
submitted for review contains scientific and/or scientific-applied contributions that this opinion
supports and accepts.

First of all, theoretically, as a contributing point, it should be taken into account that
the monograph "Consequences of Criminal Conviction in Bulgarian Legislation" is the first
study in our scientific law theory, which contains a detailed analysis of the consequences of
conviction.

Petya Mitreva, PhD characterize herself with
purposefulness and consistency. The main scientific contributions derived from the candidate
are correctly formulated and justified by the content of the presented scientific publications.

The monograph "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation and
Criminal Facilitation of Others™ contains original author's scientific and applied scientific
results. The theoretical analysis is thorough, systematized, with an author's position on a
number of issues. Chapter Two of the habilitation work provides a purposeful comparative
legal analysis between Bulgarian Criminal Law and the Criminal Law of other European
countries in terms of the criminality of preparation and complicity, which in itself is of a
significant nature. The detailed analysis and distinctions between the different institutes
published in Chapter Three have an important theoretical but also a marked practical
significance. Criminal Motivation and Criminal Facilitation of others in EU criminal law are
explored in Chapter Four in the necessary depth and competence. The analysis reveals the need
to update Bulgarian Criminal Law in the area under discussion according to EU standards.

On the basis of the overall theoretical-practical analysis carried out within the
monographic study on the topic: "Limits of Criminal Responsibility for Criminal Motivation
and Criminal Facilitation of Others", proposals de lege ferenda are outlined, which relate to
both the General and the Special Part of the Criminal Code.

6, para. 2 of the Constitution of the Republic of Bulgaria, which have criminal
law significance.

Chapter Two "The Influence of European Union Criminal Laws Over National
Criminal Laws: Legal Traditions and Future Perspectives” of the joint monograph " Criminal
Law: Past, Present and Future Perspectives” should highlight the study of the issue of
approximation of the criminal laws of the Member States. | accept the conclusion reached by
the author that EU criminal law influences not only the Special parts of criminal legislation,
but it also affects the General part.

A scientifically applied contribution with obtained results is also found in the successful
work of Ch. assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD with the students from the Law Faculty of UNWE.

» The main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the candidate
ch. assist. Petya Mitreva, PhD are rated with a high positive assessment.

8. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
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a. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

The analysis of the Reference for the Fulfillment of the Quantitative Requirements for
occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE shows that the candidate
Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD has achieved a total performance for both sections I + 11 of
1167.50 points, with a minimum threshold of 705 points. Regarding the requirement to meet
the relevant minimum national criteria — the candidate Chief Assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD has
scored a total of 570 points from groups A + B + C + D + E + E, with 300 requirements.
Regarding the additional requirements of UNWE — Chief Assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov has
achieved a total of 597.50 points from groups G + Z + E + K with a minimum threshold of
305 points.

» The candidate in the competition Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD performs
formally the requirements in order to apply for the academic position of Associate
Professor in accordance with the the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its application as well as the additional
requirements for UNWE.

b. Meeting quality requirements

The analysis of the Reference for Performance of the Quality requirements for
occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE shows that the candidate
chief assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov has the qualities of a researcher in the field of Criminal Law.
Of a contributory nature are its activities related to its participation in international projects;
its participation in several working groups for the preparation of legislative amendments — for
example, in the Working Group on the preparation of legislative amendments in connection
with the infringement procedure No 2021/2098 of the European Commission for non-
compliance by Bulgaria with the obligations to transpose into Bulgarian law provisions of
Directive 2012/13 EU of 22 May 2012 on the right to information in criminal proceedings.

The candidate for participation in the competition ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD is
the author of the first of its kind online course in Bulgaria "Criminal Law. Theory and practice.
A Special Part”, which can be taken as a contribution related to the improvement of the
educational process of students majors in the field of legal science.

Ch. assist. Dr. Stoykov works actively with students on the occasion of their
extracurricular activities — he conducts a student internship program at the Pardon Commission
with the President of the Republic of Bulgaria, as well as an internship at the Stoykov, Koleva
and Shopska Bar Office of Law students. Dr. Stoykov develops/updates curricula for the needs
of SWU "Neofit Rilski" — "Cooperation in Criminal Law within the EU" in English and for
those of UNWE — International Criminal Law, International Criminal Procedure and Forensic
Science. Indicative is the lecturing activity carried out within the Program for Regional
Training of the Courts and Public Prosecutor's Offices in the country of the National Institute
of Justice.

As evidence of the received public recognition in the practice of the professional
achievements of the candidate are the activities of Dr. Stoykov as a lawyer and managing
partner of Stoykov, Koleva & Shopska Law Firm, as well as the participation in several
working groups on the preparation of draft normative documents — a Bill on Amendment and
Supplement to the Legal Aid Act, a Bill on a New Criminal Code of the Republic of Bulgaria,
etc.
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In order to promote the reputation of UNWE, Dr. Stoykov presents his participation in
national and international scientific forums, in television broadcasts and discussions on the
occasion of public topics of legal area, published interviews in national print media as well as
his participation in the forums of the Alumni Club at UNWE.

» The candidate in the competition ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD fulfills
the quality requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at
the UNWE.

» The Habilitation Council of UNWE gives a positive opinion about the

potential candidate in the competition for taking the academic position of Associate
Professor at the UNWE Ch. assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov (Protocol No 5/07.11.2022).

9. Assessment of the teaching activity for each candidate individually

It is evident from the CV of the candidate in the horsecourse chief assist. Dr. Stoyan
Stoykov that he covers the legal requirement for a minimum academic experience of two years
(Art. 24, para. 1, item 2 of the ZRASRB) because in 2008 he was appointed to the position of
Assistant Professor at the Department of Criminal Law at the Law Faculty of UNWE. At
present he holds the position of Chief Assistant in the same department.

From the information provided on the academic workload by the Academic
Documentation, Accountability and Control Department at the UNWE it is evident that in the
period 2015/2016 — 2022/2023 (winter semester) of Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD is
provided with a workload of 974 hours of lectures and 1530 hours of exercises. The candidate
has conducted lectures and exercises in the subjects "Fundamentals of Law", "Criminal Law",
"International Criminal Law" to students in the Bachelor's degree. The disciplines conducted
by the candidate are related to his scientific research.

For their participation in this contest Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD presents two
handbooks in the field of Criminal Law — "Criminal Law. General part. Handbook", 2021 and
"Criminal Law. Special part. Crimes related to the National Security of the State", 2022
Evidence of the applicant's participation in the preparation of new curricula in "International
Criminal Law" and "International Criminal Procedure” for the specialty "Law", "Master’s
degree" is presented. There are also presented evidence of the participation of Dr. Stoykov in
the preparation of cases for conducting a state exam in Criminal Law Science at the Law
Faculty of UNWE.

» Theeducational and pedagogical activity of ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD
is assessed positively. The evidence presented warrants the conclusion that he has the
necessary teaching and pedagogical experience to apply for the academic position of
""Associate Professor”.

10. Brief characteristics of scientific papers/publications submitted

The candidate for participation in the competition Chief Assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD

participates in this competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor” in the

professional field 3.6. Law, scientific specialty "Criminal Law" with the following scientific
production:

Ciela, 2015, ISBN: 978-954-28-1904-2. The work was reviewed by two reviewers — Prof. Dr.

Dobrinka Chankova and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zhivko Velchev. The published work does not

overlap the dissertation of the candidate, which meets the legal requirement of Art. 24, para.
1, item 3 of the ZRASRB.

» 1 independent book, published on the basis of a defended dissertation on the
award of educational and scientific degree "Doctor” — "Criminal Law Protection of EU Funds",
Ciela, 2013, ISBN 978-954-28-1420-7.

= 2 published monographs that are not presented as a major habilitation work —
"The Subjective Side of the Crime", Ciela, 2015, ISBN: 978-954-28-1903-5 and "Criminal Law
Protection of the Excise Duty under Art. 234 of the Criminal Code", Publishing Complex —
UNWE, 2022, ISBN: 978-619-232-603-6.

The study "The Subjective Side of the Crime" is devoted to a rather complex issue in
Criminal Law — that of guilt. The work is in a total volume of 158 pages. and contains an
introduction, five chapters, a conclusion and a literate used. The individual chapters deal with
different aspects of the main topic — the composition of the crime, forms of guilt, mixed guilt,
etc. A proposal de lege ferenda in relation to the provision of Art. 321 of the Criminal Code is
also outlined.

The monograph "Criminal law protection of excise duty under art. 234 of the Criminal
Code" is a theoretical and practical study on the protection of excise duty. The development is
in a total volume of 154 pages and is structured in an introduction, two parts, conclusion,
proposals de lege ferenda, interpretative practice and bibliography. The reference to the
literature used contains 22 titles in Cyrillic and 5 titles in Latin. The total number of footnote
references is 45.

= 8 independent articles published in journals, most of which are included in the
National Reference List of contemporary Bulgarian scientific journals with scientific review.
The articles are indicative of the scientific interest of the author in two main directions — the
criminal law regulation of excise crimes and the essence of guilt and its forms.

= In fulfillment of the Additional requirements for UNWE in accordance with the
Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations
for its application are presented 2 independent university handbooks: "Criminal Law. General
part. Handtbook”, 2021, Publishing Complex — UNWE, 978-619-232-388-2 and "Criminal
Law. Special part. Crimes related to the National Security of the State", Publishing Complex
— UNWE, 2022, 978-619-232-661-6.

Evidence of citation is presented. There are 6 citations in monographs and collective
volumes with scientific review and 1 citation in an unreferenced journal with scientific review.

There is no plagiarism proven by law in the scientific works of the candidate in the
competition ch. assist. Dr. Stoyan Stoykov.

On the monographic work submitted for review, defined by the author as
habilitative on the topic: "International Criminal Law" in a total volume of 329 pages.
and structured in two parts — General and Special part, it is necessary to make the
following clarifications:

Before anything else. The work *International Criminal Law"" presented for peer
review in its current form has the qualities of a textbook in the course "International Criminal
Law" rather than a monographic study. According to the current legislation, "a monograph is
a published scientific edition that contains a complete and comprehensive study of a particular
subject, problem or person, written by one or several authors adhering to the same view. A
monograph is a scientific work that does not repeat or summarize existing knowledge, that has
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scientific editors/or scientific reviewers, has an ISBN and is not less than 100 standard pages
with 1800 characters per page. It contains a comprehensive content, a comprehensive
bibliography, and in the text there are references to other scientific works" (§ 1, item 10 of the
Additional Provisions of the ZRASRB). The presented work "International Criminal Law"
fulfills only part of the above requirements for a monographic study — reviews, ISBN, as well
as the required number of pages. A thorough reading of the work, however, reveals that the
most valuable in such a scientific work is missing — "a complete and comprehensive study of
a particular subject, problem or person... ".

Second. Participation in a competition for the academic position of "Associate
Professor” in Area 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, which includes Professional field
3.6. Right is possible only with the presentation of habilitation work — monograph
(according to Table 1 and 2 on minimum required points by groups of indicators and the
number of points by indicators, Group of indicators C, contained in the Implementing
Regulations of the ZRASRB). Therefore, it is not permissible to participate in such a
competition with equivalent scientific publications as provided for in other scientific fields.
For this particular reason, the other publications of Ch. assist. Stoyan Stoykov, PhD
represented in the competition, cannot be assimilated and replace the main habilitation work
(Note 2 of the Implementing Regulations of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria).

Third. The author himself defines his publication as a textbook and defines its task:

"to provide basic knowledge in the discipline according to the current international legislation™.
The work was prepared back in 2015, but regardless of this fact, the issues of international
criminal law are always relevant and of interest to the international community. Despite the
lack of an original title, it should be noted that the author's handwriting is evident in the analysis
of individual issues.?
In essence, however, the textbook "International Criminal Law" presented for review has its
qualities in each of its parts — General and Special. The General Part examines the basic
concepts and institutes of International Criminal Law — concept, sources, subjects, concept of
international crime, guilt, punishment, etc. The Special Part analyzes individual international
crimes — crimes against peace and humanity, war crimes, international terrorism, etc. Special
attention is paid to the ad hoc tribunals conducted by the international community, to the
establishment and proceedings before the International Criminal Court. At the end of the
textbook are placed international instruments relevant to the matter under consideration. The
reference to the literature used contains a small number of sources — 18 titles in Cyrillic and 6
titles in Latin. The total number of footnoted references is 173.

The topic of the work is not foreign to theory and practice, because other works with
the same name have been published on it.

Based on these arguments, it should be concluded that the monograph on
"International Criminal Law' submitted for habilitation work does not meet the
requirements for monographic research under the legislation in force in the Republic of
Bulgaria.

Due to non-fulfillment of the conditions of art. 24, para. 1 of the ZRASRB and in
particular the lack of habilitation work — monograph, the candidate Ch. assist. Stoyan
Stoykov, PhD cannot participate in this competition.
