1. Information about the competition
The competition is announced for the purposes of department “Economic Sociology” at

the General Economics Faculty of UNWE according to a decision of the Academic Council
Ne7/09.12.2020. I participate in the scientific jury of the competition according to Order Ne
448/04.03.2021 of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition
Only one candidate has been submitted documents in this competition - Assoc. Prof. Dr.

Georgi Svetlozarov Petrunov member of department “Economic Sociology” at General
Economics Faculty of UNWE. In 2003 the candidate has graduated from Sofia University “St.
Kliment Ohridski” with a BA in Sociology, and in 2005 with MA in “Global Studies”. In 2007
he receives the degree of ‘Doctor’ in Sociology after unanimous decision by the Specialized
Scientific Council for Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences.

Looking at the biographical path of Assoc. Prof. Dr. G. Petrunov, it becomes clear that
after the acquisition of ESD "Doctor", his research, teaching and practical activities are as
follows:

- Lecturer at department ,, Economic Sociology” at UNWE since 2007 till now;

- Associate Professor at department ,,Economic Sociology” since 2016 till now;

- Lecturer courses in 11 academic disciplines in bachelor, master and doctoral
programs;

- Supervisor of 3 PhD candidates, 2 out of them successfully defended their doctoral
thesis in 2020 and 1 who continues his study;

- Participant in 34 international, national and university projects;

- Author of more than 80 publications mainly in the field of sociology of deviance and
crime;

- More than 300 citations, 191 out of all in indexed databases of Scopus, Web of

Science, Google Scholar;

- Participation in 15 scientific juries for acquiring scientific degree and holding
academic position — as chairman and member;

- Participation in 10 Program and Scientific committees of scientific conferences —
international and national, as chairman and member;

- Member of the Management and Control boards (Chair of the Management board
and after that of the Control board of Bulgarian Sociological Association, Member of
the Control board of Alumni club ,,Sociology, Economy, Psychology);



- Expert on national level (related with activities of the National Commission for
Combating Trafficking in Human Beings at Council of Ministers of the Republic of
Bulgaria; strategic documents, accepted with decision of Council of Ministers; National
Evaluation and Accreditation Agency);

- Member of editorial boards of scientific journals — 1 national and 3 international, in
different periods;

- Awarded by the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria — for high scientific achievements.

The short biographical information reveals that in the current competition for “Professor”

a promising scientist with motivation and ambition, with serious achievements in research,
teaching and expertise activity is participating.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position
The enclosed Card for Quantitative Requirements for the Position of “Professor” at

UNWE shows that the candidate in this competition complies with the requirements of the Act
for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), namely — he
has acquired a PhD degree in 2007, holding academic position “Associate Professor” more than
two years, he has a monography and other scientific publications that are different from those
presented in the competition for academic position “Associate Professor” and for acquisition of
ESD “Doctor”.

The name of assoc. prof. dr. Georgi Petrunov is linked with extensive research activity.
In terms of quantitative requirements four times more points are achieved — 3863 points when
required 970.

The fulfilment of both the national minimum requirements for holding an academic
position of “Professor” and the additional university requirements, are much exceeded —
respectively from 550 points to 2471, from 420 to 1392 points.

The Card for Qualitative Requirements for the Position of “Professor” at UNWE is
convincingly covered by the candidate. The Card clearly indicates that the candidate is
recognized in the sociological community — since 2015 he is elected as a vice-chair, chair of
the Management board and the Control board of Bulgarian Sociological Association; co-author
of strategies accepted by the Council of Ministers of Republic of Bulgaria; since 2009 member
of the expert group at National Commission for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings at
Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria, etc. He is an active participant in the academic
life at university, faculty and departmental level, with a leading role in the organization of a
series of public lectures, anniversary conferences and events, memorandums of cooperation,
internship programs, the initiative “Anti-Corruption Academy” at UNWE, Alumni Club
“Sociology, Economy, Psychology” at UNWE and others.

After an analysis of the Quantitative and Qualitative Requirements Cards for the
Position of “Professor” at UNWE, it can be summarized that assoc. prof. dr. Georgi Petrunov
significantly exceed the minimum requirements of ADASRB, the Regulations for ADASRB
and the Rules on the Terms and Conditions for Acquiring Scientific Degrees and Academic
Positions of UNWE, particularly the position of “Professor” in scientific specialty “Sociology”.

All obligatory indicators on the Cards for quantitative and qualitative criteria are
categorically fulfilled, as there is no non-fulfillment of any of the requirements. All criteria in
both Cards are significantly over fulfilled.



In its position, Protocol Ne 3 from 17.11.2020, the Habilitation Council of UNWE also
confirmed that assoc. prof. dr. G. Petrunov meets all quantitative and qualitative requirements
on national and university level.

4. Assessment of the candidate’s teaching experience

From the official reference for the teaching activity, issued by UNWE, it is clear that
the teaching load is high and it exceeds the required norm for participation in the competition.
Assoc. prof. G. Petrunov teaches 5 disciplines in BA Program for which he has developed own
curricula. Three of the courses are taught in UNWE, one in Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski” and one in Plovdiv University “Paisii Hilendarski”. He also teaches 5 disciplines with
author's curricula in 3 MA Programs in UNWE — 1 in department “Economic Sociology” and
2 in another departments. He has developed 1 doctoral program (relevant to the thematic field
of the competition) for the purposes of department “Economic Sociology”. All courses are up-
to-date and mostly profiling. They provide the necessary knowledge and research skills to
students in regard to their professional realization as future sociologists and economists. G.
Petrunov is author and co-author of three textbooks for students in UNWE — with two of these
textbooks the candidate participates in the current competition.

Assoc. prof. dr. G. Petrunov is a desired lecturer among the students in the three
educational qualifications degrees. Outside the university G. Petrunov is established lecturer in
trainings of magistrates in the Republic of Bulgaria.

The candidate has a high level of qualification and the necessary teaching experience
to hold the academic position of “Professor” at UNWE.

5. Brief overview of the submitted scientific publications

In the competition announced assoc. prof. dr. G. Petrunov participates with 18
publications published after acquisition of academic position “Associate Professor”. These are
1 individual monography “Prostitution in Bulgaria. Sociological Analysis” (2020), 1 book
based on his PhD thesis (2020), 1 paper and 1 article in Scopus and Web of Science, 7 articles
and 3 papers published in non-refereed journals with scientific review, co-author is in 2
textbooks — “Economic Sociology” (2017) and “Counteraction and forfeiture of illegally
acquired property” (2019). In each of these textbooks the candidate has developed two chapters.

The content of these publications clearly indicates the candidate's research interests are
related to organized crime, money laundering, contemporary forms of slavery, corruption,
prostitution, analyzed in social, sociological and economic context.

6. Summary assessment of the candidate’s research and scientific contributions

The most important scientific results can be summarized as follows:

The knowledge about prostitution has been expanded. The prostitution is presented
as a social, cultural and economic phenomenon, explained through the oppression paradigm,
empowerment paradigm and the conception for earning money (“temporary provision of paid
sexual services”, G. Petrunov, p. 27). The focus is on changes of social and economic meaning
of the prostitution in the contemporary societies.



Enriched is the sociological theory and prostitution — a comprehensive analysis of
prostitution in different historical periods in Bulgaria was made — till and before the Liberation,
during the socialism and in the post-socialism.

Three-layer stratification model in the world of prostitution was developed — the
main types of actors (prostitutes and clients), models of organization and the links of
prostitution with organized crime, trafficking of people, pimping, corruption.

Enriched is the sociological theory of deviance -  with
results from study and analysis of the contemporary forms of slavery, various processes of
corruption, money laundering, illegal acquired assets, social hybridization (the merging of
crime, public authority and business) and criminalization of the state in the post-socialist period.

The most important applied scientific contributions are:

Based on systematization of public policies about prostitution the Bulgarian model of
public policy is analyzed, the main effects of its implementation are revealed and the
conclusion is made that this model is too archaic and does not correspond to the modern form
of prostitution. Possible decisions for change in state policy regarding prostitution and
related criminal activities are outlined.

The need of new type policies for counteraction of human trafficking, corruption, money
laundering, illegal acquired asset is outlined, as well as for closer links between anti-corruption
and anti-money laundering policies, for fight with the normalization of deviance in the society
and criminalization of the state.

Models for successful practices for anti-corruption education are proposed.

7. Recommendation
It is desirable PhD students and researchers on the studied issues with the scientific
supervision of assoc. prof. dr. Georgi Petrunov to be prepared.

8. Conclusion

The candidate in the announced competition assoc. prof. dr. Georgi Svetlozarov
Petrunov fully meets the legal and internal requirements for the academic position of
“Professor”” at UNWE. Based on the review of the content of the scientific works and the entire
teaching activity of the candidate | give a positive assessment of his theoretical and practical
achievements with no hesitation. | recommend to the esteemed scientific jury assoc. prof. dr.
Georgi Svetlozarov Petrunov to be elected for holding academic position of “Professor” in
higher education field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.1.
Sociology, Antropology and Cultural Sciences, scientific specialty “Sociology”.
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
