Regarding: competition for professor in Professional field 3.1 Sociology, anthropology
and cultural sciences, Sociology (Sociology of deviant behavior and crime) at UNWE.

1. Information about the competition.
The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Economic Sociology,
Faculty of General Economics of UNWE, based on the Decision of the AC Ne 7 /
09.12.2020. | am appointed at the scientific jury of the competition by the Order Ne 448 /
04.03.2021 of the Vice Rector of UNWE.
2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition
The only candidate in this competition is Associate Professor Dr. Georgi Svetlozarov
Petrunov from the Department of Economic Sociology at UNWE.
3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements
The fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of
"professor"” by Dr. Petrunov is more than impressive - from the two sections Dr. Petrunov has
a total of 3,778 points, many times more than the required points.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements
The fulfillment of the quality requirements for holding the academic position of "professor"
is also impressive, especially considering the age of Dr. Petrunov - 40. At this age he is an
established scientist in both the Bulgarian and international scientific community — he is a
member of the editorial board of three prestigious indexed international journals, winner of
the award for Scientific and Applied Contribution to the National Competition for Excellence
of the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria in 2017, he was a Chairman of the Bulgarian
Sociological Association. These are just some of the numerous signs for the scientific
prestige of Dr. Petrunov.
The Council for Habilitation at UNWE, at its meeting on 17.11. 2020, also gave a positive
opinion about the potential candidate in the competition - Dr. Georgi Svetlozarov Petrunov.
4. Evaluation of the teaching activity
As can be seen from the presented report on the implementation of the quantitative
requirements, Associate Professor Petrunov has more than the required lecture hours - 1335,
and 450 hours of seminars. The courses he has prepared and read are original and
uncommon. | judge his qualities as a lecturer from his teaching activity in the Department of
Sociology at Sofia University before winning a competition at the University of National and
World Economy. The course "Sociology of Organized Crime", which was optional for
students majoring in Sociology, was definitely preferred among other courses, regularly
chosen by many students and highly valued by them.
5. Brief description of the presented academic publications
Dr. Petrunov is an established and valuable author, not only in Bulgaria but also
internationally, in the field of sociology of organized crime, research on human trafficking,
money laundering, prostitution - his numerous academic books and papers (82 in number!) in



prestigious Bulgarian and international scientific journals are a solid proof of this. His
academic prestige is due to the fact that his sociological competence perfectly combines
adequate theoretical knowledge and approaches with rich and precise empirical work. In the
monograph presented for the professorship, the use of different quantitative and qualitative
methods, as well as of different sources, is an evidence for his hard empirical work.

On the other hand, the depth of his work and scientific results is influenced by the study of
the objects of his interest in their interconnectedness and historical development: - in his PhD
thesis he started from the study of organized crime in general (definitions, relations with
public power, the specifics of its creation and structuring); then he continued with the
research of its various aspects — financial( money laundering); human trafficking;
prostitution; and more recently his interest turned to modern forms of slavery. This precise
sociological approach, combined with his constant focus on the different aspects pf organized
crime and deviant behavior, has led to the highly evaluated prestige of Dr. Petrunov as a
remarkable specialist in his field. Dr. Petrunov knows the whole field, and at the same time
introduces important distinctions in it, for example between: sexual exploitation and
prostitution (considering different strata and organizational structures in prostitution
“market”); prostitution and human trafficking; human trafficking and modern forms of
slavery, etc. Adequate and effective policies for dealing with various aspects of organized
crime presuppose exactly such a comprehensive and differentiated knowledge, which is why
the works of Dr. Petrunov have not only scientific but also applied contribution.

6. Evaluation of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions

I will focus on the contributions in the monograph "Prostitution in Bulgaria. Sociological
Analysis” and on the article“ Modern Forms of Slavery and Economic Inequalities ”,
published in Sociological Problems, Ne51, 2019.

A significant methodological scientific contribution is the argumentation of the relevance of
the polymorphic paradigm for understanding the complex nature of prostitution. The critique
of the other two paradigms - of empowerment and oppression - leads to other significant
scientific contributions to the definition of the specifics of prostitution - its distinction from
both sexual exploitation and the liberal-market view of it. The use of the polymorphic
paradigm leads to an unbiased, adequate, comprehensive and differentiated study of
prostitution in all its aspects. The analysis of the manifestations and actors of prostitution in
Bulgaria - of prostitutes, clients, organizational structures and bosses, as well as of policies to
it, in their varieties and connections, is an indisputable contribution to new knowledge in
sociology. A contribution to new knowledge is also the comparison of the specifics and
regulation of prostitution in the historical periods of its development - from the founding of
the third independent Bulgarian state to the present day.

I would note as an important scientific contribution the description and conceptualization of
the models of criminal organizations controlling prostitution. Dr. Petrunov singles out two
such models - with vertical and with horizontal structures. Apart from the empirical
presentation of these complex constructions, which is significant in itself, the analysis of the
essence of these models shows that they present two different variants of hybrid
organizational structures, combining different formal elements and specific informal
interactions. In my opinion, if Dr. Petrunov further develops this thesis, it will be an
important contribution to the Sociology of Organizations.

The research done by Dr. Petrunov of the phenomena of prostitution is an important
prerequisite for formulating adequate policies towards it. The proposed policies are well



justified by him, as they take into account both the various aspects of prostitution and their
possible impact on the beneficiaries. This last chapter, concerning the motivated proposals
for changing public policies towards prostitution, is again an indisputable applied scientific
contribution.

Finally, I would like to highlight another significant scientific contribution of Dr. Petrunov
from his article "Modern forms of slavery and economic inequalities.” In it, Dr. Petrunov
poses a new problem for the Bulgarian sociology — what are the characteristics of the modern
forms of slavery, which distinguish them from the classical slavery and those, which give
reason to define them as slavery. The connection between forms of slavery and inequalities,
although it seems obvious, has not been studied. Dr. Petrunov has an interesting thesis - he
argues that classically understood inequalities are not the only reason for enslavement
through trafficking.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations.

I do not have critical remarks and significant recommendations to Dr. Petrunov, who is
brilliant in his research.

Regarding recommendations for his future work on prostitution, | would suggest Dr.
Petrunov to deepen further into the general but also specific reasons for prostitution in our
country - is it an effect of poverty or of the increasing inequalities, which create a longing for
the highest standard; what is the role of the specific development of the so-called
"Transition", but also of globalizing lifestyles; what is the importance of the media, the pop-
folk culture and the patterns they impose; of the general commercialization and alienation in
the world, etc., what types of value attitudes they create, which are shared by the various
groups of prostitutes. This analysis would further deepen both the social and psychological
portraits of prostitutes, among whom, as the book shows, the choice to prostitute is
increasingly voluntary (especially for those in the middle and upper strata), and will show
what are the social prerequisites for exactly this choice. Another important question - what is
/will be their further path when they "wear out” or decide to leave the profession? A master's
thesis at the Department of Sociology at Sofia University on prostitution states that leaving
the profession is difficult and painful, that these women have no other prospects. Of course, |
realize that it is very difficult to make such a portrait of prostituted women.

| also hope that, as the problem of modern forms of slavery seems very important to me, Dr.
Petrunov will continue his research in this field.

8. Conclusion

| am convinced that the candidate not only meets all the requirements of ZRASRB, the
Regulations for its implementation, as well as the requirements of UNWE for holding the
academic position of professor, but also exceeds them. My opinion on the appointment of
Associate Professor Dr. Georgi Svetlozarov Petrunov to the academic position of Professor is
highly positive and | strongly support his appointment as Professor in PF 3.1. Sociology,
anthropology and cultural sciences, scientific specialty Sociology in the Department of
Economic Sociology by the Faculty Council of the Faculty of General Economics at the
UNWE.
