2. Brief information about the candidate

Only one candidate has submitted documents for participation in the competition, that is,
Assoc. Prof. Georgi Svetlozarov Petrunov, from the Department Economic Sociology of
the General Economics Faculty of UNWE. G. Petrunov has graduated in 2003 from Sofia
University St. Kliment Ohrdiski with a BA in Sociology. In 2003-2005 he earned an MA
in Global Studies from Sofia University. In 2007 the Specialized Scientific Council for
Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences conferred him the degree of ‘Doctor’ in
Sociology, code 05.11.01. G. Petrunov has held the positions of research associate (2007-
2010), chief assistant professor (2010-2016), and was appointed Associate Professor in the
Department Economic Sociology of UNWE in 2016.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position

The documents submitted by the candidate for the open competition comply with the
requirements of the Act for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for its implementation, adopted by the Council of
Ministers, and the Rules on the Terms and conditions for acquiring scientific degrees and
holding academic positions of UNWE.

5. Brief overview of the submitted scientific publications

The total number of publications of the candidate exceed 80, including publications in Sage,
Springer, Cambridge University Press. The candidate is the author of four monographs, two
studies in journals ranked Q1 in Scopus and Web of Science in the field of sociology and
social sciences — “The Annals of the American Academy of Political and Social Science,”
“Sexuality Research and Social Policy,” as well as of two articles in journals ranked Q2 —
“European Journal of Sociology,” “Trends in Organized Crime.” There are over 300 citations
(excluding autocitations), of which 38 in Scopus, 27 in Web of Science, and 126 in Google
scholar. G. Petrunov has been a manager of 9 and has participated in 25 international,
national and university projects.

Petrunov’s research interests and activity focus on the several main themes. Most prominent
among them is research on topics related to the current competition, that is, sociology of
deviant behavior and crime. The candidate has submitted publications on topics related to
organized crime, prostitution, modern forms of slavery, money laundering, anticorruption
education, etc.

The habilitation study of the candidate is in the field of the current competition: Petrunov, G.
Prostitution in Bulgaria: a Sociological Analysis, PC-UNWE, 2020, 355 pages. ISBN 978-
619-232-389-9. Reviewers are Prof. Dr. Blagoy Kolev, Prof. Dr. Dimitar P. Dimitrov, and
Prof. Dr. Douhomir Minev. The book discusses different theoretical approaches for the
theoretical and empirical study of prostitution. The analysis focuses on the dynamics,
complexity, and diversity of prostitution in modern society, and the changes in the social
perception and position of the phenomenon. The work describes the characteristics and
development of prostitution in Bulgaria from an historical perspective, looking at national
and sociocultural specifics. The author looks at the links between prostitution and various
crimes, such as organized crime, human trafficking, pimping, corruption. The types and
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impact of various policy approaches to prostitution are analyzed (Petrunov, G. Possible
effects of public policies in the world of prostitution in Bulgaria. Economic Sociology 4.0,
UNWE, 2016, 228-236. ISBN 978-954-644-872-9).

A second strand of the author’s research, as evident from the submissions to this competition,
comprises the sociology of crime (Petrunov, G. Organized crime and public authority in the
transition period. UNWE, 2020, 280 c. ISBN 978-619-232-337-0. Reviewers: Prof. Dr.
Blagoy Kolev, Prof. Dr. Dimitar P. Dimitrov). The social factors and conditions of the
genesis and reproduction of organized crime are studied; the social mechanisms for the post-
socialist criminalization of social systems; the transformation of official state institutions into
structures that are used and controlled by informal networks, including those of a criminal
nature; the connection of globalization with the growth of crime and cross-border criminal
networks, etc.

An important segment of the scientific activity of G. Petrunov is the study of trafficking in
human beings, interpreted as a modern form of slavery. Bulgarian organized crime is
successfully benefiting from globalization and the country's accession to the EU, as
trafficking in human beings (mainly for sexual and labor exploitation) is becoming a major
criminal activity.

Economic inequalities are studied as one of the factors contributing to the development of
modern forms of slavery.

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6. Summary assessment of the candidate’s research and scientific contributions

Based on the presented publications and the participation in international and national
scientific projects and research, several main areas of the scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidate can be distinguished.

First, contributions to the theoretical and empirical study of prostitution as a social
phenomenon, which is the subject of the habilitation study of G. Petrunov. Basic
concepts and approaches for understanding prostitution are systematized, and a significant
array of theoretical developments and research is analyzed, covering all the main actors
related to it. The dynamics of the social and economic significance of prostitution in modern
societies (and specifically in the Bulgarian socio-cultural context), as well as the public
attitudes towards it are traced. A differentiated approach to its research is applied, reflecting
the phenomenon’s complexity and diversity. Prostitution is conceptualized through a three-
layer stratification model, outlining the main types of the prostituted and the clients in
different strata, as well as different organizational models of prostitution. Links have been
identified between the studied social phenomenon and various forms of crime - organized
crime, human trafficking, pimping, corruption.

Second, contributions to the theoretical study of crime from a sociological perspective,
which analyzes crime as infiltrating economic, political, and social structures. The
process of social hybridization during post-socialist social transformations as a form of
integration between crime, public authority and business is described. This leads to the
criminalization of important sectors of political and economic life in the country and
contributes to the processes of "normalization of deviance™" that are developing in modern
societies.

Third, contributions to the analysis of modern slavery. The main determinants,
characteristics and manifestations of human trafficking have been studied, which is grounds
for examining it as a modern form of slavery in a comparative perspective with its classical
manifestations. Main aspects of the connections between modern forms of slavery and socio-
economic inequalities are described, as well as various risks threatening the socially accepted
principles and achievements of current civilization.

Fourth, contributions to the study of the links between corruption and money
laundering. The forms and mechanisms of their interrelations are studied, emphasizing the
need for closer coordination of policies to combat the two phenomena. A critical analysis of
the concept of illegal acquisition of property has been made and approaches and practical
guidelines for more effective counteraction to this phenomenon are proposed.
Recommendations for improving the practices of confiscation of illegally acquired property
are identified.

The applied scientific contributions of G. Petrunov are as follows:
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1. Public policies regarding prostitution are systematized and their characteristics are
critically analyzed. The specifics of the national public policies regarding prostitution are
outlined, and their social effects are studied.

2. The differentiated impact of public policies on the socially hierarchical world of
prostitution are taken into account. Possible approaches to the state's position towards
prostitution and related criminal activities have been proposed.

3. The need for new approaches for the prevention of corruption is argued, with special
emphasis on identified successful practices of anti-corruption education.

4. The main characteristics, approaches, and trends in the new policies for prevention of
money laundering are analyzed and guidelines for increasing their effectiveness are
formulated.

A significant part of the theoretical ideas and specific proposals of the candidate have been
reflected in normative acts adopted by various state institutions.

The research and scientific-applied activity of G. Petrunov, as evidenced by his concrete
and original contributions, fully support the decision to be awarded the academic
position of ""Professor.""

7. Critical remarks and recommendations.

I have no critical remarks on the candidate’s merits. I would recommend the candidate to
pursue a habilitation study leading to the scientific degree of “Doctor of Science.”
