2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participates in the competition - Associate Professor Georgi Svetlozarov
Petrunov, who holds PhD in Sociology since 2007.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1.  Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

The data on the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements clearly shows that they are
over fulfilled in both sections.

The first section presents the applicant's scientific activity in accordance with the
national minimum requirements. The candidate has 2471 points while the required ones are
550. The minimum requirements are covered in each group, and in some groups, the points are
many times higher than the required: e.g. in citations

The second section deals with additional requirements of UNWE. In this section the
achieved points exceed more than 3 times the required ones (1392 points out of the required
420). As above, the minimum requirements are covered in each group separately, and in some
indicators the excess is significant: publications and citations, project activity.

3.2.  Fulfilment of quality requirements

In his scientific work the candidate demonstrates a wide, active and multifaceted
activity, corresponding to the quality requirements. It covers both the 4 main areas and almost
all accepted criteria:

Assoc. Prof. G. Petrunov is a leading researcher in our country in the sociology of
deviant behaviour and crime, especially organized crime. In addition, the international
recognition of his work is illustrated by his publications in journals with the highest rank Q1
in Scopus and Web of Science in the field of social sciences and the high number of citations
in publications abroad, his participation in editorial boards of international indexed journals,
as well as by his participation in numerous international projects. The candidate is an
established university lecturer with a recognized contribution to teaching to Bulgarian
investigators, prosecutors and judges, organizing public lectures by leading experts,
participation in the activities of the Academy "Anticorruption” of UNWE and others.



Public recognition of his work is reflected in his participation in high-level expert
working groups, in his work in various capacities, incl. as Chairman of BAS and others. He
has also a very active and diverse contributions to the establishment of the good name and high
reputation of UNWE

In Protocol Ne 3 of 17.11.2020, the Habilitation Council at UNWE confirms that the
activity of the candidate complies with the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted
by the AC and gives a positive opinion on the application.

4. Teaching activity assessment

Georgi Petrunov has long-term teaching experience. Since 2016/2017 school year he
has 1335 hours of lectures at UNWE and Sofia University and 450 hours of exercises at
UNWE. he has developed lecture courses for 1 doctoral, 5 master's and 3 bachelor's programs.
He also participates as a co-author in two published textbooks, and his activities with students
along with lectures include organizing meetings and discussions, support for participation in
internship programs and others. He has three PhD students, two of whom have successfully
defended their PhD theses.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific papers / publications

The publications presented for the competition are in 4 main directions:

The first is a sociological analysis of prostitution. The habilitation thesis "Prostitution
in Bulgaria: Sociological Analysis™ is an in-depth analysis of the phenomenon, skilfully built
on the basis of systematization of leading theoretical paradigms, detailed discussion of
historical and contemporary dynamics and socio-economic conditioning, structuring different
layers and actors, clearly identified links with various forms of crime (organized crime, human
trafficking, pimping, corruption), review of regulatory frameworks and targeted
recommendations to public policies in the field. In the same direction are 3 other publications
that expand and deepen scientific analysis, discussing various aspects of the need to comply
with public policies and regulations with different forms, types and layers of prostitution.

The second direction is the scientific study of modern forms of slavery. Publications in
this area focus on its determinants in the context of globalization and growing economic
inequalities, poverty, unemployment and marginalization of social groups. The analyses of the
various manifestations and practices, as well as the assessment of the discrepancy between the
generated revenues and the limited use of the various counteraction tools by the Bulgarian
institutions represent scientific and applied contributions.

The third area is the scientific activity regarding illegally acquired property and money
laundering. Important highlights are: a /the analysis of the changes after 2018 in the
philosophy, policies, regulations and measures in the fight against money laundering, based on
the risk assessment approach; b /linking money laundering with corruption and the justified
need for closer linking of policies to combat the two phenomena.

This leads to the fourth main direction in the presented publications: corruption. The
scientific discussion of corruption is in fact present in each of the three areas mentioned above,
but there is also a special focus justifying that “the problem of corruption concerns the
institutional framework™ and the development of "models of successful anti-corruption
education practices".

Assoc. prof. Petrunov's scientific activity in each of the mentioned areas identifies
processes of specific "hybridization™ between crime, public authority and business.



6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied

contributions

In the research activity of assoc. prof. Petrunov 2 layers could be traced:

The first of them is related to explicitly present in the publications scientific and applied
contributions. In each of the main areas there is an in-depth review of the situation in the
country, targeted analysis of various aspects and clearly presented recommendations for
changes in public policies, critical considering of normative frameworks, regulations and
measures, modules of anti-corruption education and others. These contributions are clearly
derived by the applicant and could be directly applied.

The second layer is related to scientific contributions regarding the scientific analysis
of the discussed phenomena. These include the systematization of theoretical perspectives and
public policies, the expansion and refinement of the necessary conceptual framework of
research, the linking of analysis with socio-economic determinants. To this layer | would also
refer the intensive activity of the candidate for expanding the scientific knowledge about
phenomena for which, in general, the collection of empirical information faces many
difficulties. The need for a broad analytical approach to actors and victims, the focus on
determinants, the socio-economic and political embeddedness, as well as the structuring of
different types and layers and the precise search for targeted social responses to deviance are
aimed at developing and enriching theoretical approaches to these phenomena. .

7. Recommendations for future research

| consider that the scientific results and contributions in the analysis of the studied
phenomena by Assoc. Prof. Petrunov create a broad basis for further research. In this regard, |
would formulate some possibilities for future research:

- An important idea, argued by Assoc. Prof. Petrunov, is that public policies operate at
low levels, but not at high ones, where the degree of freedom is higher, regardless of permit /
prohibition regimes. This creates an opportunity to expand the research focus to evaluation
research. One possible hypothesis is that public policies in different areas work in this way in
very fragmented, highly unequal and clearly pronounced hierarchical societies. In this regard,
an assessment of the possible impact of special and wider policies could be very interesting —
i.e. on the one hand, an assessment of the possible overall contribution of specific policies to
the phenomenon under discussion or of integrated policies to more than one phenomenon (as
indicated by the applicant with regard to corruption and money laundering); on the other hand,
an assessment of the possible contribution of broader contextual policies against inequalities,
poverty, marginalization, for job quality, etc. In the publications of Assoc. Prof. Petrunov the
accumulated experience in making judgments could be traced, incl. quantitative. Assessment
of the share of the possible impact of special/ broad policies could be very useful in formulating
and analysing public policies.

- The dilemma between prohibition /legalization regimes has been thoroughly explored
by the applicant. At the same time, the regimes themselves and their shadows probably have
socially useful limits, analysed in a broader framework. E.g. corruption could be reduced by
loosening of the regulatory framework in terms of how corruption is defined - e.g. are the well-
known high out-of-pocket costs for healthcare in our country corruption or a market service or
something else in the existing tacit permitting regime. Redefining, however, could have a price
for the society - e.g. delayed development, or high costs for low-income groups and low costs
for high-income groups. Out-of-pocket health payments could have an impact on financial
flows to the state depending on the institutional framework. But, for some payers, the price



may remain high in both regimes. In this regard, for example, health insurance under a
legalized regime could provide a higher inflow of money in health insurance by the lower layer
of prostitution, but what exactly health entitlements would provide the current health care
system in Bulgaria for them is not very clear, in any case hardly the necessary specialized
examinations, prevention and treatment in the field under consideration. Or, another example,
the cost of shifting responsibilities to multiple actors behind the so-called risk-based approach
to money laundering measures. In other words, behind the balances of management influences
the interests of different groups, the trend to represent private group interests as general
interests and discharge of responsibilities may be hidden. If the socio-economic, normative and
political contexts intensively generates losers and winners, the answers to the questions: How
to manage more efficiently and more easily and How to empower the losers are not necessarily
consistent. The distance and discrepancy between the answers could be an important focus for
scientific analysis.
8. Conclusion

On the basis of acquaintance with the materials, presented in the competition, the
assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the candidate in his
scientific works, his wide and very active academic, teaching and expert activity | give a high
assessment of the complex work and scientific results of Assoc. prof. PhD G. Petrunov. |
recommend he to be elected a professor at the University of National and World Economy and
