10. Information about the Candidate
One candidate has submitted documents for this competition - Assoc. prof. dr. Georgi
Svetlozarov Petrunov from department ,,Economic Sociology*, General Economics Faculty
at UNWE. He has PhD degree in ,,Sociology* since 2007 (Higher attestation commission)
and is docent in ,,.Sociology*“ at department ,,Economic Sociology“, General Economics
Faculty at UNWE since 2016. The applicant is author of 82 scientific publications, including:
four monographs, studies and articles in journals with highest rank Q1 and Q2 in Scopus and
Web of Science in the field of sociology and social sciences (The Annals of the American
Academy of Political and Social Science, European Journal of Sociology, Sexuality Research
and Social Policy, Trends in Organized Crime). He also has publications from prestigious
international publishers (Springer, Sage, Cambridge University Press).
There are 315 citations (without self-citations) of the Petrunov’s publications,

including in publications of international organizations (World bank, UN, European
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Commission) and publications of distinguished scientists in the field of sociology and social
sciences in high quality journals (Annual Review of Sociology, British Journal of Sociology)
and in books published from established scientific publishing houses (Routledge, Sage,
Springer, Edward Elgar).

Assoc. prof. dr. Petunov has participated as manager or member of 34
international, national and university projects. He has membership experience in editorial
boards of three international and one national scientific journals.

In last five years Assoc. prof. dr. Petrunov was elected consequently as Chair of
the Management Board and of the Control Board of the Bulgarian Sociological Association,
which is an indisputable testimony to his authority within the professional sociological
community in Bulgaria. Part of this attitude is due to his expertise in the field of crime
prevention (participation in working groups for preparation of national strategies for
combating trafficking in human beings, money laundering, organized crime and corruption,
accepted with decision by the Council of Ministers of Republic of Bulgaria, member of the
permanent expert group to National Commission for Combating Trafficking in Human
Beings to the Council of Ministers of RB since 2009);

Assoc. Prof. Petunov actively participates in university activities on various levels
(Commission on Quantitative Requirements for acquisition academic position at UNWE,
Anticorruption Academy of UNWE, Faculty Council of General Economics Faculty, Alumni
club ,,Sociology, Economic, Psychology* and others).

The thematic profile, the scientific interests and the achievements of Assoc. prof. dr.

11. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position

The set of materials presented by the applicant is in accordance with the requirements of

The Card for Quantitative Requirements for the Position of ,,Professor” at UNWE and
the enclosed evidences indicate that Assoc. prof. dr. Georgi Petrunov reaches 3863 points at
a minimum threshold of 970 points. Significant overfulfillment is present both in terms of
national minimum requirements according to the ADASRB and the Regulation for its
application - 2471 points at a minimum of 550, as well as in terms of additional minimum
requirements for UNWE - 1392 points at a minimum of 420. All mandatory components

from the Card for Quantitative Requirements for holding the academic position are covered.

11.2. Fulfilment of qualitative requirements

The presented Card for Qualitative Requirements for holding academic positions at
UNWE contains large number of evidences that the candidate is an established researcher
contributing to the knowledge development (awarded by SUB for high scientific
achievements, chairman and member of program committees of international and national
scientific conferences, chairman and member of 15 scientific juries for holding academic
positions and acquisition of scientific degrees), established lecturer with contribution in the
teaching, educational and pedagogical development (contributions in conducting public
lectures in UNWE, in development of effective learning environment in the university and
outside, related to improvement of education among magistrates, coauthor of investigative
manuals), contributions to affirmation of the good name, academic traditions and spirit of the
university (representative of UNWE in program committees of international and national
forums, member of university, faculty and departmental initiatives, councils and
commissions).

In Protocol No. 3/17.11.2020 from a meeting of the Habilitation Council at UNWE a
positive position is expressed that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Svetlozarov Petrunov meets all

12. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

Assoc. prof. dr. Georgi Petrunov has extensive teaching experience. He is author and
lecturer of 11 courses on the topic of the announced competition, which are included in the
bachelor's, master's and doctoral degree programs in four faculties of UNWE as well as in
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two other universities. The courses are thematically related to the research and expert activity
of the applicant on the problems of sociology of deviant behavior and crime, human
trafficking, money laundering, organized crime, corruption. The close connection of teaching
and research activities of assoc. prof. Petrunov guarantees the relevance of the studied issues
and the practical orientation of the learning courses. This practical orientation finds
expression in the active participation of the applicant in organizing and promoting of
internships practices in institutions responsible for crime prevention (Supreme Cassation
Prosecution Office, Commission for Combating Corruption and Confiscation of Illegally
Acquired Property), as well as in the activity of the Initiative Anticorruption Academy at
UNWE.

According to the attached information about the teaching activity of the applicant for
the last several years he has over fulfilled almost twice the accepted minimum teaching
requirements at UNWE.

For participation in the current competition assoc. prof. dr. Petrunov has presented
four authored parts from two textbooks published from Publishing Complex-UNWE in 2017
and 2019. They are aimed at informal economy, illegally acquired property, new measures
for prevention of money laundering, organizations and networks. The total volume of the
four parts considerably exceeds the minimum university requirements for academic position
,professor”.

Assoc. prof. dr. Georgi Petrunov is scientific advisor of two PhD students acquired
educational and scientific degree ,,doctor” in sociology in ,,Economic sociology” department,
General Economics Faculty, UNWE within the prescribed period.

13. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers /publications

13.1. Main directions in the research activity.
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The scientific publications of the applicant are elaborated in the frame of sociology of
deviant behavior and crime. In the scientific works presented in the competition following
thematic fields, which concentrate Georgi Petrunov's research efforts stand out:

1. prostitution as a social phenomenon;

2. corruption and its counteraction;

3. European and national policies for prevention of money laundering;

4. modern-day slavery and its dimensions.

13.2.  Summary of the scientific and scientific-applied results.

Scientific and scientific-applied results from the work of assoc. prof. dr. Georgi
Petunov can be summarized as follows:

7. In every thematic field in which assoc. prof. Petrunov works he synthesizes and

critically analyzes the main theoretical achievements and brings out their advantages

and disadvantages. In this way he sets conceptual foundations of his sociological
research.

8. Using wide range of quantitative and qualitative methods assoc. prof. Petrunov

collects a huge empirical database for the problems he studies, and the most

impressive is the one presented in his habilitation work.

9. Visible and invisible layers in the relationships between power, business and crime

are explored. Further developed is the idea for social hybridization and its

consequences, assoc. prof. Petrunov explores the various aspects of the normalization
of deviance and the criminalization of the state.

10. Main aspects of the new policies for prevention of money laundering and

forfeiture of illegally acquired property, accepted since 2018 are analyzed. These

results of the research work of assoc. prof. Petrunov have significant scientific-
applied character related to the activity of wide range of legally obliged persons and
institutions engaged in the implementation of anti-mony laundering policies.

11.  The knowledge accumulated through the years of research experience,

enables the applicant to make suggestions for improvements or new policies in the

field of crime prevention. This activity also has a scientific-applied character and
contributes to establishing scientists as an important part of the policy-making

process.
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12.  The whole research practice of the applicant is reflected in his teaching
activity and contributes to enrichment of the student’s knowledge about the nature of
the crime phenomena and the meaning of their counteraction for the future

development of the country.

13.3. Evaluation of monographs.

In the competition for holding academic position ,professor” the applicant
participates with two authored monographs: Petrunov, G. (2020). Prostitution in Bulgaria:
Sociological analysis. Sofia: PC-UNWE, 355 pages; and Petrunov, G. (2020). Organized
Crime and Public power in the transition period. Sofia: PC-UNWE, 280 pages, which is
based on defended dissertation for acquiring educational and scientific degree ,,doctor”. In
the review I will concentrate in more details on the monograph presented as a habilitation
work. This is probably the first comprehensive sociological research of prostitution in
Bulgaria after the book by Vyara Zlatareva published in 1936.

In the habilitation work a set of research methods relevant to the studied phenomenon
are used thanks to which a rich empirical material is collected. The author demonstrates
impressive skills for sociological analysis and excellent knowledge of existing scientific
knowledge about the social phenomenon presented as in classical sociological works (Georg
Simmel), as well as in the works of contemporary representatives of sociology and social
sciences (Anthony Giddens). Assoc. prof. Petrunov traces the development of prostitution in
different historical periods in Bulgarian history in which it exists in conditions of specific
social relations and, accordingly, different attitude of the state towards it. He does not study
separate fragments of prostitution but its integrity and social density in the face of genesis,
essence, various forms of manifestation, participants, their roles and the specifics of the
interactions between them. Special attention is given of the social structure of the illegal
market in Bulgaria, models of competition and coordination between individual actors, their
market strategies and unfair practices. This analysis is implemented on micro, meso and
macro level. Based on extremely rich empirical information, the author identifies typical
practices of organization of the illegal activity that resemble the models of legal business
organizations. On micro level the actors and their roles, the specifities of their interactions,

the control and distribution of bodies in the organization (within the meaning of Michel
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Foucault) are studied. On meso level the author delves into the organizational aspects from
middle level in the structures of the criminal organizations that build the illegal market. On
macro level the role of the state and entire societal context in which prostitution exists is
analyzed. Several stratification layers in the world of prostitution are identified and their
essential elements are considered. The public opinion in Bulgaria regarding prostitution is
examined and models of public policies in EU in terms of their ability to regulate this
phenomenon are analyzed.

The general conclusion for the habilitation monograph presented in the competition is
that it is an original sociological work, containing significant scientific contributions and new
knowledge about a widespread social phenomenon.

The other scientific publications presented in the competition also correspond to the
best standards in the field of sociology, built on relevant conceptual frameworks,
methodologically correct and precise, with clear terminology, original author's results and
new knowledge that give sufficient grounds the candidate to hold academic position
,professor” at UNWE.

14. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The author’s reference for contributions presented by the applicant is correctly
prepared and reflects the results of his research searches. Based on the presented scientific
publications and on the list of scientific contributions as more important it can be singled out
the following:

1. On the basis of systematization and analysis of a wide range of theoretical
developments and research, a sociological analysis has been made, that contributes
to the theoretical conceptualization of prostitution.

2. By applying various sociological methods the author has accumulated rich
empirical information that gives him possibility to bring new knowledge about
prostitution in a sociological perspective, e.g. the social structure of illegal
markets.

3. The candidate contributes also in regard to analyzing the corruption and justifying

the need to supplement the conceptual framework for its counteraction with the
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idea ,,follow the money*. The importance of forfeiture illegally acquired property
as a tool to combat crime is justified.

4. Contribution to the understanding of characteristics and factors for development of
modern slavery. The risks threatening generally accepted principles and
achievements of civilization are presented. Main dimensions of the links between
contemporary forms of slavery and economic inequality are analyzed.

5. Manifestations of the process of social hybridization as a form of integration
between crime, public authority and business in the transition period are outlined.

Contributions with scientific-applied character:

5. The sociological analysis of rich empirical information contributes to accumulation
of knowledge for the studied social phenomena that has the potential to be used
when making knowledge based public policies.

6. A new component in the polymorphous paradigm has been proposed that more
precisely takes into account the various effects of public policies on the different
stratification layers in the world of prostitution. In this way, the arsenal possessed
by researchers in conducting policy evaluation is expanded.

7. The new characteristics, approaches and trends in contemporary policies for
prevention of money laundering are analyzed that helps their practical
implementation from the legally obligated persons.

8. The need for applying new approaches for prevention of corruption is substantiated
and the role of anticorruption education in this respect is argued. Concrete good
practices and models for the development of an anticorruption education program
in higher education is proposed.

In each thematic field studied by assoc. prof. Petrunov he proposes new knowledge

which is missing from a sociological perspective. His research activity enriches significantly
the existing knowledge, both in nationally and internationally aspect. Author’s contributions

are original and give the conviction for holding of academic position ,,professor”.

15. Critical remarks and recommendations
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Each scientist knows that no matter how deep it goes into a particular scientific field,
it is not possible to reach its full knowledge. There is always a need for new and new
researches and my recommendations to the candidate follow this idea.

In his publications assoc. prof. Petrunov demonstrates rich erudition, in-depth
knowledge of the studied problems - both theoretically and empirically. Although the
presented works analyze important aspects of the illegal markets and outline original
comparisons with the legal and ideal markets presented in the classical economic theory,
there is significant potential for further development of this field and for enrichment the
sociology of market. In his habilitation work the candidate analyzes the social structure, the
main actors and mechanisms for functioning of illegal market and | believe this can be a
good starting point for an in-depth sociological study in comparative perspective of illegal
and legal markets, theme that is not sufficiently explored in comparative manner.

Another recommendation to the candidate with a serious scientific potential is to
consider the possibility of conducting a comparative international study of modern forms of
slavery and inequality. The topic is analyzed by the candidate at national level, but it can be
placed in a comparative perspective with other countries. Scientific and scientific-applied
contributions that assoc. prof. Petrunov demonstrates in his research activity, as well as his
international recognition and contacts with leading scientists in the field of sociology of
deviant behavior and crime convince me that he has the capacity to initiate and implement
such a large-scale international study.

My last recommendation to the candidate is to consider submitting manuscripts to
journals ranked Q1 and Q2 in world database with some results from the extensive research
work carried out during the preparation of the habilitation work. In this way the Bulgarian
sociology will give its contribution to understanding of social phenomenon for which the

analysis based on empirical data are still rare.
