In reference to: competition for a professor in the scientific specialty: Sociology
(Sociology of deviant behavior and crime) scientific field 3.1. Sociology,
anthropology and sciences of culture at the University of National and World
Economy.

1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of
Economic Sociology of the UNWE according to the Decision of the AC Ne Ne 7
/09.12.2020. I’'m a member of the scientific jury of the competition according to
Order Ne 448 / 4.03.2021 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Assoc. Prof. PhD Georgi
Svetlozarov Petrunov. The candidate has a bachelor's degree in sociology;
Master's degree in Global Studies; In 2007 he obtained the educational and
scientific degree "doctor" in "Sociology". During the period 2007-2016 he was
Chief Assistant in Sociology, and since 2016 he has held the position of Associate
Professor of Sociology at the University of National and World Economy. He
specializes in the United States in the fight against human trafficking. The
Habilitation Council at UNWE with Protocol No. 3 of 17.11. 2020 confirms that
the candidate's activity complies with the quantitative and qualitative
requirements adopted by the AC and gives a positive opinion on the application.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic
position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The presented data for the implementation of the quantitative requirements
for holding the academic position "Professor" at UNWE shows that the work of
the candidate Assoc. Prof. Petrunov many times exceeds the requirements. For
example, the total number of required points in groups A to E is 550, and the



candidate has collected 2471, ie. over 4 times more. The total number of required
points in the groups from G to | is 420, with an actual number of points 1392, ie.
over three times more.

The high number of citations of publications of Assoc. Prof. Petrunov is
impressive. A list of over 300 citations is presented. The candidate's works have
been cited by leading world scientists in authoritative journals such as the Annual
Review of Sociology, the British Journal of Sociology, the British Journal of
Criminology and others. His works are cited also in publications of the EC, UN
- UNDOC, World Bank.

On some indicators, for example for citations, the candidate exceeds the
required thresholds in tens of times. The developed lecture courses (compiled
curricula) - exceed almost 6 times the required threshold. The required lecture
occupancy has been fulfilled twice. It is worth noting the large number and share
of cited publications in scientific journals, which are referenced and indexed in
world-famous databases.

Of course, these are not just quantitative indicators. The unusually high
number of citations of the candidate's works by well-known foreign scholars,
published in authoritative international publications, shows that his research has
made him a well-known and authoritative member of the international research
community.

3.2. Qualitative requirements for holding the academic position

Regarding the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for holding the
academic position, the presented information shows that the candidate has
experience as a member of the editorial boards of three international indexed
journals, participates in the governing bodies of scientific organizations and
expert groups, he is a chairman and a co-chairman of various organizational and
program committees. The information also shows that he has led nine projects
and participated in 25 other university, national and international projects, that
he has contributed to the development of other organizations and to the
development of education in university structures and in scientific societies.
These activities, as well as the intensive contacts of G. Petrunov with leading
foreign scientists outline his high national and international scientific reputation.
This conclusion is supported by the already mentioned numerous citations of G.
Petrunov's publications by authoritative foreign scientists, publishing in foreign
journals with high rating, which also characterize him as an established and
authoritative member of the international research community, who joins the
circle of leading researchers in his field.
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4. Evaluation of the teaching activity

The teaching work of the candidate is characterized by the following
indicators. The completed classroom engagement as a habilitated person during
the last four academic years corresponds to 156 points with the required 100. The
candidate has developed training courses and new curricula: 1 doctoral; 5
masters’ and 3 bachelors' programs. The total number of points for completed
curricula significantly exceeds the required threshold. After his habilitation, the
candidate has participated in the preparation of 2 published university textbooks
and has been scientific supervisor of two successfully defended PhD students and
of one who is in the process of preparation.

There is a significant correspondence between the topics of the teaching
work (including the developed curricula and programs) on the one hand and on
the other hand - the topics of his research work, which speaks of specialization,
purposefulness, focus of the overall work (teaching and research ) of Assoc. Prof.
Petrunov. To the extent that his teaching work and the textbook chapters he has
developed cover other thematic areas also, they are usually close to or bordering
with his main research work (for example, the topic of Informal economy or
Organizations and networks that are part of the Economic Sociology textbook
(published by the publishing complex of UNWE in 2017).

Although it is not actually a university teaching job, it is worth noting that
since 2012 the candidate has been leading a training program for judges,
prosecutors and investigators from the Specialized Criminal Courts and
Prosecutor's Offices. The activity of these institutions also is closely related to
the research topics and teaching work of Assoc. Prof. Petrunov.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers /
publications

5.1. Main directions in the research activity.

In my opinion, several main directions in the research work of Assoc. Prof.
Petrunov stand out.

The main problem areas in which the applicant has worked cover modern
forms of slavery (mainly related to human trafficking for labor exploitation and
begging), prostitution and sexual exploitation, money laundering, corruption, and
the links between these activities; the prerequisites for their implementation and
the consequences of them. Thus, the bulk of his research and publications fall
within the sociology of deviant behavior and the sociology of organized crime.
His work in these problem areas covers several main directions:

First, review, systematization, summarization and critical analysis of the
various theoretical views in the respective problem areas. The work in this
direction is extremely comprehensive and includes all major world achievements.
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Second, review, summarizing and critically analysis of a wide range of
empirical research, again covering authoritative scientific results at the
international level.

Third, an important direction in the work of the candidate is the conduct of
large-scale and precise empirical research on the issues.

Fourth, analysis and evaluation of the effectiveness of the relevant policies
and legal frameworks for combating criminal activities.

Fifth, it is worth noting the significant research work of scientific and
applied nature as an analysis of normative documents.

Sixth, expanding the sociological interpretation of the results of empirical
research, which attempts to connect the studied phenomena with the basic
features of social organization. For example, the interpretation of human
trafficking as a modern form of slavery that not only violates the human rights
and freedoms of victims, but also threatens the generally accepted principles of
modern societies.

5.2. Summary of the scientific and applied scientific results.

The following main scientific and applied scientific results can be
indicated.

1. Synthesized and comprehensive critical analyzes of existing theories,
paradigms, reviews of their strengths and weaknesses, central debates on them
and major contradictions that arise among researchers have been created.

2. A large amount of information is collected, processed and analyzed,
which is in short supply, but sociological research has difficulties in its creation,
which is why it is highly valued not only in the research communities.

3. Significant publications have been made in authoritative publications,
which, judging by the large number of citations, have been well received and
appreciated by the international research community.

4. The scientific results are also of a practical nature: proposals for policy
improvements have been made; they are used when training personnel occupying
key positions in the management system.

5.3. Assessment of the monograph as an independent subject of review.

The monograph “Prostitution in Bulgaria. Sociological Analysis™ contains
an overview of available research, theories and paradigms, and debates on them,
a historical overview of the dynamics of prostitution in the country, a large array
of empirical data on participants in prostitution and organizational forms in which
it takes place, a comprehensive overview of public policies, accompanied by a
critical analysis of existing policies and offers a vision for policy changes.

The review of the existing knowledge about prostitution is extensive and
in-depth, it includes all significant achievements in this field, separate currents
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are outlined, as well as the mainstream of prostitution research, the strengths and
weaknesses of different views are pointed out. The chapter demonstrates the
author's impressive erudition and, of course, speaks of the serious efforts that
have been made to achieve it. The extensive historical overview of the dynamics
of prostitution presented in the second chapter, based on numerous sources,
outlines three interrelated processes: the expansion of prostitution and the factors
that give rise to it; the other side of this expansion is the weakening of the
restrictive impact of community regulation of prostitution (religious and cultural
norms) and the increase in tolerance for this behavior; the peculiarities of various
legal and normative regulations, and their evolution as a reaction to the growing
social significance of prostitution and attempts to fill the emerging normative
vacuum. The huge material that has been collected and presented creates a basis
for future research of these three processes, their interaction, the factors that drive
them. The next three chapters present new knowledge about the participants in
prostitution, the forms of organization, the different levels and others. The
knowledge created and the vast array of information on which it is based is
valuable not only because of its scope, but also because it relates to an area for
which there is a significant shortage of information, as it is difficult to access,
perhaps even inaccessible to the sociologist and it is difficult to conduct empirical
research. The chapter on public policies presents various normative models for
regulating prostitution and the relevant arguments on which they are based; a
critical overview of the current one in Bulgaria is presented.

Of undoubted sociological interest is the idea of presenting public attitudes
towards the regulation of prostitution and comparing them with political views
on reforming legal regulation, which highlights the conflict between them. The
interest in this conflict arises from the fact that public attitudes basically are
morally based judgments and reflect the informal, community regulatory
framework, while decision-makers' judgment is based (or at least pretends to be
based) on adequate scientific knowledge. Outlining this collision, Petrunov goes
beyond the research of prostitution and touches on the problems of decision-
making at the macro-social level (and the role of moral values), which are
discussed in the theory of social choice, as well as on fundamental problems of
modern production of knowledge that are discussed in risk research. | think that
the considerations given in this section could also help to understand the reasons
for the paradigmatic schism in prostitution research.

6. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The presented report indicates a significant number of scientific
contributions of the candidate and I believe that they correspond to the content of
the monograph and other publications presented in the competition and have a
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high scientific value. To these contributions | would add three additions that are
related to the overall scientific work of the candidate: first, the high social
significance of the problem fields in which he works; secondly, the creation of
new knowledge based on a large amount of empirical data in areas where the
possibilities for sociological observations are limited, which increases the
usefulness and importance of empirical research and thirdly, the importance of
the practical results of his work, such as the outlined models of successful
practices of anti-corruption education.

Regarding the social significance of the problem fields selected by him, |
mean that they are both associated with high risks for societies and are difficult
to study. Working on such issues draws the attention of the scientific
communities, politicians and societies to serious social risks and creates
opportunities for their neutralization.

The importance of this contribution stands out, for example, in his work
on organized crime, which is experiencing expansion, developing new forms and
aspects. There is a tendency to enter the organized crime in the economy in which
large economic organizations begin to use methods and means of organized
crime, ie. to act as organized criminal structures.

Moreover, organized crime infects not only the economy but also politics.
That is why | think that research on organized crime, incl. in economics and
politics, are areas where sociological research is particularly needed by societies
and can help to identify and avoid risks in a timely manner, including the risks of
insufficient knowledge about these risks.

A second important aspect of the candidate's research work is the detailed
empirical research. He is well-informed about theoretical research and
controversy in the fields in which he works, but focuses his efforts mainly on
empirical work. Such is, by the way, Robert Merton's recommendation to focus
on empirical work as a prerequisite for the development of theoretical ideas. This
strategy is especially important for the problem fields in which Petrunov works,
in which there is a shortage of sufficient empirical data. The contributing nature
of such empirical work is also emphasized by organized crime researchers, who
believe that the lack of sufficient sociological knowledge about the phenomenon,
in addition to the collected statistics, seriously hinders attempts to find a widely
accepted conceptual definition of organized crime to facilitate and expand
adequate political interpretation of the phenomenon. This point of view clearly
emphasizes the contributing nature of Petrunov's sociological analyzes. |
consider the same is emphasized by the large number of citations to his
publications.

As a third contribution, I would point out the practical and applied aspects
of his work. In particular, 1 am referring to specific evaluations of policies and
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regulations, the proposals for improvements, as well as his work on training and
retraining of people occupying important positions in key state institutions.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations
| have no specific critical remarks on the work and the results of Assoc.
Prof. Petrunov.

8. Conclusion

Considering the quantitative and qualitative indicators of the research and
teaching work of Assoc. Prof. PhD Georgi Petrunov, the importance of his
scientific contributions and the significant recognition by the research
community, | strongly support his election as professor and will definitely vote
"FOR" the acquisition of the academic position "Professor"” by Assoc.
