1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for filling up a vacancy at the Department of
Economics of the Faculty of General Economics at UNWE in compliance with decision
Ne4/28.06.2023 taken by the Academic Council. The membership in the Scientific jury is
in accordance with Order Ne 2653/13.10.2023 issued by the Vice Rector for Research and
International Affairs of UNWE.

2. Brief information for the candidate
One candidate was admitted to the abovementioned competition for the academic position
of "Associate Professor” in the field of Economics - Ch. Assist. Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev
Velichkov, Ph.D. The opinion expressed here is based on the content of materials provided
by the candidate as well as their compliance with the regulatory requirements according
to the Law on academic staff development in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations
for its implementation, as well as the Regulations for the organization and conduct of
competitions for the acquisition of scientific degrees and for occupying academic
positions at UNWE. The references being provided are sufficient for an objective
evaluation of the application.
Dr. Velichkov earned a Bachelor's and Master's degree in Macroeconomics at UNWE. In
2016, he was awarded a PhD degree in Political Economy (Macroeconomics and
Microeconomics) by UNWE. The topic of the PhD thesis is in the field of Fiscal policy
and macroeconomic activity" (a copy of the diploma has been supplied). Since June, 2010
the candidate has been working as a full-time lecturer at the Department of Economics (an
official notice has been attached). Along with his teaching experience, the candidate also
has experience in the real sector, mainly as a consultant.
The attached curriculum vitae lists also a number of trainings related to his teaching and
research activities and professional qualification as Internal auditor of quality
management systems ISO 9001:2015 awarded by the Institute for Postgraduate
Qualification at UNWE. In the period 2006-2019, Dr. Velichkov actively participates in
international mobility programs at a number of European universities in Romania, Austria,
Portugal, Poland, Russia, Spain, Czech Republic, and Lithuania.

3. Fulfillment of requirements for holding the respective academic title

3.1. Quantitative criteria fulfillment
The fulfillment of the quantitative requirements by the applicant is certified by the
attached card for the fulfillment of those requirements, a description and detailed
evidentiary material attached. The minimum national requirements for holding the
academic position of "Associate Professor™ in area 3. Social, economic and legal sciences



(table 1) have been fully covered. The candidate has published a monograph on the subject
of the competition titled "Budget expenditures in the countries of the European Union:
dynamics, structures and macroeconomic interdependence”, 2023, ISBN 978-619-232-
693-7 (referenced in the shared bibliographic database/ catalog COBISS).

There are 24 predominantly original articles and conference papers published in non-
refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes. He also
participated in a monographic work "Analysis of the macroeconomic and financial
situation of Bulgaria in 2014, 2015 and 2016", published in co-authorship. Articles or
conference papers published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-
renowned databases of scientific information have not been reported. 10 citations were
included in the file submitted.

The candidate fulfills also the quantitative requirements set by UNWE. In addition to
scientific publications, there is a textbook in the field of Macroeconomics (in co-
authorship), participation in 4 projects, almost three times full classroom employment,
developed curricula for three courses, lectures in a foreign language and Membership in
4 national or international organizations.

The abovementioned clearly indicates that the candidate Nikolay Velichkov, PhD
satisfies the minimum quantitative requirements for holding the academic title of
Associate Professor according to the legal requirements.

3.2. Qualitative criteria fulfillment
The fulfillment of the quality requirements is confirmed by the attached card for the
fulfillment of those requirements, a description and detailed evidentiary material attached.
There are achievements according to all accepted criteria for the quality of the candidate's
teaching and research activities, for public recognition in practice and for raising the
prestige of the institution, some of which are at the international level. The fulfiliment of
both quantitative and qualitative requirements by Dr. Velichkov is also confirmed by the




positive opinion of UNWE’s Habilitation council (attached transcript-excerpt from
minutes No. 6/10.05.2023) regarding the readiness to participate in the competition.

4. Assessment of the teaching activity

After graduation, for more than 13 years, Velichkov purposefully has been growing up in
the academic field. He has successfully integrated himself as part of the teaching staff of
the Department of Economics. His educational and teaching activities contribute to the
maintenance and development of the academic spirit and traditions of the department - a
leading unit in economic science in the country. 7 study programs have been developed,
there is participation in workbooks, incl. in English, and textbooks in the field of the
competition. There are also recognized achievements as a teacher and lecturer in and
outside the university. The work of Dr. Velichkov is also highly appreciated by the student
audience. Candidate's experience in practice reinforces the practical-applied aspect of
learning in line with the recent trends in higher education.

5. Brief characteristics of submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific works presented by Dr. Velichkov for review - 28 in number, incl. 10 in
English - correspond to the theme of the competition and are predominantly | the area of
Macroeconomics. The author focuses on important issues for modern economic theory
and practice in Bulgaria and the EU. | would highlight three main directions in the
scientific work and results: 1). Budget and budget expenditures - the main topic on which
the candidate focuses, the subject of research in the presented monographic habilitation
thesis, in articles and reports in national and international publications; 2).
Macroeconomic dynamics, growth and convergence, explored in 14 publications; 3).
Macroeconomic issues/inflation which is a subject of the co-authored chapter in a
collective monograph. Microeconomic issues such as income inequality, industry
investment activity, digital skills, higher education have also been investigated.

6. Assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicant
| accept the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions indicated by the candidate,
synthesized in the attached reference. In terms of the quantity and quality, they prove his
readiness for academic advance in the position of "Associate Professor".

7. Main critical notes and recommendations

The detailed review of the materials submitted by the candidate, the decision of the
Habilitation Council of UNWE on his readiness to participate as well as his admission to
the competition, gives me the ground to confirm the full compliance of his candidacy in
an academic aspect with the national and institutional requirements of the competition.
Both the minimum national requirements for the scientific field of the competition and the
additional requirements of UNWE for holding the academic position of Associate
Professor have been fully met. No evidence of plagiarism has been found. In view of this,
| have no critical remarks. My main recommendation to the applicant is to expand his
publications abroad, especially in refereed and indexed prestigious international journals.
This would allow him to further grow in his scientific activity and also to disseminate
among the international community his achievements on the popular and important topics
he focuses.

8. Conclusion



Given the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements and the requirements of the
UNWE, the quantity and quality of the references being submitted for review and their
compliance with the regulatory framework as well as in view of the overall purposeful
educational and research activities and contributions achieved, | express my positive
opinion and will vote " yes" concerning the application of Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov,
PhD, for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor” in Political Economy
(Microeconomics, Macroeconomics and Fiscal Policy), 3.8.
