UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates

Ch. Asst. Prof Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov, PhD, is the only candidate in the
competition. He has been a full-time lecturer in the Department of Economics at the UNWE
since 2010, and since 2017 he has been a Chief Assistant Professor. In 2016, he obtained a
PhD in Economics with a scientific specialty "Political Economy (Microeconomics and
Macroeconomics)”. He specialized and carried out teaching and research mobilities in a
number of foreign universities and scientific organizations, among which the Vienna
University of Economics and Business Administration — Austria (2006), University of Evora
— Portugal (2013), Institute of Economics and Industrial Engineering of the Siberian Division
of the Russian Academy of Sciences (2014), University of Zaragoza — Spain (2015),
University of Granada — Spain (2019), University of Applied Sciences (2016), Czech
University of Life Sciences (2016) etc. He held the position of Scientific Secretary of the
Department of Economics at the UNWE in the period 2012-2014, as well as for the period
between 2018 and 2021. Nikolay Velichkov also has significant practical experience. He has
led and participated as an expert in the implementation of projects financed under EU
programs — OP "Human resources development”, OP "Good governance", etc.

3. Satisfaction of the requirements for occupying the academic position

The completed card for fulfilling the quantitative requirements and the evidence to it
show that Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov has exceeded the minimum threshold
of 720 points by collecting 1286.3 points. This exceeding of the criteria is observed both with
the national minimum requirements according to the Act for the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) and the Rules for its application, and with the
additional requirements of the UNWE. Quantitative requirements are also met for individual
groups of the card.



The candidate Nikolay Velichkov also fulfills the quality requirements for holding the
academic position of "Associate Professor” at the UNWE. He is an established researcher
and lecturer. He was awarded the Certificate for comprehensive public activity from the
Academy for Innovation and Development of Higher Education in the Republic of Bulgaria,
which is proof of the public recognition of the candidate. Nikolay Velichkov contributes to
strengthening the good name of the UNWE, good management practices and academic
traditions and spirit in the university. He was a member of the program and organizational
committees of scientific conferences organized by the Department of Economics and the
Faculty of General Economics (FGE) of the UNWE, as well as the FGE faculty council and
various faculty committees.

This high assessment is also confirmed by the presented decision of the Habilitation
Committee of the UNWE (Protocol No. 6 / 10.05.2023), in which a positive opinion has been
granted regarding the compliance of the candidacy of Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev
Velichkov, Ph.D., of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the
academic position "Associate Professor" at the UNWE.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov has considerable teaching experience. He
has over 13 years of teaching experience at the UNWE, of which a little over 6 years as the
Chief Assistant Professor. According to the official note presented by the "Educational
Activity" Directorate a the UNWE, Nikolay Velichkov has a full academic load as follows:
1471 hours of lectures, of which 1264 hours in Bulgarian and 207 hours in English; 3022
hours of seminars, of which 2358 hours in Bulgarian and 664 hours in English. The courses
he taught in Bulgarian are: Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, Foundations of Economic
Theory, Macroeconomic Theory, Macroeconomic Analysis, Economics of the EU, Applied
Macroeconomics and Fiscal Policy. He taught the following courses in English:
Macroeconomics, Economics of the EU and Economic Policy. The specified courses that
Velichkov, PhD, taught are in accordance with the scientific specialty of the announced
competition. This is proof of the applicant's significant teaching and academic competence.

Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Velichkov also has an experience as a lecturer in foreign
universities. He has lectured in various European universities, among which the University of
Zaragoza, University of Granada and the Czech University of Life Sciences.

Nikolay Velichkov is a co-author of a study guide in macroeconomics, developed for
students in the Economics programme taught in English, which has been published by the
UNWE Publishing Complex. Nikolay Velichkov has participated in the development of
syllabi for courses led by the Department of Economics of the UNWE (such as
Macroeconomic Analysis, Macroeconomic Theory, Economics of the EU), as well as in the
development of curricula for programmes at the department (such as Dual Bachelor Degree
Programme with the Tianjin Foreign Studies University).

5. Brief characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications

The submitted scientific publications of the candidate include: a monograph with the
title "Budget expenditures in the countries of the European Union: dynamics, structures and
macroeconomic interdependence”, three chapters of a collective monograph, ten articles in
indexed scientific journals, five papers in indexed conference proceedings and nine papers in
collective volumes with scientific review.



The monographic work submitted by Nikolay Velichkov is distinguished by its
complex and multi-layered nature, high scientific style, logical justification, provision of
enough information, processing of a large volume of statistical data and scientific literature
and application of research tools allowing analysis of various dimensions of the studied
relationships and dependencies. The monograph has scientific and applied-science
significance.

The other scientific works of the candidate are also distinguished by high scientific
value and application of appropriate methodological approaches for research in the specific
matter, indicative of which are the established citations of his publications in various
databases of scientific information.

The principal directions in the research work of Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Velichkov
can be distinguished as follows: fiscal policy; economic convergence; macroeconomic
activity, economic growth and inequality; inflation; knowledge economy.

The main scientific and applied-science results of the candidate's research work are
related to the application of a complex approach to the study of budget expenditures and their
macroeconomic interdependence, the construction of a wide-ranging system of indicators for
the analysis of their dynamics and their structural sections, differentiation of certain tax
models in the EU, a study of the economic convergence of CEE countries to the euro area by
applying different methodological approaches, an empirical analysis of public and private
internal demand in Bulgaria and their role in economic growth, a comparative analysis of
GDP dynamics in EU member states through the lens of changes in aggregate demand and
aggregate supply, highlighting similarities and differences in EU countries regarding the
impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the rate of change of GDP and its structural elements,
research on the distribution of income in Bulgaria and its relationship with economic growth
and inequality, factors determining the price dynamics in Bulgaria and the pro-inflationary
influence of the exogenous shocks.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied-science
contributions

Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Velichkov, PhD, has made significant scientific and applied-

science contributions. These contributions can be grouped as follows:

e in the field of fiscal policy — systematization and critical analysis of theoretical
concepts and empirical research on the macroeconomic dependence of budget
expenditures through the lens of specificities in the old and new EU member
states; application of a complex approach in the study of government expenditure;
constructing a wide range of indicators for budget expenditures at different levels
of aggregation; distinguish three tax models in the EU based on a set of tax
system indicators;

e in the field of economic convergence - the processes of real and structural
convergence of Bulgaria to the euro area were studied by applying different
methodological approaches, and a comparison was made with other CEE
countries; the interrelationship between the real and structural convergence of
Bulgaria to the euro area is analyzed; an assessment was made of the economic
convergence of countries from the Western Balkans to the EU along the lines of
production structures at the sectoral level;



e in the field of macroeconomic activity, economic growth and inequality - an
empirical analysis of the dynamics of public and private internal demand in
Bulgaria and their influence on economic growth was made; the determinacy of
GDP dynamics in EU countries by factors on the side of aggregate demand and
aggregate supply was studied in a comparative plan; the functional distribution of
income in Bulgaria was studied and its relationship with economic growth and
inequality was highlighted; the sectoral structure of investments in Bulgaria was
empirically studied and compared with that in the EU; a comparative analysis of
the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the dynamics of GDP in the EU
countries, its expenditure components and gross added value by economic sector
was made;

e in the field of inflation and the factors determining it - the determinism of price
dynamics in Bulgaria by the manifestation of a set of factors was investigated; the
pro-inflationary impact of the exogenous shocks;

e in the field of the knowledge economy - similarities and differences between EU
member states were highlighted according to various indicators of digital skills
and the ways of their acquisition, as well as according to various economic and
social dimensions of higher education.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no critical remarks. I recommend Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Velichkov to
continue his research work in his chosen scientific fields and direct his efforts to the
development of teaching tools - textbooks and guides. As can be seen from his activities and
achievements, he has the opportunity to contribute to providing the courses taught by the
department with modern and up-to-date educational literature.

8. Conclusion

Based on everything stated, | grant a positive opinion on the candidacy of Ch. Asst.
Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov, PhD, considering that he meets the criteria of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
Implementation, the Regulations for the Conduct of Competitions for the Acquisition of
Scientific Degrees and the Occupancy of Academic Positions of the UNWE and the
Regulations for the educational activity of the UNWE. In this regard, | recommend to the
esteemed scientific jury to select Ch. Asst.
