1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of
Economics, Faculty of General Economics at the UNWE according to Decision
of the AC No. 4/28.06.2023. | am part of the scientific jury for the competition
according to Order No. 2653/13.10.2023 of the Deputy Rector for Research and
International Affairs (RDA) at the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates

The only participant in the competition is Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay
Nikolaev Velichkov, PhD, full-time lecturer in the Department of Economics,
Faculty of General Economics (FGE) at the UNWE.

Nikolay Velichkov holds a Bachelor's degree in macroeconomics (2009)
and a Master's degree in macroeconomics (2010) from the UNWE. Since 2010,
he has been an Asst. Prof. in the Department of Economics, FGE at the UNEW.
In 2016, he defended his dissertation on the topic "Fiscal policy and
macroeconomic activity" and obtained the degree "Doctor”. From 2017 up to
now, Mr. Velichkov is the Chief Asst. Prof. in the Department of Economics.
From 2012 to 2014 and from 2018 to 2021, he was the Scientific Secretary of
the Department of Economics. Nikolay Velichkov speaks (excellent) English
and German. He specialized at the Vienna University of Economics and
Business Administration, Austria, the Academy of Economic Studies
Bucharest, Romania and Ovidius University Constanta, Romania (2006),
University of Evora, Portugal (2013) , "Radom Academy of Economics”,
Poland and Institute of Economics and Industrial Engineering of the Siberian
Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Russia (2014), "University of



Zaragoza", Spain (2015), "Czech University of Life Sciences Prague, Czech
Republic and University of Applied Sciences, Lithuania (2016), University of
Granada, Spain (2018 and 2019). Mr. Velichkov is a member of the Bulgarian
Macroeconomic Association, a member of the Bulgarian Association for
European Studies, a member of the Academy of Innovation and Development, a
member of the international organization of researchers Marie Curie Alumni
Association (MCAA), founded and supported by the European Commission, a
member of governing bodies in FGE at the UNWE, faculty committees,
program and organizational committees of many scientific conferences.

3. Satisfaction of the requirements for occupying the academic

position

The candidate fulfills the quantitative requirements for occupying the
academic position "Associate Professor" at the UNWE - with a minimum
threshold of 720 points, Ch. Asst. Prof. Velichkov, PhD, has collected (total)
1,286.3 points.

The minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 1-4 of
LDAPRB and Art. 1a, para. 1 of the Act for the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) (section | of the card) are fulfilled,
the additional requirements of the UNWE according to Art. 2b, para. 5 of
LDAPRB and Art. 1a, para. 2-3 of the Rules for the Implementation of the Act
for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (section Il
of the card) — also (as the majority of the minimum thresholds have been
exceeded).

The UNWE Habilitation Committee (Protocol No. 6 / 10.05.2023)
decrees:

e "The candidacy of Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov, Ph.D. ...,
Is consistent with the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted
by the AC;

e ".. grants a positive opinion about the potential candidate in the
competition Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov, PhD, and
proposes to the Department of Economics, FGE, to initiate at its meeting
a competition for the occupation of the academic position of "Associate
Professor" at the UNWE.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

Mr. Velichkov has over 13 years of teaching experience at the UNWE.
He conducts lectures and seminars for the students of the Bachelor's and
Master's programs, as follows:
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e in Bulgarian - in the courses "Macroeconomics”, "Microeconomics",
"Macroeconomic theory”, "Fiscal policy”, "Foundations of economic
theory", "Macroeconomic analyses", "Applied macroeconomics™ and
"Economics of the EU";

e in English - in the courses "Macroeconomics", "Economic Policy" and
"Economics of the EU".

All courses of Ch. Asst. Prof. Velichkov are at a high academic level
(modern syllabi, bibliography, materials for self-study and teaching methods).
For the last six years, the candidate's study load amounted to 1,545 hours of
lectures and seminars, including:

e 1,373 hours of lectures and 144 hours of seminars to the students of the
Bachelor's program;

e 28 hours of lectures to the students of the Master's program.

Throughout his teaching career, Nikolay Velichkov has taught courses in
Microeconomics, Macroeconomics and Fiscal policy. In this sense, the teaching
experience and academic competence of the candidate fully correspond to the
scientific specialty for which the competition for Associate Professor at UNWE
- Political Economy (Microeconomics, Macroeconomics and Fiscal policy) has
been announced. He is the co-author of a study guide (Damyanov, D.,
Velichkov, N., Macroeconomics, Study Guide, Publishing Complex — UNWE,
2021, ISBN 978-619-232-504-6), which corresponds to the established syllabi
of the corresponding courses.

My colleague Velichkov is a respected and highly valued university
professor.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications
The candidate's research work after taking up the academic position of
"Ch. Asst. Prof." in 2017 is mainly focused on the field of macroeconomics and
fiscal policy.
For participation in the current competition ch. Dr. Velichkov presents 29
scientific works (publications), as follows:
e Habilitation thesis (monograph) — 1;
e Chapters from collective monographs — 3;
e Articles indexed in other international databases with scientific
information, published in scientific journals — 10;
e Papers published in proceedings of scientific conferences, indexed in
other international databases of scientific information — 5;
e Papers published in collective volumes with scientific review - 9;
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Study guide — 1.
The obtained scientific and applied science results of the candidate’s

research activities can be systematized as follows:

in the field of fiscal policy — stabilization role of budget expenditures in
EU member states, indicators of budget expenditures compiled at
different levels of aggregation, relatively uniform tax models in the EU;
in the field of economic convergence — convergence to the euro area of
per capita income for six CEE EU member states, expenditure structure
of Bulgaria's GDP and convergent processes, structural convergence of
Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia to the euro area, convergence of
expenditure and the income structure of GDP for groups of CEE EU
member states, economic convergence of Western Balkan countries to
the EU;

in the field of macroeconomic activity, economic growth and inequality —
dynamics of public and private internal demand in Bulgaria and their
influence on economic growth, dynamics of GDP in the old and new EU
member states through the lens of changes in aggregate demand,
dependence of economic growth on investments in CEE countries,
functional income distribution in Bulgaria and its relationship with
economic growth and inequality, impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on
GDP dynamics;

in the field of inflation - price dynamics in Bulgaria is determined by the
manifestation of a set of factors, the pro-inflationary influence of the war
in Ukraine;

in the field of the knowledge economy - distinguishing groups of
countries in the EU according to the level of digital skills, the ways of
their acquisition and the contribution of the government and business to
the acquisition and improvement of these skills.

The habilitation thesis submitted by the candidate (Velichkov, N.,

Budget expenditures in the countries of the European Union: dynamics,
structures and macroeconomic interdependence, IC-UNWE, 2023. 242 pages.
ISBN 978-619-232-693-7) is a serious scientific study with a theoretical and
applied-science merits.

The goal of the monographic work is "the complex study of the

dynamics, structural characteristics and macroeconomic interdependence of
budget expenditures in the countries of the European Union, highlighting their
differences in the old and new member states.” The object of the scientific study
Is "government expenditures of the countries from the EU in the period 2000 -
2020", and the subject - "macroeconomic projections of the behavior of budget
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expenditures and their constituent components, examined through the lens of
differences in the old and new member states of the Union." To achieve the
main goal, a set of research tasks divided into five groups is defined.

The author's research thesis is: "The dynamics, structures and
macroeconomic interdependence of budget expenditures show clearly expressed
features in the old and new EU member states, which refer to certain
quantitative and qualitative characteristics of the processes taking place over
time and of the established connections and dependencies.”

The presentation in the work of Mr. Velichkov follows the classic
scheme: "theoretical foundations - methodology - research”. In the first chapter,
a critical analysis is made of the main theoretical-empirical views on the
macroeconomic dependence of budget expenditures in the context of their role
in achieving macroeconomic stability and economic growth. The
methodological framework of the empirical research is also presented - a
description of the complex approach used, operationalization of the main
categories, derivation of the most important methodological prerequisites of the
analysis. Chapter two presents the dynamics of government final consumption
expenditure and investments, their different structural aspects and the main
specifics by components in the context of their interaction with macroeconomic
dynamics and features in the old and new EU member states within specific
time intervals. Chapter three is devoted to the total expenditure of the
government in the member states — dynamics, structural sections and
macroeconomic projections (government expenditures by types of transactions
and by functions).

A careful reading of the monograph shows that Dr. Velichkov presents a
large-scale and in-depth study in the field of public spending. The main goal,
the object and the subject of his research are defined correctly. The structure
and presentation are up to par. Modern research approaches and methods are
used. A large amount of specialized literature is processed (studies, articles,
monographs, normative documents, statistics and other materials). Useful
conclusions, assessments and summaries are made. The research tasks have
been completed and the main objective of the monograph has been achieved.
The research thesis has been proven.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied-science contributions
The scientific and applied-science contributions of the candidate
correspond to the requirements for occupying the academic position "Associate
Professor" at the UNWE. They can be summarized in several main directions:
o fiscal policy (publications No. 1.1, 4.1, 4.7, 4.9):

systematization of theoretical views and empirical research on the
stabilization role of budget expenditures and their relationship with
long-term macroeconomic dynamics through the lens of the
peculiarities in the old and new EU member states;

applying an original complex approach to the study of government
expenditures;

construction of a wide range of indicators for budget expenditures
compiled at different levels of aggregation;

distinguishing of three relatively uniform tax models in the EU.

e economic convergence (publications No. 4.2, 4.4, 4.6, 5.3,5.4, 6.5, 6.8):

comparative analysis of per capita income convergence to the euro
area for six CEE EU member states — Bulgaria, Romania, the
Czech Republic, Croatia, Hungary and Poland;

study of the expenditure structure of the GDP of Bulgaria,
comparing the expenditure structure of the GDP in our country
with that of the euro area and tracking the convergent processes;
comparative assessment of the structural convergence of Bulgaria,
Romania and Croatia towards the euro area;

applying an econometric approach of [-convergence by
constructing panel models with fixed effects to determine the
degree of convergence of the expenditure and income structure of
GDP;

study of the existence of interdependence between the processes of
real and structural convergence of Bulgaria to the euro area,;
assessment of the economic convergence of countries from the
Western Balkans (Albania, Montenegro, North Macedonia and
Serbia) to the EU.

e macroeconomic activity, economic growth and inequality (publications
No. 4.3,5.1,5.2,55,6.1,6.2,6.3,6.4, 6.7, 6.9):

empirical analysis of the dynamics of public and private internal
demand in Bulgaria and their influence on the observed rate of
economic growth;

study of GDP dynamics in old and new EU member states through
the lens of changes in aggregate demand;

comparative analysis of the investment determination of economic
growth in CEE countries;

study of the functional distribution of income in Bulgaria and its
relationship with economic growth and inequality;
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o empirical study of the sectoral structure of investments in Bulgaria
and comparison of the sectoral structure of investments in Bulgaria
with the corresponding structure for the EU;

o comparative assessment of the determination of economic growth
by supply-side factors in CEE EU member states;

o study of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the dynamics
of GDP and its expenditure components, as well as on gross added
value by economic sector in EU countries.

¢ inflation (publications No. 2.1, 2.2, 2.3, 6.6):

o study of the determination of the price dynamics in Bulgaria by the
manifestation of a set of factors - the exchange rate of the lev
against the dollar, the price of oil, changes in wages and labor
productivity, the deviation of real GDP from its potential level,
etc.;

o analysis of the pro-inflationary impact of the war in Ukraine.

e economy of knowledge (publications No. 4.5, 4.8, 4.10):

o impementation of cluster analysis for distinguishing groups of
countries in the EU according to the level of digital skills, the ways
of their acquisition and the contribution of the government and
business to the acquisition and improvement of these skills;

o analysis of economic and social dimensions of higher education in
EU countries for a specific time interval.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

interest in the macroeconomic aspects of taxation.

8. Conclusion

Based on the findings of the candidate's scientific and teaching activities,
I recommend Ch. Asst. Prof. Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov, PhD, for the
