1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Economics at the
General Economics Faculty of the UNWE, according to Decision of the Academic Council
No. 4/28.06.2023. | am a member of the scientific jury as per Order No. 2653/13.10.2023 of
the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Only one candidate has submitted documents for participation in the competition, that
is Chief Assistant Professor Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov at the Department Economics in the
General Economics Faculty of UNWE.

Nikolay Nikolaev Velichkov was born in 1986 in the city of Sofia.

In 2005, he graduated from the The National Trade and Banking High School with a
professional qualification in "Banking, Insurance and Social Security" and a second degree
professional qualification "Accountant™.

In 2009, he graduated from the UNWE with a Bachelor's degree in Macroeconomics,
and in 2010 he obtained a Master's degree in Macroeconomics (UNWE).

Since 2010, he has been working as an Assistant Professor in the Department of
Economics, UNWE. From April 2017 to the present, he holds the position of Chief Assistant
Professor in the same department. From 2012 to 2014 and from 2018 to 2021, he held the
position of scientific secretary of the Department Economics.

In 2016, N. Velichkov defended his dissertation on the topic: "Fiscal Policy and
Macroeconomic Activity” and obtained an educational and scientific degree - Doctor of
Economics, scientific specialty "Political Economy (Microeconomics and Macroeconomics)"
at UNWE.
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3. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position -
associate professor

3.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

N. Velichkov has filled out a Quantitative Requirements Score Card for the academic
position "Associate Professor” at UNWE. Minimum thresholds have been met and exceeded
for all sections and indicators of the Quantitative Requirements Score Card. The Score Card
is dully completed, and all the necessary supplements are submitted, in the original or copies
of documents, as evidentiary materials, indicated in the relevant sections of the card.

Briefly, the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements will be commented based on
the presented materials, with which the Chief Assistant Professor N. \Velichkov, PhD,
participated in the competition:

1) According to “Act for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ADASRB)” and “Rules for the Implementation of the Act on the Development
of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria”, the minimum national requirements for
holding the academic position of associate professor - 400 points. Fulfilled - 470 points:

v" Group A - 50 points.
Dissertation work for awarding the educational and scientific degree "doctor".
Submitted copy of diploma.
v Group B - 100 points.
B3 - Habilitation Thesis - Monograph. Everything that is required is attached.

24 publications with all the required evidence, of which 17 are independent and 7 are
co-authored.

10 of the publications are in English and 14 in Bulgarian.

The candidate is the author of 156 pages, according to the attached separation
protocoland official note from the Chief Editor of the Publishing Complex - UNWE. The
Study Guide has been discussed and accepted at the departmental council, accompanied by 2
reviews. All necessary bibliographic data is presented.

v" Group | - 215 points (min. threshold - 40 points)

130 - Papers published in proceedings of scientific conferences, indexed in
international databases with scientific information (130 -1, 2,3,4,5).

5 reports are indicated, two of them co-authored and three - independent, with all the
necessary evidence.

131- Citations established in scientific publications, referenced, and indexed in
databases with scientific information (131-1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10).

10 citations with all necessary evidence.

133 - Participation in a scientific or educational project at a university.

Participation in 4 projects, with official notes from the base executing organization
being presented. All the necessary evidence is available.

v" Group K -361.3 points (min. threshold -100 points)

K 34 (1) and K.34 (2) - Study load in Bulgarian and English (certified with the
necessary official notes from the "Educational Activity" Directorate of the UNWE).

K35 - Developed lecture courses (compiled curricula).

3 lecture courses (curriculums in Bulgarian and English). Official notes from the head
of the department are presented.

K36 - Delivering lectures in a foreign language.

The candidate has indicated three lecture courses given at foreign universities and
relevant evidence has been submitted (official notes from UNWE or a university abroad).

K37 - Membership in a scientific or professional national or international
organization. The names of four organizations are listed and copies of membership
documents are provided.

According to “Act for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ADASRB)” and “Rules for the Implementation of the Act on the
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Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria”, 400 points are required to
hold the academic position of Associate Professor, and the candidate declares 470 points
(section 1). The additional requirements of the UNWE according to “Act for the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria” (art. 2b, paragraph 5) and
the “Rules for its Application”(art. 1a, paragraphs 2-3) require another 320 items, PhD
Velichkov declared 816.3 (section I1).

In summary, the candidate declared 1,286.3 items, which cover and significantly
exceed the minimum quantitative requirements (from sections I and Il - 720 items)
according to the current regulations.

3.2. Fulfilment of quality requirements

v" According to the first indicator of the quality requirements adopted by the
UNWE,
it should be noted that the candidate N. Velichkov is a recipient of the Diploma for
Comprehensive Public, incl. and research activity of the Academy for Innovation and
Development of Higher Education in the Republic of Bulgaria.

He also actively participated in the development of: 1) Concept for a system of non-
financial performance indicators for budget programs (part of the developed Methodology
for program budgeting in the judiciary, approved by the Ministry of Finance and adopted at
the Plenary Session of the Supreme Judicial Council) and 2) A complex approach to
structuring and researching budget expenditures in EU countries.

He is a member of the Bulgarian Association for European Studies, the Bulgarian
Macroeconomic Association, the Academy for Innovation and Development and the
International Association of Researchers (Marie Curie Alumni Association - MCAA),
founded by the European Commission.

He has an active public activity in the General Economics Faculty of UNWE as a
member of the Program Board of the National Competitions in Economics and Faculty
Committees for:1) Promotion and evaluation of Scientific Research Activity (2018-2020), 2)
Evaluation of quality (2017-2020), 3) Evaluation and approval of training programs (2018-
2020) and 4) Stimulation and evaluation of publication activity. Visiting researcher at the
Institute of Economic and Industrial Engineering at the Siberian Branch of the Russian
Academy of Sciences.

Everything listed so far has been certified by the candidate with the necessary
evidence.

v According to the second quality indicator, the activity of N. Velichkov
receives high score from the surveyed students. There is a significant contribution to the
development of a high level of education in university structures, as well as in scientific
societies and/or professional organizations. He is the author of a number of new study
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courses and curricula for Bachelor's, and Master's degrees (Macroeconomic Analysis,
Macroeconomic Theory and Economics of the European Union) in Bulgarian and English.

v According to the third indicator, it can be emphasized that N. Velichkov is a
member of the Academy for Innovation and Development, the Audit Committees for auditing
the Quality Management System of UNWE in accordance with the requirements of ISO
9001:2015 and National Academy for Assessment and Accreditation criteria, the manager of
a business organization, etc.

v" Regarding the fourth indicator, N. Velichkov has an active participation in
national and/or international forums (14 in number are indicated) related to the realization of
his academic competence.

For all mentioned activities, the necessary proofs of implementation are attached.

The assessment made is also confirmed by the received opinion of the Habilitation
Council of the UNWE. At a regular session of the Habilitation Council of UNWE, held on
10.05.2023, having also considered the positive opinion of the Committee for Quantitative
Requirements for Academic Promotion, the Council concludes that the candidacy of N.
Velichkov in the competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor” meets the
quantitative and qualitative requirements set by the Academic Council of UNWE.

The candidacy of N. Velichkov in the competition for academic position
“Associate Professor” at the University for National and World Economy, in the
professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Political Economy
(Microeconomics, Macroeconomics and Fiscal Policy)™ meets all the quantitative and
gualitative requirements, set by the Academic Council of UNWE. The candidate meets
the mandatory requirements as stipulated in ADASRB for the academic position of
“Associate Professor.”

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activity

Nikolay Velichkov is a lector at the Department Economics, General Economics
Faculty of UNWE for more than 13 years, of which more than 6 years as a Chief Assistant
Professor. He is a leading teacher in the disciplines "Macroeconomics", "Microeconomics”,
"Fiscal Policy", "Foundations of Economic Theory", "Macroeconomic Analysis", "Applied
Macroeconomics"” and "Economics of the European Union", or a total of 1264 hours of
lectures and 2358 hours of seminars in Bulgarian language. The candidate conducts
lectures and seminars in English (207 hours of lectures and 664 hours of seminars) in
the disciplines “Macroeconomics”, "Economic Policy” and "Economics of the European
Union".

During this period, N. Velichkov had a number of specializations/mobilities, both in
various Bulgarian institutions (TU, Institute for Postgraduate Qualification) and in foreign
universities (Spain, Lithuania, Czech Republic, Russia, Poland, Portugal, Romania, etc.). He
is the author of three chapters of a collective monograph: "Analysis of the macroeconomic
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and financial situation of Bulgaria in 2014, 2015 and 2016", as well as a university textbook
— “Macroeconomics, Study Guide” (156 author's pages).

N. \elichkov, PhD, has developed three study programs in "Macroeconomic
Analysis", "Macroeconomic Theory" and "Economics of the European Union" in English, for
which official notes have been presented by the head of the department. The candidate has
indicated three lecture courses given at foreign universities under the Erasmus+ program of
the EU (relevant official notes from UNWE or a university abroad are presented).

The candidate's educational and teaching activity is characterized by innovation,
aimed at creating an effective learning environment, through incentives and support for
students, organization of meetings and discussions, active participation in national and/or
international forums, for which he received high praise from colleagues and students.

It can be concluded that the accumulated teaching experience shows a high degree of
preparation for holding academic positions of UNWE - Associate Professor, and the
academic competences of the Chief Assistant Professor PhD N. Velichkov fully corresponds
to the scientific specialty and the additional specification of the announced competition -
"Political Economy (Microeconomics, Macroeconomics and Fiscal Policy)".

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications

The scientific and research activity of the candidate N. Velichkov is in the field of:
fiscal policy (publications no. 1.1, 4.1, 4.7, 4.9 from the list of publications), economic
convergence (publications no. 4.2, 4.4, 4.6, 5.3, 5.4, 6.5, 6.8), macroeconomic activity,
economic growth and inequality (Publications No. 4.3, 5.1, 5.2, 5.5, 6.1, 6.2, 6.3, 6.4, 6.7,
6.9), inflation and its factor determination (Publications No. 2.1, 2.2, 2.3, 6.6), knowledge
economy (Publications No. 4.5, 4.8, 4.10).

From the completed ,,Quantitative Requirements Score Card” for holding the
academic position "Associate Professor" at UNWE, the scientific works of the candidate are
divided into two parts:

The first part includes a monograph (B3) with the title "Budget expenditures in the
countries of the European Union: dynamics, structures and macroeconomic dependence”
(Publishing Complex - UNWE, 2023, 242 pages, with diagrams and tables, ISBN 978-619-
232 693- 7), which is a logical continuation of research and teaching activities in the field of
fiscal policy.

The author analyzes and summarizes the main trends in terms of the dynamics,
structures and macroeconomic linkages of budget expenditures in the EU countries during
the period 2000-2020. The research proves the existence of a number of specifics
(quantitative and qualitative) between the old and new member states, which are a
consequence of the action of a set of factors and conditions. The first chapter reviews the
main theoretical-empirical concepts and presents the methodological framework for carrying
out the empirical research. The second chapter focuses on the dynamics of government final
consumption expenditure and investment and outlines the most important specifics in their

individual components in the context of their interaction with macroeconomic dynamics. In
the third chapter, an analysis of the total expenditure of the government in the EU countries is
made, examining both their own dynamics over time and their relationship with changes in
GDFP.

On the basis of processed rich statistical material, the author has evaluated the
contribution of individual structural elements to the growth of government expenditures and
the rate of economic growth, as well as the main characteristics in the behavior of the total
expenditure of the government. The research of N. Velichkov, PhD, is of scientific interest
because, on the one hand, it offers a new scientific-applied approach in a dynamic field, and
on the other hand, it expands theoretical knowledge about the macroeconomic dependence of
budget expenditures in the EU countries.

The second part of publications (Group C - C7 and C10) proves the author's high
expertise and detailed knowledge of the current state of the researched problem, an original
approach to its analysis, a critical attitude to the literature in the relevant field.

All publications are distinguished by a clear structure and presentation of the
development, a reasoned and logical presentation of the research, adherence to the rules of
academic language and writing style, and high applied relevance. Proof of this is the number
of citations in foreign publications.

6. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The scientific contributions of the candidate N. Velichkov are described in detail and
systematized and can be briefly summarized as follows:

1) Theoretical views and empirical studies on the stabilization role of budget
expenditures and their relationship with long-term macroeconomic dynamics in the old and
new EU member states are systematized.

2) A complex approach was applied to the study of the expenditure of the
government, their dynamics, and their individual structural components.

3) Comparative assessment of the structural convergence of Bulgaria, Romania, and
Croatia towards the Eurozone.

4) Analysis of the interdependence between the processes of real and structural
convergence of Bulgaria to the Eurozone.

5) Empirical analysis of the dynamics and influence of public and private domestic
demand in Bulgaria on the rate of economic growth.

6) Comparative analysis of the investment determination of economic growth in CEE
countries.

7) Macroeconomic projections defined based on a comparative analysis of the
sectoral structure of investments in Bulgaria and EU countries.

8) The determination of the price dynamics in Bulgaria by the manifestation of a set
of factors was investigated.
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9) Cluster analysis to differentiate groups of countries in the EU according to the
level of digital skills and the role of the state and business in their improvement.

10) Defining the economic and social specifics of higher education in EU countries
for a specific time interval.

After getting acquainted with the materials (publications, research, participation in
projects, specializations/mobility, active social activity, etc.) of the Chief Assistant Professor
N. Velichkov, PhD, with which he participated in the competition for the academic position
of “Associate Professor” in the scientific specialty "Political Economy (Microeconomics,
Macroeconomics and Fiscal Policy)" at UNWE, | am convinced that his contributions to
scientific, research and educational activities are personal, indisputable and beyond doubt.

In conclusion, | recognize the candidate's contributions, which are scientific,
scientific-applied and applied in nature and refer to:

- Enrichment of the existing theory, methodology and knowledge in the field of
the announced competition.
