| am participating as an internal member of a scientific jury in a competition for the
academic position of "Associate Professor” for the needs of the "Criminal Sciences"
department at the Faculty of Law (UF) of the University of National and World Economy
(UNWE). The competition has been announced in accordance with the requirements of the
Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and
the Regulations for the Implementation of LDASRB (RILDASRB) in SG, no. 70/15.08.2023

The scientific jury for the competition was constituted by Order No. 2639/13.10.2023
of the Rector of UNWE. | am appointed to present an opinion on the documents presented
within the framework of the procedure.

The only candidate, who is admitted to participate in the competition, is Chief
Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki, PhD.

1. Brief information about the candidate

Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki, PhD, has graduated from the Faculty of Law
of the University of Sofia “St. Kliment Ohridski™ (SU). In 2011, he successfully defended his
dissertation on the topic "Civil claim in the criminal process”, on the basis of which he was
awarded the educational and scientific degree "doctor” in professional direction 3.6 Law
(Criminal Procedural Law). Currently, Dr. Smolicki holds the academic position of "Chief
Assistant™ in the Department of "Criminal Sciences™ of the Faculty of Law of the UNWE. He has
also held the position of scientific secretary of the department. The candidate in the procedure is
an attorney-at-law at the Sofia Bar Association.



2. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position **Associate
Professor*

The materials provided by Chief Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki, within the
framework of the competition procedure, demonstrate fulfililment of the quantitative and
qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of "Associate Professor" according
to the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Belarus (LDASRB) and
the Regulations for the Implementation of LDASRB.

The Habilitation Council of the UNWE has given a positive opinion on compliance with
the requirements of the UNWE within the framework of a preliminary procedure for assessing
the readiness for habilitation.

3. Evaluation of the candidate's educational and teaching activities

Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki holds seminars and lectures on the discipline
"Criminal Procedural Law". He also conducts a lecture course on the discipline "Criminal
Enforcement Law" at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE. The submitted references show the
fulfillment of the minimum requirements for participation in the competition for the academic
position of "Associate Professor™ in this part.

The educational and teaching activity of Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki
includes the preparation of a number of educational materials and educational documentation.
Evidence of the candidate's competence in the field of teaching activity is his published
educational literature. The candidate is the author of the publication " Interpretative Decisions of
the Supreme Court on Provisions of the Criminal Code for the Period 1999-2022", which is
useful for training in criminal procedure law. The teaching activity of Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel
Petrov Smolichki has been highly praised by his students.

Given the above, Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki fulfills the legal requirements
for the teaching job to hold the academic position of "Associate Professor" in professional field
3.6 Law (Criminal Procedural Law).

4. A brief description of the submitted scientific works of the candidate

Chief Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki is participating in the competition with a
monographic work "The Attorney in the criminal process of the Republic of Bulgaria” and 9
(nine) articles and reports, as follows: 1) " Procedural legal capacity as a prerequisite for
admitting a civil claim in criminal proceedings "; 2)" Participation of the public in the
consideration and resolution of criminal cases - history, development, trends"; 3) " Procedural
problems when considering cases for crimes against the economy"; 4) "The role of the attorney
for compliance with the law in criminal proceedings™; 5) " The preliminary hearing on the CPC
and the legislator's new idea - practical problems”; 6) "Constitution of the attorney in the
criminal process"; 7) " The European Investigation Order™; 8) " Economic effects of expanding
the cases in which private legal entities have the right to be represented in criminal proceedings



by an attorney™; 9) "Release from criminal liability with imposition of administrative penalty"
(co-authored article).

In the card for quality requirements, the scientific paper "The Attorney in the criminal
process of the Republic of Bulgaria" is listed as habilitation based on Art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of
the LDASRB. The cited publication is a thorough, comprehensive and in-depth study of a major
theoretical problem of criminal procedural law and constitutes a monograph. It contains
substantial scientific contributions without repeating existing scientific research. The quality
requirements of the competition have been met.

The monograph "The Attorney in the criminal process of the Republic of Bulgaria™ has a
volume of 258 pages and consists of introductory notes, three chapters, a conclusion, and
references. It is a coherent and comprehensive study of the current issues of the institution of the
attorney in the criminal process. The work contains significant scientific contributions in the
field of the theory of Criminal Procedural Law. It has high theoretical value and contributes both
to the development of criminal law science and to general theoretical knowledge about the
institution of the attorney and the right of defense. The research is up-to-date and overcomes the
lack of a complete and thorough study of the problems of the attorney in the criminal process.

Those scientific publications presented by Ch. Assistant Professor Pavel Petrov
Smolichki correspond to the minimum national requirements in professional field 3.6 Law,
according to the LDASRB, and meet the conditions for occupying the academic position
"Associate Professor"” in accordance with the PPLDASRB and the additional requirements of the
UNWE. These publications pertain to the field in which the competition was announced -
professional direction 3.6 Law (Criminal Procedural Law) and contain theoretical and practical-
applied contributions.

5. Synthesized assessment of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The candidate's essential points of contribution to the procedure are mainly contained in
the monographic work "The Attorney in the criminal process of the Republic of Bulgaria". |
would like to draw attention to the contributions of an exceptionally theoretical nature.

A significant point is the topic of the effective participation of citizens in criminal cases
in the protection of their rights, freedoms and interests.

Another contribution is the systematic presentation of the prerequisites for the
constitution of a attorney and their precise legal analysis. A significant point is also the
consideration of the mandatory protection carried out by the attorney.

Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki successfully uses the comparative law approach
when examining the procedural figure of the attorney. The monograph contains valuable
conclusions about the model that the Bulgarian legal system uses in developing the institution of
the attorney. Conclusions are made regarding possible changes by comparison with foreign legal
systems. A comparative legal study is inherent to the entire monograph, which increases its
theoretical value - another contributing point.



The author's conclusions regarding the distinction between the three legal figures -
defender, attorney-at-law and procedural representative in the context of the principles and
features of the criminal process have a high theoretical value. The contribution nature of the legal
analysis of the opportunities for the participation of natural and legal persons who have suffered
damages in the criminal process should be explicitly noted.

The monographic work contains a number of proposals de lege ferenda that can be used
to improve legislation. They are presented systematically as a consequence of the theoretical
analysis. The paper contains practical and applied contributions.

The author has derived a definition of a attorney in the criminal process, which enriches
both theory and practice in the realm of the competition.

The published works of Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki also contain other
contributions that add to the development of the theory in the field of Criminal Procedural Law.

6. Recommendations and questions

The matters which Dr. Smolichki delves into are essential for protecting the rights and
legitimate interests of citizens in the criminal process. It would be particularly useful for the
legal theory and legal practice if the candidate in the procedure continued to work on the subject
of his habilitation thesis and addressed issues of the effective exercise of fundamental rights
through the legal figure of the guardian in criminal proceedings, placing the subject in context of
constitutional and international law. For example, the autor could focus on a detailed study of the
practice of the European Court of Human Rights and the question of the limitation of the
attorneys's rights from the point of view of the constitutionally established right of defense in
Art. 56 of the Constitution of the Republic of Bulgaria. My question to the candidate is the
following: "What conclusions can be drawn from the systematic interpretation of the provision of
Art. 56 of the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus and the legal regulation of the institution of
the attorney contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure?"

7. Conclusion

In view of the characterization of the educational and scientific activity, |1 give a
POSITIVE ASSESSMENT and recommend the scientific jury to propose Ch. Assistant Dr.
Pavel Petrov Smolichki to be elected to the academic position of "Associate Professor” in the
field of higher education 3.
